towing procedures.

Attachment Tabs:

Motorhome mount tow bars are recommended

for use with this baseplate. Due to the design

of the removable tabs, the RangeFinderll and
Ambassador tow bars can not be used. Adapters,
except the BX8833 and BX88151, can not be used
with this baseplate.

Installation Notes: The fascia, horn
cables, metal bumper and air dams are
removed. The grille style is trimmed. Drilling is
required.

The dimensional variations between otherwise
identical vehicles can be considerable.

While the baseplate was designed for easy
installation, it may be necessary to tailor the
baseplate slightly to compensate for auto
manufacturer’s tolerances. These minor
adjustments may include filing a hole slightly,
bending electrical rods or bending end plates.

The BX8848 4 Diode Wiring Kit is
recommended for this vehicle.

Handling of some cosmetic parts
when installing this product may
require the use of protective covers,

rags, specialty tools, etc. to prevent
damage.

Installation Instructions:

1. Remove two Phillips pushpins from top of
fascia - the second and third in from the
headlight. Do this to both sides of the vehicle.
Set pushpins aside to be reinstalled later.

2. On the top center of the fascia, use the 10mm
socket to remove one metric bolt. Set bolt
aside to be reinstalled later.

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3. On outside edge of wheel well, turn screw 90
degrees with the flat screwdriver to remove.
Do this to both sides of the vehicle. Set screws
aside to be reinstalled later.

5. Using the 10mm socket, remove three metric
bolts from front edge of belly pan (see white
arrows). Do this to both sides of the vehicle.
On drivers side, remove one metric bolt from
rear corner of belly pan (see grey arrow). Set
bolts aside to be reinstalled later.
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4. Push wheel well cover aside to expose top

edge of fascia. Remove one metric bolt using
the 10mm socket. Do this to both sides of the
vehicle. Set bolts aside to be reinstalled later.

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6. Remove five pushpins from passenger’s side
of belly pan (see white arrows). Remove
two pushpins from driver’s side of belly pan
(see grey arrows). Set pushpins aside to be
reinstalled later. Pull fascia forward to remove.
Set pushpins, fascia and belly pan aside
carefully to be reinstalled later.

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7. On the side of the radiator, pull the air dam

forward to remove. Do this to both sides of the

vehicle. Set air dams aside to be reinstalled
later.

9. Using the reciprocating saw, start a cut at
the top edge of the lower section of metal
bumper. Cut horizontally one inch and then
cut vertically all the way to the bottom of the
bumper. Do this to both sides of the vehicle.

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On the driver’s side, disconnect the horn cable
(with fog light connector, if so equipped) from
a tie clip on the back of metal bumper (see
grey arrow of inset). Disconnect the cable from
three tie clips behind metal bumper (see white
arrows). On the passenger’s side, disconnect
the horn cable from a tie clip on the back of
metal bumper. Move the cables out of the way
to prepare the area for baseplate installation.

Using the 14mm socket, remove three metric
bolts from the metal bumper. Do this to both
sides of the vehicle. Pull the metal bumper
forward to remove and set aside to be
reinstalled later.

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11. Using the flat cold chisel, remove the square
nut on the inside of the frame rail. Do this to
both sides of the vehicle.

BE SURE TO USE LOCTITE® RED ON ALL BOLTS
BEFORE TIGHTENING. TIGHTEN ALL BOLTS
ACCORDING TO THE TORQUE CHART ON THE
FRONT PAGE OF THESE INSTRUCTIONS OR ON
PAGE 3 OF THE BASEPLATE TOWING GENERAL
INSTRUCTIONS.

13. Using the baseplate as a template, drill into
the bottom of frame with the 13/32” drill bit.
Insert nut plate and align to drilled hole. Install
3/8-16 x 1 ¥2" bolt with 3/8” lock washer and
tighten. Do this to both sides of the vehicle.
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12. Slide baseplate against inside of frame ralil,
aligning top rear hole of baseplate to existing
hole of frame rail (see white arrow). Insert
3/8-16 nut plate through frame rail opening
(see grey arrow) and align to existing hole.
Install 3/8-16 x 1 ¥2” bolt with 3/8” lock washer
and tighten. Clamp with the large vise grips.

When using power drills be aware of the
dangers of torque and drill bit length.

14. Using the baseplate as a template, drill the two
remaining holes into the side of frame rail with
the 13/32” drill bit. Insert nut plates and align
to drilled holes. Install 3/8-16 x 1 ¥2” bolts with
3/8” lock washers and tighten. Do this to both
sides of the vehicle.
