1. Remove the power steering ram.

2. Position the HOOKER bracket and attach to the frame, according to Figure 1.

3. Attach the ram to the bracket with the stock hardware.

4. The HOOKER bracket may require trimming to fit some models. See Figure 2.

It was observed during the engineering and design of our power steering bracket, that some of the vehicles used showed
excessive frame stress in the area of the original power steering bracket. This eventually could allow the bracket to work loose

from the frame. Therefore, after the installation of your HOOKER bracket, we recommend space welding its perimeter for
maximum strength in this area. See Figure 1.
