[1l. ROBINS ACADEMIC SCHOLARSHIP POLICY AND PROCEDURES

The Robins AFB Officers' Spouses' Club (ROSC) will award academic scholarships in the
amount of $500 or more to individuals seeking higher education who are
dependents/spouses of eligible military or Department of Defense (DoD) members, and
NOT High School Seniors. The number of awards is based on yearly revenues from the
ROSC Thrift Shop. A Scholarship Selection Panel will determine the award winners
based on demonstrated academic achievement, GPA, SAT/ACT scores; involvement in
school, community, and work; a personal statement; and recommendations. Recipients
will be notified of their selection in April 2017.

Eligibility:

1. Applicant must be attending or planning to attend an accredited institution of higher
learning (university, college, technical college, etc.). The sponsor must be a military
member or DoD employee (Active Duty, Reserves, National Guard, retired, deceased,
officer, or enlisted). The military sponsor must be employed or retired from
employment at Robins Air Force Base or assigned to a local military unit serviced by
Robins AFB. Any rank or branch of service is eligible. Dependents of current, retired, or
deceased DoD employees (GS 9 or above) are eligible if their current/last tour of duty
was Robins AFB. In the case of retired/deceased sponsors, either military or DoD, the
applicant must have remained in the RAFB area.

2. The continuing education scholarships are a one-time award.

3. Acceptance or possession of a military academy appointment, ROTC scholarship, or
any FULL four-year scholarship that includes room and board, will automatically
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terminate entitlement to awards offered by the Robins OSC. An academic award from
another OSC also negates entitlement to the Robins OSC Scholastic Achievement Award.
In such events, that Scholastic Achievement Award will be presented to an alternate
based on order of merit.

4. Dependents or spouses of the ROSC Scholarship Committee or the Selection Panel
are not eligible for a scholarship in the year that person serves.

5. The award must be used within the 2017-2018 academic year for educational use
billed by the institution (i.e., tuition, fees, on-campus room and board). The award
money is mailed directly to the recipient's school upon written verification of
registration. It is the responsibility of the winner to ensure the ROSC scholarship
chairperson receives their registration verification by the postmark deadline of
September 28, 2017 before any money will be paid. If the required information is not
postmarked by September 28, 2017 the recipient will forfeit their award and the award
will be presented to an alternate based on order of merit.

The applicant will attach the sealed envelope to the application package. We
recommend asking people who are acquainted with your entire background, especially
your scholastic achievement, to complete the forms.

D. All official transcripts from all accredited institutions attended/attending OR High
School. PRIVACY NOTICE: All application materials are used ONLY for the purpose of
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eligibility verification and recipient selection. ldentifying information is not shown to
Judges Selection Panel.
