RULES AND REGULATIONS

In order to provide a safe and enjoyable environment for the Veteran’s Day Parade, the following
rules have been initiated to accomplish these goals. Please carefully review all of the information
before you submit a parade registration form.

PARADE DAY
Parade Date: Saturday, November 3, 2018
Check-in Time: 8:00AM to 9:30AM
Check-in Location: South Brown Avenue from Main Street
Entrance
Actual Start Time: 10:00AM
Ending Location: 2" Street and Drylake St.

General Information

1. All vehicle drivers must have a valid driver's license and the vehicle must have proof of
liability insurance.

2. All drivers must have an unobstructed view of the road.

3. No candy or other materials will be thrown or tossed from any float or parade participant for
safety reasons.

4. Check in time: 8:00 AM-9:30 AM

Safety Regulations

1. Float size cannot exceed 14" in height or 12" in width. Length must be short enough to
navigate sharp turns with ease.

Make sure you have fire extinguishers on all floats.

No smoking on floats.

Sitting on hoods or trunks of vehicles is prohibited.

No participant will get off a moving vehicle or float.
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Equestrian Entries

1. All equestrian entries must have full control of horse throughout the entire parade route.
2. Equestrian units must have a clean-up person to keep with the entry.

3. Equestrian entries must sign the participant waiver.

Post-Parade Opportunity

This year parade entries will have the opportunity to park at a designated place close to Peart Park
to allow parade entrants to stop and showcase their entry!! Information on the parking area will
be provided prior to the parade via email.
