Theological Questions 
 

Last weekôs question:  Who was the woman who started the  
annual March for Life, beginning on January 22, 1974? 
The first March for Life was held on January 22, 1974, on the 
first anniversary of the Supreme Court decisions, Roe v. Wade 
and Doe v. Bolton, which overturned laws in every state pro-
tecting unborn human life in the womb. It was organized by a 
woman named Nellie Gray.  
Nelly Gray was born in Big Spring, Texas, in 1924.  During 
World War II, she served in the Women’s Army Corps. Then 
she had a career as a federal employee in the State Department 
and the Labor Department. She was a convert to the Catholic 
faith, and she remained a devout Catholic her whole life. She 
belonged to St. Mary, Mother of God parish in Washington 
D.C. for many years. Taking classes at night, she earned a law 
degree from Georgetown University in 1959.  
After the Roe v. Wade decision in 1973, she retired early at the 
age of 48 to devote herself entirely to the pro-life movement. In 
the Fall of 1973, she and about thirty other people met at her 
home to organize the first March for Life on January 22, 1974, 
in order to show strong public opposition to the legalization of 
abortion. She adopted the principle, “No exceptions, no com-
promise.” At first, they had no plans to make it an annual 
event.   
The first March drew over 20,000 people. They decided to do it 
again the next year, and it has continued ever since. Nellie 
Gray continued to lead the March for Life for 38 years, until 
she died at the age of 88 on August 12, 2012. The crowd have 
grown to an enormous size each year, consistently involving 
hundreds of thousands of marchers. This year the 46th March 
for Life took place on Friday, January 18, 2019.
