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One of the most significant characteristics 

that distinguishes humanity from all other 

created beings is the ability to understand 

each other by means of speech.  And one of 

the most important uses of that unique ability 

is not just to communicate with one another, 

but to come into agreement with what heaven 

has already decreed.

What God says about you is of utmost 

importance.  That is why I have compiled a list 

of forty scripture passages in three areas—faith,

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fasting, and increase. I encourage you to read 

them and allow them to become realities in 

your spirit at the very beginning of this decade 

of dominion.    

But what you say about you has more 

influence on your life than you can imagine.  I 

have developed a declaration that corresponds 

to every decree, so that you can rehearse what 

the Word of God says about you regarding 

these same three categories—faith, fasting 

and increase.

God’s word is already established in the 

heavens.  What establishes His truth in the 

circumstances of your life is when you declare His 

word in faith. When earth comes into agreement 

with what heaven has decreed, the miracle 

working power of God will go into operation.  

I encourage you to use this book as a guide 

and a resource to match your confession of faith 

to what God  has already said.  As you do, I believe 
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you will experience a measure of dominion that 

will propel you to victory in the days to come.

AS THEY WORSHIPPED THE LORD AND FASTED, THE HOLY
