Standard Sizes and Hardware Locations
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F-Series is Fleming’s standard 16 gage paintable galvanneal steel, knocked-down, masonry profile, punch mitered
frame, used in masonry, concrete or drywall partitions. It is convertible to set-up and welded (SUW) construction
and is available for up to 3 hour fire rated applications in sizes to 4’0" x 10°0” (1250 x 3050mm) singles and 8'0” x
10'0” (2450 x 3050mm) pairs. Installation instructions for both knocked-down and set-up and welded F-Series
frames are included in TDS G09.

Non-standard sizes to suit specific project requirements are also available. Refer to TDS G03 through G06 for
detailed information of hinge and strike locations.

All metric values are shown in millimeters (mm) unless indicated otherwise. Imperial and metric values may not be equal.
