« Press and hold the (2 (Home) button and <> (Back) button together for more than 5 seconds to
disconnect the Magic Remote.

« Press and hold the (2 (Home) button and €3 (Q. Settings) button together for more than 5 seconds to
disconnect and re-register the Magic Remote at the same time.

NFCis technology that uses Near Field Communication, allowing you to conveniently send and receive

information without separate settings.

By bringing a smart device near the NFC-enabled remote control, you can install the LG ThinQ app and

connect the device to the TV.

. Turn on NFCin the smart device’s settings. To use NFC with Android devices, set the NFC option to enable
‘read/write tags'in the smart device's settings. The NFC settings may vary depending on the device.

. Bring the smart device near the [N (NFC) on the remote control. The required distance for NFC tagging is
about Tcm.

. Follow the instructions to install the LG ThinQ app on your smart device.

Retagging the smart device to the remote control allows you to conveniently access various features on
the connected TV through the LG ThinQ app.
