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Installation Precautions

1. The producis shall not be stacked, the distance should be > 20cm, so as not to affect lifespan of the products due to poor heat dissipation.

2. The product shall not be installed close to the switching power supply with an interval of > 20cm to avoid radiation interference of the switching power supply.
3. The installation height shall be > Tm from the floor to avoid shortening the remote control distance due to too weak reception signal.

4. The products are not allowed to be close to or covered by metal objects, with an interval of = 20cm fo avoid signal attenuation and shorten the remote distance.

5. Avoid installation at the corner of the wall or the corner of the beam, with an interval of > 20cm to avoid signal interference.
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
