7. Image shi� zero

Set the target at the zeroing distance so that the device can obtain a good image as shown.
Select the zero se�ng submenu - please refer to the re�cle adjustment op�on in the menu opera�on mode for 
specific steps.
Fire a 1st shot a�er focusing on the image, ensuring that you can see a clear point of impact on the screen a�er 
the shot has been taken.

Ballis�c data: There are 5 sets of ballis�c data profiles (A-E) that can be saved.
Velocity: is the measurement of bullet travel speed a�er it is fired from your rifle, expressed in "meters per 
second" (m/s) or "feet per second" (f/s), which can be measured by using professional tes�ng equipment.
