GENERAL VIEW
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• This unit contains small parts which could be a choking hazard for small children.

• All units must be secured individually to wall studs using hardware provided. If wall

studs are not accessible, consult your local hardware store for appropriate moun�ng

hardware.

Use care not to over�ghten if using power

tools. Follow proper safety procedures if using power tools and/or ladders.

• We recommend you protect your work surface during assembly to prevent scratching or

damage to tabletops, wood floors, etc.
