OFFICIAL RULES

VOID WHERE PROHIBITED.

This is a contest provided by QUALCOMM Incorporated, a Delaware corporation, located at 5775 Morehouse Drive, San Diego, CA  92121.  By participating in the contest each contestant warrants that it fully and unconditionally agrees to and accepts these Official Rules and the decisions by QUALCOMM which are final and binding. 

1. Entry: This contest runs from August 11, 2004 to November 30, 2004. 

2. The contest: To be eligible for the contest, participants shall develop content in any one or more of the following categories with the stipulation that the content is unique in each category submitted: (i) 3D Game, (ii) 3D Screen Saver (a non interactive 3D demo), or (iii) 3D Demo (must have interaction with the scene or objects in the scene) (items (i), (ii) and (iii) collectively referred to as the “3D Content”), for BREW using OpenGL ES APIs (compiled according to the OpenGL ES 1.0 specification) commercially available for phones containing a QUALCOMM CDMA ASIC.  The 3D content must be (i) an original work of authorship, (ii) run on at least one of the specified QUALCOMM CDMA ASICs  (MSM6100, MSM6250, MSM6500, MSM6550) and/or the BREW SDK, and (iii) fully support at least the English language.  The 3D Content must be received before 6:00 PM PST (Pacific Standard Time) on November 30, 2004. No late entries will be accepted. The 3D Content must not be subject to restrictions which would inhibit QUALCOMM’s use or distribution of the 3D Content. Participants hereby grant the right and license to QUALCOMM to use, copy and distribute with the right to sublicense, the 3D Content.  An eligible participant may submit a unique entry in each category listed but is only eligible to win in one of the three categories.

3. Submission: The 3D Content must be submitted through the process set up by GameDev.net as part of the testing and screening process.  Submission will open August 11, 2004. A submission must include a (i) title of the 3D Content, (ii) screen shot (jpeg, gif if or animated gif format), (iii) 3D Content description of 50 words or less, (iv) complete .dll and .mif,and .bar files along with all art assets and supporting models and materials for the 3D Content, (v) full source code for the 3D Content, with project files, and (v) classification in one of the defined categories (all of the above deliveries will hereinafter be referred to as "application"). QUALCOMM reserves the right to unlimited use of the 3D Content developer's name, screen shots, source code, descriptive wording of the 3D Content and submitted 3D Content for demonstration and promotional purposes as well as use of screen shots in print or any online promotional material as part of this QUALCOMM OpenGL ES 3D Content programming contest or post-campaign follow-up promotions.

4. Winner Selection:  The panel of judges will consist of QUALCOMM representatives as well as representatives from the gaming industry. Three (3) winners from each of three (3) categories will be selected and notified by e-mail unless an alternative notification is provided, on or about January 1, 2005.  The winners must meet the eligibility requirements set forth in these rules and, except where prohibited, will be required to complete an Affidavit of Eligibility and Liability and Publicity Release which must be signed, notarized and returned within seven (7) days of receipt of written prize confirmation, in order to qualify for the prize, or the prize will be forfeited.  Non-compliance with this requirement may result in disqualification and the selection of an alternate winner. Alternate prize winners will be notified within sixty (60) days after the judging date and must execute an affidavit of Eligibility and Liability Publicity Release within seven (7) days following attempted notification. Return of any prize/prize notification as undeliverable may result in disqualification and selection of an alternate winner. Odds of winning depend on the number of eligible entries received. All judging will be conducted by the panel of judges whose decision is final in all matters relating to this contest.
