TERMS AND CONDITIONS

PART 1: ONLINE PLATFORM TERMS OF USE

These online platform terms of use (“terms of use”) set forth the terms and conditions to be
observed by system users when participating in auctions conducted by ArtX Inc.(operating under the
name ArtXAuction) (“company”) by using the bidding platform provided by the company.

Any matters not set forth in these terms of use shall be governed by the terms of sale for live
auctions set forth by the company (“terms of sale for live auctions”) except for the provisions not
applicable due to their nature. Unless otherwise set forth herein, the terms defined in the terms of
sale for live auctions shall have the same meaning herein.

Section 1 Account Registration and Account Services

This section sets forth the details of the account registration and account services using the bidding
platform provided by the company. Persons who wish to register an account using the bidding
platform provided by the company and account holders must comply with these terms of use.

1. Account Holders

(1) An account holder herein shall mean a person who has agreed to these terms of use, registered
the necessary information on the registration form on the company’s website, submitted identification
documents separately designated by the company, and obtained approval from the company. The
process from such application to such approval shall be hereinafter referred to as “account
registration.” After approval by the company, the account holder may have access to all services
provided by the company under these terms of use (“services”).

(2) If, at it its sole direction, the company is satisfied with the user information details and
identification documents provided with the registration form, the account registration shall be
complete. However, the company may refuse to register an account at its discretion without providing
any reason.

(3) A person who wishes to use the services shall comply with the following conditions in connection
with the account registration:

i) Enter true and accurate data about himself/herself who wishes to use the services in the
entry field of the registration form on the company’s website. Registration on behalf of
another person is not permitted.

i) When registering an email address during the account registration, register the e-mail
address held by himself/herself. Registration using a third party’s e-mail address is not
permitted. The account registration by an e-mail address shared by multiple persons,
such as a company and family members, shall be permitted only when all such multiple
persons agree and consent to the account registration by such e-mail address by the
person who wishes to use the services. Provided, however, that even in this case, use of
the services shall be limited to the account holder himself/herself.

iii) In the event of any change in the data entered under (i) hereof, the account holder shall
promptly change the registration content as set forth in section 1, clause 2(d).
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iv) Registration or possession of multiple accounts by one user is prohibited.

(4) When using the services, the account holder shall log in by entering the e-mail address entered
at the time of the account registration, and the company shall consider acts taken using an e-mail
address to have been used by the account holder whose email address is registered with the
company and match the entered e-mail address. If the e-mail address is stolen and misused, or used
illegally, the account holder whose registered information matches such email address shall be
responsible for such actions and omissions, except in the event of the company’s wilful misconduct
or gross negligence.

(5) In the event of the following, the company may partially or completely suspend or terminate the
use of the services by any account holder, delete the account, or revoke the qualification of such
account holder without prior notice to such account holder. If any person who has become unable
to use his/her account for this reason wishes to use the services, he/she shall apply to register a new
account in accordance with the procedures in clause 1 of this section. The company shall assume no
responsibility whatsoever for any damage or loss which may arise to the account holder as a result
of the suspension or termination of use of the services, deletion of an account, or revocation of the
qualification of the account holder. The company may suspend, revoke or terminate the services
and/or access by the account holder of his/her account:

i) if the account holder does not use (log in to) the account for a continuous period of one
year;

ii) if the company determines that the account holder violates or threatens to violate these
terms of use or the terms and conditions for each service presented at the time of use of
the services;

iii) if the account holder conducts any act as the company deems inappropriate from the
prospective of operating the services; or

iv) if the account holder brings or will likely bring the company into disrepute.

(6) If the account holder uses the services provided by the company, he/she shall use the services
after confirming and agreeing to the terms and conditions for each service.

2. Notes Concerning Use of Account

(1) A person who wishes to use the services shall register an account on the company’s website in
accordance with the prescribed procedures set forth in section 1, clause 1. However, the company
may refuse to register an account at its discretion without providing any reason.

(2) A person who wishes to use the services shall acknowledge in advance that it takes a
considerable amount of time for the company to approve the account registration, and the
company shall not be responsible to compensate for any damage incurred by the person who wishes
to use the services due to disapproval of the account registration or for any other reason.

