Commenting on the performance Mr. U. Shekhar, Managing Director, Galaxy Surfactants Limited

“FY 2021-22 has begun on a strong note, sustaining the momentum seen in FY 21. While the demand

outlook continues to remain robust, as seen by the Volume growth registered in this quarter of 15.4%,
worsening International Logistics scenario continues to adversely impact the business. Unavailability

of critical raw materials in Q-1 further compounded the situation, restricting growth.

Segment wise, Specialty Products made a strong comeback in this quarter registering a 36.1%
volumes growth. While this may be on a favorable base, sequentially the momentum has sustained,
despite the worsening logistics scenario and COVID Wave Il. The momentum in Performance
Surfactants remains robust. While India and Rest of the World Markets saw volume growth of more
than 25%, AMET volumes got adversely impacted due to Supply side constraints. To conclude, despite
the multitude of challenges on hand, our teams have responded exceptionally well.
