BLACKSBURG, Va.--Sophomore Daisa Alexander 
scored a career-high 19 points and freshman Unique 
Thompson pulled down 16 rebounds in her collegiate 
debut, but Auburn could not hold onto a halftime lead in 
a 72-63 loss at Virginia Tech Monday night.

The Tigers (0-1) led 32-28 at the half and were 
lights-out from the fi eld in the fi rst 10 minutes, but poor 
free-throw shooting and missed layups proved to be the 
Tigers’ downfall in the season opener.

A four-point halftime lead evaporated in the third 
quarter as the Hokies opened the period on an 8-0 run 
to take a 36-34 lead and push that to a 48-41 advantage 
after three quarters. Auburn had ample opportunities at 
the free-throw line to keep the game within reach, but 
the Tigers were 12-for-26 (46.2%) at the charity stripe for 
the game while Virginia Tech (2-0) knocked down 15-of-
22 attempts at the line.

Much like last year’s win at Auburn, Virginia Tech was 
hot from beyond the arc, making nine 3-pointers with 
seven of those coming in the second half. The Hokies 
shot 37.5 percent from the fi eld while Auburn was 31.9 
percent.

Alexander’s 19-point night off the bench smashed her 
previous career-high of 7 points, which came in the Tigers’ 
win over Jacksonville last season. She hit three 3-pointers 
and was 7-of-16 from the fi eld.

Thompson missed a double-double in her Auburn 
debut by one point with nine points and 16 rebounds. Her 
rebounding total was the highest by an Auburn player 
since Tra’Cee Tanner had 19 at Florida Gulf Coast during 
the 2015-16 season. Janiah McKay had 15 points and a 
team-high fi ve assists.

Auburn led 22-20 after a high-energy fi rst quarter that 
saw the Tigers shoot 56.3 percent from the fi eld and keep 
pace with a Hokie offense that scored 99 points its fi rst 
game. The second quarter was nearly the exact opposite 
as the teams combined for 18 points, leading to a 32-28 
halftime lead for the Tigers.

Taylor Emery led Virginia Tech with 20 points, and 
Chanette Hicks had 14.

AUBURN --Three players scored in double-fi gures to 
lead the Auburn women’s basketball team to a 63-53 
victory over North Carolina A&T on Thursday night, the 
900th victory in program history.

Junior Janiah McKay scored 15 points and added a 
career-high eight rebounds to go along with fi ve assists 
and four steals, leading the Tigers (1-1) to their 39th 
consecutive victory in a home opener, a streak that dates 
back to 1978.

A 20-4 run that spanned the last part of the second 
quarter and the fi rst fi ve minutes of the third pushed the 
Tigers to a lead they would not relinquish. After A&T took 
a 24-23 lead with 2:04 to play in the second quarter, the 
Tigers fi nished the period on an 8-0 run, sparked by four 
points from Daisa Alexander and back-to-back layups 
from McKay and Jessica Jones to give Auburn a 31-24 lead 
at the half.

The run continued into the third quarter as Auburn 
pushed its lead to 44-28 halfway through the period. 
The Aggies (1-2) would get as close as eight points in the 
fi nal minutes of the fourth quarter, but never seriously 
threatened the Auburn lead after halftime.

Alexander added 12 points off the bench, and Unique 
Thompson had 11 points with seven rebounds. Jessica 
Jones added 10 rebounds off the bench, and Emari Jones, 
making her fi rst career start, had six points and six 
rebounds.

Auburn shot 41.0 percent from the fi eld and held the 
Aggies to a 35.4-percent night. At the free-throw line, 
Auburn showed improvement from its fi rst game, hitting 
9-of-16 attempts (56.3%). The Tigers also out-rebounded 
the Aggies 44-27 and outscored A&T in the paint 38-16.

Cinia McCray led A&T with 14 points and Kala Green 
added 13.

In its 47th season of women’s basketball, Auburn 
now owns an all-time record of 900 wins and 455 losses. 
Auburn is the 24th team in NCAA history to reach the 
900-win plateau.

AUBURN --Junior Janiah McKay matched a career-high 
with 29 points and freshman Unique Thompson had her 
fi rst career double-double as Auburn pulled away late for 
a 75-59 win over Louisiana Tech Sunday night at Auburn 
Arena.

The Tigers used their trademark suffocating defense 
to force Louisiana Tech into 29 turnovers, leading to 31 
Auburn points. Strong shooting in the second and fourth 
quarters helped the Tigers overcome struggles in the fi rst 
and third.

