THREE, FREE & CLEAN

— Coach Neighbors' 2019 Hogs have been great offensively, and a lot of that has to do with their proficiency in three areas: Three-Point Shooting,
Free Throw Shooting, and Lack of Turnovers.

— Arkansas has gotten a lot of its offense from beyond the arc, where the Hogs have been elite. They are making 10.0 three-balls a game, the sixth-
best mark in the NCAA and the second-most among Power-5 teams.

— That volume paired with the team’s efficiency from beyond (38.1 percent, 19th-best in the NCAA) has yielded great results in the early going for
the Razorback attack.

— Neighbors' bunch has also been elite from the charity stripe so far this season, as the Hogs currently lead the NCAA in free throws made (263) and
are second in free throw attempts (357).

— The Hogs also play an incredibly efficient style, only turning the ball over 10.6 times a game on average. That is the second-best mark in the NCAA,
and the best mark among Power-5 Teams.

A BUDDING DEFENSE

— Though Neighbors’ squads are not usually known for their defense, this team has been stifling in some important areas through the non-conference
part of the 2019-20 schedule.

— The Hogs are currently second in the country in three-point percentage defense. Opponents are shooting just 20.3 percent from deep against the
Razorbacks.

— Neighbors' bunch has been good finishing their defensive possessions, too, as the Hogs are currently the 14th-best team in the NCAA in defensive
rebounding average (30.6).

LAST TIME OUT

— No. 20 Arkansas (12-2, 0-1) dropped its SEC Opener, falling to No. 11 Texas A&M (13-1, 1-0), 84-77, at Bud Walton Arena on Thursday night.
— Chennedy Carter dropped a game-high 28 points, while two Aggies, N'dea Jones and Ciera Johnson, had double-doubles. Jones had 22 points and
11 rebounds, while Johnson had 11 points and 10 rebounds.

Arkansas had the edge from deep, making 12 threes to A&M's six, but were outrebounded by the Aggies, 45-29.

Redshirt junior guard Chelsea Dungee paced the Hogs with 20 points, while senior guard Alexis Tolefree kept up her strong play with 18 points.
Amber Ramirez and Kiara Williams also reached double-figures for the Red & White, going for 14 points and 11 points, respectively.

For Dungee, it was her 28th game as a Razorback going for 20+.

Tolefree has been on a tear over her last three games, averaging 20.7 over that stretch.

It was Tolefree’s third game this season with six treys, matching her career-high.

For Williams, it was her first double-digit outing since last season’s WNIT, when she went for 15 against Houston (3/21/19).

Williams also added two blocks.

— After trailing by 12 at halftime, Arkansas showed great fight in the second half. The Hogs won the third quarter 22-15, going into the final
intermission trailing just 59-54. Their strong play carried over into the beginning of the fourth quarter, as Coach Neighbors' squad opened the frame
ona 7-2 run to tie the game up at 61 on a Makayla Daniels’ layup.

— However, A&M would strike back, closing the game on a 23-16 run. Arkansas would get to within three (80-77) with 22 seconds to play, but the
Aggies would put the game away at the free throw line.

— Chelsea Dungee made history against Little
Rock, becoming the fastest Razorback in program
history to score 1,000 points at Arkansas.

— With her 21 points against the Trojans,
Dungee reached exactly 1,000 points as a
Razorback. It took her just 49 games in the Red
& White to get there.

— Dungee averaged 20.4 points per game
over those 49 contests, the highest average in
program history.

— The previous fastest mark was held by Bettye
Fiscus, who scored her 1,000th point in her
55th game as a Hog.

— Fiscus is currently Arkansas' all-time leading
scorer, holding the program record with 2,073
points. She is Arkansas’ only 2,000-point
scorer ever.

— Dungee now has 1,036 points as a Razorback.
— She now also has 1,280 total career points,
as she scored 244 during her freshman season
at Oklahoma.

— Among players that have made at least 49
three-pointers, Ramirez's 45.0 percent mark
from deep ranks as the third-best in the nation.
— That percentage is good for 30th-best in the
nation overall.

— That efficiency and volume have helped bump
Ramirez's number across the board, as her PPG
(13.8) & 3PT FG Percentage (45.0) are both
career-bests.

SPLASH SISTERS

= Tolefree and Ramirez have been arguably the
most lethal three-point shooting tandem in the
country this season.

= Arkansas is the only school in the NCAA with
two three—point shooters in the top-30 in terms
of percentage (Tolefree, 7, 49.4/Ramirez, 30,
45.0).

— However, the volume is what really makes
their percentages stand out: Tolefree and Ramirez
have combined for a staggering 89 three balls
between them so far this season.

RUNS TO REMEMBER

= Coach Neighbors' squad has showed that it
only takes a few minutes, or sometimes a few
seconds, to turn a game in its favor.

— Arkansas went on two more monster runs
against Tulsa and Northwestern State.

