e Auburn is coming off an 70-45 loss to No. 16/15 Georgia; Vanderhilt is coming off an 68-52 win over Ole Miss

o The Tigers used their sixth different starting lineup against CCSU, nine different Tigers have started this season

e This will be the 41st meeting between Auburn and Vanderbilt with the Commodores holding a 24-16 series lead

* Vanderbilt leads the all-time series in Nashville, 11-5, and have won the last 17 overall meetings

* The Commodores won the last meeting vs. the Tigers, a 67-59 decision on Jan. 9, 2011 in Nashville, Tenn.

* Auburn is 188-160 all-time in Southeastern Conference games

o This will be the 11th meeting between Nell Fortner and VU's Melanie Balcomb with Balcomb holding an 11-0 lead

* Seven Tigers have faced Vanderbilt before; Blanche Alverson averages 8.5 ppg while Peyton Davis scored six last season

e Auburn is 2-8 all-time on Jan. 12 and 187-100 all-time in the month of January (24-28 under Fortner)

Vanderbilt hosts Auburn in its third conference matchup of the
season, coming off a 68-52 win over Ole Miss on Sunday. The Com-
modores are 13-2 on the season, and 1-1 in conference play.

Vanderbilt currently boasts four players averaging double figures
on the year. The Commodores are led by sophomore guard Christina
Foggie, averaging 16.7 points per game and shooting a team-high
48.8 percent from beyond the arc.

Sophomore guard Jasmine Lister adds 12.7 ppg, as well as av-
eraging 5.7 assists per game. Sophomore center Stephanie Holzer
has tallied 11.6 ppg and contributes 7.0 rebounds per game. Junior
forward Tiffany Clark has picked up 10.6 ppg coming off the bench
in all 15 of Vanderbilt's games and leads the team with 7.2 rpg.

SCOUTING AUBURN

Auburn is 9-7 on the season and 1-2 in SEC play after a 70-45
home loss to No. 16/15 Georgia on Sunday.

Depth and Defense have been the key words for Auburn this
season. Nine different Tigers have starfed in six different starting
lineups while five different players have led the team in scoring.
Nine players are averaging af least 15.0 minutes per game this
season.

Leading the way is freshman Hasina Muhammad with a team-
high 10.8 points per game, a mark that ranks her 20th in the SEC
and second among league freshmen. Right behind her is sophomore
Tyrese Tanner, who has done most of her scoring off the bench, with
10.3 points per game.

Two other Tigers are near double figures as Blanche Alverson
averages 9.3 points per game, followed closely by Camille Glymph
with 9.2. Senior Parrisha Simmons leads the team in rebounding
with 5.8 boards per game.

Georgia points, as the Tigers dropped a 70-45 decision o No.
16/15 Georgia Jan. 8 at Auburn Arena. Freshman Hasina Muham-
mad led all scorers with 15 points in the loss.

Auburn struggled from the field, shooting just 27.1 percent.
Sixteen of Auburn’s points came at the free throw line as the Tigers
took advantage of the Bulldogs” pressure defense to draw fouls.

Georgia pounced on the Tigers early, taking a 17-point, 21-4
lead midway through the first half. Jasmine James scored nine of
her 14 points in that strefch to give her team the early lead.

Auburn battled back and cut the lead to single digits after a
pair of Jassany Williams free throws with 3:15 left cut it to 25-16.
Muhammad and Camille Glymph scored four points each during the
12-4 vun for Auburn. The Tigers scored just one more point in the
half, on a Morgan Jennings free throw, taking a 30-17 deficit into
the locker room.

Auburn kept pace with Georgia for the first six minutes of the
second half, cutting the lead to 12 after a three-point play by
Muhammad, but that would be as close as the Tigers would come.
Georgia responded with a 19-2 run that put the game away, lead-
ing by as many as 30 points with 3:52 left in the game.

Wanna Bonner picked up six against Tennessee on Jan. 25, 2009.

Fellow junior Blanche Alverson picked up six steals against
Central Connecticut State on Dec. 22. Her six sfeals rank in a tie for
ninth all-time at Aubum in single-game steals.

OFFENSE WINS GAMES

Auburn is 89-2 when scoring 70 or more points in the Nell
Fortner era. The only times Auburn has lost when scoring at least
70 points was on Jan. 20, 2005 vs. No. 7 Tennessee, 71-81 and
Feb. 19, 2009 at No. 18 Vanderbilt, 73-70. When scoring less
than 70 points, Auburn is 52-94 during the Fortner era.

DEFENSE MAKES OFFENSE

In Auburn’s 16 games of the season, the Tigers have used their
defense to spark their offense. Auburn has forced 313 turnovers
(19.6 per game) this season on 158 steals (9.9 per game), turn-
ing them info 19.7 points per game (315 total points).

Auburn has scored 20 or more points off turnovers in eight
games this season.

TURNOVER MACHINE

Auburn’s defense has wreaked havoc on opponents this season,
causing an average of 19.6 turnovers per game. Against Central
Connecticut State, Auburn forced 37 CCSU turnovers, the most since
Auburn forced 37 against Alabama A&M on Nov. 14, 2008.

The CCSU game was the fifth this season where Aubumn forced
20 or more turnovers.

AUBURN - Auburn committed a season-high 30 turnovers, leading to
25 Georgia points, as the Tigers dropped a 70-45 decision to No. 16/15
Georgia Jan. 8 at Auburn Arena. Freshman Hasina Muhammad led all
scorers with 15 points in the loss.

Auburn struggled from the field, shoofing just 27.1 percent. Sixteen
of Auburn's points came at the free throw line as the Tigers took
advantage of the Bulldogs' pressure defense to draw fouls.

Georgia pounced on the Tigers early, taking a 17-point, 21-4 lead
midway through the first half. Jasmine James scored nine of her 14
points in that stretch to give her team the early lead.

Auburn battled back and cut the lead to single digits after a pair of
Jassany Williams free throws with 3:15 left cut it to 25-16. Muhammad
and Camille Glymph scored four points each during the 12-4 run for
Auburn. The Tigers scored just one more point in the half, on a Morgan
Jennings free throw, taking a 30-17 deficit into the locker room.

Auburn kept pace with Georgia for the first six minutes of the
second half, cutting the lead to 12 after a three-point play by Muham-
mad, but that would be as close as the Tigers would come. Georgia
responded with a 19-2 run that put the game away, leading by as
many as 30 points with 3:52 left in the game.

Muhammad and Blanche Alverson, who finished with 13 points,
traded buckets for the Tigers in the final minutes, cutting the lead back
down to 20 at one point, but the Bulldogs held on for the 70-45 win.
