The No. 2 Auburn equestrian team continues its homestand Saturday, Feb. 24, hosting No. 9 South Carolina for the team's final
Southeastern Conference regular season meet of the year. The Tigers and the Gamecocks will go head-to-head at 11 a.m. (T at the
Auburn University Equestrian Center.

"With this being the final SEC meet of the regular season, this is an incredibly important meet for s as we near the postseason,”
head coach Greg Williams said. "Right now, the attitude of the team is not only confident, but filled with expectation. We had a
good win at South Carolina on the road in November and we're going to be riding like we're still on the road."

AUBURN LINEUP
The Auburn competition lineup coninues to be junior and freshman heavy, featuring eight juniors and four freshmen. Joining the
group will be two seniors and one sophomore.

Junior All-Americans Ashton Alexander, Caitlin Boyle, and Hayley lannotti are set to compete in both Equitation Over Fences and
Equitation on the Flat for the Tigers. Boyle leads the team with a 17-2-1 overall record on the year, including a 9-1-0 mark in Flat.
lannotti has eight wins in Flat with 13 overall, while Alexander picked up both MOP honors last week vs. Texas A&M.

Joining the trio in both events is freshman Taylor St. Jacques. The Glen Allen, Va., product has had an outstanding spring season,
going undefeated in the month of February with four MOP honors. Junior All-American Alex Ladove is slated to compete in Fences
for Auburn, while senior Caitlin Creel will ride in Flat.

On the Western side of competition, freshman Deanna Green earned the starting nod in both Horsemanship and Reining vs. the
Bulldogs. Green is tied for first on the team with seven victories in Horsemanship and owns four MOP nods in the event. Redshirt
junior Kelsey Jung also has seven victories in Horsemanship with one MOP.

Junior Lauren Diaz, sophomore Kara Kaufmann, and freshman Taylor Searles are set to join Green and Jung in Horsemanship. Diaz
was victorious over the tough Aggie lineup last week and has six wins fo her credit.

Senior Alexa Rivard highlights the Reining corps as she enters Saturday's meet as the program's career wins record holder in the
event. She has four victories on the season with one MOP.

Junior Betsy Brown has the most wins in Reining on the team with six, while freshman Terri-June Granger is second with five.
Granger leads the team with four MOPs, while Brown has two.

Junior Blair McFarlin will also go for the squad in Reining and has four wins on the year.
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SIXTEENTH SEASON OF VARSITY EQUESTRIAN

The 2017-18 season marks the 16th year of varsity equestrian
at Auburn. Head coach Greg Williams has guided the Tigers since
the program was recognized by the Athletics Department and has
amassed an impressive 134-56 overall record.

In 15 years, Auburn has earned four NCEA Championships (2006,
2011, 2013, 2016), one Southeastern Conference title (2016),
three Southern Equestrian Conference crowns (2004, 2010,
2011) and three NCEA Hunt Seat championships (2008, 2011,
2013).

Individually, Auburn boasts 50 All-Americans and 41 All-SEC
selections. The Southeastern Conference first began sponsoring
equestrian in 2012-13.

EQUESTRIAN 101: SCORING AND RULES

GENERAL RULES

1. In equitation/horsemanship classes, only the rider is being judged therefore no penalty should be assessed
because of the horse’s conformation, color or movement.

2. Falling off a horse resulis in elimination.

Three refusals over jumps by a horse resulis in elimination.

4. Any rider not having her mount under sufficient control shall be removed from the ring by the show stewards and
shall be disqualified or remounted at their discretion.

5. Riders must remain on the same mount throughout all phases of an equitation or horsemanship class unless the
judge or coaches requests a re-ride.

COMPETITION RULES

Riders from opposing teams compete on the same horse. Each rider receives a score. The compefitor with the highest score receives one point for their team.

Each rider from each team is given a 4 minute warm-up on the horse she drew in Equitation on the Flat and Equitation over Fences.

e Riders from Home team will warm up with each other. Riders from Visiting Team will warm-up with each other. Riders in Equitation over Fences are only allowed to jump 4
fences in their warm-up.

Each rider from each team is given a 4 minute warm-up on the horse she drew in Horsemanship.

e Riders from Home team and Visiting Team will warm-up together af the same time if the size of the ring allows for this.

Each rider from each team is given a 5 minute warm-up on the horse she drew in Reining.

e Riders from Home team will warm up with each other. Riders from Visiting Team will warm-up with each other.

HUNT SEAT RULES

General-- The rider should have a workmanlike appearance, seat and hands light and supple, conveying the impression of complete control.

Equitation on the Flat
Scoring: Scored out of 100. There are 9 movements as well as a collective mark. These are based out of 1-10 points for each movement and overall position. 1 meaning not
executed and 10 meaning excellent.

Equitation over Fences
Scoring: Scored out of 100. Based on the rider's equitation, complete control of the horse, executing the jumps in correct form, and staying consistent.

WESTERN RULES

General-- The rider will be judged on seat, hands, and the ability to control and show the horse. Results as shown by the performance of the horse are not to be considered more
important than the method used by the rider in obtaining them.

Reining

Scoring: Base score is a 70. There are 7-8 maneuvers depending on the pattern, as well as a collective mark. NRHA/AQHA patterns 1-10 must be used. In these patterns,
there are spins, circles, lead changes, stops, rollbacks, and back. Within each maneuver one can score anywhere from a -1.5 to +1.5 poinfs... -1.5 is extremely poor, +1.5 is
excellent, and 0 points added to the maneuver means it was done correctly. There are also penalties such as kick outs, break of gait, missing leads, etc. that can be anywhere
from -.5 to 5 penalty points.

Horsemanship

Scoring: Base score is a 70. There are 7-9 maneuvers depending on the pattern, as well a collective mark. Within each maneuver one can score anywhere from a-1.5t0 +1.5
points... -1.5 is exiremely poor, +1.5 is excellent, and 0 points added to the maneuver means it was done correctly. There are also penalfies such as kick outs, break of gait,
missing leads, etc. that can be 1,3 or 5 penalty points depending on severity.
