» Auburn moved up to No. 1 in The Associated Press Top 25 Poll for the first time in program history.
Auburn is one of only eight SEC schools (Alabama, Arkansas, Florida, Kentucky, Missouri, South
Carolina and Tennessee) all-time to ever achieve a No. 1 national ranking.

» Head Coach Bruce Pearl (Southern Indiana (Division II) in 1997, Tennessee in 2008 and Auburn in
2022) is one of only three known head coaches to ever lead a school to a No. 1 national ranking next
to Frank McGuire (St. John’s, North Carolina, South Carolina) and John Calipari (UMass, Memphis,
Kentucky). He is the first to lead two SEC schools to the program’s first-ever No. 1 national ranking.
» Auburn has won 15-consecutive games, the longest active win streak in the nation - tied with
Davidson. AU also boasts the most victories in the country (18).

» The Tigers 18-1 overall record is the fourth best-start in program history behind 25-1 in 1998-99,
20-1 in 1927-28 and 19-0 in 1958-59. They are now 7-0 in SEC play for the second time in program
history next to 1958-59.

» Over the past five seasons, Coach Pearl has led the Tigers to a 50-29 record in SEC play. The 10-year
SEC record prior to the Pearl Era was 53-111.

» Freshman Jabari Smith was named SEC Freshman of the Week (13.0 points, 7.0 rebounds, 2.5 assists
vs. UGA/No. 12 UK last week) for the fourth time this season, while sophomore Walker Kessler was
SEC Co-Player of the Week (17.0 points, 6.5 rebounds, 4.0 blocks, .714 shooting last week), earning
SEC weekly honors for the second time this season.

» Auburn has scored 80-or-more points in six-straight SEC games for the first time since 1977-78,
when the Tigers accomplished the feat in eight-in-row.

» Auburn move up to No. 1 in The Associated
Press Top 25 Poll on January 24th for the first
time in program history. Auburn is one of
only eight SEC schools (Alabama, Arkansas,
Florida, Kentucky, Missouri, South Carolina
and Tennessee) all-time to ever achieve a No. 1
national ranking.

» Coach Pearl is one of only three known head
coaches to ever lead a school to a No. 1 national
ranking next to Frank McGuire (St. John’s, North
Carolina, South Carolina) and John Calipari
(UMass, Memphis, Kentucky). He is the first to
lead two SEC schools to the programs first-ever
No. 1 national ranking.

» Auburn has been ranked in the Top 10 in four
of the last five years under Head Coach Bruce
Pearl. The Tigers were previously ranked in the
Top 10 seven times during the 1958-59 (2nd),

1986-87 (5th), 1998-99 (2nd) and 1999-00 (2nd)
campaigns.

» Head Coach Bruce Pearl is 7-5 all-time against
Missouri, including a 7-4 mark at Auburn. Pearl
has won six of his last eight against the Tigers
and is 3-3 in Columbia.

» Missouri split the regular-season series with
then nationally-ranked Alabama winning the
first meeting between the schools (W, 92-86) on
Jan. 8.

It is the
third time in the Pearl Era, all in the last four
years, that the Tigers have been ranked to begin
the season.

» Under Bruce Pear], the Tigers are 76-21 when
ranked, including a 18-1 mark in 2021-22.

AUBURN VS. TOP-25 OPPONENTS

» Auburn is 75-218 against teams from the
AP Top 25 all-time, including a 3-1 mark
in 2021-22. Three years ago, the Tigers set a
program record by defeating six top-25 teams,
including five in a row from the SEC Tournament
title to a trip to the Final Four.

FLANIGAN RETURNS TO LINEUP

» Auburn junior guard Allen Flanigan, the SEC’s
fourth leading returning scorer, had a successful
procedure in early September to repair his right
Achilles after suffering a non-basketball related
trauma. He made a return to the lineup versus
Murray State on Dec. 22 and started against No.
16 LSU on Dec. 29.

» He and his father, Wes, an alum and assistant
coach for the Tigers, are one of 24 known
father-son coach-player combos currently in
NCAA Division I. The list also includes Dan and
Andrew Hurley (UConn), Mike and Antoine
Davis (Detroit Mercy), Penny and Jayden
Hardaway (Memphis), Juwan and Jace Howard
(Michigan), Tom and Steven Izzo (Michigan
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State) and Frank and Brandon Martin (South
Carolina) to name a few notable father-sons.

PRESEASON HONORS AND WATCH LIST
» A pair of Tigers appear on some of the
nation’s top watch lists. Freshman Jabari Smith
is a member of the John Wooden Preseason
Top 50 Watch List which identifies 50 players
for national player of the year and all-America
honors. Smith also is on the Karl Malone Award
Watch List which is presented each year to the
country’s top power forward. Sophomore center
Walker Kessler is on the Kareem Abdul-Jabbar
Award Watch List, given annually to the nation’s
top center.

» Allen Flanigan was named to the Coaches’
Preseason All-SEC first team while Jabari Smith
was named to the second team. Smith, the
highest rated player ever signed at Auburn, was
the only freshman to be voted on either team.

NABC TABS TIGERS FOR ACADEMICS

» The 2020-21 Auburn men’s basketball team was
named a recipient of the National Association of
Basketball Coaches (NABC) Team Academic
Excellence Award. The award, created by the
NABC Committee on Academics, recognizes
outstanding academic achievement by a team
with a cumulative grade point average (GPA) of
3.0 or better. The Tigers earned the award for the
first time since its inception in 2013 and were
one of only two Southeastern Conference teams
to garner recognition, in addition to Tennessee.

SECIN STRETCH

» Babatunde “Stretch” Akingbola represented
Auburn at this year’s Southeastern Conference
Basketball Leadership Council that was held in
September. The council consisted of one male
representative and one female representative
from each of the SEC’s 14 institutions. The goal
of the leadership council is for student-athletes
to serve as a conduit of communication from
their teams to the conference office on issues re-
lated to student-athlete experience, student-ath-
lete wellness, and to provide feedback on pro-
posed rules governing the SEC and NCAA.
