THE GAME
Auburn steps out of conference play with an afternoon game against the Samford Bulldogs in the

98th observance of Homecoming. The game marks the return of former Auburn QB and 1971 Heisman
Trophy winner Pat Sullivan. Sullivan has been Samford’s head coach since 2006.

AUBURN HEADLINES
} Auburn leads the series against Samford with a 25-0-1 record. The teams have not met since 1993.
} Pat Sullivan will become just the second Heisman Trophy winner to coach against his alma mater.

South Carolina head coach Steve Spurrier was the first to coach against the school where he won the
Heisman as a player when the Gamecocks played Florida in 2005. 

} The game against Samford will mark the 98th observance of Homecoming and the 85th
Homecoming game at Auburn.

} Auburn is 71-8-5 all-time in Homecoming games.
} The Tigers have won 13 consecutive games at Jordan-Hare Stadium, which is tied for the sixth

longest win streak at the stadium in program history. It is the longest streak since AU won 13
straight from 1993-94.

} Fifty-one of Auburn’s 79 scholarship players (65 percent) are underclassmen. 
} Auburn’s four losses this season have come on the road against teams currently ranked in the top 15

of the BCS standings.
} Auburn is tied for the toughest schedule in the nation based on opponent’s record (58-33). 
} The Tigers are 19-1 and have won 16 straight when intercepting a pass since 2009.
} Auburn is 21-4 in its last 25 games dating back to the 2010 victory over Northwestern in the

Outback Bowl.
} Auburn has won 15 consecutive home games against non-conference teams. Since 1993, Auburn is

54-4 against non-SEC teams at Jordan-Hare Stadium.
} The Tigers are 20-2 when leading at halftime under Gene Chizik and have won 14 straight.
} Auburn is 9-0 in games decided by four points or less, including 5-0 vs. SEC teams, under Chizik.
} Auburn is 12-1 against non-conference opponents under head coach Gene Chizik.  
} LB Eltoro Freeman has 27 tackles, 5.5 TFL’s, 2.0 sacks, one forced fumble and two fumble recover-

ies in the last three games.
} WR Emory Blake is 4th SEC/80th FBS averaging 63.1 receiving yards per game.
} RB Onterio McCalebb has caught a pass in 13 straight games dating back to 2010.
} Punter Steven Clark is 1st SEC/T-2nd FBS with 27 punts inside the 20-yard line.
} Clark was named one of the 10 semi-finalists for the Ray Guy Award which recognizes the top

punter in the nation. 
} RB Michael Dyer is 2nd SEC/21st FBS averaging 103.7 rushing yards per game.
} Lemonier needs half a sacks to move into a tie with Donnie Humphrey for 10th in single-season

sacks. Humphrey had 9.0 sacks in 1981. 
} Kicker Cody Parkey is 2nd SEC/3rd FBS with 27 touchbacks.

AUBURN-SAMFORD SERIES
The Tigers and Bulldogs will meet for the 27th

time and the first time since 1993. Auburn and Samford
played 24 times from 1903 to 1945 but did not meet
again until 1992. 

Series notes:
} Through 26 meetings, Auburn has shut out

Samford 18 times.
} The 1992-93 games featured a coaching oddity.

Terry Bowden was Samford’s head coach in 1992
and Auburn’s  head coach in 1993.  

} Auburn has outscored Samford 90-7 in the only two
games in the modern era. 

} Auburn defensive line coach Mike Pelton played
against Samford in 1993. That game was Pelton’s
second after making the switch from linebacker to
defensive tackle. Pelton totaled nine tackles that day
and would go on to earn All-SEC accolades in 1994. 

HOMECOMING ON THE PLAINS
This Saturday’s game will mark the 98th obser-

vance of Homecoming at Auburn and the 85th home-
coming game for the Tigers.

Homecoming at Auburn began in June 1913,
when Dr. Charles Thach, president of what was then
Alabama Polytechnic Institute, issued a proclamation
calling for “the observance of a Homecoming for all
those loyal sons who, as former Auburn students, have
passed through her portals and received her honors.”

Homecoming festivities were held in connection
with the spring commencement exercises until 1924.
Auburn beat Clemson, 13-0, in Auburn’s first
Homecoming game. The game was played on old
Drake Field, which is now the parking lot for the new
student union.

Until the first section of Jordan-Hare Stadium
was completed in 1939, Auburn sometimes observed
Homecoming in Montgomery or Columbus, Ga., since
adequate campus facilities were not available. Auburn
did not have Homecoming games in 1930 and 1938.
There was no football team in 1943 because of WWII.

Auburn is 71-8-5 in Homecoming games.
Mississippi State (16 times) has been the most common
Homecoming guest.

HOMECOMING NOTABLES
Auburn won its 19th straight Homecoming con-

test last season, to set a school record for consecutive
Homecoming victories ... The win eclipsed the previous
record of 18 straight which had been set from 1953-69
... Auburn has scored 25 or more points in 24 of the last
28 Homecoming games, including 30 or more points in
22 of those contests ... Auburn is 33-2-1 in its last 36
Homecoming games ... Auburn’s last Homecoming loss
came on Oct. 26, 1991, in a 24-17 setback against
Mississippi State. 

AUBURN HOMECOMING COURT
At halftime of Saturday's game, the Homecoming

Queen will be crowned on the east side of the field. A
pool of more than 50 applicants went through two
rounds of interviews and cuts before the five finalists
were announced.

The queen will be elected by a vote of the Auburn
student body and the winner's name is kept in
anonymity until the announcement.

The five finalists are Elizabeth Williams (Dothan),
Haley Bagwell (Hoover), Kimberly Jones (Auburn),
Laurin Sanders (Auburn) and Sophie Burge (Vestavia
Hills). 

All applicants must be an undergraduate with
senior status and maintain a grade point average of 2.5 or
better. Each applicant was also nominated by a member
of one of the 300 campus organizations.

AUBURN-SAMFORD TIES
Samford head coach Pat Sullivan was Auburn’s

starting QB from 1969-71. Sullivan was the first
Auburn player to win the Heisman Trophy, earning the
award in 1971. 

Samford running backs coach James Joseph
played for Auburn from 1986-89, helping the Tigers to
three straight SEC Championships (1987-89). 

Joseph is 10th in Auburn history with 2,264
career rushing yards. 

Samford offensive coordinator/QB’s coach Rhett
Lashlee was an offensive assistant for Auburn from
2009-10. Lashlee was a graduate assistant at Arkansas
when Gus Malzahn was the Razorback’s offensive coor-
dinator. 

