››     He rushed for 120 yards and four TD at 
Arkansas, with three TD scored in OT.

››     Barber’s 11 rushing TDs vs. San José State, 
Kentucky and Arkansas ties Kenneth Dixon of 
Louisiana Tech for the most by any FBS player 
this season over a three-game stretch. 

››     Barber’s five touchdown runs (three in 
the first half) vs. San José State were his first 
multiple TD game, and the most by an Auburn 
player in a game since Carnell Williams scored 
six times in a 45-13 win over Mississippi State 
in 2003.
	 The last Auburn player to rush for four 
or more scores in a game was Tre Mason 
vs. Missouri in the 2013 SEC championship 
game. The last AU player with three rushing 
touchdowns in the first half was Cameron Artis-
Payne vs. San José State last season.

››     According to CFBStats.com, Barber is 
seventh among all FBS players with 60 rushes 
resulting in a first down this season. Barber is 
second in the FBS with 40 such gains during 
the second half/OT.

››     Barber is the eighth player in Auburn history 
(records back to 1965) to score four+ rushing TD 
in a single game and the fifth since 2000 (Rudi 
Johnson-2000; Carnell Williams-2003; Cam 
Newton-2010; Tre Mason-2x in 2013).

››     Barber’s five rushing TD vs. San José State 
are the second-most by an FBS player this

season, tied with Keenan Reynolds of Navy 
(vs. East Carolina), Louisiana-Lafayette’s 
Elijah McGuire (vs. Northwestern State), and 
Arkansas’ Alex Collins (vs. UT Martin); and just 
behind Louisiana Tech’s Kenneth Dixon (6 vs. 
North Texas).

››     With his 115-yard rushing performance 
against Louisville, Barber became the 62nd 
player in Auburn history to rush for 100 yards in 
a game. Barber carried the ball 24 times versus 
Louisville; previously, he showed 10 carries for 
54 yards in six games.

››     Barber followed that up with 125 yards 
rushing vs. Jacksonville State, including the 
game-winning 4-yard TD run in overtime, 
making him the 22nd Auburn player who 
has rushed for 100 yards in at least two 
straight games. An Auburn player has posted 
consecutive 100-yard games 45 times in the 
program’s history.

››     Barber rushed for a then-career-best 137 
yards on 27 carries against Mississippi State, 
and topped that with 147 yards on 28 carries 
with five TD the next week vs. San José State. 
He had 92 yards and two scores at Kentucky.

››	 Barber has 27 carries on third down and 
six or fewer yards to go, and has gotten a first 
down on 20 of those carries.

JOVON ROBINSON
››	 With 159 yards rushing on 27 carries at 
Texas A&M, junior Jovon Robinson became 
the 63rd player in Auburn history to rush for 
100 yards in a game, and the seventh Auburn 
player of the Malzahn era. That’s the best 
performance by an Auburn rusher this season. 

››	 His 107 yards in the first half at Texas 
A&M were the most in a first half since Tre 
Mason had 195 vs. Missouri in the 2010 SEC 
championship game.

››	 Robinson’s 1-yard TD run against the 
Aggies was the first of his career, the sixth 
Auburn player to rush for a TD this season.

››	 Robinson rushed for a team-best 93 yards 
on 12 carries against Georgia.

SEAN WHITE
››	 Sean White was the first Auburn freshman 
QB to make his first start in an SEC game since 
Jeff Klein at Tennessee in 1999. Auburn has 
had six freshman QB starters since 2000.

››	 In his debut against Mississippi State, 
White was 20-28 passing for 188 yards with 
one interception. For the season, he is 75-130 
(57.7) in completion percentage. 

››	 White is the first Auburn quarterback to 
throw for 250 or more yards in three consecu-
tive games since Dameyune Craig in 1997. He’s 
the first AU freshman to ever accomplish the 
feat. Auburn freshmen had thrown for at least 
250 yards in a game a total of five times in 
Auburn history prior to this season.

››	 White is the second freshman signalcall-
er to throw for at least 250 yards in multiple 
games in Auburn history, joining Stan White, 
who topped the mark four times in 1990.

››	 With the win at Kentucky, White was the 
first Auburn freshman quarterback to win an 
SEC road game since Jason Campbell at Van-
derbilt in 2001.
	 White’s 255 passing yards at Kentucky (17-
27) were the second-most by an AU freshman 
in an SEC game; Stan White threw for 338 
yards against Tennessee in 1990. Those 255 
passing yards were sixth-most  by an AU fresh-
man QB and most since Jeff Klein (270 vs. UCF) 
in 1999.
	 White topped all those marks with 258 
yards passing (12-28, 1 TD, 1 INT) vs. Ole Miss. 

JEREMY JOHNSON 
››	 Junior QB Jeremy Johnson, the first Auburn 
QB to start back-to-back season openers since 
Chris Todd (2008-09), has thrown at least one 
TD pass in six of his seven career starts. He is 
5-2 as a starter. 

››	 His 15 career TD passes have been to nine 
different receivers: Melvin Ray (3), Ricardo 
Louis (2), D’haquille Williams (2), Sammie

(Sept. 11, 1999) --  Ben Leard 
completed 16 of 19 passes for 165 yards and 
a pair of first-half touchdowns and Rusty 
Williams rushed for two scores to lead Auburn to 
a 30-23 win over Idaho on Saturday night.

The Tigers (2-0), playing in their 1,000th 
game, narrowly escaped with the win against a 
heavy underdog for the second straight week. 
The Vandals (1-1) got three fourth-quarter 
touchdown passes from backup quarterback Ed 
Dean after many of the Auburn fans had left.

