» Auburn moved up to No. 1 in The Associated Press Top 25 Poll for the first time in program
history on Monday. Auburn is one of only eight SEC schools (Alabama, Arkansas, Florida, Kentucky,
Missouri, South Carolina and Tennessee) all-time to ever achieve a No. 1 national ranking.

» Head Coach Bruce Pearl (Southern Indiana [Division II] in 1997, Tennessee in 2008 and Auburn in
2022) is one of only three known head coaches to ever lead a school to a No. 1 national ranking next
to Frank McGuire (St. John’s, North Carolina, South Carolina) and John Calipari (UMass, Memphis,
Kentucky). He is the first to lead two SEC schools to the program’s first-ever No. 1 national ranking.

» Auburn has won 16-consecutive games, the longest active win streak in the nation. AU also boasts
the most victories in the country (19) and is the only undefeated P5 school in conference play (8-0).

» The Tigers 19-1 overall record is the fourth best-start in program history behind 25-1 in 1998-99,
20-1in 1927-28 and 19-0 in 1958-59.

» Auburn has won 39 consecutive non-conference games at Auburn Arena. Its last non-conference
home loss was Jan. 20, 2016 vs. Oklahoma State (63-74). Bruce Pearl is 49-3 at Auburn in non-
conference home games.

» AU’ .876 (64-9) non-conference winning percentage in the last 6 years is best in the SEC.

» Freshman Jabari Smith was named SEC Freshman of the Week (13.0 points, 7.0 rebounds, 2.5 assists
vs. UGA/#12 UK last week) for the third time in 2021-22, while sophomore Walker Kessler was SEC
Co-Player of the Week (17.0 points, 6.5 rebounds, 4.0 blocks, .714 shooting last week), earning SEC
weekly honors for the second time this season.

» Kessler last 4 games: 16.8 ppg, 8.8 rpg, 4.3 bpg while shooting .691 pct (29-0f-42)

» Auburn move up to No. 1 in The Associated
Press Top 25 Poll on January 24th for the first
time in program history.

» Coach Pearl is one of only three known head
coaches to ever lead a school to a No. 1 national
ranking next to Frank McGuire (St. John’s, North
Carolina, South Carolina) and John Calipari
(UMass, Memphis, Kentucky). He is the first to
lead two SEC schools to the programs first-ever
No. 1 national ranking.

» Auburn has been ranked in the Top 10 in four
of the last five years under Head Coach Bruce
Pearl. The Tigers were previously ranked in the

INSIDE THE SERIES WITH OKLAHOMA

» Auburn and Oklahoma will be meeting for
the first time since 2016 and just the fourth
time in series history. This will mark the first
non-neutral site game between the Tigers and
Sooners. Auburn defeated Oklahoma, 74-70, at
Mohegan Sun Arena in Uncasville, Conn., on

Dec. 21, 2016. In the second round of the 1988
NCAA Tournament, No. 1 seed OU defeated
Auburn, 107-87, at Omni Arena in Atlanta en
route to the national championship game where
the fell to Kansas.

» Head Coach Bruce Pearl is 1-0 all-time against
Oklahoma, with the lone meeting coming at
Mohegan Sun in 2016.

OKLAHOMA NOTABLES

» Saturday the Sooner’s will be facing their
sixth ranked opponent in the last eight games
dating back to Jan. 4. During that stretch (2-6)
Oklahoma was at No. 1 Baylor (Jan. 4), faced No.
7 Kansas (Jan. 18) and No. 5 Baylor (Jan. 22) at
home and for the second time in 25 days, will see
the country’s No. 1 team.

» Versatile senior F/C Tanner Groves leads
the Sooners in scoring (13.1 ppg), is second in
rebounding (5.9 prg), blocks (0.4 bpg), 3-point
field goals (22), and is third in assists (1.8 apg).

HONORING COACH SONNY SMITH

» Sonny Smith, the first coach to lead the
Auburn men’s basketball program to the NCAA
Tournament, will be honored with a banner
unveiling in Auburn Arena pregame Saturday.

» Smith served as Auburn’s head coach from
1978-89, compiling a record of 173-154,
guiding the Tigers to five consecutive NCAA
Tournament appearances from 1984-88. He
currently provides color commentary for
Auburn men’s basketball on the Auburn Sports
Network, a role he has held since 2012.

