Series History || Auburn Leads 2-0 || Last Meeting: W, 67-53, on Dec. 22, 2020, in Auburn, Ala.

» Auburn (5-1) treks to the mountains of Boone, North Carolina, for its lone, true non-
conference road test of the season at Appalachian State (5-2) on Sunday afternoon in front
of a sold-out crowd at the Holmes Center.

» This will be one of two contests in the next three games - outside of the friendly confines of
Neville Arena - to be sold out next to the Tigers’ neutral-site game against UNC Asheville as
part of the Rocket City Classic on Dec. 13 in Huntsville, Ala.

» “Road Witnesses,” as head coach Bruce Pearl affectionally calls AU fans who travel, have
made a big difference for the team to overcome hostile environments over the years. The
Charlotte Auburn Alumni Club will be decked out in Orange and Blue in the stands on
Sunday.

» Auburn has held four-straight opponents to no more than 60 points for the first time since
the 2007-08 season including 57 points in the team’s last outing versus Virginia Tech on Nov.
29.

» Sunday’s game is Auburn’s 23rd non-conference road game under Bruce Pearl (11-11
record, 10-5 since the start of the 2016-17 season).

» This is the sixth time Pearl, a former mid-major head coach at Milwaukee, will play a non
P5/Gé team on the road since his time at Tennessee (Chattanooga in 2007-08 and at MTSU
in 2008-09) and at Auburn (at MTSU in 2015-16, at Murray State in 2017-18 and at South
Alabama in 2019-20). He is 4-1in those games (L, 81-88 at MTSU in overtime in 2015-16).

» With a win at Appalachian State, Auburn would become just the sixth SEC team to earn a
road victory this season joining Georgia (1-0), Missouri (2-0), Ole Miss (1-0), Tennessee (1-1)
and Texas A&M (2-1).

THE BOOK ON APP STATE
» Appalachian State was picked to finish second in the Sun Belt behind No. 22-ranked
James Madison.

» The Mountaineers are led by preseason All-Sun Belt First Team selection Donovan
Gregory, who is averaging 13.1 points, 4.1 rebounds and 2.7 assists per game.

» Appalachian State is 3-O at home this season with a +23.0-scoring margin.

» The Holmes Center will see its first sellout in nearly 14 years when Appalachian State
welcomes Auburn to Boone. The Mountaineers’ last sold-out game was against then No.
7-ranked UNC (L, 69-99) under head coach Matt Doherty on Nov. 17,2000 in the grand
opening of the venue.

INSIDE THE SERIES

» Auburn is 2-0 all-time against Appalachian State with a pair of home victories over the
Mountaineers. The Tigers defeated Appalachian State, 84-61, on Nov. 29,1976, at Beard-
Eaves Memorial Coliseum and 67-53 on Dec. 22, 2020, at Neville Arena under Coach
Pearl.

» This is part of a 2-for-1series with App State that began in 2020-21.
SIDEBARS

» Freshman point guard Aden Holloway, Auburn’s sixth McDonald’s All-American in
program history and five-star recruit, returns home to the Tar Heel State. The Charlotte
native started off his high school career at Covenant Day School in Matthews, N.C., prior
to La Lumiere (Ind.) School and Prolific Prep (Calif.).

» App Stateis Auburn’sfirst contest againsta currentmember of the Sun Belt Conference
since the Tigers defeated Georgia State, 72-64, in Neville Arena on Dec. 14, 2022. AU is
67-15 (.817) lifetime against Sun Belt opponents.

» Auburn committed only eightturnoversversus Virginia Tech. It was the fewest turnovers
for the Tigers since they had eight turnovers against Houston in the second round of
last year’'s NCAA Tournament. Auburn has posted single-digit turnovers 70 times under
head coach Bruce Pearl and has a 50-20 record in those games.

LIGHTING UP THE SCOREBOARD

» Auburn is fourth in the SEC averaging 81.0 points per game this season. It is the sixth
time under Bruce Pearl that the Tigers have averaged at least 80.0 points per game
through the first six games of a season. Nine Tigers have scored in double figures in at
least one game this season.

