» No. 23-ranked Auburn (17-5, 7-2 SEC) will travel to hostile territory this weekend to take
on No. 2-ranked Tennessee (18-4, 7-2 SEC) on Saturday afternoon, before a sellout crowd of
21,000+ at Thompson-Boling Arena.

» This will be the first of two road SEC games in a short four-day span for the Tigers as they
also trek to Texas A&M for a rematch on Feb. 7 in College Station.

» Auburn and Tennessee are currently tied for second in the latest league standings with
Texas A&M. This is the Tigers’second Top 25 matchup of the season after defeating then No.
13-ranked Arkansas on Jan.7 at Neville Arena.

» In its last outing, Auburn made a season-low five turnovers and dished out a season-high
tying 22 assists in a 94-73 victory over Georgia on Feb. 1, behind floor generals Wendell
Green Jr. (6-to-2) and Tre Donaldson (5-to-0). Green Jr. is four assists away from recording
his third-straight 100+ assist season.

» Intwo career games versus Tennessee, junior guard K.D. Johnsonis 16-for-28 from the field
(57.1%) with 40 combined points. He has never played a home game against the Volunteers
- both meetings during his time at UGA and AU were at Thompson-Boling Arena.

» Auburn is currently one of the Top 25 teams in the country in defensive efficiency (No. 25),
while Tennessee is No. 1. The Tigers are holding opponents to 64.6 points per game, but had
one of their best offensive games versus UGA averaging 2.35 points per minute.

» Tennessee leads 79-44 in the all-time series
with Auburn. The Vols are also 49-9 when playing
the Tigers on their home court including last
year’s 67-62 victory at Thompson-Boling Arena,
which snapped a six-game losing streak in the

series.

» The Tigers’ six-straight wins over Tennessee
from Jan. 2, 2018, through Feb. 27, 2021, was the
longest in series history for AU.

» In 12 meetings with UT, under Coach Pearl,
Auburn is 7-1 when scoring 70+ points and 0-4
when scoring under 70 points.

AGAINST THETOP2S

» Auburn is 76-219 all-time against teams ranked
in the Associated Press Top 25 Poll. The Tigers
last beat a team ranked inside of the Top 5 during
their2019 NCAA Final Four Run - No. 7 Kentucky
(77-71) in overtime in the Elite Eight on March 31,

2019.

» Saturday’s game marks only the 18th
time in program history for Auburn to
face the No. 2 team in the nation (1-16)
including the ninth time on the road. The
Tigers last beat No. 2 Kentucky on Jan. 13,
1984, in Auburn, Ala.

» The program’s highest win over a ranked
opponent was an upset of No. 1 Kentucky
(W, 53-52) on Jan. 9,1988.

» The last time AU faced a No. 2-ranked
Tennessee squad (L, 89-70) was on Feb.
20, 2008, in Knoxville, Tenn. during
Coach Pearl’s third season with the Vols.

AUBURN IN'THE NATIONAL POLLS

» The Tigers remained in this week’s
Associated Press Top 25 Poll at No. 25.
They have now been ranked a program-
best 32-consecutive weeks in the AP Poll.
The previous school record was 30 weeks
from Dec. 19,1998 to Feb. 29, 2000 under
then head coach CIiff Ellis. The all-time
school record (AP Poll or Coaches Poll) is
33-consecutive weeks from Dec. 8, 1998
to March 14, 2000 in the Coaches Poll. AU
is the 41st program to have two-or-more
streaks of at least 30-consecutive AP Poll
appearances.

» AU was one of 10 schools to be ranked
in the AP Top 25 throughout the 2022
calendar year - one of the goals Auburn
Head Coach Bruce Pearl hoped the
program and team would achieve as it
continues to “Make History.”

» Auburn has six former players currently playing in the NBA or NBA G League
including No. 3 overall draft pick Jabari Smith, who recorded his first career
double-double with 13 points and 11 rebounds with the Houston Rockets versus
the Milwaukee Bucks on Oct. 22.

» Sophomore big man Johni Broome is currently on four-game double-digit scoring streak recording 19 points, career-high tying 18 rebounds and one
blocked shot versus Georgia. He turned in 13 points and 12 points in just the first half of play - his first time this season to record a double-double before
halftime. It was his 42nd career double-double and seventh of the season, which is second most in the SEC.

» It was the first time an Auburn player brought down 15-or-more rebounds in a game since Jabari Smith (15) versus Miami (Fla.) in the NCAA Second
Round on March 20, 2022. It was the most in a SEC game since Walker Kessler (19) at Arkansas in overtime on Feb. 8, 2022. It was also tied as the third-
most rebounds in a single game in the Bruce Pearl Era.

» In back-to-back games against West Virginia and Georgia, senior
guard Allen Flanigan came out hot shooting 6-of-10 from the field,
6-for-9 from the free throw line and registering 19 points in the first
half alone. He reached double digits for the ninth time this season with
a game-and season-high 22 points on 8-0f-10 shooting from the field
including a trio of 3-pointers in the team’s second meeting with the
Bulldogs. It was the 36th double-figure game of his career and just
his sixth career 20-point outing. Flanigan currently ranks third on the
team in scoring (11.3 ppg), second in rebounding (5.3 rpg) and second
in steals (1.0 spg) in conference play. He has drained 11 three-pointers
and is shooting 50 percent from the field in the first nine SEC games.

» Auburn held Mississippi State to O-for-18 shooting from beyond the arc on Jan. 14. It was the first time this season to hold an opponent to zero threes
made.

» The Tigers currently rank No. 6 nationally in 3-point field-goal percentage defense holding opponents to 27.8% from beyond the arc behind Tennessee

He has guided the Tigers to over 150+ winsin eight seasons, the program’s
first-ever No. 1ranking in both national polls and a memorable run to the
NCAA Final Fourin 2019.

Pearl’s accomplishments also include three Southeastern Conference
Regular Season Championships, one SEC Tournament Championship
and four NCAA Tournament berths with the Tigers.

Last season, Auburn posted a 28-6 overall record - the third-most wins
in school history, turned in the program’s first-ever undefeated season
at home at Neville Arena (16-0) and earned a No. 2 seed in the NCAA
Tournament.

The Tigers finished the historic campaign ranked No. 8 in the final
Associated Press Poll and No. 14 in the final USA TODAY/Coaches Poll.
They also finished No. 13 overall in the final NCAA Men'’s Basketball NET
Rankings.

The postseason saw two of its very own drafted in the NBA First Round
with All-American Jabari Smith being selected No. 3 overall by the
Houston Rockets and All-American Walker Kessler selected No. 22
overall by the Memphis Grizzlies (traded to Minnesota Timberwolves and
Utah Jazz).
