ABOUT ALABAMA

o Alabama closed out its week at 2-2 overall. The Crimson Tide first took down Jacksonville State, 6-3, on the road before
returning home to face 14th-ranked LSU. The series with the Tigers saw the Tide finish 1-2.

o The Tide fell behind early but battled back for the 6-3 win over Jacksonville State on Wednesday night at Rudy Abbott Field,
using a three-run ninth inning to secure the midweek victory.

o Alabama reliever Kyle Cameron earned the win thanks to a career-high tying 4.0 perfect frames. The redshirt junior faced 12,
sitting them down in order while striking out a career-best six batters. Cameron was followed by graduate Jeremy Randolph
who picked up his seventh save in as many chances with 1.0 inning of work, ending with a swinging strikeout to secure the win.
o All 10 Tide batters reached base safely at least once in Jacksonville, led by Brett Auerbach. The junior reached in all four
plate appearances, going 2-for-2 with a pair of walks while adding a double, an RBI, one run and a stolen base on the night.
Also contributing two hits were freshman T.J. Reeves and junior Morgan McCullough.

o Alabama used a complete team effort to come away with a 6-1 win over 14th-ranked LSU on Friday night at Sewell-Thomas
Stadium. The Crimson Tide got out front early thanks to a pair of solo home runs in the first. Alabama then recorded single marks
in the second, third, fifth and seventh innings to build a six-run lead. LSU was able to scratch across one in the top of the ninth,
but that was all, as the Crimson Tide secured the 6-1 win on opening night.

o Sam Finnerty picked up his sixth victory of the season thanks to another quality start. The senior tossed 6.0 scoreless frames,
allowing five hits and issuing a walk while striking out six Tiger batters. Finnerty then handed it over to the bullpen with the duo
of redshirt freshman Chase Lee and sophomore Brock Guffey working the final 3.0 innings for series-opening win.

e Eight of the nine Tide starters on offense reached base safely on Friday night, paced by Auerbach. The junior finished a perfect
4-for-4 with a team-leading two doubles and two RBI to go with one run scored. The Crimson Tide's two homers came from
Reeves and sophomore Tyler Gentry — both in the first inning.

© UA came up short against 14th-ranked LSU by a score of 5-2 on Saturday afternoon. The Crimson Tide recorded double-digit
hits for a second consecutive day but could only push across two runs with 10 left stranded. LSU totaled nine hits, including a
three-run home run in the fourth that proved the difference. Originally called foul, a review of the long drive was overturned to
a home run and put the visitors in front by what would prove the difference in a 5-2 game.

o Alabama’s late rally was not enough as the Crimson Tide fell, 5-4, on Sunday. The Tide trailed 5-2 entering the final two
innings. Alabama pushed across one in the eighth to narrow the gap to two headed to the ninth. That final frame saw UA score
one and load the bases up with two down, but a strikeout swinging ended the game in favor of LSU.

 The Tide bullpen was able to keep things close following his exit. The trio of redshirt junior Davis Vainer, Guffey and junior
Deacon Medders limited the Tigers to only two hits and one run while combining for six strikeouts. Guffey contributed a
career-high 3.0 innings and added two punchouts while Medders tossed the final 2.0 stanzas, striking out three Tigers.

¢ On offense, Auerbach continued his hot hitting for the weekend, finishing 3-for-5 with a pair of runs scored. McCullough
paced the Crimson Tide in RBI with two, while Gentry homered on Sunday for his team-leading 10th roundtripper of the season.
o Alabama returned 13 letterwinners while losing 18 from the 2018 squad. The 2019 Crimson Tide welcomed back three
positional starters and two starting pitchers while hosting 22 newcomers.

FREE PASSES

 The Crimson Tide has been patient at the plate in 2019, drawing 240 total walks through 45 games to average 5.3 free passes
per game. At the current rate, Alabama would finish the regular season with 299 walks, exceeding last year's total of 270. The
program record for free passes is 367 from the 1999 season

e Alabama’s walk total ranks fifth in the SEC and 21st nationally. The current Division | leader is North Carolina at 296.

© Junior Morgan McCullough and freshman Drew Williamson are tied for the team lead in free passes with 32 apiece, tying
for ninth in the league.

 The Tide has also been hit by 56 pitches this season to rank second in the conference.

 Senior Keith Holcombe has been plunked by 10 pitches to tie for fifth in the SEC while junior Kolby Robinson has been hit nine
times, a total that ties for ninth in the league.

