» No. 15-ranked Auburn (16-4, 6-2 SEC) takes a break from conference play to travel to
West Virginia (12-8, 2-6 Big 12) for an early Saturday matinee Big 12/SEC Challenge game
on ESPN and the AU Sports Network with tipoff slated for 11a.m. (CT) / Noon (ET).

» Auburn is looking shake off a 79-63 loss to Texas A&M on Wednesday night, while WVU
haswon two of its last three league games against TCU (W, 74-65) and Texas Tech (W, 76-61)
ontheroad.

» The Tigers are currently No. 30 in the latest NCAA NET Rankings with two Quad 1 wins
and four Quad 2 wins, while the Mountaineers are No. 25 with four Quad 1wins. AU is one of
three NET Top 30 teams representing the SEC.

» The Big 12 is currently rated the No. 1 conference in the country in the latest Sagarin and
KenPom Rankings, while the SEC is fourth behind the Big Ten and BIG EAST.

» The next 12-game stretch for the Tigers is one that Head Coach Bruce Pearl describes as
the toughest of his coaching career. They will face the top half of the current SEC standings
twice in Tennessee (home and away) and Alabama (home and away) as well as Georgia
(home), Texas A&M (away) and Kentucky (away).

» Auburn’s defense is holding opponents to 63.4 points per game (No. 34 nationally) and
25.7% from behind the arc (No. 2 nationally) this season.

» Thisis only the second-ever trip to Morgantown
for the Tigers next to a 59-58 road victory over
the Mountaineers on Dec. 29,1984.

BIG 12/3EC CHALLENGE

» Thisisthefinal yearof the Big12/SEC Challenge.
Next year, Auburn and the rest of the conference
field will take part in the SEC/ACC Challenge.

» AU is 4-3 all-time in Big 12/SEC Challenge
games since 2014-15 including an 86-68 victory
over Oklahoma on Jan. 29,2022 at Neville Arena
in Auburn, Ala.

» For the fourth time, the Tigers will travel on the
road for this non-conference series next to road
trips to Texas Tech (2014-15), TCU (2016-17) and
Baylor (2020-21).

AUBURN IN THE NATIONAL POLLS

» The Tigers moved up a spot to No. 15 in
this week’s Associated Press Top 25 Poll.
They have now been ranked a program-
best 31-consecutive weeks in the AP Poll.
The previous school record was 30 weeks
from Dec. 19,1998 to Feb. 29, 2000 under
then head coach Cliff Ellis. The all-time
school record (AP Poll or Coaches Poll) is
33-consecutive weeks from Dec. 8, 1998
to March 14,2000 in the Coaches Poll. AU
is the 41st program to have two-or-more
streaks of at least 30-consecutive AP Poll
appearances.

» AU was one of 10 schools to be ranked
in the AP Top 25 throughout the 2022
calendar year - one of the goals Auburn
Head Coach Bruce Pearl hoped the
program and team would achieve as it
continues to “Make History.”

» Auburn ranks No. 3 nationally and topsin
the SEC in blocks per game (6.1) behind its
two-headed monster: Johni Broome (8th,
2.7 bpg) and Dylan Cardwell (51st, 1.8 bpg).

» The Tigers finished the 2020-21 (163)
and 2021-22 seasons (272) as the NCAA
Division | statistical leadersin the category.
They are looking to defend that title in
2022-23.

» AU has made a blocked shot in
73-consecutive games.

» Auburn has six former players currently playing in the NBA or NBA G League
including No. 3 overall draft pick Jabari Smith, who recorded his first career
double-double with 13 points and 11 rebounds with the Houston Rockets versus
the Milwaukee Bucks on Oct. 22. Meanwhile, Utah Jazz big man Walker Kessler
tallied 20 points, 21 rebounds and two blocks against the Minnesota Timberwolves
on Jan. 16 to become the first rookie in franchise history to record a 20-20 double-
double. Kessleris also the first rookie in the NBA to achieve that feat since 2014.

QGOUTING THE MOUNTAINEERS

» Fifth-year senior guard Erik Stevenson, a transfer from South Carolina, is WVU'’s
leading scorer (13.1 ppg).

» The Mountaineers went 10-2 in non-conference play, before starting off their Big
12 slate O-5. However, all but one of their losses against league foes have been by
single digits (-5.4).

» Like Texas A&M, WVU ranks at the top of their own league getting to the line
averaging 24.2 free throw attempts (No. 11 nationally) and 17.0 free throw makes
(No.13 nationally).

» The Mountaineers are 8-3 at home this season. They force 15.5 turnovers per
game, which ranks No. 44 nationally.

» WVU has one SEC win under its belt this season beating Florida (W, 84-55) at the
PK Legacy tournament in Portland, Ore.

DEANS OF GOLLEGE BASKETRAL

» Auburn Head Coach Bruce Pearl (15th, 630) and West Virginia Head Coach
Bob Huggins (2nd, 928) are among the Top 15 NCAA Division | active coaches
with most career wins.

» Pearl is a three-time SEC Coach of the Year honoree, while Huggins was
inducted into the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame this fall with Auburn
legend Charles Barkley (1981-84) in attendance. Barkley is the only Auburn player
to be enshrined into the HOF in Springfield (2006 for his career and 2010 as a
member of the 1992 Dream Team).

» This will be the second time Pearl will face Huggins on the sidelines next to
Pearl’s Tennessee squad (W, 74-72) that played the Mountaineers in the Legends
Classic semifinals at the Prudential Center on Nov. 23, 2007, in Newark, N.J.

» Auburn’s home-court win streak ended against Texas A&M at 28-straight games - the longest in program history from Feb. 27,2021to Jan. 25, 2023.
The previous long was 24-straight wins from Nov. 13,1998 to Feb. 19, 2000.

