» In its regular-season finale at Neville Arena, Auburn (19-11, 9-8 SEC) hosts No. 12-ranked
Tennessee (22-8,11-6 SEC) in another “must-win” to keep the program’s NCAA Tournament
hopes alive prior to next week’s SEC Men’s Basketball Tournament in Nashville.

» The Tigers are currently in seventh in the latest league standings, while the Volunteers are
tied with Kentucky in third.

» If Missouri, Vanderbilt and Auburn win on Saturday, AU would be the No. 7 tournament
seed. If Missouri and Vanderbilt lost and Auburn won, AU would be the No. 6 seed (having
beaten Mizzou during the regular season). A loss would lead to a No. 7 seed playing the No.
10 seed in the quarterfinals on Thursday, March 9,at 6 p.m. (CT) / 7 p.m. (ET) at Bridgestone
Arena.

» UT is currently No. 3 in the latest NET Rankings, while Auburn is No. 36 with the 26th-
toughest schedule in the country playing the No. 2 and No. 3 NET teams in back-to-back
games to end the regular season.

» Inits last outing, Auburn drained a season-high 12 three-pointers against the second-best
3-point defense team in the nation in No. 2-ranked Alabama. The Tigers also 60 percent
from long range in a game for the first time since making 65.4% (17-26) of their threes versus
Vanderbilt on Feb. 3,2018.

»Juniorguard K.D. Johnson dropped 21 pointsincluding 4-of-5 from long range on Alabama
on March 1. It was his eighth 20-point outing of his career.

» Pearl is a three-time SEC Coach of the Year honoree and is the fourth-winningest coach in program history with 171 victories behind Joel Eaves (213),
Cliff Ellis (186) and Sonny Smith (173).

» Pearl also ranks eighth amongst the winningest coaches all-time in the SEC having coached at Tennesse (145) and Auburn (171) for 316 victories
combined.

20 points, 21 rebounds and two blocks against the Minnesota Timberwolves on Jan.
16 to become the first rookie in franchise history to record a 20-20 double-double.
Kessler is also the first rookie in the NBA to achieve that feat since 2014.

Meanwhile, Alabama has posted an 87-40 overall
record, 49-22 SEC mark and has been ranked as high as No. 1this season under Nate Oats.

» The Tigers and Crimson Tide have won a combined five SEC Championship titles over the last six years - Auburn in 2018 (co-regular season
champions), 2019 (tournament champions) and 2022 (regular season champions). Alabama in 2021 (regular season and tournament champions) and
2023 (regular season champions).

He has guided the Tigers to over 150+ winsin eight seasons, the program’s
first-ever No. 1ranking in both national polls and a memorable run to the
NCAA Final Fourin 2019.

Pearl’s accomplishments also include three Southeastern Conference
Regular Season Championships, one SEC Tournament Championship
and four NCAA Tournament berths with the Tigers.

Last season, Auburn posted a 28-6 overall record - the third-most wins
in school history, turned in the program’s first-ever undefeated season
at home at Neville Arena (16-0) and earned a No. 2 seed in the NCAA
Tournament.

The Tigers finished the historic campaign ranked No. 8 in the final
Associated Press Poll and No. 14 in the final USA TODAY/Coaches Poll.
They also finished No. 13 overall in the final NCAA Men'’s Basketball NET
Rankings.

The postseason saw two of its very own drafted in the NBA First Round
with All-American Jabari Smith being selected No. 3 overall by the
Houston Rockets and All-American Walker Kessler selected No. 22
overall by the Memphis Grizzlies (traded to Minnesota Timberwolves and
Utah Jazz).

Smith took home National Freshman of the Year honors, while Kessler
was tabbed National Defensive Player of the Year.
