Series Records

The all-time series between Auburn and
Vanderbilt shows the Tigers with a narrow
21-20-1 advantage. The two teams first met in
1893, a 30-10 Auburn victory at Montgomery.

Auburn leads 8-0 in all games played in Au-
burn, while Vanderbilt leads 11-7 in all games
played in Nashville.

Other games in the series have been con-
tested in Montgomery (Vanderbilt leads 4-1);
Birmingham (tied 4-4-1) and in Jacksonville,
where Vanderbilt was a 25-13 winner in the
1955 Gator Bowl.

Vanderbilt won the last meeting between
the teams in 2008, a 14-13 Commodore victo-
ry in Nashville. Prior to that meeting, Auburn
had won 13 straight contests, averaging 36.4
points scored per game during that string.

Auburn has won six of the last seven games
against Vanderbilt played in Nashville; prior
to the 2008 win, Vanderbilt’s last win against
AU at home was in 1950.

SEC Numbers

In SEC action all-time, Auburn holds a 291-
227-18 overall record. In SEC games played
in Auburn, the Tigers are 118-50-6 all-time,
and are 9-5 in SEC home contests under Gene
Chizik since 2009.

In all SEC games played away from Au-
burn, the Tigers are 173-177-12 overall. Under
Chizik, Auburn is 7-8 in SEC road play.

30+ Points Equals Victory

Auburn has won 75 consecutive games
when scoring 30 or more points. The last
time the Tigers lost when registering at least
30 points was a 56-49, four overtime loss to
Georgia in 1996. In its history, Auburn is now
292-4 all-time when scoring at least 30 points.

First College Action

A total of 21 different players have seen
their first career action for Auburn this season.

Seven of those are true freshmen and eight
are redshirt freshmen. Freshmen have made 14
starts for Auburn this season (8 by true fresh-
men; 6 by redshirt freshmen).

The D-Line

Auburn’s veteran defensive line can account
for 89 career starts among seven Tigers: Nosa
Eguae, Corey Lemonier, Jeffrey Whitaker,
Kenneth Carter, Gabe Wright, Dee Ford and
Angelo Blackson. They are averaging more
than 16 tackles and four quarterback hurries
per game.

That stellar group accounted for 22 tackles
in the opener with Clemson. Preseason All-
American Corey Lemonier was credited with
nine tackles and a pair of sacks (-7); that
marks the third time in eight games that Lem-
onier recorded a multiple-sack game. Junior
Dee Ford had two sacks of Clemson’s Tajh
Boyd for -14 yards; those two sacks and his
seven tackles overall were both career bests
for Ford.

Against Mississippi State, the defensive line
came up with 17 tackles, 3.5 TFL and a seven-
yard sack by Lemonier. Angelo Blackson also
blocked a Mississippi State field goal attempt,
the first blocked field goal by Auburn since
Jake Ricks had a field goal block versus Ken-
tucky in 2009.

In the win over ULM, the defensive line
accounted for 19 tackles, including an 8-yard
sack by Ford, and 9 quarterback hurries;
Lemonier led the group with 5 tackles and 4
hurries, and he blocked a third-quarter ULM
field-goal attempt, the second blocked kick of
his career (he previously blocked a South Car-
olina PAT attempt in 2011). And in overtime,
Blackson tipped a ULM field goal attempt for
his second block in as many weeks.

Lemonier came through with two sacks
(-15) against LSU to give him 16.5 sacks
for his career, placing him among Auburn’s
career top 10 in that statistic. The junior from
Hialeah, Fla., has recorded four multiple-sack
games during his career, two of those this
season. He ranks 33rd among NCAA leaders
with 0.8 sacks per game.

Against LSU, both Jeffrey Whitaker and
Blackson forced opponent fumbles and Le-
monier was credited with a fumble recovery.
Blackson also forced an Arkansas fumble.

With his first career game-winning field
goal in overtime versus ULM, junior Cody
Parkey earned SEC special teams player of the
week honors.

Parkey made nine consecutive field goals
(through the 2011 Chick-fil-A Bowl vs.
Virginia) before missing on a 49-yard attempt
versus Arkansas. Making two field goals
at Ole Miss, including a career-long-tying
46-yarder, Parkey has made 15 of his last 18
field goal attempts back through last year’s
Florida game.

