Dean is widely regarded as one of the elite coaches in the country for taking programs to un-

precedented heights while developing student-athletes to earn national acclaim. 

Dean is in his ö rst season at Auburn after previously serving as the head coach at James Madi-

son for ö ve seasons. 

In 11 years at the collegiate level, Dean has coached seven NCAA Tournament teams, including 

one super regional participant, and won nine conference championships. 

A native of Elkton, Va., Dean has guided 76 all-conference players, 40 all-region honorees and 

seven all-Americans, including 2017 National Player of the Year, Megan Good. He has also been 

touted as the conference coach of the year eight times. 

“It is an honor to be named the leader of the Auburn softball program,” Dean said. “I want to 

thank President Leath, Director of Athletics Jay Jacobs and the Board of Trustees for the exciting 

opportunity to lead this program. 

“The future is bright for Auburn softball. We want the fans to be as excited as we are to come 

out and watch the program represent them in the highest standing.” 

During his ö ve-year stint at James Madison, Dean complied a record of 237-56 (.809). He 

amassed ö ve 40-win seasons, including the ö nal two campaigns with 52 and 50 victories, 

respectively. 

The Dukes broke 104 program records, including over 40 pitching records while boasting one of 

the nation’s top staff s under Dean’s guidance. 

Prior to his reign in Harrisonburg, Va., Dean spent six seasons as the head coach at Radford 

where he took the Highlanders to their ö rst-ever NCAA Tournament appearances in 2009 and 

2010. 

Before taking the position at Radford, Dean served as an assistant coach at Akron (2001-02), 

Indiana (2002-04) and Longwood (2005-06). 

In addition to his collegiate coaching experience, Dean has also worked on the professional and 

international level. 

He was the pitching coach for the Venezuelan National Team (2002-08) and the head coach for 

the Chicago Bandits (2004-10) that ö nished as the National Pro Fastpitch regular season champi-

ons ö ve times and won the title in 2008. 

Dean was named NPF Manager of the Year three times and coached world-renowned pitcher 

Jennie Finch, who was the NPF’s Co-Pitcher of the Year in 2005 and has a gold and silver medal 

from her two Team USA Olympic appearances. 

A 1987 graduate of Elon University, Dean was a pitcher on the baseball team where he was a 

four-year letterwinner. 

Dean and his wife, Liz, have one son, Isaac, and one daughter, Caroline.

CARLSON THE ELITE
» Senior Kaylee Carlson has posted a 1.43 
ERA in her three-year career at Auburn. That 
is by far the lowest in program history and is  
0.34 better than the second-lowest (Kristin 
Keyes - 1.77). 

» Carlson’s ERA stacks up with the very 
best of NCAA pitchers as it ranks ö fth na-
tionally in career ERA and third among SEC 
pitchers.

DAZZLIN’ DRAPER
» Victoria Draper ranks second in the 
nation with 37 stolen bases this season (37-
of-41). Her 0.84 stolen bases per game ranks 
eighth in the nation.  The senior was 18-of-20 
in her career prior to this season with a pre-
vious career-high nine steals on 10 attempts 
last season. Her 55 career steals rank second 
in program history.

» On March 23, 2018 vs. Kentucky, Draper 
stole her 34th base of the season, breaking 
the single-season school record previously 
held by Shannon Alexander in 2004. 

» Draper has single-handedly eclipsed 
Auburn’s entire stolen base total from last 
season (28-of-34).  

» Draper leads the team in hits (47), runs 
scored (36), on base percentage (.493) and of 
course stolen bases. 

» Draper is a liftime .350 hitter, which ranks 
sixth all-time in program history. Her 151 runs 
scored also rank sixth in program history.

LET IT SNOW
» The Snow Sisters, Tannon and Taylon, 
have been impressive in their ö rst seasons 
with the Tigers. 

» Taylon, a freshman, leads the team in 
BA at .402, including a team-high .429 clip at 
home. She is the only player this season to 
record a 4-hit performance, doing so against 
Southern Miss (3/12/18). She has batted .308 
in the last four games since returning from 
injury.

» Taylon ranks 10th in the SEC in batting 
average, second among freshman. She is 17th 
nationally among freshmen in B.A. as well. 

» Tannon, a transfer from Washington has 
belted 5 homeruns and is tied for 3rd on the 
team with 23 RBI. Her 12th inning walk-off  
bomb in the 12th inning lifted Auburn over 
Kentucky to clinch the series on 3/24/2018. 

SEC PLAYER OF THE WEEK
» Victoria Draper was named SEC Co-Player 
of the Week on March 5, 2018 for her out-
standing play at the Wilson/DeMarini Classic. 
Draper had a phenomenal .833 batting clip 
for the weekend, going 10-for-12 at the plate 
with seven runs scored, two RBI and four 
walks. She was also a perfect 9-for-9 on the 
base paths in stolen base attempts, extending 
her nation-leading stolen base tally to 29, 
which is already second-most in single-sea-
son program history.

» Draper was the ö rst Tiger to earn a 
weekly SEC Award this season and is the ö rst 
to win SEC Player of the Week since Kasey 
Cooper won last season (May 2, 2017). 

MCCRACKIN ON A TEAR
» Junior Casey McCrackin has elevated her 
play to another level this season, particuarly 
in the batter’s box. She is batting .323 on the 
season, including a .357 clip in her last 10 
games (10-for-28) with seven RBI over the 
stretch. She has totalled a team-high seven 
dingers and leads the team with a .563 slug-
ging percentage. 

» In the Ole Miss series alone, McCrackin 
led the team with a .625 batting average (5-
for-8) and was walked three times.
