» Auburn’s 12-1 SEC start is the second-best in school history behind the 12-0 start (12-2 finish)
by the 1958-59 team. Auburn and Arizona (12-1) are the only P5 schools with one conference loss.

» Auburn’s 118 wins over the last five seasons (2017-18 to current), is tops in the SEC. It's 55 wins in
SEC play during the last five years is No. 3 in the league.

» The Tigers’ 7-1 road record is best in the SEC this season and will look to snap a 13-game losing
streak at the O’Connell Center. Auburn’s last win at Florida was Feb. 10, 1996 (73-70).

» Zep Jasper has committed just 17 turnovers in 547 minutes, which is one every 32.2 minutes.

» Freshman phenom Jabari Smith had a career-high 31 points in the Tigers’ win Wednesday over
Vanderbilt. He connected on a career-best 7-of-10 from beyond the arc and became the first AU
player since Samir Doughty (32 pts, 3/7/2020) to score 30 in a game. He also became the first Auburn
freshman player to turn in a 30-point outing since Toney Douglas in 2004-05.

» Sophomore Walker Kessler leads the nation in blocks (123), blocks per game (4.7), triple-doubles
(2) and is sixth in field goal percentage (.639). His 63.9% from the field is second in Auburn single-
season history behind Charles Barkley’s 64.4% sent in 1982-83.

» Kessler has been Auburn’s hottest player over the 10 game games, scoring in double-figures in
every game. During that span, he is averaging 16.2 points, 10.2 rebounds, 5.9 blocks on 70.1 percent

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INSIDE THE SERIES WITH FLORIDA

» Auburn leads 90-82 in the all-time series with
Florida and have won the last two meetings,
both coming at Auburn Arena

» The Gators hold a 50-29 advantage over the
Tigers in Gainesville and have won 13 in a row
at the O’Connell Center. Auburns last win in
Gainesville was Feb. 10, 1996 (73-70). Prior to
that, it was Feb. 6, 1988 (58-57). The Tigers are
2-18 in the last 20 meetings at Gainesville dating
back to 1988.

FLORIDA NOTABLES

» Florida has one of the oldest and
mostexperienced teams in the country with
eight transfers including seven NCAA Division
I and one JUCO.

» The Gators, who reached the NCAA Second
Round a year ago (lost to Oral Roberts), are
also known for their defense and currently rank
ninth nationally (second in SEC to Auburn) in
blocks (143) and 21st in total steals (224).

» The Gators are led by senior forward Colin
Castleton who is eighth in the SEC in scoring
(15.5 ppg), second in blocks (2.7 bpg), third
in rebounding (9.2 rpg) and third in field goal
percentage (.545).

ROAD WARRIORS

» Prior to losing in overtime at Arkansas on Feb.
8, Auburn had a perfect 7-0 mark in true road
games, including a 5-0 road record in SEC play.
» Auburn is 7-1 (.875) in true road games while
the rest of the SEC is 33-69 (.324). In SEC games,
the Tigers are 5-1 (.833) vs. 28-56 (.344) mark
by the other 13 schools. The Tigers are the only
SEC school with one loss in true road games this
season.

» Equally impressive is that four of those seven
wins have seen the Tigers overcome a 10 or more
point deficit, including Jan. 25 at Missouri (10).

» Freshman forward Jabari Smith and
sophomore post Walker Kessler have been one
of the nation’s top front court duos, leading the
Tigers to a 24-2 record. They have combined to
average 27.8 points, 15.1 rebounds, 5.7 blocks on
the season while shooting 51.9 percent from the
field combined.

» They are the only tandom in the SEC to rank
among the top 13 in the league in scoring and
rebounding in conference games.

» One of the two have led the Tigers in scoring
in 15 of 26 games and in all but two game in
rebounding.

PLAYER TO WATCH: JABARI SMITH
Freshman phenom Jabari Smith had a career-high 31 points in the Tigers’ win Wednesday over
Vanderbilt. He connected on a career-best 7-of-10 from beyond the arc and became the first AU
player since Samir Doughty (32 pts, 3/7/2020) to score 30 in a game. He also became the first Auburn
freshman player to turn in a 30-point outing since Toney Douglas in 2004-05.

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» Thru games of Feb. 16, Wendell Green Jr’s 258
bench points are the eighth most by a player
nationally this season.

» Auburn’s 44 bench points against Alabama on
Feb. 1 were tied for the third most in the Bruce
Pear] Era and most in a SEC game under Pearl
since his first Tiger team had 44 at Arkansas
on Feb. 10, 2015. The most bench points under
Pearl is 52 against Mississippi College on Nov.
14, 2018.

BALANCED ATTACK IN SEC PLAY

» Off to a 12-1 start in SEC play, the Tigers
have four players averaging double figures in
conference games, led by sophomore guard
Jabari Smith’s 14.9 points per game. Also
averaging double figures in conference games
are Wendell Green Jr. (14.4 ppg), Walker Kessler
(13.6 ppg) and K.D. Johnson (12.3 ppg). No
other team in the SEC has more than two players
averaging at least 13.0 ppg in SEC play.

