 Auburn’s bench produced a SEC season-high 
18 points in the win over South Carolina, which 
included 9 points from freshman guard Dion 
Wade.

Th e season 
high for points off  the bench is 32 against both 
Jacksonville State (Nov. 19) and Arkansas-Pine

 Auburn connected on 10 3-point fi eld goal 
attempts in its loss at No. 2 Florida, marking the 
third time this season, but the fi rst time in SEC 
play, the team has hit 10 3-pointers (vs. Boston 
College, vs. Arkansas-Pine Bluff ).
 Freshman point guard Tahj Shamsid-Deen 
hit a career-high fi ve threes, four in the fi rst half, 
en route to a career-high-tying 17 points.

  Auburn shot an astounding 41 free throws in 
the win over Mississippi State, hitting 37 of them 
(.902 percent), which was two shy of the school 
record of 39 made free throws against Mississip-
pi State on Jan. 3, 1959. Senior forward Allen 
Payne and junior point guard Malcolm Canada 
were each a perfect 6-for-6 from the line, with all 
of Canada’s shots coming in the fi nal 52 seconds, 
while junior guard KT Harrell was 13-for-14 
and senior guard Chris Denson was 10-for-11.
 Th e .902 percentage marked the second time 
this season Auburn has shot better than 90 per-
cent at the line, with both times coming against 
Mississippi State.

DENSON ON A HISTORIC SEC PACE
 Senior guard Chris Denson has already 
scored 321 points in SEC play through the team’s 
fi rst 15 league games for a 21.4 ppg average. Th at 
is the highest point total for an Auburn player 
through the fi rst 15 league games since Aaron 
Swinson scored 316 points in 1993-94. To put 
that number in perspective, in the last 25 years 
only three times has an Auburn player even fi n-
ished a league season with at least 321 points:

DENSON HOLDS ONTO SCORING LEAD
 Senior guard Chris Denson kept hold of the 
team scoring lead with his 22 points against 
South Carolina, putting his average at 20.4 
ppg, fi rst in the SEC and 19th nationally. He is 
atempting to become Auburn’s fi rst SEC scoring 
champion since Wesley Person averaged 22.2 
ppg in 1993-94. Th e last SEC scoring champion 
to average higher than his 20.4 ppg was South 
Carolina’s Devan Downey in 2009-10 at 22.5 
ppg.

2 FOR 20
 Chris Denson’s 22-point game against South 
Carolina was his 13th 20-point game of the year 
while teammate KT Harrell has had 10, his last 
being a 26-point game against Mississippi State.

BACK-TO-BACK-TO-BACK
 Auburn’s wins over Alabama, Georgia and at 
South Carolina marked the fi rst time Auburn 
had won three straight SEC games since it closed 
out the 2012 SEC season with a 67-52 home win 
over LSU and then won the fi rst two games of 
the 2013 SEC season (LSU, at South Carolina).
 Prior to that the last time Auburn won three 
straight SEC games in the same season was 
when it closed out the 2009 SEC season with 
four straight wins, downing Ole Miss, Missis-
sippi State, Alabama and LSU to fi nish 10-6 in 
league play.

THE TAHJ MAHAL
 Freshman Tahj Shamsid-Deen has been the 
starting point guard in all 26 games and ranks 
among the the best freshman in the league. 
Entering Saturday’s game, his 9.8 ppg is 10th 
among SEC freshman, his .438 fi eld goal per-
centage is eighth among freshmen with at least 
100 fi eld goal attempts, his .337 3-point per-
centage is sixth (min. 50 attempts), his .768 free 
throw percentage seventh (min. 10 attempts), 
his 0.81 steals per game 11th and his 2.92 assists 
per game fourth.

DENSON LIVING AT THE LINE
 Senior guard Chris Denson has scored 78 of 
his 228 combined points (34 percent) over the 
last 10 games at the free throw line and he has 
scored 161 of his 530 points (30 percent) at the 
free throw line. His 244 free throw attempts are 
eighth in the nation and tops in the SEC while 
his 161 makes are tied for 26th nationally. Den-
son needs to attempt 13 more free throws to set 
the Auburn single season record.

