» Auburn leads 29-19 in the all-time series with
South Carolina. The Tigers have won the last five-
straight meetings between the two schools.

» Last season, AU swept the regular-season
series with the Gamecocks capped off by an
82-71 victory on Senior Day on March 5, 2022 at
Neville Arena. The Tigers also cut down the nets
postgame to celebrate winning the SEC regular-
season title outright.

» During his time in the SEC at Auburn and
Tennessee, Coach Pearl is 8-3 all-time (.727)
on the road at South Carolina - his best career
road winning percentage in league play next to
Georgia (10-5).

AUBURN IN THE NATIONAL POLLS

» The Tigers climbed five spots to No. 16 in
this week’s Associated Press Top 25 Poll.
They have now been ranked a program-
best tying 30-consecutive weeks in the
AP Poll, which previously occurred from
Dec. 19, 1998 to Feb. 29, 2000 under
then head coach CIiff Ellis. The all-time
school record (AP Poll or Coaches Poll) is
33-consecutive weeks from Dec. 8, 1998
to March 14,2000 in the Coaches Poll. AU
is the 41st program to have two-or-more
streaks of at least 30-consecutive AP Poll
appearances.

» AU was one of 10 schools to be ranked
in the AP Top 25 throughout the 2022
calendar year - one of the goals Auburn
Head Coach Bruce Pearl hoped the
program and team would achieve as it
continues to “Make History.”

ALOOK ATTHE GAMEGOCK

» South Carolina and first-year Head
Coach Lamont Paris had a signature win
beating Kentucky on the road at Rupp
Arena (W, 71-68) on Jan.10.

» Freshman forward Gregory “GG”
Jackson Il is the team’s leading scorer (15.1
ppg) and rebounder (6.6 rpg). A potential
NBA Lottery pick, he is the only freshman
in the league leading his respective team
in both categories.

» The Gamecocks are currently ranked No.
49 nationally and seventh best in the SEC
in offensive rebounds per game (12.17).

» Senior guard Chico Carter Jr. is shooting
48.6 percent (36-of-74) this season from
long range.

» Auburn will have faced all but one
(Missouri) first-year head coach in the
SEC in its first seven games of the season
(Florida, Georgia, Mississippi State, LSU
and South Carolina).

BLOGK PARTY

» Auburn ranks No. 4 nationally and tops in
the SEC in blocks per game (6.0) behind
its two-headed monster: Johni Broome
(13th, 2.5 bpg) and Dylan Cardwell (52nd,
1.7 bpg).

» The Tigers finished the 2020-21 (163)
and 2021-22 seasons (272) as the NCAA
Division | statistical leadersin the category.
They are looking to defend that title in
2022-23.

» AU has made a blocked shot in
71-consecutive games.

» Auburn has six former players currently playing in the NBA or NBA G League
including No. 3 overall draft pick Jabari Smith, who recorded his first career
double-double with 13 points and 11 rebounds with the Houston Rockets versus
the Milwaukee Bucks on Oct. 22. Meanwhile, Utah Jazz big man Walker Kessler
tallied 20 points, 21 rebounds and two blocks against the Minnesota Timberwolves
on Jan. 16 to become the first rookie in franchise history to record a 20-20 double-
double. Kessleris also the first rookie in the NBA to achieve that feat since 2014.

» The Tigers will return home next week to host second-place Texas A&M, who
remains an unbeaten 5-0 in conference play along with Alabama (6-0), on Jan. 25
at Neville Arena. AU is currently tied for third with Tennessee (5-1) in the latest SEC
standings.

» Auburn now holds the title of boasting the nation’s longest home-court win
streak at 28 games. Gonzaga lost to Loyola Marymount, 68-67, on Thursday night,
which snapped a previous best of 76-consecutive games won at The Kennel in
Spokane, Wash.

» The Jungle has proven to be one of the toughest home venues in all of college
basketball. UCLA is currently the next closest with a 19-game win streak playing at
Pauley Pavilion (13,800 capacity), where the Bruins are averaging 8,325 fans per
game.

» Allen Flanigan grabbed seven of the team’s 22 first-half rebounds at LSU. He
ended the night with eight points and seven rebounds.

» Lior Berman was one of AU’s leading scorers in the first half with five of his
career-high tying eight points on 3-of-4 shooting from the field in the ballgame
at LSU.

» Junior guard Wendell Green Jr. (84.5%) is one of five players shooting 70 percent or better when going to the line this season along with Jaylin
Williams (73.7%), K.D. Johnson (76.0%), Chris Moore (75.9%) and Allen Flanigan (73.7%).

