›› Auburn Arena is in its å fth season as home of Auburn Volleyball. The Tigers are 40-26 since moving to the Arena in 2013. The facility seats 
approximately 2,000 fans for volleyball and 9,121 for basketball.
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FIRST SERVE
››  The Auburn volleyball team (12-8, 5-6) welcomes rival 
Alabama to Auburn Arena for a Wednesday night tilt, Nov. 1. 
The Tigers and the Crimson Tide will face off for the first time 
this year at 7 p.m. CT in Auburn Arena and the match will be 
broadcast live on SEC Network. 
››  Auburn has an all-time record of 633-624-4 (.502) in its 
46th full season of volleyball. The Tigers hold a 174-304 record 
in SEC play.
››  Head Coach Rick Nold stands at 105-97 in his seventth 
season on the Plains and is tied for the second-winningest coach 
in Auburn volleyball history.
››  Auburn's 2017 schedule features nine 2016 NCAA 
Tournament participants.
››  The Tiger roster features four seniors, two juniors, four 
sophomores, and four freshmen. 

LAST TIME OUT
››  Auburn used a collective effort to earn a 3-1 (20-25, 
29-27, 25-18, 25-22) win at South Carolina Sunday night in the 
Carolina Volleyball Center, snapping a five-match skid. 
››   Junior Brenna McIlroy led the way with a season-high 17 
kills to go with 17 digs for her fifth double-double of the season. 
››   Freshman Anna Stevenson of Laurens, S.C., had a career 
day for the Tigers, having 13 kills and eight blocks. 
››   Sophomore Shaina White added 12 kills in the match.
››   Senior setter Alexa Filley recorded her 13th double-double 
of the season with 48 assists and 12 digs, adding two blocks for 
the Tigers. 
››   Senior libero Jesse Earl finished with 14 digs and three 
service aces, while sophomore Karis Beasley totaled eight digs 
and two aces. 
››   Sophomore Gwyn Jones set a career-best with five blocks 
on the day and freshman Payton White chipped in nine digs.

UP NEXT
››  Following a much-earned, week-long break from 
competition, the Tigers host a pair of SEC opponents in Auburn 
Arena. The Tigers will welcome Tennessee to the Plains for a 
Thursday-night match, Nov. 9, starting at 7 p.m. CT. Auburn 
follows with a rematch with No. 6 Kentucky, Nov. 12, in Auburn 
Arena starting at 1:30 p.m. CT. Both matches will be streamed 
live on SEC Network+. 

SCOUTING ALABAMA
››  The Alabama Crimson Tide enter the week at 16-8 overall 
with a 4-6 mark in SEC competition. The Tide is coming off a 

sweep of Mississippi State (Oct. 27) in Starkville. 
›› Alabama was selected to å nish 10th in the SEC according 
to the Preseason Coaches' Poll.
›› Junior libero Quincey Gary is among the league's best in 
the back row, ranking third with a 4.57 digs/set average. Her 
4.38 mark in SEC-only play is fourth. 
›› Senior Leah Lawrence is exceling both offensively and 
defensively for the Tide. Her 1.11 blocks/set average on the 
season is ninth in the conference, while her 2.51 kills/set is 
second on the team. 
›› In addition, Lawrence's .29 aces/set average is eighth in 
the SEC.
›› Freshman setter Meghan Neelon comes in fifth in the SEC 
with a 10.14 assists average. 
›› Sophomore Ginger Perinar's 3.08 kills/set mark leads the 
team.

››  Be Auburn's second-straight win over the Crimson Tide at 
home.
››  Be Auburn's sixth SEC victory of the season. 

AUBURN-ALABAMA SERIES
››  Alabama leads the series with a 46-31 record, dating back 
to 1974.
››  The storied series has been streaky for both teams 
throughout the years - the Tide went 15-3 in the 70s, Auburn was 
16-4 in the 90s, Alabama was 12-2 in the early 00s.
››  Auburn snapped a long Alabama winning streak in 2009 
and captured five-straight Ws until 2012. 

