» With six games remaining in conference play, every game is crucial from here on out as Auburn
(17-8,7-5 SEC) fights to remain in consideration for a postseason NCAA Tournament bid. Missouri
(19-6,7-5 SEC) comes to town on Valentine’s Day as one of the hottest teams in the league having
won five of its last six after beating No. 6-ranked Tennessee on a buzzer beater, 86-85, on Feb. 11
in Knoxuville.

» AU is currently in a three-way tie for fourth with Kentucky and Missouri in the latest SEC
standings with 7-5 marks. Tuesday’s game could decide as high as third place with a win.

» Auburn is No. 35 (2-6 vs. Quad 1) in the latest NET rankings along with Missouri at No. 45 (4-6
vs. Quad 1). The Tigers’ two Quad 1 wins include Northwestern, who upset No. 1 Purdue over the
weekend, and Arkansas.

» Wendell Green Jr. scored a game-and season-high 24 points behind 4-of-9 shooting from
beyond the arc and 6-for-8 from the free throw line against Alabama on Feb. 11. It was his fifth
20-point game of the season and 17th of his career. It was also the first time since his freshman
season at Eastern Kentucky to turn in back-to-back 20-point games (four in a row twice in 2020~
21). He became the first AU player since Jabari Smith to register back-to-back 20-point games in
SEC play.

» Four of the Tigers’ last six games have been decided in single digits - at West Virginia (-3), at
Tennessee (-3), at Texas A&M (-5) and vs. Alabama (-8).

» Auburn has compiled a 53-31 winning record (.631) in conference play over the last five years
and have finished fourth or higher three of the last four seasons winning the regular-season
championship title outright in 2022.

» Auburn and Missouri are tied 6-6 in the all-time
series between the two schools. The Tigers have
won two straight in the series and are 2-1 when
playing Mizzou on their home court.

» Last season, the Tigers escaped Mizzou Arena
with a 55-54 road victory on Feb. 25,2022, as the
top-ranked teamintheland.K.D.Johnson scored
17 points including five straight in the final minute
and a half of regulation to thwart the upset bid.

» All games in the series have occurred during
Missouri’s membership in the SEC.

DIDEBARS

» Auburn is 5-1this season against first-year head
coaches at their respective schools in the SEC
including Florida (1-0), Georgia (1-1), Mississippi
State (1-0), LSU (1-0) and South Carolina (1-0).

» Missouri Associate Head Coach Charlton “CY”
Young is the husband of former Auburn women’s
basketball All-American Carolyn Jones-Young

(1988-91). Her retired number hangs
in the rafters of Neville Arena. Their
youngest daughter, Audia, is a freshman
on the women'’s team under Head Coach
Johnnie Harris. Audia was classmates with
freshman Tre Donaldson at Florida State
University High School.

AUBURN IN THE NATIONAL POLLS

» The Tigers are receiving votes in this
week’s Associated Press Top 25 Poll
and USA TODAY Coaches Poll. They
were previously ranked a program-best
32-consecutive weeks in the AP Poll. The
previous school record was 30 weeks
from Dec. 19,1998 to Feb. 29, 2000 under
then head coach Cliff Ellis. The all-time
school record (AP Poll or Coaches Poll) is
33-consecutive weeks from Dec. 8, 1998
to March 14, 2000 in the Coaches Poll. AU
is the 41st program to have two-or-more
streaks of at least 30-consecutive AP Poll
appearances.

» AU was one of 10 schools to be ranked
in the AP Top 25 throughout the 2022
calendar year - one of the goals Auburn
Head Coach Bruce Pearl hoped the
program and team would achieve as it
continues to “Make History.”

» Missouri is receiving votes in both the AP and Coaches Poll this week. The Tigers received 114 points, just three votes shy of Florida Atlantic for the
final spot in the AP Top 25.

» Mizzou boasts the 13th-best scoring offensein the country averaging 82.1 points per game. Itis also second only to Maryland-Eastern Shore averaging
10.6 steals per game behind graduate guard D’'Moi Hodges’ 2.4 spg. He is one of four players on the roster, who transferred from Cleveland State with
Head Coach Dennis Gates.

» The Tigers also rank No. 16 nationally and second in the SEC in bench points per game (28.6) as well as No. 12 in fastbreak points (Ist in SEC, 14.9).

He has guided the Tigers to over 150+ winsin eight seasons, the program’s
first-ever No. 1ranking in both national polls and a memorable run to the
NCAA Final Fourin 2019.

Pearl’s accomplishments also include three Southeastern Conference
Regular Season Championships, one SEC Tournament Championship
and four NCAA Tournament berths with the Tigers.

Last season, Auburn posted a 28-6 overall record - the third-most wins
in school history, turned in the program’s first-ever undefeated season
at home at Neville Arena (16-0) and earned a No. 2 seed in the NCAA
Tournament.

The Tigers finished the historic campaign ranked No. 8 in the final
Associated Press Poll and No. 14 in the final USA TODAY/Coaches Poll.
They also finished No. 13 overall in the final NCAA Men'’s Basketball NET
Rankings.

The postseason saw two of its very own drafted in the NBA First Round
with All-American Jabari Smith being selected No. 3 overall by the
Houston Rockets and All-American Walker Kessler selected No. 22
overall by the Memphis Grizzlies (traded to Minnesota Timberwolves and
Utah Jazz).

Smith took home National Freshman of the Year honors, while Kessler
was tabbed National Defensive Player of the Year.
