RReeccaappppiinngg  LLaasstt  WWeeeekkeenndd
The Tigers visited the Magnolia state last weekend for matches with
Mississippi State and Ole Miss.  After defeating the Bulldogs and
Rebels in 2004 in Mississippi, the Tigers were ready to make a
sweep again in 2005.  Auburn played with a new lineup against both
teams and was unable to make it a repeat as MSU and Ole Miss
each won in three games.  

SSeerriieess  HHiissttoorryy
The Tigers and Vols have met 22 times since 1987 and UT holds the
series advantage, 13-9, over Auburn.  Tennessee has won in every
meeting since the 1998 match in Auburn.  Prior to this, AU had
claimed the previous five matches.  When playing Tennessee in
Auburn, the Tigers have been successful, picking up 7 of 12 wins.  

Auburn will look to pick up its seventh all-time win over South
Carolina on Sunday as the Gamecocks has the series lead 11-6.  The
last time AU defeated South Carolina was the 1995 match in
Auburn.  Tiger head coach Laura Farina will look to pick her first win
over both Tennessee and South Carolina this weekend.

Sophomore middle blocker Whitney Jacob will look to continue her
streak of starting every match since joining the program in 2005.
Jacob started all 27 matches last season and has continued this
into this season with 12 consecutive starts.  Jacob currently leads
the team in service aces with 23 in 2005.

Junior Julie Bosler is tied for No. 7 (with Terri Duckworth, 1987-88)
on the all-time solo blocks list with 49. Bosler one shy away from
moving into sixth and needs only nine more to break into the top-
five.

Senior libero Bailey Veit moved into the all-time record books in digs
after turning in 23 last weekend at the Mississippi matches.  Veit is
No. 10 on the list with 856 as she surpassed Rani Whitson (824).

SSccoouuttiinngg  TTeennnneesssseeee
The Lady Vols boast a 10-6, 3-2 SEC, record and are ranked
No. 3 in the Eastern division.  UT last match was on Oct. 9
at Georgia where the Lady Vols swept UGA.  Prior to that,
UT faced No. 5 Florida in Gainesville (Florida won in three).
Tennessee’s only other conference loss came from LSU on
Sept. 25 (in three).

Sophomore Yuliya Stoyanova leads the Tennessee offense
with 226 kills (4.71 KPG) and this ranks her second on the
SEC list for kills this season.  Senior Amy Morris leads the
team with 183 digs (4.36 DPG) with senior Julie Knytych in
a close second with 135.  

The Lady Vols are second in the conference (overall) in hit-
ting percentage with .268 and is also in the No. 2 spot for
SEC matches (.278). UT leads the SEC in conference match
kills with 259 (17.27 KPG).  

The team returns six starters from the 2004 team that
tied for the SEC regular season title and added five new-
comers.  Head coach Rob Patrick is in his ninth season at UT.  

SSccoouuttiinngg  SSoouutthh  CCaarroolliinnaa
South Carolina owns a 9-7, 2-4 (SEC) record entering the
Alabama match on Friday night.  The Gamecocks conference
losses came from #5 Florida on Oct. 9, Georgia, Arkansas
and LSU.  The team defeated Ole Miss and Miss. State.  

Junior Shonda Cole is the clear leader on offense with 286 kills (4.54 KPG) which
ranks her just behind UT’s Stoyanova for third in the SEC.  Senior Sarah Morgan and
freshman Dinelia Concepcion have combined for 353 digs this season.  

Last season South Carolina went 12-15 (5-11 SEC) and finished fourth in the Eastern
division.  The team returned seven starters and added three newcomers.  Nancy
Somera is in her second year at South Carolina this season.

Freshman Alison Jacobs is No. 2 in conference match assists
with the 54 she put up versus the LadyBacks.

