SETTING THE STAGE

The Auburn Tigers (17-9) will make their 20th appearance in the NCAA Men'’s Tennis Championship as
they travel to Urbana, lll., for the first and second rounds of the tournament. The Tigers will face Drake
(24-2) in the tournament’s opening round at noon CT on Friday, May 11. With a win, Auburn would face
the winner of 16th-seeded lllinois (17-7) and Western Michigan (17-11). The second-round match will
take place at 2 p.m. Saturday, May 12. All matches will take place at the Khan Outdoor Tennis Complex on
the campus of the University of lllinois.

QUICK HITTERS

« This is Auburn’s 63rd year of fielding a varsity men’s tennis team. The Tigers have an all-time dual match
record of 722-550 (.568).

« Auburn is making its 20th NCAA Tournament appearance and 13th in a row. Auburn has been to the
NCAA Tournament 18 of the last 19 seasons.

- Head Coach Eric Shore is in his 22nd season at Auburn, where he has a career record of 304-240 (.559).
He won his 300th career match this year with a 7-0 win over UCF on March 16.

- Last season the Tigers finished with a 16-10 dual match record and advanced to the NCAA 2nd round.

« Auburn’s 17 wins this season marks the team’s highest victory total since 2002.

« Senior Alex Stamchev broke the school’s all-time records for career doubles victories and combined
wins during the 2012 season.

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ABOUT THE TIGERS

Auburn has surpassed its 2011 dual match season win to-
tal with at least one match left to play. Earlier this season,
head coach Eric Shore earned his 300th career victory with
a7-0 defeat of Central Florida on March 16.

Senior Alex Stamchev has led the way from the No.
2 singles position where he has racked up a 24-10 record.
Combined with his 23-8 mark in doubles, he has 47 wins this
season. He and junior Andreas Mies have been one of the
most formidable doubles teams in the country, amassing
a 12-4 overall record, including a 5-3 mark in SEC play. In
singles, Mies is 26-9 with a 14-6 mark in dual play at the
No. 1 spot.

The bottom of the lineup has come up in a big way for Au-
burn this year as Lukas Ollert (15-9), Lucas Lopasso (15-6
dual), and Michael Wardell (5-3 dual) have made a huge
impact at the Nos. 4-6 positions. Daniel Cochrane has
turned in strong play of late, clinching the Tigers’ win over
Vanderbilt, and Dennis Lengsfeld is back in the singles
lineup after spending more than a month recovering from
injury.

AUBURN IN THE NCAA TOURNAMENT

Auburn has qualified for its 13th straight NCAA Tourna-
ment and the 20th in program history. The Tigers have an
all-time record of 21-19 in the tournament. A total of 18 of
those 20 appearances have come in the 22 seasons under
head coach Eric Shore.

The Tigers have advanced to the second round in each
of the last five seasons. Auburn has twice advanced to the
national quarterfinals with those trips coming in 1998 and
2002.

LAST TIME IN THE NCAA TOURNAMENT

The No. 23 Auburn men’s tennis team concluded its 2010-
11 season after falling to No. 6 Georgia, 4-0, in the second
round of the NCAA Regional at the Dan Magill Tennis Center
in Athens, Ga. With the loss, the Tigers finish the season 16-
10.

In doubles, Georgia’s Wil Spencer and Drake Bernstein
raced past Auburn’s Lucas Lopasso and Rafael Rondino, 8-1,
on court three. On court two, the Bulldogs’ No. 88 Sadio
Doumbia and Ignacio Taboada edged out the Tigers’ Alex
Stamchev and Andreas Mies, 8-6, to win the doubles point.

In singles, the Bulldogs' Hernus Pieters defeated Auburn’s
Michael Wardell, 6-2, 6-1, on court six, giving Georgia a 2-0
advantage. On court four, UGA's Drake Bernstein stonewalled

Auburn’s Daniel Cochrane, 6-0, 6-4. The Bulldogs would
clinch the match after Ignacio Taboada topped Auburn’s Ra-
fael Rondino on court five, 6-3, 6-4.

Auburn won its first round match 4-1 over UNC Wilming-
ton. to advance to the second round for the fifth straight
season.

