LAST TIME OUT
Sam Houston State 107, Auburn 89
(Dec. 20, 2009, in Auburn, Ala.)
 Junior college transfer Gilberto Clavell 
scored a career-high 34 points and Corey 
Allmond added 25 to lead Sam Houston 
State to a 107-89 victory over Auburn 
in Beard-Eaves-Memorial Coliseum. 
DeWayne Reed led the Tigers with 19 
points while Tay Waller had 18 points 
as the Tigers scored a season-high in 
points. Sam Houston State shot 57.6 
percent from the fi eld and 15-of-28 (.536) 
from 3-point range. The Bearkats played 
No. 3 Kentucky tough in a 102-92 loss in 
Rupp Arena on Nov. 19. The Bearkats 
went on a 19-4 run breaking a 28-28 tie 
to pull ahead of the Tigers for good at 47-
32 with four minutes left in the fi rst half. 
Sam Houston State scored 58 fi rst half 
points to hold a 16 point lead on Auburn at 
intermission. Auburn cut Sam Houston’s 
largest lead of 25 points at 83-58 with 
11:20 to play in the game to 86-72 with 

eight minutes remaining but that is as 
close as the Tigers would get. Frankie 
Sullivan added 15 points for Auburn and 
Lucas Hargrove had 11 points. Auburn 
shot 50.8 percent from the fi eld for the 
game, 31.8 percent (7-of-22) from 3-point 
range and 66.7 percent (18-of-27) from 
the foul line. Sam Houston outrebounded 
Auburn 37-32. For the Bearkats, Josten 
Crow had 15 points, Lance Pevehouse 
13 points, Ashton Mitchell 10 points and 
Drae Murray dished out a game-high 10 
assists with zero turnovers.

QUOTING JEFF LEBO

We have 
to be mature enough when they make 
shots like that when we actually defended 
them pretty well that we just have to 
congratulate them and go down and be 
strong enough on the other end to get a 
good one ourselves. We didn't do that. 
 "Alabama State has been having trou-
ble scoring the ball. In their other games, 
they didn't score a lot of points. Certainly, 
we need to be more physically defensively 
on them. We have to keep some of our 
guys on the court that we need on the 
fl oor. We can't have dumb fouls that put 
some of our players on the bench."

SPEED REED
 Senior DeWayne Reed is averaging a 
team-high 15.7 points and 4.4 assists in 
a team-high 33.8 minutes per game this 
year. 
 He scored a career-high 24 points in 
the comeback win vs. Niagara and scored 
eight straight points to begin Auburn's 
amazing 11-0 game-ending run.
 He also tied his career-high with 24 
points in the 80-65 win over IUPUI while 
also making 7-of-8 free throws. 
 Reed scored a team-high 18 points in 
the 68-67 win over Virginia and scored all 
17 of his points in the fi nal 20:01 in the 
loss to Florida State after playing only nine 
fi rst half minutes after being saddled with 
foul trouble.

 After missing Auburn's fi rst six games 
with an injured quad, Tay Waller scored 
13 points in 17 minutes in his fi rst game 
of the season at Alabama A&M on Dec. 
1. He went 3-of-4 from 3-point range.
 Waller made his fi rst start of the season 
in the Tigers' next game vs. Troy in which 
he scored 12 points and followed that up 
with 10 points vs. Virginia and had 15 
points, four rebounds and three steals at 
Florida State.
 Last season, he ranked second in the 
SEC making 100 three-pointers and was 
third in the league shooting 36.8 percent 
from 3-point range.

FRANKIESTEIN
 Frankie Sullivan totaled 17 points and 
a career-high nine rebounds in Auburn's 
76-72 loss at Florida State. He went 3-of-6 
from 3-point range.
 In fact, Sullivan is shooting 13-of-28 
(.464) from 3-point range in Auburn's last 
three games.
 
FREE THROW FRANKIE
 Auburn sophomore Frankie Sullivan 
made 27 straight free throws to open the 

season, the longest such recorded streak 
at Auburn.
 His streak came to an end at Alabama 
A&M as he missed the fi rst of a pair of 
technical free throws in Auburn's seventh 
game of the season on Dec. 1.
 Sullivan leads the SEC in free throw 
shooting at 94.3 percent (33-of-35).

FORT KNOX
 Senior Brendon Knox made the fi rst 
game-winning shot of his lifetime as he 
put back a DeWayne Reed missed shot 
with 1.4 seconds left to give Auburn a 
thrilling 68-67 victory over Virginia on Dec. 
7.
 Knox totaled 11 points and six rebounds 
vs. the Cavaliers. He scored a career-high 
12 points in 15 minutes in Auburn's win 
over High Point. He also pulled down four 
rebounds.