(3) Any account holder shall not transfer, lend or otherwise disclose details of the account to any
third party. Furthermore, an account holder shall not obtain multiple accounts by impersonating
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another person or through other means.

(5) In the event of any change in the information registered at the time of the account registration
set forth in section 1, paragraph 1, the account holder shall promptly notify the company of the
details of the change through the account services. The company shall not be responsible for any
loss incurred by the account holder as a result of his/her failure to notify such change.

(6) All account holders shall be at least 18 years of age on the date he/she applies to register an
account.

3. Current Bids

The account holder may receive details of [online absentee bids] and the status of telephone bidding
entered on the account services after the commencement of the acceptance of absentee bids for
upcoming auctions. The account holder may modify bidding amounts or cancel bids through the
account services until the deadline that the company set.

4. Successful Bids

The account holder may receive results and information on online bids for past auctions entered on
the account services, information on successful bids made in person at the sale room, or by
telephone bidding pursuant to section 4, clauses 3 and 4 of the terms of sale for live auctions, and
information on successful bids submitted through the bidding platform pursuant to section 2 of these
terms of use.

5. Online Absentee Bidding

(1) If the account holder wishes to place absentee bids in advance by means of online bidding using
the account services (“online absentee bidder”), he/she shall agree to the provisions of these terms
of use and the terms of sale for live auctions and submit an application in advance through the
account services to the company by 8:00 pm JST on the day before the day of the auction, together
with the lot number and the maximum bid amount of the Lot that he/she wishes to bid on at such
auction. Furthermore, if the online absentee bidder wishes to cancel an online absentee bid, he/she
must make an application for cancellation to the company using the account services by 8:00 pm JST
on the day before the day of the auction; provided, however, that the company shall not be
responsible if the submission of bids or cancellation thereof is not performed at the auction due to the
request for bids or cancellation thereof not being received by the company for any reason, such as
failure of the Internet lines.

(2) Even if the application set forth in the preceding paragraph is made, the company may refuse any
online absentee bids without providing any reason and shall not owe any responsibilities.

(3) If the bidding application has not been placed by the prescribed deadline or the procedures to be
performed by the online absentee bidder set forth above have not been implemented, the online
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absentee bidder may not participate in the auction.

(4) In the event that the highest amount of a bid at the sale room (including telephone bidding) and the
highest amount of an online absentee bid are the same, the auctioneer may, at its sole discretion,
determine which bid to accept.

Section 2 Using the bidding platform

This section sets forth the details of transactions in which bids are made using the
bidding platform offered by the company (live bidding) at auctions held by the
company. Persons who hold accounts and wish to place bids using the bidding
platform (“live auction bidder”), persons who have made successful bids at
auctions using the bidding platform (“successful live auction bidder”), and others
to whom this section 2 applies (in each case including legal entities) must comply with
this section 2.

If the account holder wishes to place a bid at an auction using the live bidding
platforms, the account holder shall agree to the provisions of these terms of use,
and the terms of sale for live auctions and pre-register with the company in
advance through the account services.

After the pre-registration procedure set forth in the preceding paragraph has been
performed, the live auction bidder shall enter his/her registered e-mail address, and
log in to the bidding page for the live auction and contents that constitute it (“live
auction website”) on the day of the auction.

If the procedure set forth in section 2, clause 1(b) has not been performed, the live
auction bidder may not participate in the live auction. Even if the pre-registration
procedure is followed, the company may, at its sole discretion, disable a live auction
bidder's access to the website / the bidding platform.

2. Bidding Procedures

When placing a bid using the bidding platform on the day of the auction, the live
auction bidder shall enter his/her registered e-mail address at the time of the auction
for the lot that he/she wishes to bid on, and then log in to the bidding page on the
bidding platform that shows the images of the lots for sale and other lot
information, as well as the current price and bid history of the lots. It is the live
auction bidder's sole responsibility to ensure that he/she logs in and accesses the
relevant pages to obtain the relevant lot information and participate in the live
auctions. The name of the live auction bidder's account will be kept hidden from
other live auction bidder's.

The auction shall be conducted at a sale room in accordance with the methods and
procedures set forth in section 4 of the terms of sale for live auctions, and the live
auction bidder shall participate in the auction through the bidding platform.
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c) The company does not warrant that the lot information and bid prices displayed on
the bidding page are true and accurate and shall not be responsible for any damage
suffered by the live auction bidder as a result of the untruthfulness or inaccuracy of
such information, except in the event of the company’s wilful misconduct or gross
negligence.