McKay made 10-of-19 attempts from the fi eld, includ-
ing three 3-pointers, and was 6-of-8 at the free-throw 
line to hit 29 points for the third time in her career, along 
with games against Virginia Tech and Tennessee last 
season. She also contributed fi ve assists and fi ve steals 
in the winning effort.

Thompson fi nished with 16 points and 14 rebounds 
for Auburn’s fi rst double-double of the year and the 
fi rst of her career.

Junior Erica Sanders had 
a career-high six steals, and senior Jazmine Jones had a 
season-best six rebounds.

A slow start in the fi rst quarter gave way to a scoring 
outburst in the second as the Tigers scored 30 points on 
60-percent shooting (12-of-20) to sprint ahead to a 42-28 
halftime advantage. Tech cut the lead to 11 points at 
54-43 after three quarters and got as close as six midway 
through the fourth, but the Tigers kept up the pressure, 
forcing 11 fourth-quarter turnovers and shooting 58.3% to 
secure the victory.

NASHVILLE, Tenn. --Four players scored in double-fi g-
ures, and Auburn shot a season-high 51 percent from the 
fi eld in a 60-40 victory over Georgetown on Friday night 
at the Challenge in Music City.

The Tigers controlled the inside game all night, scoring 
36 points in the paint to just 10 for Georgetown, and the 
Hoyas were held to 29.2-percent shooting on the night.

Senior Jessica Jones and freshman Unique Thompson 
shared the team lead with 12 points each, and sophomore 
Daisa Alexander and senior Jazmine Jones had 10 points 
apiece.

The Tigers saw a 15-point lead whittled down to just 
one point early in the fourth quarter, but Auburn’s best 
free-throw shooting effort of the season saved the day 
as the Tigers hit 10-of-11 attempts at the line in the fi nal 
period to seal the victory.

Alexander shattered her previous career-high with 25 
points, scoring 12 of those in the fourth quarter as the 
Tigers pulled away late. She was 9-of-14 from the fl oor 
and hit three 3-pointers, then knocked down all four of 
her free-throw attempts. Two of those came on drives 
to the basket where she was fouled, made the layup and 
calmly sank the free throw.

Senior Janiah McKay scored 22 points and fi lled the 
stat sheet with a team-leading fi ve rebounds, six assists 
and six steals while playing a career-high 38 minutes. She 
made six free throws on eight attempts, including 5-of-6 
in the fourth quarter.

Auburn shot 48.0 percent from the fl oor, including a 
52.3-percent mark in the second half. The Tigers forced 
Indiana into 23 turnovers, converting those into 25 
points. The Hoosiers were 37.5 percent from the fl oor but 
kept the game in reach with strong outside shooting as 
they hit 5-of-10 3-point attempts in the second half.

The Tigers led by as many as 15 early in the third quar-
ter, but the Hoosiers got hot in the second half and cut 
the lead to just one at 44-43 early in the fourth. Indiana 
would never regain the lead, though, as Auburn was able 
to get into the bonus early in the fi nal period and convert 
on their free-throw opportunities. Alexander scored from 
all angles with a pair of driving layups, a mid-range jump-
er, a 3-pointer and four free throws.

Auburn forced 12 Indiana turnovers in the opening 
quarter to lead to an 18-4 Tiger advantage. The Tigers 
would continue to lead at halftime at 31-20 with Indi-
ana’s offense mostly paced by trips to the free-throw 
line.

AUBURN --A 30-point fourth quarter helped Auburn 
overcome a slow start, and freshman Unique Thompson 
recorded her second straight double-double as the Tigers 
defeated Southern 65-47 on Saturday night at Auburn 
Arena.

The Tigers (7-3) picked up their fourth-straight win on 
the strength of outscoring Southern 30-8 in the fourth 
quarter and 44-19 in the second half. Auburn trailed by 
four at the end of the third quarter, but a layup and free 
throw from senior Jazmine Jones with 8:54 to play gave 
the Tigers a 40-39 lead that they would never relinquish.

Thompson fi nished with 18 points and 10 rebounds for 
her third double-double of the season and second in as 
many nights after a 29-point, 12-rebound performance 
on Friday night at Louisiana-Lafayette. She’s the fi rst 
Auburn player with double-doubles in consecutive games 
since Katie Frerking did so against East Carolina and Ball 
State last season.

Four players scored in double-fi gures for the Tigers. 
Janiah McKay posted a 14-point night and Daisa Alexan-
der and Jazmine Jones contributed 11 points each. Jones 
and Alexander each had four steals on the night as well. 
Jessica Jones had seven rebounds, and McKay led Auburn 
with seven assists.

The Tigers shot 45.8 percent from the fi eld but were 
lights-out in the fourth quarter with the majority of the 
scoring coming in the paint. Auburn shot 63.6 percent 
(14-of-22) in the fi nal period and 59.3 percent (19-of-32) 
in the second half. Of Auburn’s 30 fourth-quarter points, 
22 came in the paint.