— The most recent run was a staggering 24-0
run against Northwestern State.

= The game was tied at 13 when it started,
and the Hogs were up 37-13 by the time it was
finished.

= The Hog defense was spectacular during the
run, not allowing a single point from the 5:05
mark in the first quarter to the 5:10 mark of the
second quarter.

— The Hogs also went on another monster run
against Tulsa, starting that game out 20-2.

= The most explosive example of what this
offense can do came against Wisconsin in the
Bahamas Hoopfest finale.

= With the Badgers leading by as much as eight
in the fourth quarter, it looked like the Hogs might
come up short. Then Alexis Tolefree took over.

= Her first three points of the game would make
it 54-51 Badgers. After a technical foul, and two

free throws from Dungee, Tolefree hit another
three from the opposite corner to put the Hogs
up 56-54.

— That explosive 8-0 run, one that only took
18 seconds of game time without a change in
possession, turned the game on its head.

— The Hogs also had similar offensive explosions
against Stony Brook and Belmont.

= The first such run this season came in the
second quarter against Stony Brook, as the Hogs
produced a 21-3 spurt in just over four minutes
to put the game away.

— The run was keyed by the sharpshooting of
redshirt junior guard Amber Ramirez, who put
down four of her six threes in just two minutes
and 15 seconds of clock time.

— Against Belmont, the Hogs went on an 18-0
run to bridge the first and second periods.

THEY GOT NEXT

— Coach Neighbors and his staff added three
highly talented players in their 2020 class.

— The Hogs added the trio of Elauna Eaton,
Rylee Langerman and Destinee McGhee, ranked
by ProspectsNation.com as the 15th-best class
in the nation.

— Eaton, a five-star prospect out of Helena,
Ark., and the No. 9 rated guard in the country,
was named to the 2019 USA Today's First-Team
All-Arkanas, the 2019 AAA 5A All-State Team
and the 2018 AAA 6A All-State Team.

— She was also recently named to the Naismith
High School Trophy Girls Watch List.

— Langerman has won two 2A State Titles, and
guided her team to a 3A State Runner-up finish
last season. Langerman is rated as the No. 16
guard in the class.

— She has also been named to the LITTLEALLCITY
team three years running.

— McGhee, meanwhile, was named to the ASWA
5A First-Team All-State (Ala.) in 2019, while
also getting a nod on the USA Today Second-
Team All-State in 2019.

— McGhee was rated as the No. 8 post player in
the class.

MAKAYLA MAGIC

— Freshman quard Makayla Daniels was simply
sublime against Oral Roberts, dropping a career-
high 27 points on an ultra-efficient 8 of 11 clip.
— Daniels’ 27 points were the most by an
Arkansas freshman since Jessica Jackson dropped
31 on Ole Miss back in 2014 (1/19/14).

= Daniels also hit 6 of her 7 three balls, which
is the second highest percentage in program
history (min. 6 attempts).

= For her efforts that week (Nov. 12 - Nov.
17), Daniels was named the SEC Freshman of
the Week. She was the first Razorback to win the

weekly honor since Jailyn Mason won it back in
2017 (January 19).

MAKING IT LOOK (E)ASY

— Redshirt freshman Erynn Barnum has started
to play well as of late.

= Barnum played the best game of her young
career against Tulsa, going for 14 points and 12
rebounds, the first double-double of her career.
= |t was the first points-rebounds double-
double by a freshman Razorback since Jessica
Jackson went for 21 points and 11 rebounds
against Ole Miss back in 2013.

— |t was the first double-double of any kind by
a Hog freshman since Jailyn Mason had 10 points
and 10 assists against Ole Miss back in 2016.
— Barnum followed up her first-career double-
double with another 14-point showing against
Northwestern State, matching her career-high.
= She also led the team in rebounding against
Northwestern State, hauling in eight boards

= The redshirt freshman also leads the Hogs
in blocked shots, with 16 (1.2 per game) so far
this season. She had a career-high four of them
in her return to Little Rock, the first four-block
game by a Hog freshman since 2017.

THE BLOCK HEARD ‘ROUND THE WORLD

— Sophomore guard Rokia Doumbia made the
play of the year against Northwestern State,
serving up an absolutely devastating block in the
third quarter.

— After letting the offensive player run by her to
get an angle, Doumbia wound up and sent the ball
flying into the first row.

= Asaresult, the play went viral, showing up on
SportsCenter's Top-10 plays at No. 4. It was also
picked up by the NCAA, Ballislife.com and WSlam.

In four short years Mike Neighbors went from a Spal—-
ding Maggie Dixon Division | Rookie Coach of the Year
nominee in 2014, to a Naismith Women's College
Coach of the Year national semifinalist in 2017.

Neighbors guided UW to a historic campaign in 2016-
17 leading the Huskies to 27 wins, its second most in
program history, and he was just one shy of the all-
time school record set in 1990 (28).