Samford assistant head coach/defensive coordi-
nator Bill D’Ottavio and Auburn head coach Gene
Chizik were at Central Florida during the 1999-2001
seasons. Chizik was the Golden Knights’ defensive
coordinator while D’Ottavio was UCF’s linebackers
coach. 

Samford defensive line/special teams coach Rory
Segrest was a graduate assistant coach for Auburn from
1997-99. 

Samford tight ends/slot receivers coach Travis
Trickett is the son of former Auburn offensive line
coach Rick Trickett (1993-98). 

SULLIVAN TO BE HONORED PRE-GAME
Samford head coach Pat Sullivan will be honored

prior to the game for the 40th anniversary of his
Heisman Trophy-winning season of 1971. 

Sullivan became Auburn’s first Heisman Trophy
winner as a senior that season. His stats for the 1971
season: 162-for-281 (58 pct.) for 2,012 yards, 20 TD
and 11 INT. Sullivan also rushed 47 times for 84 yards
and two scores. 

Sullivan led the Tigers to a 26-7 overall record and
a 15-5 SEC record in three years. In Auburn career
records, Sullivan is fourth in passing yardage (6,284),
first in passing yards per game (209.47), fourth in com-
pletions (452) and first in touchdown passes (53).

Sullivan earned All-America honors in 1970 and
1971, SEC Player of the Year honors in 1970 and 1971
and led the NCAA with 2,856 yards of total offense in
1970.

Sullivan led the Tigers to three bowl games during
his career. Sullivan did not play varsity in 1968 as fresh-
man were ineligible to compete.

SENIOR DAY
Auburn will honor the 2011 senior class during a

pre-game ceremony. The 2011 seniors have posted a
33-16 record since 2008 and helped lead Auburn to the
2010 BCS National Championship and the SEC
Championship.

The seniors have helped take Auburn to bowl
games the last two seasons and have the Tigers bowl eli-
gible this season.  

The 17 seniors who will be recognized: Chandler
Brooks, Sam Brown, Quindarius Carr, Drew Cole, Jake
Drum, Jared Cooper, Eltoro Freeman, A.J. Greene, Josh
Harris, Davis Hooper, Chris Humphries, Bobby Ingalls,
Brandon Mosely, Vance Smith, Neiko Thorpe and Jay
Wisner. 

IN NOVEMBER
Auburn is 218-169-21 (.560) all-time in the month

of November. The Tigers are 14-8 in their last 22 games
in November since the 2004 season.

CHIZIK IN THIRD YEAR 
Gene Chizik is one of just three head coaches to

have won a BCS National Championship with less than
five years experience as a head coach at the college or
NFL level. 
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After taking Auburn to the BCS title in just his
fourth season as a head coach, Chizik joined Bob
Stoops (Oklahoma, 2nd year) and Larry Coker (Miami,
1st year) to have accomplished the feat. Stoops led OU
to the 2000 BCS Championship, while Coker led
Miami to the 2001 title.

In two seasons at Auburn, Chizik has compiled a
record of 28-9 and 15-8 in SEC play. Chizik became the
first Auburn head coach to take the Tigers to a bowl
game in his first season at the helm (2009).

Chizik has been a part of three perfect teams in
the past seven years, 2010 and 2004 with Auburn and
2005 with Texas.

TIGERS HAVE TOUGHEST SCHEDULE
Based on 2011 opponent’s cumulative record,

Auburn is tied for the toughest schedule in the FBS.
Auburn opponents have a combined record of 58-33
for a .637 winning percentage. The Tigers are tied with
Kansas for the toughest schedule. 

LSU and Tennessee are the only other SEC teams
ranked in the top 10. LSU is fourth with an opposition
record of 58-35 (.623) and Tennessee sixth with an
opposition record of 56-36 (.608).

All four of Auburn’s losses this season have come
on the road against teams ranked in the top 15 of the
current BCS.

STRONG AGAINST NON-CONFERENCE
Auburn has won 15 consecutive home games

against non-conference teams and has gone 27-3 in
those games since 2003. 

Auburn’s last loss at home to a non-SEC team
came on Sept. 8, 2007 in a 26-23 overtime setback to
South Florida. 

Since 1993, Auburn is 54-4 (.931) vs. non-confer-
ence teams at Jordan-Hare Stadium. 

TIGERS STREAKING AT HOME
Auburn has won 13 consecutive home games

under Gene Chizik. The Tigers are 19-2 at Jordan-Hare
Stadium since Chizik became head coach in 2009. 

Auburn’s last loss at home came on Nov. 27, 2009,
against No. 2 Alabama in a 26-21 defeat. 

The 13-game winning streak is tied for the sixth
longest in school history. The Tigers also posted 13
straight wins from Sept. 2, 1993 to Nov. 5, 1994. 

The fifth-longest home win streak is 14 games
from Oct. 1, 1983 to Oct. 26, 1985. 

AU AGAINST IN-STATE SCHOOLS
Auburn’s Homecoming game against Samford is

the Tigers’ first against a non-conference, in-state school
since playing UAB in 1996. 

The Tigers have played in-state schools UAB,
Birmingham-Southern, North Alabama, Samford and
Spring Hill College (Mobile). Auburn is a combined 45-
3-1 against those teams. 

UAB and Samford are the only teams Auburn has
played in the modern era. The Tigers’ last game against
Birmingham Southern was in 1939, against North
Alabama in 1914 and Spring Hill College in 1931.

‘TORO ON A TEAR
Senior LB Eltoro Freeman has racked up 27 tack-

les in the last three games (LSU, Ole Miss, UGA) nearly
equaling his career total of 31 tackles through the 2009
and 2010 seasons, a span of 22 games. 

In addition, Freeman has 5.5 TFL’s and 2.0 sacks in
the last three games after totaling 6.0 TFL’s and 2.0 sacks
through the ‘09 and ‘10 seasons. 

Through the first seven games of the 2011 season,
Freeman had just 18 tackles, 1.0 sacks and 4.5 TFL’s.

ALL-AROUND PERFORMER
Sophomore DE Corey Lemonier racked up a pair

of forced fumbles against Georgia to give him four on
the season (fourth-most in the FBS).

Through 10 games this season Lemonier has reg-
istered in seven of the 10 possible categories for defen-
sive players. 

The Hialeah, Fla., native is missing only an inter-
ception, a PBU and a safety on his stat line this season. 