Idaho had opportunities to make it even closer. 
But the Vandals failed to cash in after recovering 
an onside kick, then had another fourth-quarter 
drive stalled by Rob Pate’s second interception 
of the night deep in Auburn territory.

Dean’s 7-yard scoring pass to Chris Lacy with 41 
seconds left capped the rally try.

The Tigers, who have won 24 of their last 25 
non-conference games, squandered a 23-0 lead 
in the final quarter. Last week, 
Auburn needed Leard’s 33-yard 
touchdown pass to Ronney 
Daniels with 38 seconds left to 
beat Division I-AA Appalachian 
State.

Leard staked the Tigers to the 
big lead late in the third quarter 
before backups Gabe Gross and 
Jeff Klein took over. Leard, who 
opened the season as a backup, 
set an Auburn game record for 
highest completion percentage 
(84.4 percent). He completed all 11 
first-half passes.

But the Tigers failed to convert a 
first down on Gross’s three series, 
losing a fumble to set up Idaho’s 
first touchdown. That came on 
a 7-yard toss to Rossi Martin. 
Dean added a 20-yarder to Ryan 
Prestimonico with 7:40 left.

For the second straight week, the Vandals had 
to turn to Dean in the second quarter after 
starter John Welsh was injured. Welsh broke his 
right ankle in the second quarter, a week after 
getting a hip pointer in the Vandals’ 48-21 win 
over Eastern Washington.

Dean threw for three scores in both games. He 
finished 18-for-32 for 169 yards against the 
Tigers.

Williams’ 11-yard scoring jaunt with 8:26 left in 
the game proved the difference. Klein, a redshirt 
freshman, sparked that drive with a 29-yard 
pass to Ronney Daniels on his first career play.

Ten years later, 14,000 more seats 
were added, and the stadium was 
named Cliff Hare Stadium (after a 
member of Auburn’s first football 
team and eventual dean of the 
School of Chemistry), although only 
12 home games were played there 
over that 10-year span. 

	 Additional seats were added 
in 1955, 1960 and 1970. The West 
upper deck was completed in 1980; 
the East upper deck and suites 
were finished for the 1987 season.

Hare Stadium in 1973, recognizing 
Hall of Fame coach Ralph “Shug” 
Jordan. The turf at Jordan-Hare 
Stadium was officially named after 
Pat Dye, Auburn’s Hall of Fame 
coach and athletics director, prior 
to the 2005 Iron Bowl. 
	 The Tigers posted a 99-39-4 
record in 12 seasons under Dye 
from 1981-92, and won four SEC 
championships. Auburn’s home 
games are now played at Pat Dye 
Field at Jordan-Hare Stadium. 
	 On game days, Auburn’s Pat 
Dye Field at Jordan-Hare Stadium 
becomes the sixth-largest city in 
the state of Alabama as Auburn 
has averaged at least 80,000 fans 
per game for the last 21 seasons.

   Johnson threw for a touchdown and ran for another, Louis caught a touchdown 
pass and ran for another and Barber came off the bench, replacing the injured Roc 
Thomas, to break through the 100-yard barrier, gaining 95 of those in the second 
half when Auburn needed him most.
   Auburn led 24-0 midway through the third quarter and everything seemed to be 
in fi ne shape.
   The latter half of the game was more of a challenge, and losing defensive end 
Carl Lawson to an injury didn’t help.
   Lawson wasn’t the only one who missed time after being hurt.
   Auburn played on.
   The rebuild offensive line helped Auburn to 190 rushing yards.
   Johnson hit 11-of-21 passes for 137 yards and a touchdown and three intercep-
tions.
   Auburn’s defense showed the way this time in the fi rst half, setting up a Johnson 
1-yard touchdown run following a Tray Matthews interception on Louisville’s fi rst 
play; and Garrett’s 82-yard fumble return to give the Tigers a 14-0 lead with 6:54 
left in the second quarter.

   Auburn didn’t have an answer for LSU running back Leonard 
Fournette, who trumped a comeback bid that started from way 
back Saturday in Tiger Stadium.
 The big running back rushed for 228 yards and three touch-
downs, and was the engine that carried LSU over Auburn 45-21.
 Auburn quarterback Jeremy Johnson ran for a touchdown and 
threw for two more, but it wasn’t enough to overcome LSU’s 24-0 
halftime advantage.
 Auburn came out with some life to start the second half. John-
son raced 65 yards straight up the middle for a touchdown early in 
the third quarter. It was the longest TD run by an Auburn quarter-
back since Cam Newton scored on a 71-yard run in 2010.
 But Fournette was strong early, going 29 yards for a touchdown 
to go over 200 yards on the day for a 31-7 lead with 10:56 left in 
the third quarter. Later, Johnson threw a 9-yard TD pass to Melvin 
Ray to cut it to 38-14 and then a 10-yard touchdown pass to Duke 
Williams.
 Auburn fell to 2-1 overall and 0-1 in the SEC heading into next 
Saturday’s home game against Mississippi State. LSU improved 
to 2-0 overall and 2-0 in the league.
 Fournette didn’t waste time letting his intentions known. He 
raced 71 yards on the fi rst offensive play of the game and had 169 
rushing yards by halftime. LSU led 24-0 by then behind Fournette 
and quarterback Brandon Harris, who had 63 rushing yards in the 
fi rst half.

 LSU had the ball 8½ 
more minutes in the fi rst 
half.
 Punter Kevin Phillips 
had four kicks of 50+ 
yards. Auburn had three 
defenders with dou-
ble-fi gure tackles for 
the fi rst time since 2012: 
Kris Frost, Johnathan 
Ford and Tré Williams.