» He directed Auburn to its first-ever NCAA
Tournament in 1984 and to its first-ever SEC
Tournament title in 1985. He led Auburn to its
first-ever Sweet 16 appearance in 1985 and a
year later to its first-ever Elite Eight appearance.
Smith was named SEC Coach of the Year in 1984
and 1988 and was the NABC District Coach of
the Year in 1984. Smith was inducted into the
Alabama Sports Hall of Fame in 2007 and the
Tennessee Sports Hall of Fame in 2020.

PLAYER TO WATCH: KD JOHNSON
Auburn’s emotional leader, sophomore K.D. Johnson scored its last five points including the go-
ahead bucket with 1:27 remaining in a 55-54 win at Missouri on Tuesday. Johnson has six consecu-
tive double-digit scoring games entering the Oklahoma game. During that span, he’s averaging 16.0
points, 3.3 rebounds and 2.3 steals while hitting on 14-o0f-33 (.424) from downtown.

ON TO THE LEAGUE

» Auburn lost four of its top six scorers from last
year, including NBA Draft picks in guard Sharife
Cooper (20.2 ppg, 8.0 apg) and forward JT Thor
(9.4 ppg, 5.0 rpg). Thor was a first-round pick
of the Charlotte Hornets, while Cooper was a
second rounder to the Atlanta Hawks.

AUBURN AS A RANKED TEAM

» Auburn entered the 2021-22 season ranked
No. 22 in the preseason Associated Press Top 25
poll, marking the seventh time in school history
it has appeared in the preseason poll. It is the
third time in the Pearl Era, all in the last four
years, that the Tigers have been ranked to begin
the season.

» Under Bruce Pearl, the Tigers are 77-21 when
ranked, including a 19-1 mark in 2021-22.

AUBURN VS. TOP-25 OPPONENTS

» Auburn is 75-218 against teams from the
AP Top 25 all-time, including a 3-1 mark
in 2021-22. Three years ago, the Tigers set a
program record by defeating six top-25 teams,
including five in a row from the SEC Tournament
title to a trip to the Final Four.

FLANIGAN RETURNS TO LINEUP

» Auburn junior guard Allen Flanigan, the SEC’s
fourth leading returning scorer, had a successful
procedure in early September to repair his right
Achilles after suffering a non-basketball related
trauma. He made a return to the lineup versus
Murray State on Dec. 22 and started against No.
16 LSU on Dec. 29.

» He and his father, Wes, an alum and assistant
coach for the Tigers, are one of 24 known
father-son coach-player combos currently in
NCAA Division I. The list also includes Dan and
Andrew Hurley (UConn), Mike and Antoine
Davis (Detroit Mercy), Penny and Jayden
Hardaway (Memphis), Juwan and Jace Howard
(Michigan), Tom and Steven Izzo (Michigan
State) and Frank and Brandon Martin (South
Carolina) to name a few notable father-sons.

PRESEASON HONORS AND WATCH LIST

» A pair of Tigers appear on some of the
nation’s top watch lists. Freshman Jabari Smith
is a member of the John Wooden Preseason
Top 50 Watch List which identifies 50 players
for national player of the year and all-America
honors. Smith also is on the Karl Malone Award
Watch List which is presented each year to the
country’s top power forward. Sophomore center
Walker Kessler is on the Kareem Abdul-Jabbar
Award Watch List, given annually to the nation’s
top center.

» Allen Flanigan was named to the Coaches’
Preseason All-SEC first team while Jabari Smith
was named to the second team. Smith, the
highest rated player ever signed at Auburn, was
the only freshman to be voted on either team.

» The 2020-21 Auburn men’s basketball team was
named a recipient of the National Association of
Basketball Coaches (NABC) Team Academic
Excellence Award. The award, created by the
NABC Committee on Academics, recognizes
outstanding academic achievement by a team
with a cumulative grade point average (GPA) of
3.0 or better. The Tigers earned the award for the
first time since its inception in 2013 and were
one of only two Southeastern Conference teams
to garner recognition, in addition to Tennessee.