» The Tigers are the only SEC team that ranks in the Top 5 in the league in both scoring
offense and scoring defense.

» Auburn ranks No. 15 nationally and second in the SEC averaging 18.7 assists per game. The Tigers have recorded at least 18
assists in their first five games this season, making them one of eight NCAA Division | teams to register at least 18 assists in five
games. Aden Holloway leads Auburn and ranks 10th in the SEC with a team-leading 3.5 assists per game, while Tre Donaldson
is13th in the league averaging 3.2 per contest.

» Auburn recorded a season-high 22 assists on 31 field goals versus Notre Dame on Nov. 16.

» In the Bruce Pearl Era, his 2019-20 squad dished out 27 assists versus CSUN on Nov. 15, 2019. The school record for most
assists in a single game is 33 against Troy in 1991 and versus LSU in 1994,

» Bruce Pearl is 2-0 all-time against Appalachian State. Auburn last defeated the Mountaineers, 67-53, in Auburn on Dec.
22,2020. In the victory, Jaylin Williams, then a sophomore, led Auburn with 15 points on 6-0f-12 shooting from the floor and
3-of-8 from behind the arc to go with four rebounds, one block and one assist in 24 minutes. Dylan Cardwell, then a freshman,
added six points, five rebounds, two blocks, one assist and one steal in 15 minutes off the bench.

» Pearl led Tennessee to an 89-81triumph over Appalachian State in Knoxville as the Volunteers moved to 5-0 on their way to
a 6-O start in his first season on Rocky Top.

» The Tigers currently rank No. 15 nationally in assists per game (18.7, 2nd in SEC), No. 5 in bench points per game (37.0 ppg, 1st
in SEC), No. 9 in blocked shots per game (6.3, 3rd in SEC), 12th in field-goal percentage defense (36.5%) and No. 5 in three-
point field-goal percentage defense (23.7%, 1st in SEC).
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3-POINT DEFENSE

» Auburn is fifth in the country in three-point field goal percentage defense, allowing opponents to shoot only 23.7 percent
from behind the arc this season.

» Over the last four games, Auburn has held its opponents to 14-of-85 (16.5%) from long range. The Tigers have outscored their
opponents by 63 points from 3-point range this season, which is second in the SEC trailing only Missouri (+69).

» Auburn comes into its matchup with Appalachian State riding a five-game winning streak with all five wins coming by at least
15 points and by an average of 20.6 points.

» The Tigers are one game behind Ole Miss and South Carolina for the longest active winning streak in the SEC. It is the 12th
time in 10 seasons under head coach Bruce Pearl that Auburn has had a winning streak of at least five games.

» Auburn has started the season 5-1or better through six games for the seventh time in the last eight seasons after doing so
just once in the previous 11 seasons (5-1in 2011-12).

» Freshman Aden Holloway is one of six NCAA Division | freshmen including one of four from a power conference, averaging
11.0 points, 3.5 assists and shooting at least 40.0 percent from 3-point range this season. He has scored in double figures in four
of his first six career games.

» With his two starts in Brooklyn against Notre Dame and St. Bonaventure, point guard Aden Holloway became the 15th different
freshman to start a game for Auburn in Bruce Pearl’s 10 seasons as head coach on The Plains. Jabari Smith leads all Auburn
freshmen under Pearl with 34 starts in 2021-22. The group has combined to start 260 games.

PLAYER TO WATCH: CHAD BAKER-MAZARA

» Junior combo guard/forward Chad Baker-Mazara scored a season-
high 15 points on 5-0f-10 field goals and added four rebounds, three
assists, two steals and one block to close out the month of November
with a 74-57 victory over Virginia Tech at Neville Arena.

» For the first time this season, he reached double figures in the first half
alone (11 of his 15 points) including a pair of monster dunks in the game.

» Off the bench, Baker-Mazara, who came to The Plains by way of
Northwest Florida State College, San Diego State and Duquesne, is tied
as the team’s third-leading scorer (8.5 ppg) and leads in steals (7).
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WILLIAMS WINNINGEST PLAYER IN PROGRAM HISTORY

» After graduating with a bachelor’s degree in kinesiology in May, Jaylin Williams chose to come back for his fifth and final year
on The Plains. Last season, he was the team’s third-leading scorer (11.2 ppg) and third-leading rebounder (4.7 rpg) in 2022-23.