© The combined free passes have helped Alabama maintain a team on-base percentage of .378. That total ranks seventh across
the SEC.

o Williamson leads the Tide starters in OBP at .439 to rank 13th in the SEC.

CRIMSON TIDE ARMS HOLDING STRONG IN 2019

e Alabama’s pitching staff has put together an impressive effort during the 2019 campaign. The Tide arms have maintained a
3.80 ERA (171 ER/405.0 IP), good for sixth in the Southeastern Conference and 36th nationally.

o UAs pitching staff has combined for 395 strikeouts compared to only 142 walks. The 2.78 strikeout-to-walk ratio is fifth in
the league and places the Tide at No. 21 among Division | arms. Alabama’s lowly walk total per nine innings of 3.16 is second
in the SEC and ranks 18th in the country.

o Alabama pitchers also sport a 1.27 WHIP (walks + hits / innings pitched), a total that is sixth in the SEC and 26th nationally.

ALABAMA BULLPEN HOLDING TOUGH IN 2019

© The Crimson Tide bullpen had a solid season in 2018 and has carried that success over into the 2019 campaign.

o Alabama's bullpen holds a 9-2 record with a 3.21 ERA (83 ER/233.0 IP) and has limited opposing hitters to a .227 average. The
Tide relievers have collected 245 strikeouts and issued only 94 walks for a 2.61 strikeout-to-walk ratio.

e |n total, 15 arms have made a relief appearance with only senior Sam Finnerty not making an appearance out of the pen.

o Three of those 15 relievers sport a perfect 0.00 ERA with five arms holding an ERA of 2.00 or below.

 Graduate Jeremy Randolph ranks second on the Tide in relief innings at 26.1 and is third in outings (16) despite starting each
of the last two weekends on Sunday. The right-hander maintains a 1.71 ERA (5 ER/26.1 IP) and has punched out 36 batters in
relief while allowing just four extra-base hits - two doubles and two home runs. Randolph ranks second among relievers in
strikeouts and has a 1-0 record with seven saves in as many chances, a total that ties for ninth among SEC relievers.

 Junior Casey Cobb leads all bullpen arms with 27.0 relief innings while fellow junior Deacon Medders paces the relievers in
strikeouts with 45 across his team-best 19 relief appearances spanning 25.1 innings of work.

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THE TIDE DEFENSE HAS BEEN IMPRESSIVE

e Alabama’s defense has played a key role during the 2019 season.

e The Crimson Tide currently sports a .979 fielding percentage to rank fifth in the SEC and 25th in Division I.

® UA has 1,215 putouts and 384 assists with only 35 errors across 1,634 total chances.

 The Tide has also fielded 28 double plays on the season to tie for fourth in the conference. First baseman Drew Williamson
leads UA with 23 double plays turned to rank second in the league. The freshman is followed closely by junior Kolby Robinson
who has turned 21, a total that is tied for fourth among SEC fielders. Fellow junior Morgan McCullough is in a tie for ninth in the
league with his 21 turns from the second base position.

GRADUATION WEEKEND

e Alabama has four current players and two former professional players set to graduate this weekend in Tuscaloosa.

e The current roster features Sam Finnerty, Keith Holcombe (Master's), Davis Vainer and Gene Wood.

e Returning to complete their degree after spending time in professional baseball will be former Crimson Tide standouts
Geoffrey Bramblett and Josh Rutledge.

e Finnerty, the Crimson Tide's Friday night starter each of the last two seasons, will graduate with his undergraduate degree in
consumer sciences with a concentration in consumer affairs.

© Holcombe, who earned his first degree while splitting time between football and baseball, will complete his Master's in sports
management as part of the college of education. The Tuscaloosa native graduated cum laude as an undergraduate in exercise
science as part of the college of education.

 Vainer will receive his undergraduate degree from the school of communication with a major in public relations concentrated
around sports and entertainment.

* \Wood, a double-major in management and marketing, will also earn his undergraduate degree on Saturday.

© Bramblett, who spent two seasons in the Kansas City Royals organization, will receive his undergraduate exercise science.
* Rutledge will complete his undergraduate degree in interdisciplinary studies from the human environmental sciences school.
The former Freshman All-American at Alabama spent six seasons in Major League Baseball from 2012-17, three with the
Colorado Rockies before closing out his career with the Boston Red Sox.