» Wendell Green Jr. extended his double-digit scoring streak to six games with 16 points and five assists against Texas A&M. He also went 7-for-9 from
the free throw line in the contest.

» The Tigers swatted 10 of the Aggies’ shots behind seven from Johni Broome, two from Dylan Cardwell and one from Jaylin Williams. It was the fifth
time to have 10-or-more blocked shots in a ballgame this season - the first in SEC play.

» Jaylin Williams dished out a season-high seven of the team’s 14 assists against Texas A&M. It was one short of his career high.

» The Tigers’ upset of No. 13-ranked Arkansas on Saturday was among the top home wins against a Top 25 opponent in the Bruce Pearl Era. It was also
the largest margin of victory (+13) of those victories against Top 15 opposition.

» Junior guard Wendell Green Jr. (83.2%) is one of five players shooting 70 percent or better when going to the line this season along with Jaylin
Williams (72.7%), K.D. Johnson (76.5%), Chris Moore (75.9%) and Allen Flanigan (76.2%).

» The Tigers shot a season-best 81.8 percent from the charity stripe at Ole Miss on Jan. 10 - their best percentage of the season next to the Memphis
(79.2%), USC and Arkansas (77.3%) games.

HOME SWEET HOME

» Auburn has had 11-straight capacity crowds of 9,121 this season. The Tigers also boast 34-consecutive regular-season capacity crowds (minus the
COVID season in 2020-21).

» The Tigers have sold out season tickets every season under Coach Pearl making a seat in Neville Arena the toughest and hottest ticket in town.

» For the first time in Neville Arena history, Auburn sold out 16-of-16 regular-season home games during the 2021-22 season. The Tigers were one of
only nine schools to sell out all of its home games next to Arkansas, Dayton, Duke, Gonzaga, Grand Canyon, Michigan State, Purdue and Villanova.

FREQUENT FLVERS

» The Tigers have racked up lots of frequent flyer miles this year including Cancun (880 miles), Los Angeles (1,946 miles) and Seattle (2,182 miles). The
Cancun Challenge was the team’s second international trip after taking a preseason foreign tour to Israel in August (6,437 miles).

» Auburn one of only six Power 5 schools to play three true road games on campus of a non-conference opponent. AU the only school of those six to
play against another Power 5 foe in each of those three contests.

» Auburn held Mississippi State to O-for-18 shooting from beyond the arc on Jan. 14. It was the first time this season to hold an opponent to zero threes
made.

» The Tigers currently rank No. 2 nationally in 3-point field-goal percentage defense holding opponents to 25.7% from beyond the arc behind
Tennessee (21.6%).

Charlotte, North Carolina, native Aden Holloway became the first recruit in the Class of 2023 to sign his NLI continuing the five-star recruiting pipeline
that Head Coach Bruce Pearl and his staff have successfully installed on the Plains. The Tigers have consistently nabbed top-rated talent on the
recruiting trail including NBA Lottery picks in the 2019 and 2021 classes, three ESPN 100 prospects in the 2020 class and two ESPN 100 prospects in
the 2022 class. The 6-foot-1,165-pound point guard currently attends Prolific Prep in Napa, Calif. He is ranked No. 21 overall in the Class of 2023 by
ESPN and No. 33 overall by Rivals.

Auburn Head Coach Bruce Pearl is in his ninth season on The Plains.

He has guided the Tigers to over 150+ winsin eight seasons, the program’s
first-ever No. 1ranking in both national polls and a memorable run to the
NCAA Final Fourin 2019.

Pearl’s accomplishments also include three Southeastern Conference
Regular Season Championships, one SEC Tournament Championship
and four NCAA Tournament berths with the Tigers.

Last season, Auburn posted a 28-6 overall record - the third-most wins
in school history, turned in the program’s first-ever undefeated season
at home at Neville Arena (16-0) and earned a No. 2 seed in the NCAA
Tournament.

The Tigers finished the historic campaign ranked No. 8 in the final
Associated Press Poll and No. 14 in the final USA TODAY/Coaches Poll.
They also finished No. 13 overall in the final NCAA Men'’s Basketball NET
Rankings.

The postseason saw two of its very own drafted in the NBA First Round
with All-American Jabari Smith being selected No. 3 overall by the
Houston Rockets and All-American Walker Kessler selected No. 22
overall by the Memphis Grizzlies (traded to Minnesota Timberwolves and
Utah Jazz).

Smith took home National Freshman of the Year honors, while Kessler
was tabbed National Defensive Player of the Year. Both joined Chuma
Okeke (No. 16 overall in 2019), Isaac Okoro (No. 5 overall in 2020), JT
Thor (No. 37 overall in 2021) and Sharife Cooper (No. 48 overall in 2021)
as Tigers drafted into the NBA and developed by Pearl and his coaching
staff.

Off-the-court, Auburn was one of six NCAA Division | men'’s basketball
programs to finish in the Top 25 of the Final Associated Press Top 25 Poll
and achieve a 3.0 or higher team grade-point average. during the 2021-
22 season.

The Tigers were among nine schools to sell out all of its home games
during the 2021-22 season.

Since he arrived at Auburn for the 2014-15 season, Pearl has produced
one of the biggest turnarounds in the college basketball landscape. Prior
to his arrival, Auburn has an average RPI of 191.8.

In the past four seasons, the Tigers finished their campaign 16th, 13th,
27th and 11th respectively in the final RPI.

His teams have been just as successful off the court as Auburn has had 31
graduates since 2014 - the most in the SEC.

The 2018-19 season was arguably the greatest season in Auburn
basketball history. The Tigers won 30 games for the first time ever en
route to becoming the first team from the state of Alabama to reach the
Final Four.