Against Clemson, Parkey converted on four
field goals in a game (37-46-27-36 yards) for
the first time in his career, tying a Chick-fil-

A Kickoff Classic record; he had three field
goals last season vs. Florida Atlantic. The

last Auburn kicker with four field goals in a
game was Wes Byrum at Tennessee in 2009.
Parkey’s 46-yard field goal in the third quarter
vs. Clemson was a career long for the junior
kicker, earning him Lou Groza Award star of
the week honors.

Parkey currently ranks 19th in the NCAA
with 1.50 field goals made per game; he ranks
fourth among SEC kickers.

His career field goal percentage of .786
ranks him third all-time at Auburn, behind
Scott Etheridge (.791/1992-93) and Matt
Hawkins (.788/1994-95).

The O-Zone

Onterio McCalebb is just the second SEC
player all-time to record more than 2,000
career rushing yards, 1,000 career kick return
yards, and 500 career receiving yards. The first
was Kentucky’s Derrick Locke, with 2,618
yards rushing, 1,464 yards on kick returns, and
883 receiving yards from 2007-10.

McCalebb now has 2,309 yards rushing, to
rank 11th among Auburn’s career leaders. His
6.26 yards per carry average places him third
all-time at Auburn, behind Brent Fullwood
(7.15) and Bo Jackson (6.62). That 6.26
average ranks McCalebb second among the
NCAA’s leading active players in that statistic,
behind Army’s Raymond Maples (6.41) and
ahead of Michigan’s Denard Robinson (6.23).

His 128-yard performance on the ground in
the win over ULM, was McCalebb’s fourth
career 100-yard rushing game and his first
since last year’s Chick-fil-A Bowl vs. Virginia
(109). Those 128 yards rushing were the

second-highest single game total of his career.
With his 4-yard TD run for Auburn’s first
score of the LSU game, McCalebb now has 20
career rushing touchdowns, and 25 touch-
downs overall.

He is fourth on the receptions by a run-
ning back list with 55 and fifth for receiving
yardage by a running back with 526, pass-
ing Carnell Williams/2001-04; next is Carl
Stewart (612/2004-07). McCalebb has caught
at least one pass in the last 22 games; he has
47 receptions for 428 yards during that span.

McCalebb’s kickoff return for a touchdown
to start the second half at Mississippi State
was the second such score of his career; the
senior from Fort Meade, Fla., scored on an
83-yd return vs. Alabama in 2011. It was Au-
burn’s first 100-yard return since Tim Carter
vs. LSU in 2000. The last player to return a
kickoff for a touchdown vs. Mississippi State
was Arkansas’ Darren McFadden in 2006.
During the Chizik Era, five kickoff returns
have gone for touchdowns. AU had its previ-
ous five kickoff returns for TD in a 298-game
span from 1984-2008.

McCalebb has moved to sixth among
Auburn’s career all-purpose yardage leaders
with 3,917 yards, just 11 yards behind Thomas
Bailey (3,928 yards from 1991-94).

The Line On Lutz

Auburn’s leading receiver against LSU with
five receptions for 29 yards, Philip Lutzen-
kirchen became the first AU tight end to catch
five passes in a game since Cooper Wallace in
2003, who caught five for 60 yards at Georgia.

Lutz is now third all-time in Auburn career
receiving yards by a tight end, with 628,
passing Fred Baxter (1991-92) who had 584
career receiving yards. Second in career tight
end yardage is Robert Johnson, who caught
57 passes for 741 yards from 2000-02. Lutz
is second in career catches by a tight end with
59, behind only Wallace (63 rec/2002-05).

Lutzenkirchen already holds the Auburn
record for career touchdowns by a tight end
with 14.

The 1-2-3 Punch

The third member of Auburn’s skilled se-
nior 1-2-3 Punch is receiver Emory Blake, also
making a mark on the Tiger record book.

Starting the season with a then career-best
109 receiving yards versus Clemson, Blake

topped that total with 118 yards receiving

on 10 catches against Arkansas, both career
highs. His previous high was seven catches
vs. Mississippi State in 2011. This was the
most catches by an Auburn receiver in a game
since the 2009 season, when Darvin Adams
had 10 receptions against Northwestern in the
Outback Bowl.

With 104 receptions to date, Blake is just
the ninth receiver in Auburn history to record
100 career catches; and his current per-catch
average of 15.49 yards is fifth among that

group.