» The last time AU had four players average
in double figures in SEC play was the 2008-09
season (DeWayne Reed, 13.6 ppg; Korvotney
Barber, 12.8 ppg; Tay Waller, 12.1 ppg; Rasheem
Barrett, 11.9 ppg).

KARL MALONE FINALIST

» Auburn freshman forward Jabari Smith was
named one of 10 watch list candidates for the
2022 Karl Malone Power Forward of the Year
Award as announced by the Naismith Memorial
Basketball Hall of Fame on Feb. 3.

» Smith is currently the Tigers’ leading scorer
averaging 15.8 points with 6.7 rebounds per
game. He is also shooting 43.8 percent from the
floor and 41.9 percent from beyond the 3-point
arc this season. Smith has scored in double
figures in 22-of-26 games played including four
double-double performances and nine 20-point
outings.

ABDUL-JABBAR CENTER OF YEAR WATCH LIST
» Auburn sophomore forward/center Walker
Kessler (Newnan, Ga.) was named one of 10
watch list members for the 2022 Kareem Abdul-
Jabbar Center of the Year Award as announced
by the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of
Fame on Feb. 4.

» Kessler is averaging 12.0 points, 8.4 rebounds
and 4.7 blocks per game for the Tigers. His 123
blocks lead the country. He has recorded 10
double-doubles this season including two triple-
doubles.

BLOCK PARTY

» Auburn leads the country in blocked shots per
game (8.5) and total blocks (227). The Tigers’
227 total blocks are a school single-season
record, which was broken on Feb. 8 at Arkansas
after just 24 games.

» Sophomore Walker Kessler is first nationally
averging 4.7 blocks and his 123 total blocks is
first in the country. Kessler’s 123 blocks are the
second most in school single-season history,
three shy of tying the school mark held by Kyle

Davis.

» AU has three 14 block games this season,
including Saturday against Texas A&M where
Kessler had a career-best 12. The Tigers also had
14 blocks in their SEC opener against LSU on
Dec. 29 and against Yale on Dec. 4. The 14 block
performances are three off from the school
single-game record (17 vs. Nicholls State in 2011
- SEC record is 18).

» The Tigers’ 8.5 blocks per game average is on
pace to be the second best in SEC history (8.6,
Kentucky, 2012) and is nine shy of cracking into
the league’s single-season Top 10 total list.

NO. 1 IN THE AP POLL

» Auburn move up to No. 1 in The Associated
Press Top 25 Poll on January 24th for the first
time in program history and held that spot for
three consecutive weeks. On Jan. 31, the Tigers
were tied for first with Gonzaga atop the USA
Today Coaches’ Poll, also a program first. Auburn
is one of only eight SEC schools (Alabama,
Arkansas, Florida, Kentucky, Missouri, South
Carolina and Tennessee) all-time to ever achieve
a AP No. 1 national ranking.

» Coach Pearl is one of only three known head
coaches to ever lead a school to a No. 1 national
ranking next to Frank McGuire (St. John’s, North
Carolina, South Carolina) and John Calipari
(UMass, Memphis, Kentucky). He is the first to
lead two SEC schools to the program’s first-ever
No. 1 national ranking.

AUBURN’S CONSISTENT RISE IN THE TOP 10

» Auburn has been ranked in the Top 10 in four
of the last five years under Head Coach Bruce
Pearl. The Tigers were previously ranked in the
Top 10 seven times during the 1958-59 (2nd),
1960-61 (9th), 1962-63 (9th), 1985-86 (10th),
1986-87 (5th), 1998-99 (2nd) and 1999-00
(2nd) campaigns. Below are the highest national
rankings achieved by the program in the Pearl
Era. He has led three teams to a No. 1 national
ranking - Southern Indiana (1997), Tennessee
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(2008) and now Auburn.

CONTRACT EXTENSION FOR BP

» On January 29, Auburn Director of Athletics
Allen Green annoucned that Auburn and Coach
Pearl agreed to a new eight-year contract that
runs through 2030. The contract will pay Pearl
$5.4 million annually with a $250,000 annual
escalator.

SAME HOME, NEW NAME: NEVILLE ARENA

» Auburn Arena will soon have a new name:
Neville Arena in recognition of the single
largest gift in Auburn Athletics history from
Bill and Connie Neville. A dedication marking
the official name change will take place March
4 at the venue, with an on-court recognition
March 5. Bill and Connie are members of the
Pat Dye Society, Tigers Unlimited’s highest level
of giving.