STARTERS SUPPLYING ALL THE OFFENSE
 Since the start of SEC play, Auburn’s starting 
fi ve of Asauhn Dixon-Tatum, Allen Payne, KT 
Harrell, Chris Denson and Tahj Shamsid-Deen 
have scored 89 percent of Auburn’s points (943 
out of 1,0672) while playing 74 percent of the 
minutes (2,234 out of 3,000), leaving the bench 
to average just 7.9 ppg.

FOUL SHOT DISCREPENCY
 Auburn has shot just 359 free throws in con-
ference play while its opponents have shot 452 
free throws, putting Auburn at minus-93 in free 
throw attempts in conference play.

 Freshman point guard Tahj Shamsid-Deen’s 
is averaging 10.8 ppg in SEC play, topping the 
10-point mark in 10 out of 15 league games, in-
cluding a career-high 17 points at Mississippi 
State and at No. 2 Florida and 16 points at LSU. 

FIVE FOR 10
 Auburn had fi ve players score in double-dig-
its in the win over Georgia as all fi ve starters 
scored at least 10 points. Th at marked the fi rst 
time Auburn had fi ve players go for 10-plus in 
a game since Dec. 11, 2012 in a win over Gram-
bling and the fi rst time it happened against an 
SEC opponent since a 92-83 win over Arkansas 
on Feb. 20, 2010.

KT PULLING DOUBLE DUTY
 Junior guard KT Harrell recorded his sec-
ond double-double of the season in the win over 
Alabama, scoring 23 points and grabbing a ca-
reer-high 11 rebounds, 10 of them off  the defen-
sive glass. His previous double-double was a 17 
point, 10 rebound game against Murray State on 
Nov. 23, 2013.

DOUBLE DOUBLE-DOUBLE
 Auburn’s front line of senior center Asauhn 
Dixon-Tatum and senior forward Allen Payne 
each recorded double-doubles at Mississippi 
State. Dixon-Tatum had a career-high 13 re-
bounds to go with a career-high-tying 12 points 
while Payne went for 12 points and 10 rebounds, 
his third double-digit rebounding game of the 
season.
 Th e double-double was the second of the sea-
son and third of Payne’s career while it was the 
fi rst in Dixon-Tatum’s career.
 Th e last time Auburn had two players record 
a double-double in the same game was March 5, 
2011, when Kenny Garbriel (16 pts, 11 rebs) and 
Earnest Ross (16 pts, 10 rebs) did it at LSU.

BARBEE IS A HALL OF FAMER
 Head coach Tony Barbee was inducted into 
the UMass Hall of Fame on Sunday, January 26, 
2014. 
 Barbee was a part of four post-season teams 
and two Atlantic-10 championships at UMass. 
He left  UMass as the school’s third all-time lead-
ing scorer.

KT SEEING DOUBLE
 Junior KT Harrell scored in double fi gures in 
each of the fi rst 21 games of the season before 
being held to seven points on 2-for-15 shooting 
by Kentucky. Th e last time an Auburn player 
scored in double digits in each of the fi rst 21 
games of a season was in 2002-03 when Marquis 
Daniels scored 10-plus in all 34 games that sea-

DENSON TRAILING PERSON, SWINSON
 Senior guard Chris Denson’s 530 points in 
the fi rst 26 games are the most by an Auburn 
player over the fi rst 26 games of a season since 
Wesley Person scored 579 (22.3 ppg) over the fi rst 
26 games of the 1993-94 season. He also trails 
Aaron Swinson from that same season as Swin-
son scored 552 (21.2 ppg) over the fi rst 26 games. 
 Th e last Auburn player to fi nish a complete 
season with at least 530 points was Marquis Dan-
iels in 2002-03 (625 pts in 34 games / 18.4 ppg).

TAHJ TAKING CARE OF THE BALL
 Freshman point guard Tahj Shamsid-Deen 
enters Wednesday’s game with a 2.2 as-
sist-to-turnover ratio. On the season he has 
dished out 76 assists against just 34 turnovers 
and over the last 16 games he has 50 assists to 
just 17 turnovers, including a career-best 8 as-
sists against Arkansas-Pine Bluff . His 2.92 assists 
per game is fourth among SEC freshmen.