» The Tigers shot 77.3 percent from the charity stripe against Arkansas on Jan. 7 - their third-best percentage of the season behind the Memphis
(79.2%) and USC games (79.2%).

DENY THE THREE

» Auburn held Mississippi State to O-for-18 shooting from beyond the arc on Jan. 14. It was the first time this season to hold an opponent to zero threes
made.

» The Tigers currently rank No. 3 nationally in 3-point field-goal percentage defense holding opponents to 25.1% from beyond the arc behind Tennessee
(21.7%) and Houston (24.9%).

» They also most recently denied No. 13-ranked Arkansas to just 2-of-16 from three (12.5%) on Jan. 7 as well as USF (2-o0f-14,14.3%) and Texas Southern
(1-of-11, 9.1%) in non-conference play.

» Auburn has had 10-straight capacity crowds of 9,121 this season. The Tigers also boast 33-consecutive regular-season capacity crowds (minus the
COVID season in 2020-21).

» The Tigers have sold out season tickets every season under Coach Pearl making a seat in Neville Arena the toughest and hottest ticket in town.

» For the first time in Neville Arena history, Auburn sold out 16-of-16 regular-season home games during the 2021-22 season. The Tigers were one of
only nine schools to sell out all of its home games next to Arkansas, Dayton, Duke, Gonzaga, Grand Canyon, Michigan State, Purdue and Villanova.

PLAVER T0 WATCH: WENDELL GREEN IR

» Wendell Green Jr. recorded his fourth-straight double-figure game in SEC play with 14 points including another perfect night from the free throw
line (3-for-3) at LSU on Jan. 18. He has now gone 23-for-23 over the last four SEC games for the Tigers including his last two makes against then No.
13-ranked Arkansas on Jan.7. Green Jr.is shooting a league-best 84.5 percent from the charity stripe this season. Danjel Purifoy, amember of Auburn’s
2019 NCAA Final Four team, made 27-straight free throws during his redshirt freshman season from Nov. 23, 2016 to Dec. 18, 2016, to tie the school
record for most consecutive free throws made with Frankie Sullivan in 2009-10.

Auburn Head Coach Bruce Pearl enters his ninth season on The Plains.

He has guided the Tigers to over 150 wins in eight seasons, the program’s
first-ever No. 1ranking in both national polls and a memorable run to the
NCAA Final Fourin 2019.

Pearl’s accomplishments also include three Southeastern Conference
Regular Season Championships, one SEC Tournament Championship
and four NCAA Tournament berths with the Tigers.

Last season, Auburn posted a 28-6 overall record - the third-most wins
in school history, turned in the program’s first-ever undefeated season
at home at Neville Arena (16-0) and earned a No. 2 seed in the NCAA
Tournament.

The Tigers finished the historic campaign ranked No. 8 in the final
Associated Press Poll and No. 14 in the final USA TODAY/Coaches Poll.
They also finished No. 13 overall in the final NCAA Men'’s Basketball NET
Rankings.

The postseason saw two of its very own drafted in the NBA First Round
with All-American Jabari Smith being selected No. 3 overall by the
Houston Rockets and All-American Walker Kessler selected No. 22
overall by the Memphis Grizzlies (traded to Minnesota Timberwolves and
Utah Jazz).

Smith took home National Freshman of the Year honors, while Kessler
was tabbed National Defensive Player of the Year. Both joined Chuma
Okeke (No. 16 overall in 2019), Isaac Okoro (No. 5 overall in 2020), JT
Thor (No. 37 overall in 2021) and Sharife Cooper (No. 48 overall in 2021)
as Tigers drafted into the NBA and developed by Pearl and his coaching
staff.

Off-the-court, Auburn was one of six NCAA Division | men'’s basketball
programs to finish in the Top 25 of the Final Associated Press Top 25 Poll
and achieve a 3.0 or higher team grade-point average. during the 2021-
22 season.

The Tigers were among nine schools to sell out all of its home games
during the 2021-22 season.

Since he arrived at Auburn for the 2014-15 season, Pearl has produced
one of the biggest turnarounds in the college basketball landscape. Prior
to his arrival, Auburn has an average RPI of 191.8.

In the past four seasons, the Tigers finished their campaign 16th, 13th,
27th and 11th respectively in the final RPI.

His teams have been just as successful off the court as Auburn has had 31
graduates since 2014 - the most in the SEC.

The 2018-19 season was arguably the greatest season in Auburn
basketball history. The Tigers won 30 games for the first time ever en
route to becoming the first team from the state of Alabama to reach the
Final Four.