RPI RANKING
››  The Tigers hold onto the No. 41 spot in this week's RPI 
Report. The squad faced a challenging non-conference slate to 
start the season. 
››  Auburn has faced nine teams in the Top 50 so far this year 
and has wins against No. 39 NC State and No. 45 Arkansas.

SEC PLAYER OF THE WEEK
››  Brenna McIlroy won both SEC Player and Offensive Player 
of the Week honors for her performance against South Carolina, 
the league office announced Monday. 
››  Both recognitions are the first in McIlroy’s career. The 
Garland, Texas, product was named SEC Freshman of the Week 
three times in 2015.

Inside the Matchup

PACING THE OFFENSE
››  Setter Alexa Filley is among the best in the SEC in assists 
so far this season, ranking fourth overall with a 10.72 assists/set 
average. 
››  Her assists average this season ranks å rst in Auburn single-
season history (rally scoring only). She holds the top four spots on 
the list (see page 11). 
››  In Auburn's match vs. Missouri (Sept. 29), Filley moved up 
to No. 2 on the program's career assists list and surpassed Janel 
Newkirk (1989-92) for the second slot. Piper Craig (1995-98) 
holds the top spot with 5,053, while Filley has 4,443 helpers to her 
credit. 

BACK ROW HUSTLE
››  The Auburn back row ranks fourth in the SEC with a 15.61 
digs/set average, while the team's 15.67 mark in conference-only 
play is tied for second. 
››  Senior Jesse Earl is averaging 5.04 digs/set to rank first in 
the conference and is No. 35 nationally. Her 5.37 digs/set in SEC 
play is also first in the league. She has totaled double-digit digs in 
19 of Auburn's 20 matches this year. 
››  In addition, Earl has totaled 20+ digs in eight matches this 
year, including a career-high 36 digs at Tennessee Wednesday, Oct. 
4.
››  Earl set a new Auburn single-season record in 2016 with 
612 digs on the year, while her 4.98 digs/set was also a program 
best. Her 1,511 career digs rank second in Auburn history. 
›› ››  Joining Earl in the back is sophomore Karis Beasley and 
freshman Payton White. White is fourth on the squad with a 1.88 
digs/set average, while Beasley is averaging 1.71 digs/set 
››  Alexa Filley is second on the team in digs this season with 
a 2.78 average. She is third in the conference with 13 double-
doubles (assists/digs) this year. 

AMONG THE SEC BEST
››  Auburn is averaging 1.33 aces/set both overall and against 
SEC-only opponents. That mark ranks second in both categories in 
the league. 
››  Offensively, Auburn is fourth in kills/set overall and is 
averaging 13.55 kills/set on the season. The team's 13.51 mark 
vs. the league is fifth.
››  The team is fourth in assists with a 12.74 average. 

OPTIONS IN THE MIDDLE
››  Sophomore Shaina White is fourth in the conference and 
No. 34 nationally in hitting efficiency, having 203 kills on the year 

with a .390 attack percentage. She set a career-high at Tennessee 
with 19 kills. 
››  White is also second on the team in blocks with 44 on 
the year. She tallied a career-best seven blocks in the team's 
conference opener at Ole Miss (Sept. 22, W 3-1).
››  Freshman Anna Stevenson has played in all but one match 
for the Tigers and is leading the team with 49 blocks this season. 
Stevenson set a career-high in both kills and blocks at South 
Carolina (Oct. 29), having 13 strikes and eight stuffs. 
››  Sophomore Gwyn Jones and senior Macy Reece have been 
splitting time at middle and on the outside for the Tigers. Jones has 
been successful on the right side, while also contributing at middle. 
She is third on the team with a 2.66 kills/set average and has 202 
on the season. 
››  Reece is another versatile member of the squad by also 
exceling on the outside. She has a 1.67 kills/set average for the 
Tigers, setting a season-best vs. the Seminoles with 14 kills. 