It was the reverse of last season in that both
the Mississippi teams won.  Going into MSU on
Friday night we played very hard and did so in
both matches.  Against MSU we were always
coming from behind and putting up as many
points as we could to catch up or take the lead.
We just weren’t able to capitalize on some
errors that they made or some opportunities
that we had.  Miss. State had a very good
game plan against us that we had prepared our
team for but we just weren’t able to execute it.
The same thing happened on Sunday at Ole
Miss. Right now we have too many players that
are are playing to large a role for what they are
prepared to do because we have some injures
right now. What has been great about this
team is that their effort and concentration
has been good, we just just have problems exe-
cuting at the right time.   I think they feel like
they have to play to perfectly to make it work
and that causes more errors and less risk-tak-
ing. We have to get them loosened up a bit this
week and get their confidence back.

There was constant pressure from MSUs serv-
ing as they have six players now who take
advantage of that extended serving space.  We
did as much preparation as we could for that in
our facility and had two opportunities on their
court for the team to get to see the distance
that the serve has to travel. I think the team
was confident going in but they had this con-
stant feeling of not being in sync in the match.
That wears on a young team because it makes
you have to concentrate more and we just
fatigued a lot faster, mentally, that we would
have under different conditions.

TThhee  LLaauurraa  FFaarriinnaa  FFiillee......

Beginning her fourth season leading the Auburn volleyball program

is Laura Farina. Named the Tigers’ eighth head coach on March

29, 2002, the 36- year-old Farina is in the process of returning the

program back to the prominence it once enjoyed during late 1990’s.

Farina's rebuilding process took a major step toward solidifying the

foundation during the 2004 campaign as the Tigers collected six con-

ference wins, the most for the Tigers since the 1999 season. Auburn’s

trip to the SEC post-season was also its first since 1999 as the

Tigers battled eventual SEC Tournament Champion Tennessee through

a tough four-game match. Throughout the course of the season,

Farina’s recruits began to show why they were so highly sought after

with the culmination coming in late November when freshman Whitney

Jacob was named to the SEC’s All-Freshman team.

In her second year as head coach, she guided the Tigers to an incredible nine-win turnaround,

posting 10 wins following consecutive one-win seasons for the program. With the change in record

was a renewed enthusiasm for Auburn volleyball.

Farina came to the Plains after a three-year stay at Marquette University in Milwaukee, Wis.,

where she took over a Golden Eagle team that had won just 11 matches in the year prior to her

first year on the job. During her stint in Milwaukee, her teams collected two 18-plus win seasons

as well as two sixth-place finishes in Conference USA. Farina’s first year at the helm in 1999 saw

MU go 18-13 for a .581 winning percentage, the best by a Marquette team since 1985. The Golden

Eagles’ 9-7 C-USA record also represented MU’s highest number of conference wins since joining

the league in 1995.

The Strasburg, Ill., native has coached a SEC All-Freshman selection, seven All-Conference

USA players, one all-region selection and 15 of her players have earned all-academic honors dur-

ing her tenure.

Prior to her arrival at Marquette, Farina spent six seasons (1993-98) at Michigan State

where she served as the first assistant coach. During her time with the Spartans, Farina helped

build a program that won Big Ten Championships in 1995 and 1996, made five consecutive NCAA

Tournament Championships (1994-98) and was a NCAA national semifinalist in 1995. She devel-

oped and implemented the team’s national recruiting strategy that enabled the Spartans to land

six Fabulous 50 recruits during that span.

Farina went to Michigan State after a year as a teacher and coach of the Mile High Volleyball

Club in Denver, Colo. During the summer of 1998, she toured Europe with the American

Management Group (AMG), which exposed college players to international volleyball.

Farina, the former Laura Bush, led Illinois to four straight NCAA Tournament appearances as a

player including back-to-back trips to the national semifinal in 1987 and 1988. A two-time

Academic All-American, Farina was also named to the AVCA/Russell All-America Second Team in

1989. She was named the Illinois Female Athlete of the Year in 1990 and still ranks among the

top 10 in several Illini all-time categories, including career aces and digs.

Farina received her bachelor’s degree in English from Illinois in 1992 and her master’s in stu-

dent affairs administration from Michigan State in 1998. Farina was married to John Farina on

May 25, 1996. The couple resides in Auburn.