SERIES HISTORY VS. DRAKE

Auburn and Drake have met once in men’s tennis com-
petition in the 61 years Auburn has had a program. The
two teams met March 20, 1994, at the Blue-Gray Classic in
Montgomery, Ala. There, the Tigers took a 7-0 victory over
the Bulldogs.

SERIES HISTORY VS. ILLINOIS

The Tigers and Fighting Illini have met twice with each
team claiming one victory. The two teams first met early
in the 1975 season with lllinois claiming a 7-2 victory. The
last meeting came May 23, 1998, in the Round of 16 at the
NCAATournament in Athens, Ga. That day, Auburn claimed a
4-0 victory to advance to the NCAA quarterfinals for the first
time in program history.

WOULD BE A FIRST

If the second round match ends up pitting Auburn against
Western Michigan, it would be the first meeting between
the two schools in men’s tennis.

STAMCHEV, MIES SELECTED FOR NCAA INDIVIDUALS

Andreas Mies earned a bid to the NCAA Singles Champion-
ship, and the team of Mies and senior Alex Stamchev will
compete in the NCAA Doubles Championship, the NCAA an-
nounced last week.

The singles and doubles tournaments will begin Wednes-
day, May 23, following the conclusion of the NCAA team
championships at the Dan Magill Tennis Center in Athens,
Ga.

The doubles team of Mies and Stamchev climbed as high
as No. 6 in the national rankings after a stellar fall season,
then again cracked the nation’s top 10 after their strong play
during the SEC campaign. With a 12-4 overall record in 2011-
12 (8-3 in dual match play), the Tiger duo will be seeded 5-8
in the tournament draw, earning All-America honors with
their top-eight seed.

For Stamchev, it will be his second NCAA doubles tourna-
ment appearance. The school record-holder for doubles wins
and combined wins, he was an All-American in 2010 as he

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paired with Tim Puetz to finish No. 9 in the final ITA rankings.
Stamchev is also the eighth alternate in the singles field.

Mies will be making his first appearance in the NCAA in-
dividual championships. Ranked as high as No. 18 in the In-
tercollegiate Tennis Association rankings, Mies finished the
regular season with a 26-9 overall record, including a 14-6
mark in dual match play with all matches coming at the No.
1 position. He shared the Auburn lead with six wins in SEC
play, and he earned 10 victories over nationally ranked op-
ponents during the 2011-12 season.

ALL-SECHONORS

Alex Stamchev and Andreas Mies were named First-Team
All-SEC as the Southeastern Conference Men's Tennis Awards
were announced by the conference office.

Stamchev finished the dual meet season with a 17-7 re-
cord at No. 2 singles, including a 6-4 mark in SEC matches.
Including matches played during the fall season, he enters
postseason play at 24-10 overall in singles. It marks the third
AlI-SEC honor for Stamchev as he was named to the league’s
second team in 2010 and 2011; he was also an All-Freshman
Team honoree in 2009.

Mies, ranked 19th in the nation, was an automatic selec-
tion to the All-SEC team by virtue of his national ranking. He
has put together a 14-6 mark in dual match play, playing all
matches at the No. 1singles position, and he leads the Tigers
with a 26-9 record overall this season. He recorded a 6-5
mark in SEC play, and he earned 10 victories over nationally
ranked opponents. In the fall, he captured the main draw
championship at the USTA/ITA South Regional and earned a
berth in the USTA/ITA National Indoor Championships.

STAMCHEV MAKES HISTORY

Auburn senior Alex Stamchev has twice made history this
season. On Jan. 30, he set the all-time Auburn doubles wins
record with his 97th career victory to pass Stephen Huss,
the 2005 Wimbledon doubles champion, on the all-time
list. Then, in the Tigers’ last regular-season match against
Alabama, Stamchev won at both singles and doubles to
pick up his 207th and 208th career combined wins, passing
Marcel van der Merwe for the Auburn record in that category
as well. Stamchev now stands at 209 combined career wins
with has 106 career doubles win and 103 singles victories.

TIGERS TOUGH AT HOME
The Tigers have been tough at home, compiling a 33-17
record in dual matches since beginning play at the City of

Auburn/Auburn University Yarbrough Tennis Center in 2008.
Since the start of the 2010 season, Auburn is 20-7 on its
home courts, and the Tigers went 7-2 at home in the 2012
dual season.