MOST EXPERIENCED STARTER  

 Senior DeWayne Reed is Auburn's 
most experienced starter with 79 starts in 
three years. Senior Tay Waller is second 
on the list, and he is in just his second 
year for the Tigers.

NEW AUBURN ARENA OPENS NEXT 
SEASON
 The offi cial groundbreaking of the new 
$92.5 million Auburn basketball arena and 
practice facility was on Aug. 29, 2008, and 
the arena is ahead of schedule and is on 
track to be fi nished this July prior to the 
start of the 2010-11 season.
 The Auburn Arena, with an approximate 
capacity of 9,600, will include over 29,000 
square feet of student-athlete space, a 
two-court practice facility, coaches offi ces, 
the Auburn University  Athletic Ticket 
Offi ce, an AU Team Store, the relocated 
Lovelace Museum, two food courts along 
with many other amenities.

   360 Architecture of Kansas City, Mo., 
has been working with Davis Architects of 
Birmingham on the design of the arena.  
The fi rm of Robins & Morton of Birming-
ham will serve as construction manager.  
The 243,792 square foot facility will be 
built on campus north and west of the 
existing Beard-Eaves-Memorial Coliseum 
on Roosevelt Drive, across the street from 
the Student Activities Center parking lot.
 The new arena will feature chair back 
seats along with bleacher seating for 
students.  The building also will provide 
improved facilities for the student-ath-
letes, including men's and women's locker 
room suites with sports medicine facilities, 
lounges and team meeting rooms.  Along 
with a strength and conditioning center, a 
two-court practice facility will enable the 
men's and women's teams to practice 
simultaneously and while the arena is in 
use for other purposes.
 The arena will have 12 luxury suites 
on the arena level that will not only open 
inside the facility, but will also open on the 
outside of the arena for multiple entertain-
ing opportunities throughout the year.  
Loge box seating will also be available 
as well as on-site food preparation.
 The seating confi guration will offer bet-
ter sight lines and will move fans closer to 
the court.  The furthest seat will be just 43 
feet in elevation from courtside, compared 
to 60 feet in elevation at Beard-Eaves, 
with two-thirds of the seats in the new 
facility being less than 27 feet in elevation 
from courtside.
 The scoreboard will feature a high-defi -
nition video board with full message/infor-
mation center technology.  For the student 
fan amenities, there will be a private 
entrance, a private courtside commons 
and food court and courtside seating 
that permits standing with unobstructed 
views.
 The new facility will serve as more 
than a sports complex.  With over 12,000 
square feet of banquet/entertainment 
space, its design affords ready adapta-
tion into a site for concerts, other cultural 
events, convocations and other com-
munity gatherings.  On-campus student 
housing is being constructed adjacent to 
the new arena creating a unique "student 
village" experience.
 Beard-Eaves-Memorial Coliseum is 
entering its 41st year of service to the 
University, while the new arena will be 
Auburn's fi fth home arena in the 104 years 
of basketball.  The Tigers other arenas

Brendon Knox’s putback with 1.4 seconds left 
propelled Auburn to a thrilling 68-67 victory 
over Virginia in the Coliseum. DeWayne Reed 
led the Tigers with 18 points and 7 assists while 
Lucas Hargrove added 13 points and 9boards, 
Frankie Sullivan 12 points and Knox 11 points 
and 6 rebounds. With the game tied at 58, 
Auburn scored 8 straight points in just over 2 
minutes on a Reed 3-pointer, a Knox follow 
dunk and a Waller 3-pointer to take its largest 
lead of the game at 66-58 with 4:24 to play. The 
Tigers didn’t score again until Knox’s heroics to 
win it. Virginia then scored 7 consecutive points 
to take a 67-66 lead on 3 Sammy Zeglinski foul 
shots with 7 seconds left. Zeglinski was fouled 
on a 3-point attempt by Hargrove. Auburn then 
called timeout to ice Zeglinski before his fi rst 
foul shot and then before his third attempt, set-
ting up Reed’s drive to the basket and shot that 
was rebounded and put in by Knox. Virginia 
led by as much as 11 in the fi rst half, leading 
25-14 on a Jeff Jones 3-pointer with 8:16 left. 
The Cavaliers then were up 10 points at 34-24 
with only 1:49 before the half. A free shot by 
both Reed and Waller, a 3-pointer by Waller and 
a 25-foot rainbow fall-a-way trey by Sullivan 
over UVa 7-footer Assane Sene at the buzzer 
brought Auburn to within 34-32.