3. Bids

a) The live auction bidder shall place a bid for the lot that is the subject of the auction
at that time by confirming the bid price displayed on the bidding page and clicking the
bid button. The live auction bidder may not cancel a bid or correct or change a bid
price after clicking the bid button, regardless of whether there is an error in operation
by the live auction bidder or a third party or for any other reason, and the live
auction bidder shall not raise any objection thereto.

b) The live auction bidder may place a bid only with the designated bid price (in yen)
displayed on the bidding page and may not place a bid for any amount, unit or
currency other than such bid price. At the sale room, the auctioneer may, at his/her
discretion, accept bids in amounts or units other than the bid price displayed on the
bidding page, and the live auction bidder shall not raise any objection thereto.

c) A bid shall be deemed to be placed by the live auction bidder at the time when, after
the live auction bidder clicks the bid button, the fact that such click was made and
the bid price is transmitted to the company, the company’s staff at the sale room
communicates the bid price of the live auction bidder to the auctioneer in
accordance with the method prescribed by the company, and the auctioneer
accepts such bid price. The company does not warrant that a bid by the live auction
bidder will be accepted by the auctioneer. Further, the company shall not be
responsible if a bid is not executed at the auction due to the fact of clicking the bid
button and the bid price not being received normally by the company or delay in
receiving such information for any reason, such as failure of the internet lines or
systems.

4. The sale room

a) The bidding page or the bidding platform may provide access to live images, videos
or audio of the sale room during the auction for the reference of the live auction
bidder, and the live auction bidder shall not raise any objection thereto including
but not limited to failure of the Internet lines or systems.

b) The company shall make efforts to display on the bidding platform the
commencement, interruption, termination or discontinuation of the auction or other
situations concerning the auction so that such situations can be recognised by the
live auction bidder through the bidding platform. Provided, however, that the
company does not promise that such situations will be timely and accurately
displayed and that the information sought by the live auction bidder will be
immediately displayed, and the live auction bidder shall not raise any objection
thereto.

Section 3 General Provisions

Upon using the bidding platform, the live auction bidders agree in advance to the matters
set forth below, and shall not raise any objection thereto:

The live auction bidder shall use the bidding platform in accordance with all laws,
regulations and rules relating to the bidding platforms (“laws”) and these terms of use,
and only to such extent as for the purposes intended under the bidding platforms.
Furthermore, any use of the bidding platforms, including accessing the auction website,
shall be conducted at the live auction bidder’s responsibility.

The live auction bidder shall comply with the laws and these terms of use, and if any live
auction bidder breaches any laws and/or these terms of use, the company may, without
prior notice to such live auction bidder, invalidate his/her account and immediately
suspend or terminate his/her use of the bidding platforms.

Any intellectual property rights (meaning copyrights, trademark rights, and any other
intellectual property rights) concerning all content, texts, images, data, information, and
other materials displayed on or obtained from the website or bidding platform
(collectively, “contents”) shall belong to the company or its licensors or another duly
authorised person, and no intellectual property rights shall be transferred to any live
auction bidder by his/her use of the bidding platform.

The live auction bidder shall not reproduce or use the contents displayed on the website
or bidding platform without the company’s prior written permission which shall be granted
or withheld at the company's sole discretion.

The company shall collect and store history records, such as the time and date of the live
auction bidder’s submission of a bid, the lot subject to the submission of a bid, a bid
amount, the result of a bid, and other history pertaining to the use of the bidding platforms
(“usage record”) but has no obligation to retain such records for longer than 3 months.
The company shall have no liability in relation to any loss, corruption or deletion of such
records and the live auction bidder is advised to make his/her records.

Unless there is a reasonable cause or subject to compliance with the applicable laws, the
company shall not accommodate any request from the live auction bidder for access,
disclosure, modification, or deletion of any usage record.

The company may, at its discretion, dispose of or delete any usage record, unless the
foregoing constitutes a breach of any laws.