Auburn pulled down 37 rebounds to Southern’s 28 
and forced the Jaguars into 26 turnovers – 11 of those in 
the fourth quarter. Auburn, meanwhile, had 14 fi rst-half 
turnovers but just four in the second half.

Southern (1-4) took advantage of Auburn’s miscues 
in the fi rst half to build a 28-21 halftime advantage. The 
Jaguars would lead 39-35 heading into the fourth quarter, 
but Auburn started the period on a 13-0 run to take a 
48-39 lead.

AUBURN --Junior Janiah McKay led four players in 
double-fi gures as the Auburn women’s basketball team 
pulled away in the second half for a 70-44 win over Xavier 
University of Louisiana on Thursday night at Auburn 
Arena.

The Tigers (9-3) won their sixth straight game to wrap 
up non-conference play and head into the SEC season 
having won all six of those games by double digits. 
Auburn’s six-game winning streak is its longest since 
earning nine straight victories during the 2012-13 season.

McKay fi nished with 17 points and tied a career-high 
with six steals along with three assists and two rebounds. 
Sophomore Daisa Alexander had a strong night across the 
board as well with 13 points, a team-leading six rebounds, 
four steals and four assists.

Freshman Abigayle Jackson had a career-high 12 points 
off the bench along with four rebounds and a pair of 
blocks. Senior Jazmine Jones scored 10 points and pulled 
down fi ve rebounds on her 22nd birthday.

The Tigers’ trademark pressure defense made the 
difference once again as Auburn forced 30 Xavier turn-
overs, turning those into 28 points. Auburn controlled 
the paint as well, scoring 40 points inside. The Tigers’ 
bench contributed more than half the scoring with 37 of 
Auburn’s 70 points.

Auburn shot 43.3 percent for the night and held Xavier 
to a 32.1-percent effort. Despite Auburn’s size advantage, 
however, the Gold Nuggets outrebounded the Tigers 
38-36.

A scoring drought late in the second quarter allowed 
Xavier to cut the Tigers’ halftime advantage to just seven 
points at 27-20. But Auburn opened the third quarter on 
a 10-2 run and pushed that advantage to 18 points after 
three quarters.

Mikayla Bates led Xavier with nine points, and Maya 
Trench had eight rebounds.

AUBURN -- Janiah McKay had 25 points, Daisa Alex-
ander had 21, and Auburn outscored Florida 49-19 in the 
second half to earn an 84-55 win in the SEC opener for 
both teams Sunday at Auburn Arena.

The Tigers (10-3, 1-0 SEC) overcame a 16-point 
fi rst-quarter defi cit to win their SEC opener for the fi fth 
time in six years, thanks in large part to forcing the 
Gators (8-6, 0-1) into 28 turnovers, converting those into 
33 points.

Meanwhile, Auburn tied a school record for fewest 
turnovers in a game with fi ve and held the SEC’s top 
3-point shooting team to just six treys while tying a 
season-high with eight 3-pointers of their own.

McKay’s 25 points were her most against the Gators 
for the Gainesville native; she also had a game-high fi ve 
assists. Alexander topped the 20-point mark for the 
second time this season with a 21-point performance that 
included three 3-pointers.

Junior Emari Jones provided a fi rst-half spark and 
scored a career-high 18 points, including four 3-pointers, 
and fi nished with fi ve rebounds and two steals. Fresh-
man Unique Thompson had eight points and a game-high 
12 rebounds, and senior Jazmine Jones scored nine points 
with seven rebounds.

Auburn matched its record-high for points in a quarter 
in an SEC game, outscoring the Gators 30-4 in the fi nal 
period; Florida made its last fi eld goal with 8:19 to play. 
From the point where Auburn trailed 18-2 in the fi rst 
quarter, the Tigers outscored Florida 82-37 over the fi nal 
33 minutes.

The Tigers found themselves in a 16-point hole mid-
way through the fi rst quarter as Auburn missed its fi rst 17 
fi eld goal attempts. But Abigayle Jackson hit a 3-pointer 
to stop the skid, Emari Jones and Alexander found a way 
to get some shots to fall late in the period, and it was a 
7-point game through 10 minutes.

Auburn shot 38.6 percent for the day, but after miss-
ing the fi rst 17 shots, the Tigers were 32-of-66 (48.4%). 
The Tigers hit 20-of-39 shots (51.3%) in the second half 
while holding the Gators to just 6-of-20 (30%). Auburn 
was 32-of-83 on the day while Florida was 18-of-45.