Lemonier is second in the SEC/T-9th in the FBS
with 8.5 sacks and tied for third in the  SEC/T-28th in
the FBS with 12.5 TFL’s this season.

DYER GOES BACK-TO-BACK
Sophomore Michael Dyer became the fifth

Auburn running back to record consecutive 1,000 yard
rushing seasons in Auburn history. 

Dyer has rushed for 1,037 through 10 games this
season after rushing for an Auburn freshman-record
1,093 yards last season. 

The Little Rock, Ark., native is Auburn’s first run-
ing back to record consecutive 1,000 yard seasons since
Carnell Williams in 2003-04. 

Joe Cribbs was the first Auburn RB to register
back-to-back 1,000 yard seasons (1978-79).

DYER NEARS TOP 10
Michael Dyer is 134 yards shy of reaching the

Auburn career rushing top 10. 
The Little Rock, Ark., native has 2,130 career

rushing yards, placing him 11th all-time at AU. 
James Joseph (1986-90) is 10th in Auburn history

with 2,264 rushing yards.
Dyer has nine career 100-yard rushing games

including four games with 150+ yards. 

MASON 21 SHY
With 58 kickoff return yards vs. Georgia, fresh-

man Tre Mason moved into fifth place on the single-
season yardage list and is 21 yards shy of tying the AU
freshman record for KO return yards. 

Mason has 633 KO return yards this season and
trails James Brooks for fourth place. Brooks totaled 654
KO return yards in 1977, which is also the freshman
record for KO return yardage.

Tristan Davis holds the second and third spots on
the list. Davis totaled 756 yards in 2006 and 657 yards in
2008.  

Demond Washington holds the AU single-season
record with 1,117 yards in 2010.

BLAKE CLIMBS THE LIST
With a game-high 101 receiving yards vs. Georgia,

junior WR Emory Blake moved into 20th on the
Auburn career yardage list with 1,125. 

Blake needs 1 yard to tie Tim Christian (1966-68)
for 19th place and 42 yards to tie Clifton Robinson
(1997-2000) for 18th place with 1,167 yards. 

The 101 yards receiving vs. UGA was the second
time this season Blake has crossed the century mark
after totaling a career-best 108 yards against Mississippi
State.  In the last two games Blake has totaled 11 catch-
es for 172  yards and one TD.
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TIGERS PERFECT TWICE
SINCE 2004

Auburn is the only Southeastern Conference
team to record two perfect seasons since 2004,
going 13-0 in ‘04 and 14-0 in 2010. Since the 2004
season, Auburn has won 43 of its 63 SEC games
and 45 of its 66 games against SEC schools, includ-
ing the 2004 (vs. Tennessee) and 2010 (vs. South
Carolina) SEC Championship games. SEC record
since 2004:

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LUTZ TIES BLAKE

With a 4-yard touchdown catch against Georgia,
junior TE Philip Lutzenkirchen moved into a tie for
eighth on the Auburn career receiving touchdown list
with teammate Emory Blake. 

Each has 13 career receiving touchdowns. 
Lutzenkirchen leads the Tigers with six scoring

catches this season, while Blake is second on the team
with five.

The duo trails former AU receiver Lawyer
Tillman (1985-88) for seventh place with 14 touch-
downs. 

Additionally, Lutzenkirchen is one TD catch shy
of moving into a tie for seventh on the Auburn single-
season receiving touchdown list, while Blake is two
away. 

SCHEDULE RARITY
For just the second time in 47 years the Tigers will

not play its two biggest rivals back-to-back to close out
the regular season.

Auburn has concluded its regular season with
Georgia and Alabama consecutively each year since
1964 as part of regularly scheduled games. 

Until this season, the only time that did not occur
was 2001 when the LSU game was rescheduled due to
the attacks on Sept. 11. 

This season, Auburn plays Samford
(Homecoming) the Saturday prior to the Iron Bowl. 

From 1948, when the Iron Bowl was resumed, to
1963 the Tigers had an opponent between the UGA and
Alabama games.

MCCALEBB LEADS SEC RB’S
Junior Onterio McCalebb is first among SEC run-

ning backs and 22nd in the FBS with 26 receptions.
McCalebb is T-18th in the SEC in catches for all

players.  
McCalebb has caught at least one pass in 13

straight games dating back to Nov. 26 vs. Alabama in
2010. 

McCalebb totaled 13 catches in his first two sea-
sons, grabbing six in 2009 and seven in 2010.  

For his career, McCalebb is 9th in AU history for
receiving yards by a RB with 407. McCalebb needs  26
yards to tie Harold Marrow (1994-95) for eighth place
with 433.

McCalebb is second on the team with 26 recep-
tions this season. The last back to lead Auburn in recep-
tions was Tucker Frederickson in 1964 with 14.

BLAKE, LUTZ IGNITE TIGERS
Auburn is a combined 19-3 when either WR

Emory Blake or TE Philip Lutzenkirchen has a touch-
down reception. 

The Tigers are 11-1 when Blake has a TD catch
and 8-2 when Lutzenkirchen has a TD catch. Auburn
is 6-0 when both players have TD reception in the
same game. 

Auburn’s only loss when Blake has a TD recep-
tion came this season against Clemson. The Tigers’
only losses when Lutzenkirchen scores came against
LSU in 2009 and Georgia in 2011.

WRIGHT FOURTH FRESHMAN TO START
Gabe Wright became AU’s fourth true freshman

to start a game when started vs. Ole Miss. Wright has
appeared in every game this season but got his first
start on the d-line against the Rebels.

Wright joins C Reese Dismukes, WR Quan Bray
and TE Brandon Fulse as the only true freshmen to
start for the Tigers this season. Dismukes has started
every game at center, while Bray started against
Florida. Fulse has started against Florida Atlantic and
South Carolina.

AIRING IT OUT
Clint Moseley threw four touchdown passes

against Ole Miss, in just his second career start. 
It marked the seventh time the Tigers have

thrown four or more TD passes in a game since 2009,
when Gus Malzahn became offensive coordinator, a
span of 36 games.

The Tigers had four TD passes in a game seven
times in the 13 years prior, from 1996-2008, a span of
161 games. 

Additionally, Auburn had 11 games with at least
four TD passes in the 20 years from 1989-2008, a span
of 241 games.

Auburn’s 16-13 win over South Carolina kept the

Tigers perfect under Gene Chizik in games decided by
four points or less. Auburn is now 9-0 in those games.