» With the Tigers' win over Southeastern Louisiana on Nov. 10 at Neville Arena, Williams became the winningest player in
program history with 88 career (and now 92) victories to date. He was previously tied with former Tigers Allen Flanigan (2019~
23), Anfernee McLemore (2016-20) and Scott Pohlman (1997-2001).

» Entering the season with 107 career games played, he needs to appearin 20 games this season to crack Auburn’s career games
played list and is now 26 games behind Frankie Sullivan’s record of 134 games played from 2009-13.

» K.D. Johnson (Georgia-Auburn combined) and Jaylin Williams are all closing in on 1,000 career points. Johni Broome (1,558),
Chaney Johnson (1,223) and Denver Jones (1,004) have already reached that milestone in their combined Morehead State-
Auburn, UAH-Auburn and FIU-Auburn careers respectively.

» Williams would become the 39th player in program history to gain entrance into the 1,000-Career Point Club - the first in five
years since Bryce Brown (8th, 1,673) and Jared Harper (13th, 1,227) did so during their senior campaigns that ended in the 2019
national semifinals.

He has guided the
Tigers to 178 wins
in 10 seasons, the
program'’s  first-ever
No. 1 ranking in both
national polls and a
memorable run to the
NCAA Final Four in
2019.

The three-time SEC
Coach of the Year’s
accomplishments
also  include two
Southeastern
Conference regular-
season championships, one SEC Tournament championship and
four NCAA Tournament berths with the Tigers.

Pearl currently ranks No. 13 among active NCAA Division |
coachesincareerwins (640)and No.8all-timeamongwinningest
SEC coaches with 323 career victories at Auburn and Tennessee
combined.

During the 2022-23 season, the Tigers continued to make
history finishing the season with a 21-13 overall record - the 11th-
most wins in program history. Auburn has now turned in 20-win
seasons in five of the last six years and is the second-winningest
program in the SEC in that span.

Auburnwasranked a program-best 32-consecutive weeksin The
Associated Press Top 25 Poll and as high as No. 11in the country
during the season. It was one of 10 schools to be ranked in the AP
Top 25 throughout the 2022 calendar year.

For the third-consecutive school year, the Tigers achieved a
team GPA of 3.0 or higher and received the NABC Academic
Excellence Award under Pearl.

Six Tigers have been drafted into the NBA and developed by
Pearl and his coaching staff including All-Americans Jabari
Smith (No. 3 overall in 2022) and Walker Kessler selected (No.
22 overallin 2022). Both are currently playing in the league along
with Chuma Okeke (No. 16 overall in 2019), Isaac Okoro (No.
5 overall in 2020), JT Thor (No. 37 overall in 2021) and Sharife
Cooper (No. 48 overall in 2021).

Pearl’'steams have been just as successful off the courtas Auburn
has had 37 graduates since 2014 - the most in the SEC.

In 29 seasons as a head coach, he has guided his teams to the
NCAA Tournament 21times and a 640-257 (.713) winning record.

Pearlis the only head coach (football or men’s basketball) in SEC
history to lead two programs to a No. 1 national ranking (Auburn
in 2022 and UTin 2008). Additionally, he is just one of three head
coaches to take four programs (three at the Division | level) to the
Sweet 16, joining Lon Kruger and Eddie Sutton.

Through the Bruce Pearl Family Foundation, he and his wife,
Brandy, remain committed to giving back to those in Alabama,
providing support to children and families facing challenging and
life-altering ilinesses through Children’s Harbor.

In 2015-16, Pearl started AUTLIVE at Auburn to benefit patients
in the state of Alabama in the fight against cancer. AUTLIVE also
raises the awareness of cancer prevention and detection.

A native of Boston, Mass., Pearl graduated cum laude from
Boston College in 1982 with a bachelor’s degree in business
administration. He is the proud father of four children, Jacqui,
Steven, Leah and Michael, and enjoys spending time with his
grandchildren.