NO EASY STRETCH AHEAD

e Alabama’s final six weeks of the season present a tough challenge against some of the nation’s top teams.

o The Crimson Tide will have squared off with six Southeastern Conference opponents currently ranked or receiving votes in
the top-25 of both the Baseball America and USA Today Coaches polls. Of that group, four teams are currently seeded in the
top-10 of at least one of the polls.

o Still ahead are Georgia (No. 8/8) and Texas A&M (No. 15/17) who earned a top-15 ranking in one or both polls this week. Also
on the schedule coming up is Auburn, who is receiving votes in both polls. The Crimson Tide finished last weekend at 1-2 against
then-No. 14/16 LSU. The series with the Tigers came one weekend after UA wrapped up its three-game set against then-No. 6/5
Vanderbilt, one week after a three-game series in Starkville against then-No. 5/6-ranked Mississippi State.

e Those six opponents are all in the top-20 of the current RPI (rating percentage index) rankings released on Monday. Vanderbilt
sits at No. 2, followed closely by Georgia (4), Mississippi State (5), Auburn (14) and LSU (17) with Texas A&M rounding out the
group at 19.

o Alabama’s current RPI sits at No. 51 with all 14 SEC schools falling in the top-67 (South Carolina) of this week's rankings.

SEC Co-PITCHER OF THE WEEK (APRIL 8) - SAM FINNERTY

 Senior starter Sam Finnerty was named SEC Co-Pitcher of the Week by the league on April 8 for his performance in the Tide's
series opener against South Carolina on April 5.

e Finnerty tossed his first career complete game shutout, using only 79 pitches for the win against SC, his team-leading fifth W.
 The right-hander did not issue a walk while striking out five. He recorded 18 of his 27 outs in three pitches or less and reached
a three-ball count only once on the night.

e Finnerty's start was highlighted by a streak of 16 straight retired during the middle innings.

o The weekly award from the Southeastern Conference is the Crimson Tide's first since Jake Walters received the same honor
for his May 18, 2018, complete game shutout of then-No. 4 Ole Miss on Alabama'’s Senior Night at Sewell-Thomas Stadium.

THE 12-GAME WINNING STREAK

e Alabama went on an impressive 12-game winning streak from Feb. 24 against Ball State through the March 12 matchup
against Middle Tennessee. It was the longest winning streak under head coach Brad Bohannon and ties for the eighth-longest
streak in Crimson Tide history. The streak was also UA's longest since the 1999 season when the Tide rallied off 16 straight wins.
© That 12-game stretch saw the Tide outscore its opponents, 86-23, to average 7.2 runs per game while batting .305 at the plate.
e The Tide pitchers maintained a lowly 1.43 ERA (18 ER/113.0 IP) and posted three shutouts across the stretch. Alabama’s arms
also limited the opposition to a .184 batting average while striking out 117 compared to only 26 walks.

HIGHLY REGARDED RECRUITING CLASS

e UAs 2019 roster features a highly regarded recruiting class as its core, with 22 newcomers spotting the roster.

© The 22 newcomers ties for second-most in college baseball with Arkansas also sporting 22 additions to the 2019 squad. The
NCAA leader for newcomers is East Tennessee State at 25.

e Alabama’s current crop of freshmen and junior college transfers was selected as a top-25 class by three separate outlets. The
2019 Crimson Tide class was No. 23 by Perfect Game USA while earing a No. 15 ranking by Baseball America. The Tide was
ranked highest by Collegiate Baseball News, with the outlet tabbing the ‘19 class as its No. 10 group.

© Baseball America’s season preview also tabbed freshman Tyler Ras (RHP/OF) as its No. 9 newcomer in the SEC.

o The state of Tennessee (Gentry, Shamblin) has two players on the 2019 squad to round out the multiples.

e Alabama’s 2019 roster has one player apiece from seven other states, including: California (Auerbach), Florida (Rukes), lowa
(Hawk), Mississippi (Wood), New Jersey (Ras), Ohio (Randolph) and Washington (McCullough).

THE TIDE'S NEW-LOOK ROSTER

© The 2019 roster returned just 13 letterwinners from a season ago, including three positional starters and two starting pitchers.
The Tide welcomed 22 newcomers, which consists of nine freshmen and a group of new players that is made up of 10 junior
college transfers, one graduate transfer (Jeremy Randolph) and two players who began their Division | baseball careers after
already having been on campus (Chase Lee, Tyrell Shavers).