Blake is fifth on the Auburn career touch-
down receptions list with 15 scores (tied with
Frank Sanders/1991-94 and Byron Frank-
1in/1977-80). Blake is ninth on Auburn’s all-
time receiving yardage list with 1,611 yards,
passing Rodgeriqus Smith (2004-08/1,598)
with his effort at Ole Miss.

Tackling Daren Bates

Senior linebacker Daren Bates, now with
292 career tackles to date, recorded a career-
best 16 tackles at Ole Miss, his seventh
double-digit tackle performance in his last 10
games and fourth double-digit tackle game of
the 2012 season.

Bates led Auburn with 104 tackles last
year, and has already recorded 70 tackles in
six games this season, an average of 11.7 per
contest. Bates leads the SEC this week in tack-
les per game average and ranks sixth among
NCAA leaders in tackles per game. He is now
16th among Auburn’s career tackle leaders.

No Auburn player since the NCAA began
charting tackles off press box totals instead of
coaches’ film (since 2004) has had back-to-
back 100+ tackle seasons; the last Auburn
player to do so was Takeo Spikes in 1996-97.

Top Ten Tacklers

Three Auburn defenders rank among the
top 10 tacklers in the SEC thus far this season.
Linebacker Daren Bates leads the confer-
ence averaging 11.7 tackles per game. Safety
Demetruce McNeal, whose best effort was an
18-tackle performance at Mississippi State,
ranks sixth in the SEC at 8.7 tackles per game.
Safety Jermaine Whitehead, at 8.3 tackles per
game, is tied for tenth among the SEC leaders.

Items Of Note/Vs. Ole Miss

Auburn’s first scoring drive against Ole
Miss was its longest of the season by plays
(13) and time of possession (6:43).
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Auburn’s 17 second-quarter points were the
most scored by AU in any quarter this season.

With TD runs of 1 and 6 yards against the
Rebels, Tre Mason had his first multiple-
touchdown game; the last Tiger to rush for two
TDs in a game was Kiehl Frazier vs. Virginia
in the Chick-fil-A Bowl last season.

Auburn opponents have missed seven of
their last 11 field goal attempts and are 8-of-16
on the season on field goal tries.

Average Per Down

Here’s a breakdown of how the 2012 Au-
burn offense is operating on first, second, third
and fourth down.

On first down, the Tigers have run a total of
161 plays, gaining 858 yards for an average of
5.3 yards per play. On second down, AU has
tried 116 plays for 613 yards, an average of
5.3 per play. On third down, the Tigers have
run 75 plays, gaining 244 yards for a 3.3 aver-
age. Auburn has tried only three fourth-down
attempts, gaining two yards.

Auburn’s touchdowns this season have
come three times on first down (2 rush, 1
pass), three times on second (2 pass, 1 rush),
and three times on third down (2 rush, 1 pass).

Scoring By Quarters

This season in the first quarter, the Tigers
have been outscored by the opposition 40-21.
In the second quarter, Auburn holds a 40-30
advantage in scoring. In the third quarter,
Auburn leads its opponents 30-27. Opponents
have outscored Auburn 62-3 in the fourth
quarter thus far this season. Auburn has
held its opponents scoreless in five quarters
(20.8%) this year.

Senior Bowl Watch List

Five Auburn seniors listed on the 2013
Senior Bowl watch list: defensive back
T’Sharvan Bell, receiver Emory Blake, tight
end Philip Lutzenkirchen, tailback Onterio
McCalebb and offensive lineman John Sullen.

The top 100 seniors in the country will be
invited to participate in the 2013 Senior Bowl,
set for Saturday, January 26, in Mobile’s
Ladd-Peebles Stadium. The SEC led all con-
ferences with 71 players on the watch list.

When Scoring 20+ Points

Since 2001, Auburn is 99-13 (.890) when
scoring 20 or more points in a game. Dating
back to the start of the 1993 season, Auburn

is 142-20-1 (.876) when scoring 20 or more
points in a game.

Winningest Programs

Entering the 2012 campaign, Auburn ranked
among the 15 winningest BCS college football
programs in terms of all-time wins; the Tigers
now have 712 total victories. Teams that have
700+ all-time wins: Michigan, Texas, Ne-
braska, Notre Dame, Penn State, Ohio State,
Oklahoma, Alabama, Tennessee, Southern
Cal, Georgia, LSU, Auburn and West Vir-
ginia.