SOLD OUT JUNGLE

» For the 14-straight home game this season
and 54th time in Auburn Arena (2010-Present)
history, the Tigers had a capacity crowd (9,121)
against Vanderbilt on Feb. 16. A ticket to an
Auburn Men’s Basketball game is the toughest
in town as the remainder of the home slate is
sold out. Stubhub is Auburn Athletics’ official
secondary ticket market for fans looking to
attend the game.

WELCOME TO THE JUNGLE

» Auburn is a perfect 14-0 on its home court
this season and have won 16 in a row at Auburn
Arena dating back to last season. The 16-game
home win streak is tied for third longest in the
country and second longest in the SEC.

» The 16-game win streak inside Auburn Arena
is the tied for the fifth-longest home court
winning streak in program history and the
longest since winning 19 straight from Feb. 2019
to March 2020.

Auburn won eight consecutive away
from home during a two-season span during the
1957-58 and 1958-59 seasons. The Tigers’ streak
was snapped on Feb. 8 in a 80-76 overtime loss
at Arkansas.
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40 IN A ROW

» Auburn has won 40 consecutive non-
conference games at Auburn Arena. Its last
non-conference home loss was Jan. 20, 2016 vs.
Oklahoma State (63-74). Bruce Pearl is 50-3 at
Auburn in non-conference home games.

SCORING IN BUNCHES

» Auburn’s streak of 80 or more points in six
straight SEC games (81.7 ppg) was snapped at
Missouri on Jan. 25. The six-game streak marked
the first time it has accomplished the feat since
the 1977-78 season when it scored 80 or more
during a eight-game stretch (89.5 ppg) from Feb.
6-March 6 (4-4 record).

» The Tigers have scored 80 or more points in
eight of 13 SEC games in 2022.

GAMEDAY VISITS THE PLAINS

» For the second time in program history,
ESPN’s College GameDay came to Auburn on
Saturday, Feb. 12. The one-hour show hosted
by Rece Davis, along with analysts Jay Bilas,
LaPhonso Ellis and Seth Greenberg, was live
ahead of the No. 1-ranked Tigers’ SEC matchup
with Texas A&M at Auburn Arena. The Tigers
previously hosted the CGD crew ahead of their
game against Kentucky on Feb. 1, 2020.

HONORING COACH SONNY SMITH

» Sonny Smith, the first coach to lead the
Auburn men’s basketball program to the
NCAA Tournament was honored with a banner
unveiling in Auburn Arena on January 29.

» Smith served as Auburn’s head coach from
1978-89, compiling a record of 173-154,
guiding the Tigers to five consecutive NCAA
Tournament appearances from 1984-88. He
currently provides color commentary for
Auburn men’s basketball on the Auburn Sports
Network, a role he has held since 2012.

» He directed Auburn to its first-ever NCAA
Tournament in 1984 and to its first-ever SEC
Tournament title in 1985. He led Auburn to its
first-ever Sweet 16 appearance in 1985 and a
year later to its first-ever Elite Eight appearance.
Smith was named SEC Coach of the Year in 1984
and 1988 and was the NABC District Coach of
the Year in 1984. Smith was inducted into the
Alabama Sports Hall of Fame in 2007 and the
Tennessee Sports Hall of Fame in 2020.

» He and his father, Wes, an alum and assistant
coach for the Tigers, are one of 24 known
father-son coach-player combos currently in
NCAA Division I. The list also includes Dan and
Andrew Hurley (UConn), Mike and Antoine
Davis (Detroit Mercy), Penny and Jayden
Hardaway (Memphis), Juwan and Jace Howard
(Michigan), Tom and Steven Izzo (Michigan
State) and Frank and Brandon Martin (South
Carolina) to name a few notable father-sons.

PRESEASON HONORS AND WATCH LIST

» A pair of Tigers appear on some of the
nation’s top watch lists. Freshman Jabari Smith
is a member of the John Wooden Preseason
Top 50 Watch List which identifies 50 players
for national player of the year and all-America
honors. Smith also is on the Karl Malone Award
Watch List which is presented each year to the
country’s top power forward. Sophomore center
Walker Kessler is on the Kareem Abdul-Jabbar
Award Watch List, given annually to the nation’s
top center.

» Allen Flanigan was named to the Coaches’

» The 2020-21 Auburn men’s basketball team was
named a recipient of the National Association of
Basketball Coaches (NABC) Team Academic
Excellence Award. The award, created by the
NABC Committee on Academics, recognizes
outstanding academic achievement by a team
with a cumulative grade point average (GPA) of
3.0 or better. The Tigers earned the award for the
first time since its inception in 2013 and were
one of only two Southeastern Conference teams
to garner recognition, in addition to Tennessee.

SEC IN STRETCH

» Babatunde “Stretch” Akingbola represented
Auburn at this year’s Southeastern Conference
Basketball Leadership Council that was held in
September. The council consisted of one male
representative and one female representative
from each of the SEC’s 14 institutions. The goal
of the leadership council is for student-athletes
to serve as a conduit of communication from
their teams to the conference office on issues re-