A-THOM GETS A SCHOLLY
 Freshman walk-on Alex Th ompson was giv-
en a scholarship by head coach Tony Barbee on 
Jan. 14 during the team’s fi lm session prior to the 
game at Tennessee. Th ompson had played in six 
of the fi rst 13 games, averaging 1.5 ppg and 1.3 
rpg following his break-out game against Mis-
souri in which he scored 8 points on 3-for-4 
shooting (2-3 3PT FG).

THOMPSON’S BIG NIGHT
 Freshman Alex Th ompson scored a ca-
reer-best 8 points on 3-for-4 shooting against 
Missouri. Th e 6-8 forward had scored just 1 
point coming into the game, going 0-for-4 from 
the fi eld (0-for-3 from 3-point range). Th omp-
son sank his fi rst bucket, a 3-pointer, to give Au-
burn a 21-19 lead in the fi rst half and fi nished 
2-for-3 from beyond the arc, also grabbing 2 
rebounds in a career-long 22 minutes.

WELCOME TO THE BLOCK PARTY
 Auburn has swatted away 115 shots this sea-
son, with 58 of them coming in SEC play (3.9 
bpg). On the year Auburn’s 4.42 bpg ranks 87th 
nationally.
 Against Arkansas-Pine Bluff , six diff erent 
players recorded at least one block, with Asauhn 
Dixon-Tatum and Matthew Atewe each reject-
ing three. In the following game against Florida 
A&M, Dixon-Tatum and Atewe each had four 
as Auburn blocked 10 Rattler shots. Auburn fol-
lowed that up with a fi ve-block performance at 
Ole Miss and an eight-block game against Mis-
souri.

PAYNE’S FIRST-HALF DOUBLE-DOUBLE
 Senior forward Allen Payne recorded his 
fi rst double-double of the season and the sec-
ond of his career against Florida A&M on Jan. 
4. Payne achieved his double-double in 19 fi rst-
half minutes, scoring 12 points and grabbing 
11 rebounds. He fi nished the night with a ca-

reer-high 13 rebounds, 16 points (1 point shy of 
his career-high) and a career-best 5 assists in 31 
minutes.

THE CHARITY STRIPE GIVETH
 Junior KT Harrell ranks third in the SEC 
in free throw percentage at .863 pct (120-139), 
scoring 25 percent of his points at the free 
throw line. Freshman point guard Tahj Sham-
sid-Deen, is shooting .768 percent from the 
line (43-56), seventh-best among SEC freshmen 
(min. 10 attempts), while senior guard Chris 
Denson has scored 161 of his 530 points (30 pct) 
from the line.
 As a team Auburn is shooting .720 at the line, 
second in the conference, while its opponents 
are shooting .684.

CLEANING THE GLASS
 Auburn pulled down a Tony Barbee-era re-
cord 56 rebounds in the 81-50 win over Florida 
A&M, with senior forward Allen Payne (13) 
recording a career-high and junior point guard 
Malcolm Canada matching his career-best (5). 
Th e team followed that up with a 40 rebound 
performance at Ole Miss, out-rebounding the 
Rebels by 10, including a season-high 19 off en-
sive boards.

HIGH-FLYING TIGERS
 Auburn goes into Saturday’s contest averag-
ing 73.4 ppg as a team, which is the highest the 
team has averaged 26 games into a season since 
it averaged 75.5 ppg en route to a 12-14 record in 
the 2009-10 season.

ATTABOY ATEWE
 Freshman center Matthew Atewe had a ca-
reer night against Arkansas-Pine Bluff , scoring 
a career-high 6 points and pulling down a ca-
reer-high 7 rebounds while also blocking a ca-
reer-best 3 shots.

OWNING THE PAINT
 Auburn is 10-5 when out-scoring opponents 
in the paint and has won the points in the paint 
battle in nine of its 13 wins. 