OUTSIDE EXPERIENCE
››  Junior Brenna McIlroy, a 5-11 junior from Garland, Texas, 
leads the team with 211 kills and a 2.78 average. 
››  In addition to her ability offensively, she is also a strong 
member in the back row. With five double-doubles this year, she is 
third on the team in digs with 200 and a 2.63 average.  
››  Senior Courtney Crable has brought a powerful swing to the 
left side and has earned three-straight starting spots for the Tigers.  
››  Crable totaled back-to-back 10-kill performances (at 
Tennessee; at Kentucky) and followed with a season-best 13 at 
Texas A&M. She is averaging 1.55 kills/set over 53 sets played 
this year.
››  Standing at 6-1, Crable is 88 kills away from 1,000 in her 
time here at Auburn.

NOLD CONTINUES TO CLIMB
››  In his seventh season at Auburn, head coach Rick Nold has a 
105-97 overall record on the Plains. Nold became the third coach 
in program history to record 100 or more wins with the Tigers 
after Auburn swept Clemson, Sept. 9, 2017. 
››  With his 105th win at South Carolina Sunday, he moved into 
a tie for second-winningest coach in Auburn volleyball history.

Rick Nold enters his seventh season as Auburn’s head volleyball coach in 2017 
after being named the 10th head coach in program history on April 10, 2011. 
In his six seasons on the Plains, Nold has put together an 105-97 overall record 
(.520). He enters the season with a career winning percentage of .587 in 16 
years as a collegiate head coach, having a 277-195 mark.

Auburn had one of its best å nishes in the SEC in 2016, going 9-9 and å nishing 
tied for å fth overall. The league å nish was the best for the program since 
2010 as the squad went 15-16 overall. Jesse Earl and Alexa Filley were named 
All-SEC and honored by the AVCA All-South region. Earl and Filley both reached 
1,000 career digs as juniors and Earl's path to that total marked the fasted by 
any Tiger in program history. Gwyn Jones picked up SEC All-Freshman honors, 
marking the second-straight season a Tiger has been recognized.

The 2015 season was an exciting one for the young Tiger team as the squad 
went 18-12 overall and came in sixth in the conference with an 10-8 mark. 
The team upped its defensive presence from the previous season and å nished 
second overall among SEC opponents with a 15.62 digs/set average. Freshman 
Brenna McIlroy earned SEC All-Freshman accolades, marking the å rst time 
since 2010 that a Tiger newbie was honored by the league. Stephanie Campbell 
was named the SEC Scholar-Athlete of the Year – the fourth honor in program 
history. Auburn’s 3-2 win over then-No. 11 Florida was the team’s å rst win 
over a nationally-ranked opponent since 2013 and snapped a 41-match losing 
streak to the Gators. Auburn å nished 11-3 at home in Auburn Arena.

The Tigers å nished 19-11 during the 2013 season, tying for sixth in the SEC 
with a 10-8 conference record. The 10 victories in SEC play were the most by 
the Tigers since 2010 and just the second time in the last 15 years that Auburn 
posted 10 wins in league action. Nold also guided the Tigers to their å rst-ever 
win over a top-10 opponent, knocking off No. 10 Nebraska, 3-1.

His second season (2012) saw a six-match improvement from his å rst as he 
took the Tigers from an 11-19 mark (5-15 SEC) in 2011 to a 17-13 record 
(8-12 SEC) in 2012. He led the Tigers to nine straight wins to open the season, 
the second-longest winning streak in program history. Nold also picked up his 
200th career head coaching victory on Nov. 4 with a 3-1 win over Georgia.

During his time at Auburn, Nold’s players have re-written the Tigers’ record 
book. Camila Jersonsky å nished her career as Auburn’s all-time leader in 
hitting percentage (.355), while also ranking in the top-10 in program history 
with 368 total blocks, 317 block assists, blocks per set and solo blocks. 

Nold came to Auburn after directing Jacksonville State to unprecedented 
heights during his nine-year tenure, winning three regular season conference 
titles, three conference tournament titles and making three NCAA postseason 
appearances. He compiled an overall record of 172-98, while posting an 
impressive 107-42 (72 percent) mark in league games.