SHORE WINS HIS 300TH

Head Coach Eric Shore reached a milestone victory on
March 16 in a 7-0 Auburn win at Central Florida when he
recorded his 300th career victory, all coming in 23 years as
Auburn’s head coach. He is the winningest coach in Auburn
history.

AUBURN IN THE RANKINGS

Auburn enters the NCAA Tournament ranked No. 17 in the
nation. The Tigers have spent all but two weeks this season
inside the nation’s top 20, climbing as high as No. 12 in the
country prior to the start of SEC play.

Individually, junior Andreas Mies is ranked No. 19 in the
national singles rankings, one spot shy of his highest rating
of the 2012 season. Senior Alex Stamchev is No. 72 in the
singles rankings.

In doubles, the Tigers' top team of Stamchev and Mies en-
ters postseason play ranked No. 9 nationally, and the team
of Stamchev and sophomore Dan Cochrane is ranked 89th,
despite not having played together for several weeks.

LOOKING AHEAD

The winner of Friday’s match between Auburn and Drake
will face the winner of lllinois and Western Michigan at 2
p.m. Saturday. The second-round winner would advance to
the Round of 16 at the NCAA Championships, which begins
May 18 in Athens, Ga.

In doubles, Auburn’s No. 6-ranked duo of senior Alex Stamchev and junior Andreas Mies
raced past Troy’s Patrick Eichler and Sami Ghorbel, 8-1. With the win, Stamchev is now two
wins away from breaking the all-time Auburn doubles record of 96, held by former Auburn
standout and 2005 Wimbledon Doubles Champion Stephen Huss.

On court three, sophomore Rafael Rondino and newcomer Lukas Ollert defeated Troy's
Anas Roudchi and Ture Skinner, 8-4, to secure the doubles point for the Tigers. Auburn’s Lucas
Lopasso and Dennis Lengsfeld rounded out the doubles action by edging out Troy’s Jamie
Eccleton and Mansingh Athare, 8-7 (1).

Lengsfeld got Auburn’s first singles victory on court three by defeating Eccleton, 6-0, 6-1.
Ollert then earned his first career singles win after toppling Eichler, 6-1, 6-1, on court six.

On court four, Rondino earned a victory over Skinner, 6-3, 6-1, to secure the win for the
Tigers. Stamchev then topped Ghorbel on court two, 6-3, 6-2.

With the match already decided, Rondino defeated Athare at the No. 5 position, 6-1, 6-2,
and on court one, No. 18 Mies defeated Rouchdi, 6-1, 6-2.

AUBURN, Ala. —The 20th-ranked Auburn men’s tennis team earned its second sweep in
as many matches as the Tigers took down Middle Tennessee 7-0 on Friday at the Yarbrough
Tennis Center.

Auburn (2-0) won four singles matches in straight sets, one three-set affair and one that
was decided by a super tiebreaker. The Blue Raiders fell to 0-2 in dual-match action this
season but gave the Tigers a tough fight for much of the day.

“Middle Tennessee did a good job after doubles of coming back,” Auburn head coach Eric
Shore said. “They played very hard, and they pushed us. But we needed that. We've got to get
better, and we know it.

Insingles, Ollertimproved to 2-0 as a Tiger with a 6-2, 6-3 win over Dimitri Pippos on court
six, ending his match just a few seconds before Rondino finished off Born on court five, 7-6
(8-6), 6-3. The Tigers clinched the match when Lopasso recovered from a second-set loss to
defeat Lang at the No. 4 position, 6-1, 1-6, 6-1.

Stamchev saw his match on court two with Langley head to a third-set super tiebreaker
before the Auburn senior took the victory, 6-4, 3-6, 1-0 (10-7). At the No. 1 position, No.

ATLANTA - The 20th-ranked Auburn men’s tennis team earned a huge win on Sunday
afternoon, defeating No. 19 Georgia Tech on the road, 4-1, to advance to the second round of
the ITA Kick-Off Weekend at the Bill Moore Tennis Center.