The company may, without prior notice to the live auction bidders, suspend or terminate
all or any part of the services pertaining to the bidding platform if any of the following
events occurs:

(i) any failure in relation to the equipment, devices, and lines for providing services
pertaining to the bidding platforms (“necessary equipment”) occurs due to any
reason not attributable to the company, such as an act of God, civil war, civil
commotion, or other unforeseen event;

(ii) If any maintenance necessary for repair and maintenance of the necessary
equipment is conducted; or

(iii) If the company decides, at its discretion, to suspend or terminate the provision of
services pertaining to the bidding platforms.
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i) If any third party logs in to the auction website and uses the bidding platforms by way of
using a registered email address, the company shall conduct transactions deeming such
use to have been made by the live auction bidder to whom such account has been
assigned.

i)  The live auction bidder shall resolve, at his/her responsibility and expense, any and all
disputes arising between such live auction bidder and any third party other than the
company (including conflicts, complaints, lawsuits, and all other judicial or extrajudicial
disputes or controversies) due to the use of the bidding platforms, including any acts on
the live auction website and shall indemnify the company against all claims, losses and
costs arising from such conflicts, complaints, lawsuits, disputes and controversies.

2. Exemptions

The company shall not be responsible for any damage incurred by the live auction bidder arising
from any of the events set forth below, unless such damage is caused by the wilful misconduct or
gross negligence of the company, and the live auction bidder agree to the same:

1) If a live auction bidder is unable to participate in an auction because the prior
application to participate in auctions set forth in section 2, clause 1 is not conducted in a
normal manner or the fact of such application is not properly transmitted to the company
due to any flaw, malfunction or failure of devices, systems or communication lines used by
the bidding platform bidder and/or the company, any unauthorised access to or alteration
of data transmitted/received, or any other reason;

2) If any bid submitted through the bidding platform is not executed in a normal manner or
any bid placed at an auction is not reflected in a timely and accurate manner due to any
flaw, malfunction or failure of devices, systems or communication lines used by the bidding
platform bidder and/or the company, any unauthorised access to or alteration of data
transmitted/received, or any other reason;

3) If, while an auction is being held, the increases in the bid price at the sale room are not
reflected in a timely and accurate manner due to any flaw, malfunction or failure of devices,
systems or communication lines used by the live auction bidder and/or the company, any
unauthorised access to or alteration of data transmitted/received, or any other reason;

4) If the use of the bidding platform causes any flaw, malfunction or failure of devices,
systems or communication lines used by the live auction bidder or any unauthorised
access to or alteration of data transmitted/received;

5) If the provision of all or any part of the services of the bidding platform is suspended or
terminated due to the event set forth in section 3, clause 3(1)(h);

6) If the live auction bidder incurs any damage due to his/her use of any contents or any
web pages linked from the live auction website and contents that constitute it; or

7) If any third party logs in to the auction website and uses the bidding platforms by way of
using a registered email address of the live auction bidder.

8)The company is not responsible for any technical problems that the live auction bidder
may experience while connecting to and using the bidding platform or participating in
online bidding, including but not limited too any loss of internet connection, problems with
using any bidding software or any hardware faults.

9)The company does not accept liability for any delay or failure in placing a bid, any failure
to execute bids or any errors or omissions owing to technical failings, whether on its part or
the live auction bidders.

10)The website and bidding platform are provided by the company without any
warranties or guarantees in relation to any statements or representations made or
information given in connection with the conduct of the auction or for any other matter
relating the sale of any lot by the company, its employees or agents whether oral or in
writing and the company accepts no liability in connection therewith, including in relation to
any errors (human or otherwise) or omissions.

Without limiting the foregoing, the company shall not be liable for any loss of profit, loss of
opportunity, loss of business, loss of data or any indirect or consequential loss provided that
nothing in these terms of use shall limit or exclude any liability that may not be lawfully limited or
excluded.

Section 4 Prohibited Matters

1. In addition to the matters separately set forth in these terms of use, upon use of the bidding
platform, the live auction bidders must not engage in any of the matters set forth below. If
the company incurs any damage (including, without limitation, legal costs, special damage,
or indirect damage) as a result of the live auction bidder engaging in any of the matters set
forth below, such live auction bidder shall immediately provide the company with
compensation for such damage:

a) Duplicate, store, process, modify, use, or dispose of any contents without the prior
written approval of the company;

b) Disclose any information obtained through use of the bidding platform (including,
without limitation, personal information) to a third party other than the company or use such
information for any purpose other than the purpose of using the bidding platforms;

c) Engage in any act of placing a burden on the bidding platforms, any act of disrupting
access or operation by another live auction bidder, and/or any act of obstructing or

disrupting the company’s business and/or network systems;

d) Log in to the website and using the bidding platform by way of using an email address
owned by another live auction bidder; or
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e) In addition to the above items, engage in any act in breach of the laws, the terms of
sale for live auctions, these terms of use, and/or the matters designated by the
company.