The Tigers defeated Utah State 42-38 in the only
other game decided by four points or less this season. 

Auburn went 5-0 last season in games decided
by four points or less, and 2-0 in 2009. 

Since 2000, Auburn is 26-8 (.765) in those games.

4TH QUARTER RALLIES
Auburn’s 16-13 win over No. 10/9 South

Carolina was the fifth comeback when trailing at the
start of the fourth quarter in the Chizik era and the
second this season.

Auburn began the fourth quarter vs. the
Gamecocks down 13-9 before scoring the winning
touchdown with 1:38 left in the game. 

The Tigers rallied from a 31-28 deficit in the
final stanza to defeat Utah State 42-38 in the 2011 sea-
son opener. 

Last season, Auburn defeated Alabama 28-27
after beginning the fourth quarter down 27-21, and
beat South Carolina 35-27 after opening the fourth
quarter trailing 27-21.

In his Auburn debut, running back Stephen Davis came off the bench to rush
for a game-high 122 yards and two touchdowns as Auburn defeated Samford 35-7. 

Auburn jumped out to a 14-0 lead in the first quarter. Willie Whitehead pres-
sured Samford quarterback Bart Yancey into throwing an interception to linebacker
Anthony Harris at the Samford 46-yard line. 

Stan White hit Derrick Dorn for 16 yards, then James Bostic gained 12 yards
on two carries to take the ball to the Bulldog 18. At the 7:47 mark of the quarter,
White connected with Frank Sanders for an 18-yard scoring pass. 

Samford turned it over again on its next possession. Yancey completed a 12-
yard pass to Wendell Magee, who fumbled into the arms of Chris Shelling at the
Auburn 34. 

Bostic converted a third-and-3 by getting 9 yards on a toss sweep before White
hooked up with Thomas Bailey from midfield. Bailey caught the ball along the side-
line, slipped a tackle and raced to the end zone for a 14-0 AU lead. 

The Auburn defense forced Samford to punt after three plays and Davis
entered the game and promptly ripped off a 30-yard run over right guard. Davis
would cap the 66-yard drive, of which he gained 44 yards, with a 1-yard plunge into
the end zone. 

With the Tigers leading 21-0, Samford got its only score of the day on the ensu-
ing possession. Yancey hit Ron Green for a 24-yard touchdown pass to cap a 48-
yard, seven-play drive. The touchdown had been set up by a 47-yard kickoff return
by Marcus Durgin.

On Auburn’s next possession the Tigers were on the scoreboard again. Bostic
ran for 3 yards and White found Dorn for 23 yards. White then hit Sanders for his
second touchdown catch of the day, this one going for 53 yards to give Auburn a 28-
7 advantage. 

In the second half, the Tigers found the end zone for the final time as Davis
carried 10 yards into the end zone for a 35-7 lead with 10:19 left in the third quar-
ter. 

From there, the Tigers went to the bench. Seventy players saw game time for
Auburn on the day. Nine players logged at least one carry for Auburn and seven dif-

ferent players had at least one
catch. 

Mike Pelton made nine
tackles in just his second game
at defensive tackle. 

Harris added 10 tackles to
go with his interception.
Defensive back Brian
Robinson had a pick off a half-
back pass.

Auburn used a pair of minute-and-a-half scoring drives late in the fourth
quarter to overcome a 10-point deficit and defeat Utah State, 42-38, in the season-
opening game of the 2011 football season at Jordan-Hare Stadium. Barrett Trotter
was 17-for-23 for 261 yards and three touchdowns through the air in his first career
start while Michael Dyer led Auburn with 57 rushing yards.

Trotter was one of 11 Tigers making their first collegiate start. Auburn also had
21 players make their first career appearance as a Tiger in the game. Of the 21, eight
were redshirt freshmen and 13 were true freshmen.

Trailing 38-28 with 3:38 remaining in the game after a Robert Turbin rushing
touchdown for Utah State, Auburn covered 65 yards in just six plays to draw with-
in three, 38-35. Trotter was 3-for-4 for 62 yards on the drive, capped off by a Philip
Lutzenkirchen 15 yards touchdown catch.

Auburn successfully converted an onside kick following the Lutzenkirchen
score, with Emory Blake recovering the kick. That set up Auburn on its own 44 with
2:07 left in the game. Trotter was again 3-for-4 on the drive, covering 29 yards, while
Onterio McCalebb rushed it three times for 26 yards, setting up Dyer for a one yard
touchdown run up the middle for the game-winning score.

Auburn had to rally from a 14 point deficit midway through the second quar-
ter, trailing 21-7 after the first of two Turbin (22 rushes, 70 yards) touchdown runs.

True freshman Tre Mason sparked the comeback with his 97 yard kickoff
return following the Turbin touchdown, drawing Auburn to within a touchdown,
21-14, a score that would hold into halftime. Mason’s 97-yard return ranks as the
eighth-longest in school history. He would go on to finish with 176 kickoff return
yards, tying for the third-most in a game in school history.

Dyer tied the game at 21-21 on Auburn's first possession of the second half,
running it in from the 11 yard line to complete an 11 play, 65-yard drive.

Auburn had five touchdown drives and only one lasted more than three min-
utes, it being the drive out of the half which lasted just 3:46. Three of the other four

were just over a minute-and-a-
half while the other lasted 2:55.

Chuckie Keeton was 21-
for-30 for 213 yards for Utah
State while Turbin and
Kerwynn Williams (10 rushes,
69 yards) combined to rush for
139 of Utah State's 227 rushing
yards.

Bobby Wagner led the
Aggies with 10 tackles, fol-
lowed by Kyle Gallagher with
seven.

Blake led the Auburn
receiving corps with three
catches for 95 yards and a
touchdown. Stallworth, who
was one of the 11 Tigers mak-
ing their first career start, was
right behind him with four
catches for 93 yards.

Defensively, linebacker
Jonathan Evans led the Tigers
with 14 total tackles, including
10 in the frist half. Right
behind him was fellow line-
backer Jake Holland with a
career-high 11, including two
for loss. Senior Neiko Thorpe
rounded out the top three with
nine tackles.

Ryan Smith made a game-saving tackle on Mississippi State quarterback Chris
Relf at the goal line as time expired to preserve Auburn’s 41-34 victory over No. 16
Mississippi State on Sept. 10 at Jordan-Hare Stadium. The two teams combined for
28 first quarter points and 55 first half points before both defenses tightened up and
Auburn won its 17th consecutive game, currently the longest in FBS.