* Randolph came to Tuscaloosa after a four-year stint at Wright State (Ohio) from 2015-18. He wrapped up his career with a
16-5 record and five saves, maintaining a 3.05 ERA during that time. His efforts helped the Raiders to three Horizon League
championships and three NCAA Regional appearances.

e Lee, a redshirt freshman, earned his spot on the roster through walk-on tryouts during the fall of 2018. He spent his freshman
academic year as part of the Alabama Club Baseball Team, where he was selected as the team’s Most Valuable Player thanks
to a perfect 7-0 record with a 0.21 ERA. His efforts also earned him Rawlings National Club Baseball Association First Team
All-America honors and NCBA South Atlantic First Team All-Region recognition.

o Shavers joined the Alabama baseball team as a sophomore in class status based on his time spent at the Capstone already.
His eligibility clock began in 2017 when he joined the Crimson Tide's football team. Shavers redshirted his first season at UA
before seeing time in all 15 games a season ago.

e Alabama entered the new season with a roster that features only six players with SEC experience. Of that six, only Joe
Breaux, Keith Holcombe and Sam Praytor have significant starting experience. Gene Wood is next on that list, with injuries
limiting his playing time during his four years at UA. Also included in the group of fielders are Walker McCleney and John
Trousdale, who have both seen playing time, primarily in a reserve role, during their first two years with the Tide.

© On the hill, Alabama returned seven players with SEC experience, including starters Sam Finnerty and Garret Rukes. The duo
started 10 games apiece in conference play a year ago. The relief group is headed by Brock Love, who has seen time as both
a reliever and a starter this season, along with Deacon Medders. Love was hampered by injuries in 2018 but still managed six
appearances overall with one start, including two relief outings in SEC pairings. Medders led all relievers in appearances during
league play in 2018 with 14 and finished with 20 relief appearances overall. The relief group also features Kyle Cameron, Brock
Guffey and Davis Vainer who made an impact in 2018.

e Alabama loses a significant amount of its offense and pitching from the 2018 team.

© The Crimson Tide features 22 newcomers and loses 18 of its lettermen from last season’s team that finished 27-29 overall.
e As a team, the Tide loses 50 percent or more of its offensive totals in both SEC play and overall.

© On the mound, UA returns a bit more, but the arms still took a significant hit entering the 2019 campaign.

e Brad Bohannon was hired as Alabama’s 32nd head baseball coach on June 1, 2017, and formally introduced at The University of Alabama on
Monday, June 5.

© Bohannon immediately made his mark on the Alabama program in 2018. His first season saw the Crimson Tide get off to a perfect 9-0 start, with
Bohannon matching Wallace Wade (1924) for the second-best start to an Alabama head coaching career.

e Under his direction in 2018, Alabama improved its win total by eight from the previous season, including three more victories in SEC play, to
finish 27-29 overall and 8-22 in SEC action. The 27 wins were highlighted by six victories over top-25 teams, including a series win over then-No.
7 Kentucky.

 In 2018, Sewell-Thomas Stadium also became a favorable spot for the Crimson Tide once again. UA closed out its home slate with a 22-13 (.629)
mark at The Joe compared to a 14-22 record in 2017.

e Since 2008, all of Bohannon's recruiting classes have been ranked in the top 25 by Perfect Game USA. His first recruiting class at Alabama, the
Crimson Tide's current freshmen, was ranked No. 23 by Perfect Game USA, No. 15 by Baseball America and as high as No. 10 by Collegiate Baseball
News, despite just over one year to recruit to UA.

e Bohannon came to Tuscaloosa with 14 years of Southeastern Conference coaching experience after having served as an assistant at Kentucky
from 2004-15 and Auburn from 2016-17.

® He played a pivotal role in turning around both Kentucky and Auburn within three years on the job. The Wildcats became the first team in SEC
history to go from worst to first in only one season, winning 44 games and the program'’s first SEC title in 2006, while the Tigers won 12 more games
in 2017 than in 2016 and advanced to the NCAA Tournament.

e \While at Kentucky, Bohannon served under two SEC Coach of the Year winners in John Cohen and Gary Henderson. Along with winning the
school’s only league title, Bohannon was a part of a trio of record-breaking win seasons, capped off by the 2012 team that won 45 games to set
the UK program mark.