Onterio McCalebb ranks second in the SEC
in kickoff return average this week, gaining
30.62 yards per run on his eight returns this
season. He is ninth among NCAA leaders in
that category.

The senior from Fort Meade, Fla., has four
returns of 20 yards or better this season: 100
(Miss St); 43 (LSU); 24 (ULM); 20 (Miss St).

Three Blocked Kicks And Counting

Auburn blocked two ULM field goal attempts
and has three blocks on the season. Corey
Lemonier blocked one with 3:52 left in the
third quarter; Auburn was ahead 28-14 at the
time. Lemonier now has two career blocks, the
other coming on an extra point against South
Carolina in 2011.

Angelo Blackson had the second blocked
field goal vs. ULM, tipping the Warhawks’
try in overtime. With a block of a field goal
attempt at Mississippi State as well, Blackson
hadblocks in back-to-back games. Auburn has
blocked five opponent kicks (3 FG, 2 punt) in
the last five games. The Tigers have 12 total
blocked kicks during the Chizik era.

Take It To The House

McCalebb’s kickoff return for a touchdown to
start the second half at Mississippi State was
the second such score of his career; he scored
on an §3-yard return vs. Alabama in 2011. It
was Auburn’s first 100-yard return since Tim
Carter vs. LSU(2000). The last player to return
a kickoft for a touchdown vs. Mississippi State
was Arkansas’ Darren McFadden in 2006.

It was the fifth kickoff return touchdown of the
Chizik era. Prior to that, Auburn had just five
kickoff returns for a TD in a 298-game span
from 1984-2008.

Nine In A Row

Cody Parkey, who kicked the game-winning
35-yard field goal in overtime against ULM,
converted on nine straight three-pointers dating
back through last season, before missing on a
49-yarder vs. Arkansas. That tied for the third
best string of consecutive field goals since
1981. Jaret Holmes converted 12 straight in
1997 to top the list.

With two successful field goals at Ole Miss,
Parkey is now 9-10 on field goals this year, and
is 10-10 this season on PAT kicks. His 46-yard
field goal at Ole Miss tied his career long.

He made four field goals versus Clemson, tying
a Chick-fil-A Kickoff Classic record. He ranks
among the NCAA’s top 30 kickers in field
goals per game (1.40). Parkey’s game-winner
against ULM earned him SEC Special Teams
Player of the Week honors.

No Return Policy

Punter Steven Clark, a 2011 Ray Guy Award
finalist, continues to excel. Only two of his 35
punts this season have been returned. Clark

is averaging 41.26 yards per punt, placing 10
kicks inside the 20. His long kick of the season
was 54 yards against LSU. For his career,
Clark has a 40.5 average with 45 punts landing
inside the 20.

Cody Parkey made a career-high four field goals and Tre Mason rushed for a career-high 106
yards for Auburn but No. 14 Clemson edged past the Tigers for a hard-fought 26-19 victory in the
Chick-fil-A Game in the season opener for both teams at the Georgia Dome on Saturday.

Emory Blake caught four passes for a career-high 109 yards and a touchdown while
sophomore Kiehl Frazier threw for 194 yards and one touchdown on 11-0f-27 passing and one
interception in his first career start for Auburn. Tre Mason rushed for a career-high 106 yards
while Onterio McCalebb add 82 yards.

The game was tied at 16 entering the final quarter after Parkey tied with a field goal with
55 seconds left in the third. Daren Bates infercepted Tajh Boyd and returned it 12 yards to the
Clemson 35 on the first play of the fourth quarter. It set up Parkey making his career-high fourth
field goal of the game, a 36-yarder to give Auburn a 19-16 lead with 12:50 remaining.

Clemson then scored the final 10 points of the game to outlast Auburn.

In the back-and-forth game, Clemson came right back on a 10-play, 75-yard drive as Boyd
threw a 4-yard fade route to DeAndre Hopkins, who had a Clemson single-game record 13 recep-
tions for 119 yards, in the back right corner of the end zone as Clemson took the lead for good,
23-19, with 9:17 left.

Clemson stopped Auburn on the next possession and drove 79 yards on the strength of Andre
Ellington’s 45-yard run to the Auburn 8. Auburn’s defense stopped Clemson at the 1-yard line for
the second time to give itself another shot. Chandler Catanazaro made his fourth field goal of the
game for a 26-19 Clemson lead with 1:24 left.