AUBURN SWEEPS THE ACC
 Auburn swept a pair of ACC foes right be-
fore the Christmas holiday, defeating Clemson, 
66-64, on Dec. 19 and then downing Boston 
College, 77-67, on Dec. 22. Auburn is 111-103 
(.519) all-time against teams currently in the 
ACC.

A PAYNE IN THE GLASS
 Senior forward Allen Payne is currently tied 
for eighth among active SEC players in career 
rebounds with 462 and eighth in career steals 
with 114. In 109 career games, he averages 
4.2 rebounds per game and 1.0 steal per game 
while chipping in 6.5 points per game. During 
his three-plus years at Auburn, he has been the 
team’s leading rebounder 23 times, it’s leading 
scorer seven times and the assists leader nine 
times. He has also collected 24 double-digit 

scoring games. 

OPENING ACTS
 Freshman point guard Tahj Shamsid-Deen 
became the fi rst Auburn freshman to start a 
season-opener since Earnest Ross in 2009-10 
and the fi rst Auburn freshman to start the sea-
son-opener at the point since Quantez Robert-
son in 2005-06. Shamsid-Deen responded by 
scoring fi ve points and dishing out a team-best 
four assists.

AUBURN IN THE AUBURN ARENA
 Auburn is 12-5 at home this season and is 42-
29 (.592) all-time in games played at the Arena, 
including a 29-9 (.763) record in non-confer-
ence games.

HARRELL SEC PLAYER OF THE WEEK
 Junior guard KT Harrell was named the SEC 
Player of the Week on Monday, Dec. 23, aft er he 
helped Auburn to a two-game sweep of ACC 
foes Clemson and Boston College, averaging 
21.5 ppg on .577 pct. shooting from the fi eld and 
.538 pct. shooting from beyond the arc. 
 Against Boston College he scored a ca-
reer-high 29 points on 10-for-17 shooting, 
which include a career-high six 3-pointers, 
which tied for the most-ever 3-pointers made by 
an Auburn player under the direction of Coach 
Tony Barbee. Harrell scored 16 points in 16 min-
utes of action in the fi rst half against BC, hitting 
6-of-7 from the fi eld and 4-for-5 from 3-point 
range. 
 Harrell scored in double-fi gures in each of 
Auburn’s fi rst nine games, the fi rst Auburn play-
er to do that since Korvotney Barber scored in 
double digits in the fi rst 12 games of the 2006-
07 season and the fi rst player in his fi rst year at 
Auburn to do it since Wesley Person scored 10-
plus in the fi rst 14 games of his freshman year of 
1990-91.
 Harrell is Auburn’s fi rst SEC Player of the 
Week since Kenny Gabriel earned the honor on 
March 7, 2011. He is also just the 19th Auburn 
player to be named an SEC Player of the Week.

GRIFFIN LEAVES THE TEAM
 Junior forward Chris Griffi  n decided to 
withdraw from Auburn and immediately pursue 
another educational and basketball opportunity, 
the school announced on Jan. 18 prior to the 
game against Florida.
 Th e school ruled Griffi  n had administratively 
withdrawn from classes on Jan. 17. 

KT’S BIG DEBUT
 Junior KT Harrell had a big debut for Au-
burn, scoring a then- career-high 21 points in 
his fi rst collegiate game since Dec. 21, 2011 
when he was still at Virginia. Before his explo-
sive opener, his previous career high was 20 
points against Oregon on Dec. 17, 2010 when he 
was 8-for-12 from the fi eld and 4-for-6 from the 
free throw line. In his Auburn debut he scored 
Auburn’s fi rst fi ve points, hitting a 3-pointer 15 
seconds into the game and a layup 40 seconds 
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later. He fi nished the game 7-for-13 from the 
fi eld, including 2-for-4 from 3-point range, and 
was 5-for-7 from the free throw line.

 Auburn’s roster includes seven newcomers 
in junior guard KT Harrell, freshman guard 
Dion Wade, freshman point guard Tahj Sham-
sid-Deen, freshman forward Alex Th ompson, 
junior point guard Malcolm Canada, freshman 
center Benas Griciunas and freshman center 
Matthew Atewe.