Auburn (3-0) showed the depth of its lineup as the Tigers earned crucial wins from the No.
2and 3 doubles teams and at the No. 4 and 5 singles spots to clinch the victory over Georgia
Tech (1-2) on the Yellow Jackets’home courts.

“I thought we battled well today,” Auburn head coach Eric Shore said. “Georgia Tech has
a very good No. T doubles team, and we knew that going in. | thought our balance showed
today in doubles, and we carried that over into singles. We needed a tough match like that at
this level of competition. We started out a little slow and got better as match progressed.”

Shore said following Friday’s match against Middle Tennessee that the team needed a
wake-up call, and he said that he thought the team responded well and showed toughness in
Sunday’s match.

“I think we were a little “match-tougher’ from playing that match Friday,” Shore said. “We've
played three matches so were not there yet, we're not as “match-tough’ as we need to be, but
we're getting closer. We're on the right path.”

Despite falling at the No. 1 doubles spot for the first time this year, the Tigers showed
tremendous early resolve in taking the other two doubles matches to gain an early 1-0 lead in
the match. The nation’s No. 2-ranked duo of Kevin King and Juan Spir were too much for Alex
Stamchev and Daniel Cochrane as the Tech pairing took an 8-3 win. With the loss, Stamchev
will have to wait at least one more day to match former Auburn great Stephen Huss as the
all-time winningest doubles player in Tiger history.

But Auburn’s Dennis Lengsfeld and Lucas Lopasso took down Dusan Miljevic and E. Sequra
Mandarino 8-5, and Andreas Mies and Lukas Ollert clinched the doubles point with an 8-6 win
over J. Melian Puigventos and Vikram Hundal.

In singles, the Yellow Jackets knotted the team score at 1-1 as the No. 9-ranked King handed
18th-ranked Mies his first loss of the dual season, 6-3, 6-3. But the Tigers' depth came through
as freshman Lukas Ollert remained undefeated as a Tiger with a 6-3, 6-1 win over Hundal at
the No. 5 position to put the Tigers back in the lead.

Just a few moments later, Stamchev finished off Spir at No. 2 singles, 6-2, 6-4, to put
Auburn a point away from victory. The clinching point would come from Lengsfeld at the No. 4
spot as he defeated Miljevic, 6-4, 7-5, to keep Auburn undefeated so far in 2012.

The No. 3 singles match between Cochrane and Puigventos and the No. 6 match between
Lopasso and Mandarino were unfinished with both tilts in the third set.

ATLANTA — Auburn senior Alex Stamchev broke the school record for career doubles wins
and provided the clinching point as the 20th-ranked Auburn men’s tennis team defeated
18th-ranked North Carolina on Monday, 4-1, in the ITA Kick-Off Weekend Championship Match
at Georgia Tech’s Bill Moore Tennis Center.

With the win, the Tigers (4-0) will advance to the ITA National Indoor Team Championships
for the first time in program history. The tournament runs Feb. 17-20 in Charlottesville, Va.

“We came out and played very well in doubles today,” Auburn head coach Eric Shore said.
“We've got three balanced teams this year so far, and we showed that today. In singles we got
down early, North Carolina fought back and won four first sets. But we just dug deep, and hats
off to the team as a whole for fighting back and ultimately winning the match.”

Stamchev, a senior from Pleven, Bulgaria, teamed with sophomore Daniel Cochrane to win
at No. 1 singles over Brennan Boyajian and Oystein Steiro, 8-5, to clinch the doubles point for
the Tigers. It was the 97th doubles victory of his career, which surpasses Auburn great Stephen
Huss - the 2005 Wimbledon doubles champion - for the school record.

It was fitting, then, that Stamchev also provide the Tigers’ clinching point in singles to send
Auburn to the ITA Indoor Nationals for the first time. Playing at the No. 2 position, he defeated
Boyajian in straight sets, 7-5, 6-3, to give Auburn its fourth point and put the match away.

“What do you say? He's the star of the day,” Shore said. “He sets the all-time record over a
guy that is a legend in Auburn tennis, then clinches the match to send us to the Indoors for the
first time ever. | can't say enough about our senior captain.”

Stamchev now has a 14-2 overall record in doubles this season, including an 8-1 mark with
Cochrane. He also improves to 10-4 in singles with a perfect 4-0 mark in dual-match competi-
tion, all at the No. 2 position.