Section 5 Miscellaneous Provisions

1. The company may change these terms of use from time to time, without notice to you.
Please read these terms of use carefully, as they may be different from the last time you read
them.

2. The terms of use shall be effective against the parties' respective heirs, beneficiaries,
executors, successors and assigns, but neither party may assign the terms of use without
the prior written approval of the other party.

3. Any dispute or claim arising out of or in connection with the buyer's agreement (including any
non-contractual claims or disputes) shall be settled at the Tokyo District Court as the
exclusive jurisdictional court of first instance.

4. Each of the clauses of these terms of use operates separately. If any court or relevant
authority decides that any of them are unlawful, the remaining clauses will remain in full force
and effect.

5. Except as otherwise stated in these terms of use, each of our rights and remedies are: (a)
are in addition to and not exclusive of any other rights or remedies under these terms of use
or general law; and (b) may be waived only in writing and specifically. Our delay in exercising
or non-exercise of any right under these terms of use is not a waiver of that or any other
right. Our partial exercise of any right under these terms of use will not preclude any further
or other exercise of that right or any other right under these terms of use. Our waiver of a
breach of any term of these terms of use will not operate as a waiver of breach of any other
term or any subsequent breach of that term.
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PART 2: TERMS OF SALE FOR LIVE AUCTIONS

The sale of goods at our live auctions (as defined below) and your legal relationship, as bidder
and/or buyer, with us and the seller are governed by these terms of sale for live auctions, the
terms of use for our bidding platform (if applicable), our privacy policy and any saleroom notice or
notices announced by us at the auction (collectively the buyer's agreement). These terms of sale
for live auctions are available on our website and at our saleroom on request.

Please read these terms of sale for live auctions carefully before bidding and contact us if you have
any questions. Please note that if you (or another person acting on your behalf) register to bid and/or
bid at auction, this signifies that you agree to be bound by and will comply with these terms of sale
for live auctions.

Definitions

auctioneer: ArtX Inc (operating under the name ArtX Auction) or its authorized auctioneer, as
appropriate.

bidder: a person participating or planning to participate in bidding at our live auction.
bidding platform: the bidding platform is provided by the auctioneer.

business day: any day that is not a weekend or public holiday in Japan and the auctioneer is open
for business.

buyer: the bidder who makes the highest bid for a lot accepted by the auctioneer including a
buyer's principal when acting as agent.

buyer's premium: the fee in addition to the hammer price that we will charge you on your purchase
of a lot as set out at section 5, clause 1(a)(ii).

consignment agreement: the terms on which we agree with sellers to offer lots for sale in our
auctions as agent on their behalf.

contract: the contract between the seller and you referred to at section 1.

estimate: the price range within which, in our opinion a lot may reasonably be expected to sell. A
reference to the "low-estimate" means the lower figure in such price range.

hammer price: the amount of the highest bid for a lot (at or above any reserve) accepted by the
auctioneer by the fall of the hammer.

live auction: a public auction where members of the public are given the possibility of attending the
sale in person.

lot(s): an item offered for sale (or two or more items offered for sale as a group).

principal: a person or entity you are acting on behalf of for the purposes of the purchase of the lots.
proceeds of sale: the net amount due to the seller.

purchase price: the fee we will charge you as set out at section 5, clause 1(a).

reserve: the minimum hammer price at which the lot may be sold.

saleroom notice: a printed notice or oral announcement or online posting on our website giving
more information about a lot or the auction or the terms of the buyer's agreement.
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seller: the person(s) who consign lots for sale at our live auctions.

website: the auctioneer's website.