Barrett Trotter, who finished the game 16-for-23 for 146 yards with two touch-
downs and an interception, hit tight end Philip Lutzenkirchen for a 10-yard touch-
down pass just under a minute into the fourth quarter to give Auburn a 14-point
cushion, 41-27. Auburn, which trailed just once in the game, won its seventh
straight game against a team ranked in the AP poll.

Trotter’s favorite target on the afternoon was Emory Blake, who caught seven
passes for 108 yards with a touchdown. Blake’s touchdown catch, a 46-yard catch-
and-run, tied the game at 21-21 in the second quarter as Auburn scored 17 points
in the second quarter to take a 31-24 lead into the half.

Michael Dyer rushed for 150 yards on 18 carries, averaging 8.3 yards per carry,
scoring twice. His first touchdown came on Auburn’s first possession of the game
when he went 35 yards for the score to put Auburn up, 7-0. His second touchdown
gave Auburn the lead for good at 28-21 with 4:51 left in the first half as he went in
from two yards out to cap a six-play, 59-yard drive.

Auburn took a 14-0 lead less than four minutes into the game as Demetruce
McNeal returned a Relf interception 43 yards for the score. 

Mississippi State wasted little time answering as LaDarius Perkins (11 rushes,
78 yards), scored on a 40-yard run less than a minute after McNeal’s score and then
Relf found Brandon Heavens for a 15-yard touchdown pass four minutes later to tie
it at 14-14.

Relf finished the game 20-for-33 for 195 yards with a touchdown and an inter-
ception and also rushed 27 times for 106 yards.

Vick Ballard was the top rusher for Mississippi State, tallying 135 yards on 21
carries. Relf was right behind
him with 106 yards on 27 car-
ries, giving the Bulldogs a pair
of 100-yard rushers.

Cody Parkey hit a pair of
field goals for Auburn, con-
necting from 43 yards out right
before the half to put Auburn
up, 31-24, and then again right
after the half to put Auburn
ahead, 34-24.

The field goals were the
first of Parkey’s collegiate
career. The first, the 43-yarder,
came after Auburn took over
possession with 40 seconds left
in the half. The Tigers ran five
plays, moving 54 yards before
Parkey scored with five sec-
onds left on the clock.

Defensively for the Tigers,
Daren Bates led the team with
12 tackles, followed by Neiko
Thorpe with 11. Nosa Eguae
tallied nine while T’Sharvan
Bell and McNeal notched eight
apeice. Corey Lemonier had a
team-high two tackles for loss,
including Auburn’s lone sack
of the day.

Clemson’s Tajh Boyd threw for four touchdowns and 386 yards to lead
Clemson to a 38-24 victory over No. 21 Auburn at Memorial Stadium on Sept. 17 to
end the nation's longest winning streak at 17 games. Michael Dyer led Auburn with
151 yards rushing and two touchdowns.

Auburn got off to a fast start with a pair of touchdowns and two Clemson
three-and-outs. Dyer scampered a career-high 52 yards untouched for a touchdown
on his first play to give Auburn a 7-0 lead at 4:24 into the game.

On fourth down on Auburn's next possession, Barrett Trotter fired a down-
field strike to Emory Blake for a 36-yard touchdown to put Auburn ahead 14-0 with
7:54 left in the opening quarter. Auburn finished the first quarter with 182 yards
total offense.

On the first play of the second quarter, Clemson cut the lead in half on a 4-
yard Boyd to DeAndre Hopkins touchdown pass. Auburn answered with its longest
scoring drive, play-wise, of the season with a 16-play, 90-yard touchdown drive in
5:57 that was capped on a 1-yard Dyer touchdown run for a 21-7 lead with 8:54 left
in the half.

Clemson scored 14 straight points to close out the half, totaling 21 second-
quarter points. The Atlantic Coast Conference Tigers drew to within 21-14 on a
Boyd's 6-yard touchdown pass to tight end Dwayne Allen on third down with 5:06
remaining in the half. Clemson had three third down conversions on the drive.

After stopping Auburn, Clemson tied the game at 21 on Andre Ellington's 2-
yard rushing touchdown with 1:11 remaining as both teams combined for 520 yards
total offense in the first half. Auburn outgained Clemson 285-235.

On a third and six on the opening possession of the second half, Boyd com-
pleted a 65-yard touchdown pass to Sammy Watkins on a four-play drive to give
Clemson its first lead of the game at 28-21, only 1:15 into the half.

With Clemson driving, Demetruce McNeal laid a hit on Clemson's Mike
Bellamy to force a fumble that was recovered by Neiko Thorpe at the Auburn 18
with 8:01 left in the third for Auburn’s first fumble recovery of the season.

On the first play after the turnover, Dyer had a 45-yard rush up the right side-
line. Trotter then completed a
12-yard pass to Travante
Stallworth on third down for a
first down by a nose at the
Clemson 26 to set up Cody
Parkey's 38-yard field goal to
draw Auburn within 28-24.

Clemson answered with a
19-yard Boyd to Watkins 24
touchdown pass to make it 35-
24 with 16 seconds remaining
in the third.

Clemson upped its lead to
38-24 on a 38-yard field goal
by Chandler Catanzaro with
11:48 remaining.

A 20-point third quarter propelled the Auburn Tigers to a 30-14 victory over
Florida Atlantic on Saturday night before 82,249 fans at Jordan-Hare Stadium.

Quarterback Barrett Trotter finished 16-for-28 passing for 178 yards, tossing
two touchdown passes along with one interception. Michael Dyer led the Auburn
rushing attack with 68 yards on 14 carries, and Emory Blake had 78 yards on five
receptions with a touchdown.

The Auburn defense, however, was responsible for a good amount of the Tiger
offense. Auburn had three interceptions on the night with two leading to points.
Neiko Thorpe and Jermaine Whitehead each had a pick in the third quarter, with
Whitehead returning his 25 yards for a touchdown to give Auburn a 17-6 lead on
FAU’s third offensive play of the half. It was the first career interception and touch-
down for Whitehead. Thorpe’s interception later in the quarter was the fifth of his
career and set up a 31-yard field goal by Cody Parkey to give Auburn a 27-6 lead
with 6:51 on the clock in the third.

Between the two interceptions, Trotter found McCalebb on a screen pass that
went for 51 yards and an Auburn touchdown, increasing the Tiger lead to 24-6 at the
8:07 mark of the third quarter. It was the second receiving touchdown of McCalebb’s
career and his longest reception as a Tiger, surpassing a 25-yard catch against Utah
State earlier this season.