Cody Parkey's overtime field goal clinched Auburn's first win of the season as it defeated
Louisiana-Monrog, 31-28, on Saturday afternoon at Jordan-Hare Stadium. Angelo Blackson
made Parkey's game-winning kick possible as he blocked a ULM field goal attempt just minutes
earlier during ULM's first overtime possession.

Auburn (1-2) saw a 14-point lead disappear late in the fourth quarter as ULM (1-1) rallied
from a 28-14 deficit to tie the game with 1:18 left in regulation before the overtime heroics from
Blackson and Parkey.

Auburn finished the game with a season-high 418 yards of total offense, including 255 on the
ground. Onterio McCalebb finished with a 128 yards, his fourth career 100-yard rushing game,
while Tre Mason had 90 yards rushing on a game-high 22 carries.

Kiehl Frazier was 10-of-18 for 130 yards with a touchdown and an interception while his
counterpart from ULM, Kolton Browning, was 28-of-46 for 237 yards with three touchdowns.

ULM went 89 yards on its first drive of the game, a 12-play march, and converted on a
fourth-and-goal from the one to take the early touchdown lead, 7-0. The drive was capped by a
Browning to Harley Scioneaux pass into the corner of the end zone, the first of two touchdown
catches for the ULM tight end.

Auburn answered with a five-play, 76-yard scoring drive of its own on its first possession. Mc-
Calebb had three carries on the drive, including the 27-yard touchdown run, while Mason had a
34-yard reception on the previous play to get Auburn into ULM territory as Auburn tied it at 7-7.

Browning put ULM back up a touchdown, 14-7, with his 39-yard touchdown run up the middle
with 3:52 left in the first half. The run capped a six-play, 80-yard drive that ate up just 2:54 of
clock time.

Auburn's defense held LSU to a season-low 351 total yards and only three points in the final
three quarters but fell to the visitors from Baton Rouge, 12-10, on Saturday night before 86,721
fans at Jordan-Hare Stadium.

Auburn (1-3, 0-2 SEC) got an outstanding performance from its defense, forcing a pair of LSU
turnovers, but could not get a crucial stop late in the fourth quarter with enough time left to have
afinal scoring chance as LSU's final drive ate up most of the final four minutes.

LSU (4-0, 1-0 SEC) had a chance to extend its lead with less than a minute to play, but Drew

The Arkansas Razorbacks forced five Auburn turnovers and sacked Tiger quarterbacks eight
times in a 24-7 Razorback win Saturday afternoon before 85,819 fans at Jordan-Hare Stadium.

The Razorbacks outgained the Tigers, 372-321, including a 130-40 advantage in rushing
yards, yet Auburn had 22 first downs to Arkansas’ 19. Auburn also matched a season-high with
five turnovers and was unable to take advantage of Arkansas’ two giveaways.

Emory Blake paced the Auburn offense with 10 catches for 118 yards and Auburn's only score.
During the game, he hauled in his 100th career reception, becoming the eighth Auburn player
to reach that mark, and now has 1,573 receiving yards for his career to move info a tie for 10th
all-time at Auburn.

The Tigers used three quarterbacks for the first time this season. Kiehl Frazier earned the
start and finished 9-of-14 for 118 yards and one interception, but was sacked four fimes in the
game. Clint Moseley saw his first game action of the season, starting the second half an dfinishing
13-0f-21 for 163 yards and a touchdown, but he also threw two picks and was sacked four times.
Jonathan Wallace did not attempt a pass but rushed twice for 11 yards.

The Razorbacks struck first, taking their second possession of the game 80 yards in 10 plays,
capped by a two-yard touchdown run from Dennis Johnson to take a 7-0 lead with just more than
a minute left in the first quarter.

Arkansas took advantage of an Auburn turnover deep in Tiger territory midway through the
second quarter and increased its lead to 10-0 on a 27-yard field goal from Zach Hocker with 6:33
to play in the half; the score would remain 10-0 at the half.

Jordan-Hare Stadium is Auburn’s showcase football stadium,
which seats 87,451 with 70 luxury suites located between the lower
level and upper deck on the East side.

The stadium was dedicated Nov. 30, 1939, with 7,500 seats. Ten
years later, 14,000 more seats were added, and the stadium was
named Cliff Hare Stadium (after a member of Auburn's first football
team and eventual professor and dean of the School of Chemistry),
although only 12 home games were played there over that 10-year
span. Additional seats were added in 1955, 1960 and 1970. The West
upper deck was completed in 1980; the East upper deck and suites
were finished for the 1987 season. The most recent addition to the
stadium was the construction of a 30-foot by 74-foot Dakironics LED
board in 2007, coming at a cost of $2.9 million. Auburn was the first
school in the SEC to install a high-definition video board display.