The No. 2 doubles pairing of Andreas Mies and Lukas Ollert helped set up the Stamchev-Co-
chrane clincher with an 8-4 win over Joey Burkhardt and Eshen Hess-Olesen. Dennis Lengsfeld
and Lucas Lopasso were leading 6-3 in their match at No. 3 doubles when it was suspended
after the Tigers clinched the point.

Lopasso gave the Tigers a 2-0 lead with a 6-1, 6-2 win over North Carolina’s 103rd-ranked
William Parker at the No. 6 spot. But the Tar Heels would cut into the deficit as Burkhardt
downed Lengsfeld at No. 4 singles, 6-2, 6-3.

After dropping the first set, Ollert rallied for a win over Steiro at the fifth singles spot,
putting Auburn ahead 3-1 with a 2-6, 6-1, 6-2 triumph. It was just a few moments later that
Stamchev earned the clinching point with his win at No. 2 singles.

No. 18-ranked Mies was in the third set with 30th-ranked Jose Hernandez when their match
was suspended, and Cochrane was trailing in the second set of his match with Hess-Olesen
when Stamchev clinched.

It was a fight to the finish for the doubles point, ultimately claimed by Georgia. The Bulldogs
struck first with a win on court three as KU Singh and Wil Spencer defeated Daniel Cochrane
and Lukas Ollert, 8-5.

TUSCALOOSA, Ala. — Auburn senior Alex Stamchev broke the school record for combined
singles and doubles victories on Saturday night as the 16th-ranked Tiger men’s tennis team
defeated rival No. 48 Alabama 4-1 at the Alabama Tennis Stadium.

The Tigers (16-8, 5-6 SEC) have now matched their win total from the entire 2011 season
and earned the No. 7 seed in next week’s SEC Men’s Tennis Tournament, which begins Thursday
in Starkville, Miss. Alabama (10-14, 2-9 SEC) will be the 11th seed.

“We played very well in doubles, obviously.” Auburn head coach Eric Shore said. “Alabama
didn’t play that well in doubles, but we knew they would come back and play well in singles.
They got better as the year went on. This is a tough place to play. Alabama is very well-
coached; they're a good team. But we came to play tonight. I'm happy for the guys, they
deserved to win this one.”

Stamchev earned his 207th and 208th career victories at Auburn to pass Marcel van der
Merwe for the school record. van der Merwe had won 207 career matches from 1984-87.
Stamchev now has 105 career doubles wins and 103 victories in singles play.

Just as when he clinched the Auburn doubles record in January, his win at the No. 2 singles
position clinched the victory for the Tigers tonight in Tuscaloosa. He earned a 6-2, 6-7, 6-3 win
over Jarryd Botha to give Auburn its fourth point and lock down the victory.

“What do you say?” Shore said. “He’s our senior captain. The guy has been winning since he’s
been here, for four years now. But he’s not done yet. We want more. We'd like to host (NCAA
first and second rounds). We've got to get ready now for South Carolina in the first round of
the SECTournament. It will be a tough match. We're happy the way things worked out for us
tonight”

The Tigers improved to 11-0 on the season when winning the doubles point, which they
did Saturday for the first time in their last five SEC matches. In fact, Auburn swept the doubles
portion of the match for just the second time in SEC play this year. The Auburn team of Dennis
Lengsfeld and Lucas Lopasso got things started with an 8-3 win over Vikram Reddy and Carlos
Taborga at the No. 2 doubles position, then Daniel Cochrane and Lukas Ollert clinched the
point for Auburn with an 8-1 win over David Vieyra and Filippos Tsangaridis at No. 3.

Auburn’s 14th-ranked duo of Stamchev and Andreas Mies then secured the sweep with an
8-5 win at the No. 1 spot over the 34th-ranked Alabama team of Ricky Doverspike and Jarryd
Botha.

The Crimson Tide knotted the score at one apiece when 119th-ranked Reddy earned a win
over Lengsfeld at the No. 4 singles spot, 6-3, 6-2. But the Tigers would reclaim the lead at No.
6 singles as Ollert made quick work of Michael Thompson, 6-2, 6-2.