In these terms of sale for live auctions, the words "you", "yours", etc. refer to you as the buyer. The
words "we", "us", "our" etc. refer to the auctioneer. Any reference to a "section" or "paragraph clause"
is to a section or paragraph clause of these terms of sale for live auctions unless stated otherwise.
A reference to legislation or a legislative provision is a reference to it as amended, extended or
re-enacted from time to time. We may change these terms of sale for live auctions from time to

time, without notice to you.

Section 1 The contract between you, us and the seller

1. Unless the auctioneer is selling on its own behalf, the auctioneer acts as agent for and on
behalf of the seller and the contract for sale is between the buyer and the seller.

2. Subject to the auctioneer's discretion at section 4, clause 4(a), the contract for sale of a lot is
formed on the fall of the hammer.

3. The contractual relationship between bidders and buyers, the auctioneer and the seller in
relation to any live auction is governed by the buyer's agreement.

4. If you purchase an unsold lot after auction, the contract for sale is formed when the sale is
agreed in writing and the purchase price of the lot shall be as set out at paragraph section 5,
clause 5(1)(a) except that any reference to hammer price shall be read as the agreed sale
price. So far as appropriate, the remainder of these terms of sale for live auctions shall
apply to the sale as they would to an auction sale.

5. You may directly enforce any terms in the consignment agreement against a seller to the
extent that you suffer damages and/or loss as a result of the seller's breach of the
consignment agreement. As agent for the seller, we will not have any responsibility for any
default or breach of obligations by you or the seller (unless we are the seller of the lot).

6. If you breach these terms of sale for live auctions, you may be responsible for damages
and/or losses suffered by a seller or us. If we are contacted by a seller who wishes to bring a
claim against you, we may at our discretion provide the seller with information or assistance
in relation to that claim.

7. In addition to any other rights we may have to cancel a contract for sale under these terms of
sale for live auctions, we may delay completion of a sale, delay release of a lot, or cancel
the sale of a lot in the event:

(a) you are in breach of your warranties in section 6, clause 2;

(b) we are not satisfied with any client due diligence information (This means information that
you are required to provide us for the purpose of identification of you and for other
purposes in accordance with laws and regulations and the buyer's agreement. The
same shall apply hereinafter) or documentation requested; or

(c) we have reason to believe that the transaction may be unlawful for any reason, or that the
sale might put us under any civil or criminal liability.
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Section 2 Bidder registration

You must register your details with us before bidding and provide us with any requested proof
of identity, billing information and any further client due diligence information and
documentation that we require, in a form acceptable to us.

We reserve the right, where we deem we are so required for regulatory purposes, to reveal
your identity and contact details (and those of your principal) to the seller. You must also
satisfy any security arrangements we have in place before entering the auction room to view
or bid on any lot.

We may, at our complete discretion, refuse to register any bidder or delay registration if we
are not satisfied with the information or documentation provided or the bidder's
creditworthiness, including if the bidder has previously defaulted in paying for or collecting
purchases in any of our auctions.

We do not undertake to register any bidder in time for any specific auction.

If you are bidding on behalf of another person, you will need to disclose such information in
advance of the auction and that person may also need to complete our registration and client
due diligence process and provide us with written authority to accept bids from you on
his/her/its behalf. If we are not informed of these arrangements in advance of an auction or do
not have clear written authority in place, you will be deemed to be bidding on your own
account.

We may, at our sole discretion, refuse any person admission to a sale room or request that
any person leave the sale room (even if they have been registered), in which case, the person
shall immediately follow the auctioneer's instructions.

If you are a returning bidder, we may at our discretion, require you to provide updated identity
and other documentation before permitting you to bid in an auction.

Section 3 Descriptions, condition and viewings

Condition of lots

Please note that the majority of lots sold by the auctioneer are second-hand and are unlikely
to be in perfect condition. Lots are sold "as is" (i.e. as you see them at the time of the
auction). Neither we nor the seller shall accept any liability for the condition of any lot.

Viewing
(a) We may hold a viewing of the lot prior to the auction.

(b) Where a lot is made available for viewing and inspection, we strongly recommend that
you inspect any lots that you are interested in prior to bidding at the auction.

(c) We may require any person who wishes to attend a viewing to provide identification
documentation, in a form acceptable to us.

(d) We may, at our sole discretion, refuse to admit any person who wishes to attend the
viewing or request any person to leave the viewing, in which case, such person shall
immediately follow our instructions.