Parkey would tack on his third field goal of the night with a 37-yard kick to
extend the Auburn lead to 30-6 on the final play of the third quarter.

FAU got on the board first, taking advantage of an Auburn turnover deep in
Tiger territory. The Owls picked up one first down, then settled for a 39-yard field
goal from Vinny Zaccario to take a 3-0 lead.

Auburn would answer on its next possession, putting together an 11-play, 60-
yard drive that ended with a 10-yard touchdown pass from Trotter to Blake; Parkey
would kick it to 7-3 midway through the first quarter.

The Tigers would again march into Owl territory on their next possession and
increase their lead to 10-3 on a 41-yard Parkey field goal just before the end of the
opening period.

Another field goal from
Zaccario early in the second
quarter, this one from 43 yards,
would cut the Tiger lead to 10-
6 after a 13-play, 61-yard drive
by the Owls. From there, both
teams would cross midfield on
multiple occasions, but no fur-
ther scoring opportunities pre-
sented themselves before the
half.

Florida Atlantic would
score its first touchdown of the
season midway through the
fourth quarter, capping off an
11-play, 78-yard drive with a
12-yard pass to Alfred Morris;
the Owls’ two-point try was
good to make it a 16-point
game with just under 10 min-
utes to play.

Morris led the Owls with
85 rushing yards on 15 carries
and also four catches for 43
yards. Quarterback Graham
Wilbert was 20-for-31 for 191
yards and a touchdown, but
threw three interceptions, one
of which was returned for a
touchdown.

It was an Auburn team effort of defense all day long and Tigers offense when
it counted as Auburn upset No. 10 South Carolina 16-13 in Williams-Brice Stadium
on Oct. 1. Auburn’s Barrett Trotter threw a touchdown pass to Philip Lutzenkirchen
with 1:38 left in the game to give Auburn the lead for good.

South Carolina took over on its own 20 and drove the ball down to the Auburn
42 with 12 seconds remaining. Marcus Lattimore rushed for three yards and a first
down just after a 19-yard Stephen Garcia to Alshon Jeffery completion. After an
incomplete pass with 8 seconds remaining, Garcia completed a pass to the Auburn
30 as time ran out.

Lattimore, who came in as the nation's third-leading rusher with 611 yards in
four games (152.75 yards/game), was limited to 66 yards rushing on 17 carries.
Auburn's defense caused four turnovers on the day, two interceptions and recovered
fumbles each, and held South Carolina to a season-low 289 yards.

Auburn held South Carolina on three plays on the opening drive, and then let
the offense take over. The Tigers drove 47 yards in 10 plays as Cody Parkey nailed a
21-yard field goal to give Auburn a 3-0 lead almost five minutes into the game.

On the Gamecocks' next possession, Lattimore fumbled and Auburn's
Jonathon Mincy recovered it at the SC 36. On a second down end around trick play,
Auburn freshman wide receiver C.J. Uzomah threw an interception intended for
freshman Quan Bray at the South Carolina 11 that was returned 10 yards.

That led to an Alshon Jeffery 50-yard touchdown reception from Stephen
Garcia to give South Carolina a 6-3 lead with 6:57 left in the first quarter. Corey
Lemonier blocked the extra point.

On the first play of the second quarter, Kiehl Frazier scampered 22 yards to the
1 yard line to set up a Mike Dyer touchdown dive two plays later in the Wildcat for-
mation as Auburn regained a 9-6 lead. Parkey's missed point after hit the right
upright.

Auburn's Ryan White threw an interception on a 32-yard fake field goal
attempt with just over a minute to go in the half as the Tigers' went into the locker
room with a 9-6 lead.

Lattimore put South Carolina back on top, 13-9, with a 15-yard touchdown
run with 5:58 left in the third quarter on a 2-play, 50-yard drive that was set up on
a Garcia to Bruce Ellington 35-yard pass reception.

Neiko Thorpe intercepted a deep Garcia pass at the Auburn 31 and returned it
to midfield with two minutes left in the third. On 3rd and 13, Trotter was inter-

cepted by C.C. Whitlock at the
Carolina 42. Whitlock
returned it just past midfield
before Lutzenkirchen laid a hit
on Whitlock and recovered the
fumble at the Auburn 48.

The change of possession
gave the Tigers a big first
down. The drive ended when
Trotter threw an interception
in the end zone for a touch-
back that was nearly broken up
Auburn's Jay Wisner.

Dyer finished with a
school record-tying 41 carries
for 141 yards and a touch-
down. The 41 carries ties
Cadillac Williams' record set at
Georgia in 2001. Trotter went
12-of-23 for 112 yards and a
touchdown while McCalebb
finished with 9 rushes for 58
yards and 3 receptions for 33
yards.

Tyler Wilson threw for 262 yards on 24-of-36 passing and two touchdowns to
lead No. 10 Arkansas to a 38-14 victory over No. 15 Auburn at Razorback Stadium
on Oct. 8, ending the Tigers' 11-game winning streak against SEC opponents.
Arkansas scored 31 unanswered points after Auburn took a 14-7 lead with two sec-
onds left in the first quarter.

Wide receiver Joe Adams scored on a 92-yard touchdown on Arkansas' first
second-half play from scrimmage to give the Razorbacks a 28-14 lead with 7:43 left
in the third. The Razorbacks took over at the Auburn 26 after Barrett Trotter's pass
went through the hands of DeAngelo Benton. It led to Arkansas taking a 31-14 lead
on Zach Hocker's 36-yard field goal with 12:10 remaining in the game. The Tigers
defense held the Razorbacks for five straight three-and-outs after the 92 yard touch-
down run.

Kiehl Frazier's second interception of the game was returned 29 yards to the
Auburn 16 with 7:17 left. Wilson threw a third-down screen pass to running back
Dennis Johnson, who scored on a 33-yard touchdown reception to give Arkansas a
38-14 lead with 5:50 remaining.

After an 11-yard punt on Auburn's first possession of the game, Arkansas took
over on the Tigers' 37. Auburn's defense held as Hocker missed a 34-yard field goal
attempt that hit the left upright just over three minutes in.

Frazier completed his first career pass on a 14-yard screen to Onterio
McCalebb. A 13-yard Trotter to Quindarius Carr pass on 3rd and 12 to the Auburn
45 set up a career-long 55-yard touchdown run by Michael Dyer on the next play to
give Auburn a 7-0 lead just over five minutes in.