The facility was renamed Jordan-Hare Stadium in 1973, recogniz-
ing Hall of Fame coach Ralph “Shug” Jordan. The turf at Jordan-Hare
Stadium was officially named after Pat Dye, Auburn’s Hall of Fame

coach and athletics director, prior to the 2005 Iron Bowl. The Tigers
posted a 99-39-4 record in 12 seasons under Dye from 1981-92, and
won four SEC championships. Auburn’s home games are now played
at Pat Dye Field af Jordan-Hare Stadium.

On game days, Auburn’s Pat Dye Field at Jordan-Hare Stadium
becomes the sixth-largest city in the state of Alabama as Auburn has
averaged at least 80,000 fans per game for the last 19 seasons. Since
Jordan-Hare Stadium expanded to its current capacity prior to the
2004 season, the Tigers have tallied 28 sell-out games.

Pat Dye Field at Jordan-Hare Stadium is the nation’s 10th-largest
on-campus stadium with a capacity of 87,451. It is the sixth-largest in
the SEC.

The Tigers have won 78.3 percent of their games in Jordan-Hare
Stadium since its inception in 1939 and hold an overall record of
286-72-7 there.

COACHING LEDGER

The 2012 season is Gene Chizik's 25th season as a coach in the collegiate ranks. Chizik
began his career as a graduate assistant at both Middle Tennessee (1990-91) and Clemson
(1988-89) before heading to Stephen F. Austin (1992-97). He then moved to Central Flor-
ida from 1998-2001 before making his first stop on The Plains (2002-04). Texas was his
final post as an assistant coach. Chizik served as defensive coordinator with the Longhorns
from 2005-06. Two seasons as the head coach at lowa State (2007-08) preceded Chizik's
tenure as head coach at Auburn (2009-current). He also spent two seasons coaching af the
high school level in Florida.

NATIONAL CHAMPIONS

In 2010, in just his second season as head
coach at Auburn, Gene Chizik led the Tigers
to their first national championship in more
than 50 years, defeating Oregon, 22-19, in the
BCS Championship Game on Jan. 10, 2011, in
Glendale, Ariz.

SEC CHAMPS

Chizik led Auburn to the Southeastern
Conference Championship in 2010, the seventh
in program history. The Tigers routed South
Carolina, 56-17, at the Georgia Dome in

Atlanta on Dec. 4, en route to the national fitle.

It was also Auburn’s seventh SEC West Title.

.674 WINNING PERCENTAGE

Auburn has a 31-15 record the last three-
plus seasons under Gene Chizik for a .674
winning percentage. The Tigers have posted no
fewer than eight wins in each of his seasons as
head coach. When playing at home, Auburn is
21-5 under Chizik.

ALL-SEC

Under Coach Chizik, eight Auburn players
have been named All-SEC First Team, including
current Tigers Steven Clark and Corey Lem-
onier.

GOING BOWLING

Auburn has been to three straight bowl
games under Chizik, including the 2010 B(S
Championship Game. In his first season as

head coach, the Tigers brought home a 38-35
overtime win over Northwestern at the Outback
Bowl on Jan. 1, in Tampa, Fla. The following
season, Auburn defeated Oregon, 22-19, for the
national title, and in 2011, the Tigers earned a
decisive, 43-24, victory against Virginia in the
Chick-fil-A Bowl in Atlanta on Dec. 31.

RECRUITING
Auburn has signed three straight Top 10
national recruiting classes under Chizik.

TROPHIES

Since Chizik arrived on the Plains, four
different Auburn players have been first-team
All-America while also winning the Heisman
Trophy, Lombardi Award, Davey 0’Brien Award,
Walter Camp Award and Maxwell Award. Chizik
himself was named National Coach of the Year
for 2010.

GRADUATION

Since Chizik was hired, 63 Tiger football
players have earned their academic degrees
from Auburn.

NFL DRAFT

Chizik has coached seven former Tigers who
went on to become NFL draft picks, including
Cam Newton, the No. 1 overall pick in the 2011
NFL Draft by the Carolina Panthers.