Auburn’s lead would increase to 3-1 when 19th-ranked Mies earned his fourth straight win,
downing 121st-ranked Doverspike, 6-3, 6-3, at the No. 1 singles position. Stamchev’s win at
No. 2 provided the clinching point for the Tigers.

Matches at No. 3 singles (Cochrane vs. Daniil Proskura) and No. 5 singles (Lopasso vs. Vieyra)
were halted after the clincher with both matches in the third set.

STARKVILLE, Miss. — Auburn’s 17th-ranked men’s tennis team advanced to the SEC Tourna-
ment quarterfinals with a 4-2 win over No. 39 South Carolina on Thursday morning at the A.J.
Pitts Tennis Centre.

With the win, the seventh-seeded Tigers (17-8) will face second-seeded Georgia in the tour-
nament quarterfinals on Friday. Auburn has also now surpassed its win total from the 2011
season with its 17th victory of the year, and the Tigers now have their most single-season
wins since winning 20 matches in the 2002 season. South Carolina fell to 15-11 overall.

“I think we're continuing to improve in doubles,” Auburn head coach Eric Shore said. “|
thought we played well in all three spots today in doubles. And then in singles, we knew
South Carolina was going to fight back, and they did. It was very tough at the end, it was close
and our guys found a way to get four points. Gotta give Dan (Cochrane) a lot of credit, he’s
been battling hard. He played well today. We've been telling him that if he keeps fighting like
he has, good things were going to happen, and they did.”

The Tigers got a measure of revenge by winning the doubles point in today’s match; the
Gamecocks had taken an early lead in the team’s earlier match in Columbia before Auburn ral-
lied from a 2-0 deficit to take a narrow victory. The Auburn team of Daniel Cochrane and Lukas
Ollert struck first with an 8-4 win over Carl Eguez and Kyle Koch at the No. 3 doubles position.
Just a few minutes later, the 14th-ranked pair of Alex Stamchev and Andreas Mies downed No.
24 Chip Cox and Nick Jones, 8-5, on court one to clinch the point and give Auburn a 1-0 lead.

Dennis Lengsfeld and Lucas Lopasso were one game away from a win as well, holding a 7-3
lead on Ivan Machado and Thiago Pinheiro when play was halted.

Auburn increased its lead to 2-0 when Lopasso rallied from down an early break to roll to a
6-3, 6-3 victory over Cox at the No. 5 singles spot. But South Carolina would cut into the deficit
when Pinheiro took down Lengsfeld, 6-4, 6-0, on court four.

A win from Cochrane over Jones on court three, 6-4, 6-1, would put the Tigers just one point
away from clinching the match. But again, South Carolina would come up with a big win as
Andrew Adams earned a 6-4, 6-3 win over 66th-ranked Stamchev, 6-4, 6-3, on court two.

[t would come down to a pair of matches in the third set after Mies had dropped the second
set of his match and Ollert had rallied to win set two at the No. 6 position. And it would be
18th-ranked Mies emerging victorious on court one, outlasting No. 116 Machado, 6-1, 4-6,
6-1, to clinch the win for Auburn.

Ollert was tied with Koch 4-4 in the third set when play was suspended.

STARKVILLE, Miss. — Auburn’s 17th-ranked men’s tennis team dropped a 4-0 decision at
the hands of No. 4 Georgia on Friday morning in the quarterfinal round of the 2012 SEC Men’s
Tennis Tournament at the A.J. Pitts Tennis Centre.

The Tigers (17-9) dropped their second match of the season to the Bulldogs (21-2) and were
eliminated from the SEC Tournament.

3 doubles, and the Tigers' Dennis Lengsfeld and Lucas Lopasso dropped an 8-5 decision to
Ignacio Taboada and Nathan Pasha on court two to clinch the point for the Bulldogs.

Auburn’s 14th-ranked duo of Alex Stamchev and Andreas Mies were leading Hernus Pieters
and Sadio Doumbia 6-3 at the No. T spot when doubles play was halted.

Insingles, the Bulldogs increased their lead to 2-0 when 63rd-ranked Pieters downed Ollert
at the No. 6 singles position, 6-0, 6-1.