Arkansas came back and tied it 7-7 with a 6-yard touchdown run by Broderick
Green with 6:53 left in the first. On Arkansas' next drive, one that included a 40-
yard Wilson to Jarius White first down completion to the Auburn 40, Auburn's
Corey Lemoneir came up huge. Lemoneir sacked Wilson and forced a fumble that
was recovered by Jeffrey Whitaker at the Arkansas 47.

That turnover led to a nine-play drive that was capped by Frazier scoring his
first career touchdown on a 7-yard run to give Auburn a 14-7 lead with two seconds
left in the first quarter. Auburn's two touchdowns were scored by Arkansas natives,
Dyer and Frazier.

Arkansas drove 80 yards to
tie it at 14 on a 4th down and 1
quarterback sneak by Wilson
with 9:36 remaining. With
Auburn only gaining 44 yards
in the second quarter, the
Razorbacks took their first
lead of the game at 21-14 on a
six-yard Wilson to Wright
touchdown pass in the back
corner of the end zone with
4:23 to go to end the first half
scoring.

Auburn’s defense held the Florida offense to just 194 total yards, including just
66 on the ground, as No. 24 Auburn won 17-6 on Oct. 15 at Jordan-Hare Stadium.
The defense held Florida to a pair of first-half field goals and posted a shutout in the
second half.

Auburn’s offense churned out 155 yards on the ground, 73 from Michael Dyer
and 43 from Onterio McCalebb, and 123 through the air as Clint Moseley entered
after halftime and threw for 90 yards on 4-of-7 passing. Philip Lutzenkirchen had
three catches for a team-high 48 yards.

Auburn took advantage of a muffed punt return by Florida’s Chris Rainey fol-
lowing a 50-yard Steven Clark punt to score its first touchdown of the game. Daren
Bates recovered the fumble at the Florida 32 and the offense needed just three plays
to cover the 32 yards, capped by a Barrett Trotter 25-yard touchdown pass to
DeAngelo Benton. Barrett finished the night 2-for-8 for 33 yards including his first
career touchdown.

The touchdown pass was also the first of Benton’s career. He finished the night
with two catches for 33 yards.

Florida answered with a pair of second-quarter field goals to get to within a
point, 7-6, at the half as the Auburn defense held Florida to 104 total yards in the
first half.

A McCalebb 14-yard touchdown run down the sideline on the first play of the
fourth quarter capped a seven-play, 66-yard scoring drive as Auburn went up 14-6.
The touchdown run was McCalebb’s first of the season, and his first since the 2010
Georgia game.

The Auburn defense stopped Florida on a key fourth down attempt with 9:30
left in the fourth quarter as Florida drove to the Auburn 16 yard line but couldn’t
convert on a pass to the left flat.

Holding a 14-6 lead and starting on its own three, Auburn went three-and-out
but again Florida couldn’t hold onto the punt as Robert Clark fumbled the return,
allowing Ikeem Means to pick it up. Six plays later Cody Parkey converted on a 42-
yard field goal to cement the win as Florida got the ball back with just 35 seconds
left.

Corey Lemonier led Auburn with six tackles, including three for a loss of 20
yards. He also had four of the team’s 14 quarterback hurries. Chris Davis and
Demetruce McNeal had five tackles each while T’Sharvan Bell notched four tackles
and an interception.

Bell’s interception, coming
on just the second play of the
game, was his first of the sea-
son and the fifth of his career. 

The interception was one
of three turnovers forced by
the Tigers, along with a pair of
fumbles. Bates and Meas
recovered the fumbles, both of
which came on punts.

The defensive stand was
the best for the Tigers in more
than three years. The 194 yards
allowed are the fewest since
playing Tennessee on Sept. 27,
2008 while the six points
allowed are the fewest since
allowing two to Mississippi
State on Sept. 13, 2008.

The win marks the third in
a row for the Tigers over the
Gators and is the first time for
Auburn to win three straight
over Florida since it did from
1987-89.

Rueben Randle finished with 106 yards receiving and had two first half touch-
down receptions of 46 and 42 yards while Kenny Hilliard rushed for two touch-
downs to lead No. 1 LSU to a 45-10 victory over No. 19 Auburn in Tiger Stadium on
Oct. 22.

With the help of two Auburn penalties, LSU took the opening kickoff and
drove 76 yards in eight plays, taking a 7-0 lead on a Hilliard nine-yard touchdown
run.

Cody Parkey drilled a 42-yard field goal to bring Auburn to within 7-3 with
1:26 left in the first quarter. LSU cornerback Ron Brooks made a phenomenal play
breaking up a 21-yard Kiehl Frazier to Travante Stallworth pass in the end zone that
would have tied the game.

A penalty cost Auburn again on LSU's second touchdown drive. Jordan
Jefferson threw a 42-yard touchdown pass to Randle to give the Bayou Bengals a 14-
3 lead with five minutes left in the half. It was Jefferson's only pass of the first half.

On the play before, Jefferson fumbled in the backfield and it would have set up
a third and long, but Kenneth Carter was flagged for a facemask penalty on Jefferson
after the fumble occurred. Instead, LSU had an automatic first down and capitalized
on the deep strike.

Another penalty on third down, this time pass interference on Chris Davis on
a pass that was nearly picked off by Demetruce McNeal breaking in front of the
receiver, led to LSU's third score, a 46-yard touchdown pass from Jarrett Lee to
Randle with 40 seconds before halftime.

LSU went into the locker room leading 21-3 as LSU outgained Auburn 213
yards to 113. Auburn also had six first half penalties for 46 yards.

LSU added to its lead on its first drive of the second half as Lee threw his sec-
ond touchdown pass of the game, a 10-yarder to Russell Shepard for a 28-3 lead with
9:51 left in the third. Tre Mason fumbled the ensuing kickoff after a big hit by LSU's
Eric Reid, and LSU took over at the Auburn 22. Hilliard cashed in on a 1-yard dive
for a touchdown to put the Tigers ahead 35-3 at the 8:12 mark.

Brooks made his second big play of the game for LSU, intercepting a Clint
Moseley pass on the second play after LSU's previous score and returning it 28 yards

for a touchdown to give LSU a
42-3 lead. Drew Alleman
closed out the scoring for LSU
with a 36-yard field goal that
made it 45-3 with 13:56 left in
the game.

Onterio McCalebb scored
on a two-yard touchdown run
to complete a 10-play, 86-yard
drive as Auburn made it 45-10
LSU with 2:22 remaining.

Auburn's offense exploded for 24 second-half points and the defense stiffened
to allow just a final-play touchdown as Auburn picked up a 41-23 win over Ole Miss
on Oct. 29 at Jordan-Hare Stadium. Michael Dyer rushed for 177 yards, three shy of
his career high, and Clint Moseley tossed four touchdown passes for Auburn.

Dyer and the rest of the Auburn backfield pounded the Ole Miss defense,
rolling up 254 rushing yards on 50 carries, averaging better than five yards per carry.
Onterio McCalebb picked up 61 of those yards on 15 carries.

Moseley, making his second career start and his first start in Jordan-Hare
Stadium, finished with an 80 percent accuracy, hitting 12-of-15 passing for 160
yards. Emory Blake, who missed two of the last three games and hadn't had a catch
since the win over South Carolina on Oct. 1, led the team with 71 yards receiving on
five catches, scoring the first of three second-half Auburn touchdowns to give
Auburn a 24-17 lead.

Philip Lutzenkirchen had a pair of touchdown catches, putting Auburn up 7-
0 in the first quarter and then grabbing a one-handed, four-yard touchdown catch
in the fourth quarter that put Auburn up 41-17.

Quindarius Carr was on the receiving end of Moseley's other touchdown pass,
scoring on a 45-yard catch and run in the first quarter that put Auburn up 14-0.

Following the two game-opening Auburn touchdowns to Lutzenkirchen and
Carr, Ole Miss got on the board with 1:09 left in the quarter on a one-yard Brandon
Bolden run. 

The teams traded field goals to start the second quarter, Byron rose hitting
from 39 yards out for Ole Miss while Cody Parkey struck from 40 yards out for
Auburn. Bolden again scored on a one-yard run with 6:04 left in the half to send
them game into a 17-17 tie at the break.

Auburn then came out and dominated the second half, racking up 24 points
on 218 yards of total offense. The Tiger defense also stepped up, holding the Rebels
to just 163 yards of offense and six points. The lone Ole Miss score in the half came
on a 10-yard pass from Randall Mackey to Nickolas Brassel as time expired.

Along with touchdowns from Blake, Dyer and Lutzenkirchen in the half,
Auburn also got another field
goal from Parkey, giving him
two in the game.

Eltoro Freeman led the
Auburn defense with 11 tack-
les (nine solo) as Auburn sur-
rendered just 48 yards rushing
in the second half and 115
yards passing in the final two
quarters, 59 of which came on
the final drive of the game with
Auburn comfortably ahead.

Corey Lemonier and Nosa
Eguae each recovered a fumble
in the game while T’Sharvan
Bell picked up an interception,
returning it for 41 yards.

In all, the Tigers registered
7.0 tackles for loss and 4.0
sacks in the game.

Mackey was 15-of-27 for
114 yards with a touchdown
and an interception. Bolden
led the Ole Miss rushing attack
with 117 yards on 13 carries,
scoring twice. Donte Moncrief
and Brassell led the Rebels in
receiving with 34 and 32 yards,
respectively.

Aaron Murray threw four touchdown passes, Isaiah Crowell rushed for 132
yards and a touchdown and Carlton Thomas had 127 rushing yards as No. 14
Georgia downed No. 24 Auburn, 45-7, Nov. 12., at Sanford Stadium in Athens, Ga.

Sophomore Michael Dyer eclipsed the 1,000-yard rushing mark on the season
with a 17-yard gain on the first play of the second half to become just the fourth
Tiger to record consecutive 1,000-yard rushing seasons. Dyer, who has 1,037 rush-
ing yards this year, ran for an Auburn freshman-record 1,093 yards last season. The
Little Rock, Ark., native joined James Brooks (1978-79), Stephen Davis (1994-95)
and Carnell Williams (2003-04) in the exclusive club.

Georgia took a 7-0 lead on the opening drive of the game as Murray threw an
8-yard touchdown pass to Tavarres King on third down, the fourth such conversion
on the 70-yard drive that included a pivotal 44-yard completion to Malcolm
Mitchell to the Auburn 11 on a 3rd and 15.

Auburn came right back as Clint Moseley tossed an option reverse to freshman
wide receiver C.J. Uzomah, who completed his first career pass, a four-yard touch-
down to Philip Lutzenkirchen with 6:13 left in the opening quarter. The play was set
up by Moseley's 45-yard play-action pass to Emory Blake down to the Bulldog 9.
The Tigers drove 76 yards on eight plays in 2:47. It was all Georgia after that as the
Bulldogs scored 38 straight points to end the game.

Georgia continued the first quarter shootout on Murray's second touchdown
pass, a 27-yard beauty to a diving Michael Bennett on tight coverage by Neiko
Thorpe to put the Bulldogs up 14-7 with 3:02 on the clock.

Eltoro Freeman, who had two fumble recoveries and one forced, recovered his
first Bulldog fumble at the Auburn 45 less than two minutes into the second quar-
ter. On the next play, Onterio McCalebb mishandled a toss on a reverse from Dyer
and Georgia recovered at the Auburn 40. That led to Murray finding fullback Bruce
Figgins out of the backfield for a 15-yard touchdown completion, giving Georgia a
21-7 lead with 10:36 left in the half.

On Auburn's next possession, Baccari Rambo picked off Moseley and returned
it 24 yards for a touchdown as Georgia went ahead 28-7 after back-to-back
turnovers led to 14 Bulldog points in 55 seconds.

Georgia increased its lead to 35-7 as Murray and Mitchell teamed up for the
second time, this time on 25 yards for a touchdown. The score came on another

third down conversion by
Georgia, its seventh in seven
tries to open the game.

The Bulldogs scored the
only points of the third quarter
as Brandon Bogotay kicked a
26-yard field goal for a 38-7
lead with 7:32 left in the peri-
od. Crowell closed out the
scoring on a nine-yard touch-
down run with 5:59 remaining
for a 45-7 Georgia lead. 

Emory Blake had six
receptions for 101 yards for
Auburn while Moseley com-
pleted 11-of-22 passes for 140
yards. Dyer finished with 48
yards rushing on 13 carries.

Corey Lemonier forced
two fumbles in the first half,
becoming the first Auburn
player to accomplish the feat
since Quentin Groves in 2006
while Freeman's two fumble
recoveries were the first for a
Tiger since Sen'Derrick Marks.
