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KICKOFF COVERAGE

›› Daniel Carlson is the only kicker nationally 
with three 51+-yard fi eld goals in college football 
this season. His 56-yard fi eld goal vs. Louisville 
is the second-longest in college football in 2015.

›› Carlson has four 50+-yard fi eld goals in his 
last seven games, matching the total of 50-yd 
FG  by all Auburn kickers in the previous 150 
games combined, back to 2003.

›› Peyton Barber has rushed for 100 yards 
in four games this season: vs. Louisville (115), 
Jacksonville State (125), Mississippi State (137), 
San José State (147). He leads the FBS with 31 
rushes that have resulted in a fi rst down during 
the second half and overtime this season

›› The Tigers are fourth in the nation in kickoff 
returns, averaging 29.42 yards per runback

›› Senior captain Jonathan Wallace is one 
of 11 FBS student-athletes named to the 
2015 Allstate AFCA Good Works Team for his 
commitment to community service 

›› The Auburn offense is converting at a 74.1 
percent clip on third-and-short. The Tigers have 
converted 23-of-31 third-down attempts with a 
distance of 1-4 yards

›› The Auburn defense ranks 11th nationally 
with only fi ve passing touchdowns allowed in six 
games 

›› Auburn leads the nation with only four 
kickoffs returned and ranks third nationally 
with only three punts returned. Those combined 
returns and the 131 returns yards against the 
Tigers are both best in the nation

FOOTBALL VISITS ARKANSAS
›› Auburn visits Arkansas for an SEC West contest on Saturday, October 24, at Reynolds Razorback 
Stadium (72,000) in Fayetteville, Ark. The SEC Network will televise the 11:00 a.m. CT game. 

SERIES HISTORY
›› Auburn and Arkansas will play Saturday in the 25th meeting between the teams. Auburn holds 
a 13-10-1 advantage in the series history. Auburn was a 45-21 winner in the 2014 season opener. The 
Tigers lead 6-4 in games played at Fayetteville, and lead 6-5-1 in games at Jordan-Hare Stadium. 
Auburn won the only matchup played in Memphis (1984), while Arkansas won the only contest 
played at Little Rock (1995).

›› Through the fi rst 24 games in the series, Auburn outscored Arkansas by a total of just 587-575, 
an average differential of just 0.48 points per contest. The fi rst 10 games (1984-2000) of the series 
featured six games decided by six points or fewer, including one tie; only three games were decided 
by 17 or more points. In contrast, the last 14 games (2001-2014) of the series have featured 11 games 
decided by 17 points or more. The average margin of victory in the series during that time is 16.86 
points per game.

›› Coach Gus Malzahn played wide receiver for Arkansas in 1984-85, before fi nishing his college ca-
reer at Henderson State. Auburn offensive coordinator Rhett Lashlee was a Razorback quarterback 
from 2002-04, and running backs coach Tim Horton was a three-year starter and four-year letter-
winner at split end and punt returner from 1986-89.

›› (cont.) Malzahn served as Arkansas offensive 
coordinator in 2006; Rhett Lashlee served as an 
offensive graduate assistant at Arkansas that 
same season. Tim Horton was the Razorbacks’ 
running backs coach and recruiting coordinator 
from 2007-12. J.B. Grimes served as a graduate 
assistant at Arkansas from 1981-82 and was the 
offensive line coach there from 1989-92.

SEC NUMBERS
›› In SEC action all-time, Auburn holds a 303-
237-18 overall record. In SEC games played in 
Auburn, the Tigers are 125-53-6 all-time. In all 
SEC games played away from Auburn, the Tigers 
are 178-184-12 overall. 

IN OCTOBER
›› Auburn is 306-157-18 (.655) all-time in the 
month of October, and has won 16 of its last 
23 October contests. Auburn’s all-time home 
record in October is 169-33-3 (.827). Away from 
Auburn, the Tigers are 137-124-15 (.522) during 
the month of October. 

ON THE RUN
››     Auburn has produced a 100-yard rusher in 26 
of 33 games under head coach Gus Malzahn. 
 Six different Tigers have rushed for 100 
yards in a game under Malzahn (33 100-yard 
rushing performances). Auburn’s record with a 
100-yard rusher during the Malzahn era is 19-6. 

PEYTON BARBER
››     With 650 yards rushing on 135 carries with 
eight scores and four 100-yard games for the 
season, sophomore Peyton Barber is fi fth 
among SEC rushers with 108.3 yards/gm. 

››     Barber, who ranks seventh nationally with 
22.5 carries/gm, is averaging 137.0 total yards 
and has scored seven touchdowns over the last 
three games. 

››     Barber’s seven TD in the last two games are 
the most rushing touchdowns over a two-game 
span by an Auburn player since Tre Mason had 
four rushing touchdowns at Arkansas and three 
at Tennessee in 2013.

››     Barber’s fi ve touchdown runs (three in 
the fi rst half) vs. San José State were his fi rst 
multiple TD game, and the most by an Auburn 
player in a game since Carnell Williams scored 
six times in a 45-13 win over Mississippi State 
in 2003.
 The last Auburn player to rush for four 
or more scores in a game was Tre Mason 
vs. Missouri in the 2013 SEC championship 
game. The last AU player with three rushing 
touchdowns in the fi rst half was Cameron Artis-
Payne vs. San José State last season.

››     According to CFBStats.com, Barber is fourth 
among all FBS players with 44 rushes that 
resulted in a fi rst down this season. Barber leads 
the FBS with 31 such gains during the second 
half/OT.

››     Barber is the eighth player in Auburn history 
(records back to 1965) to score four+ rushing TD 
in a single game and the fi fth since 2000 (Rudi 
Johnson-2000; Carnell Williams-2003; Cam 
Newton-2010; Tre Mason-2x in 2013).

››     Barber’s fi ve rushing TD vs. San José State 
tie for the most by an FBS player this season, 
matching Keenan Reynolds of Navy (vs. East 
Carolina), and Louisiana-Lafayette’s Elijah 
McGuire (vs. Northwestern State).

››     With his 115-yard rushing performance 
against Louisville, Barber became the 62nd 
player in Auburn history to rush for 100 yards in 
a game. Barber carried the ball 24 times versus 
Louisville; previously, he showed 10 carries for 
54 yards in six games.

LARGEST VIDEO BOARD IN COLLEGE FOOTBALL
›› Jordan-Hare Stadium is now home to the nation’s largest video board, which made its debut 
September 12 when the Tigers hosted Jacksonville State.
›› The video structure is 200 feet wide and 105 feet tall, while the board itself ranges 190x57 feet 
and 10.830 square feet. The cost of the project is $13.9 million.

››     Barber followed that up with 125 yards 
rushing vs. Jacksonville State, including the 
game-winning 4-yard TD run in overtime, 
making him the 22nd Auburn player who 
has rushed for 100 yards in at least two 
straight games. An Auburn player has posted 
consecutive 100-yard games 45 times in the 
program’s history.

››     Barber rushed for a then-career-best 137 
yards on 27 carries against Mississippi State, 
and topped that with 147 yards on 28 carries 
with fi ve TD the next week vs. San José State. 
He had 92 yards and two scores at Kentucky.

›› Auburn has produced the SEC’s leading 
rusher the last two seasons: 2013 Tre Mason 
129.7 ypg (2013);  2014 Cameron Artis-Payne 
123.7 ypg; and is among fi ve schools with at 
least one 1,000-yard rusher per season from 
2009-14, along with  Wisconsin (10),  Oregon 
(8), Auburn (7), Boise State (6), and Nebraska 
(6).
 The Tigers’ 1,000-yard rushers during that 
string: Ben Tate (2009), Cam Newton (2010), 
Michael Dyer (2010 and 2011), Tre Mason (2012 
and 2013), Nick Marshall (2013) and  Cameron 
Artis-Payne (2014).

QB SEAN WHITE
›› Sean White was the fi rst Auburn freshman 
QB to make his fi rst start in an SEC game since 
Jeff Klein at Tennessee in 1999. Auburn has 
had six freshman QB starters since 2000.

›› In his debut against Mississippi State, 
White was 20-28 passing for 188 yards with 
one interception. For the season, he is 43-65 
(66.2) in completion percentage. 

›› With the win at Kentucky, White was the 
fi rst Auburn freshman quarterback to win an 
SEC road game since Jason Campbell at Van-
derbilt in 2001.
 White’s 255 passing yards at Kentucky (17-
27) were the second-most by an AU freshman 
in an SEC game; Stan White threw for 338 
yards against Tennessee in 1990.
 White’s 255 passing yards were the sixth-
most in a game by an AU freshman QB and 
most since Jeff Klein (270 vs. UCF) in 1999.

RICARDO LOUIS
›› Senior Ricardo Louis has 78 career catches 
for 969 yards and six career TD catches, along 
with 476 rushing yards and two rushing TD. 
Louis has caught a pass in 22 consecutive 
games played, back to the 2013 Georgia game. 
That’s the longest Auburn streak since Onterio 
McCalebb caught a pass in 23 consecutive 
games from 2010-12.

›› Louis had 114 yards receiving in the fi rst 
quarter at Kentucky, the most receiving yards 
in a quarter by an Auburn player since Sammie 
Coates had 142 yards receiving in the second 
quarter of the 2014 Iron Bowl. Louis fi nished 
with a career-high 154 yards receiving, topping 
his previous high of 131  vs. Georgia (2013).

›› Against Louisville, Louis scored on a 33-
yard pass from Jeremy Johnson and also scored 
on an 8-yard run -- the fi rst Auburn player to 
score a receiving and a rushing TD in the same 
game since Tre Mason against Florida State 
in the BCS Championship game in 2013, and 
the fi rst Auburn receiver to do so since Ben 
Obomanu vs. Alabama in 2005. 
 It was Louis’ fi rst career game scoring 
multiple touchdowns, and the second time he 
caught a TD pass in consecutive games.
 
›› Louis’ career-best 10 receptions vs. Jack-
sonville State were the most by an AU player 
since Emory Blake (10) vs. Arkansas in 2012. 
Louis tied for the fourth-best single game 
in AU history, and only the eighth player at 
Auburn with 10 or more receptions in a game. 

›› He was the fi rst Auburn receiver in program 
history to rush for more than 100 yards with a 
102-yard effort against South Carolina in 2014.

›› Louis’ most famous score is the 2013 
“Prayer In Jordan-Hare,” where he caught a 
tipped pass from Nick Marshall on 4th-and-18 
for a 73-yard touchdown that won the Georgia 
game with 0:25 remaining in the contest.

MELVIN RAY
›› Senior Melvin Ray has caught 22 career 
passes for 374 yards and four touchdowns. 
Eighteen of his 22 career catches have gone 
for either a fi rst down or a touchdown. 

›› His 10-yard TD reception from Jeremy 
Johnson vs. Jacksonville State tied that game 
with just 1:22 remaining in regulation. He had a 
nine-yard TD catch from Johnson at LSU. 
 The other two career scores were a 
50-yarder from Nick Marshall in the BCS 
Championship in 2013 and a 49-yard strike 
from Johnson in the 2014 season opener 
against Arkansas.

WHEN SCORING 20+ AND 30+
›› Since 2001, Auburn is 112-20 (.848) when 
scoring 20 or more points in a game. Dating 
back to 1993, Auburn is 168-28-1 (.856) when 
scoring 20 or more points. All-time, Auburn is 
now 315-8 (.976) when scoring 30 points.

›› Carlson is the only kicker nationally this 
season to make three fi eld goals of 51+ yards.

›› At Kentucky, Carlson was 3-3 on FG, the 
the fourth time in his career he has made at 
least three fi eld goals in a game.

›› AUBURN, Ala. (Aug. 30, 2014) --  The team 
that led the nation in rushing last season 
just sent a frightening message to defensive 
coordinators everywhere.
 
Auburn can pass, too.
 
Jeremy Johnson passed for 243 yards in the fi rst 
half, Duke Williams had nine catches for 154 
yards in his Auburn debut and Nick Marshall 
directed an offense that still produced a 177-yard 
rusher in Cameron Artis-Payne as the Tigers 
overcame Arkansas and an 88-minute lightning 
delay in a 45-21 victory in Jordan-Hare Stadium 
on Saturday.
 
When the season-opener was done, Auburn 
had 595 yards, averaging 8.5 yards per snap. 
The Tigers ran for 302 yards and passed for 293 
more.
 
Auburn had to break away from a 21-21 halftime 
score to begin its defense of its Southeastern 
Conference championship in fi ne form. But when 
Auburn had taken control, had taken a 38-21 
lead, the game was delayed by the lighting delay 
with almost 10 minutes remaining.
 
It didn’t affect Auburn one bit.
 
Johnson was the starter, subbing 
in that role while Marshall was 
being punished for an off-season 
traffi c stop and citation, and 
was sharp throwing down fi eld, 
especially to Williams, the junior 
college transfer. Marshall didn’t 
appear until the start of second 
half, and quickly led Auburn down 
the fi eld and scored on an 18-yard 
run for a 28-21 lead.
 
It was a change-of-pace game, 
for sure. Auburn, the nation’s 
top rushing team last year, relied 
on the pass in the fi rst half with 
Johnson at quarterback. Then the 
Tigers found balance in the second 
half with tried-and-true Marshall 
and Artis-Payne gobbling up yards.
 
And his principal receiver, the one 
Duke Williams?

Williams went there, making 

seven of his catches for 138 yards in the fi rst half 
from Johnson. He fi nished with the 12th best 
receiving day in Auburn history.
 
Malzahn said he wasn’t sure how long he’d play 
Johnson, but, after Auburn scored on its fi rst 
three possessions, he stuck with his sophomore.
 
Auburn’s defense helped build the cushion from 
there when Jermaine Whitehead intercepted a 
duck of a pass and went 32 yards for the score 
and a 35-21 lead with 2:39 left in the third 
quarter.
 
Auburn made it 17-0 in the second half, and 
38-21 overall, when Daniel Carlson hit his fi rst 
college fi eld goal, a 45-yarder with 9:55 left.
 
Corey Grant made it 24-0 in the second half on a 
3-yard run with 3:15 remaining.
 
Johnson, playing the whole way in the fi rst 
half, hit 12-of-16 passes for 243 and those two 
touchdown passes in the fi rst two quarters. 
That was a change of strategy from last year’s 
game in Fayetteville, where Auburn threw it nine 
times, total, the whole game.
 
The Tigers scored fi rst, on a 49-yard pass from 
Johnson to Melvin Ray. Then Arkansas’ Brandon 
Allen threw a 14-yard TD pass to Hunter Henry, 
and the race was on.
 
Artis-Payne scored on a 1-yard run for Auburn 
and Johnson threw an 18-yard TD pass to 
Williams for a 21-7 lead.
 
But Allen threw a 17-yard TD pass to AJ Allen and 
Jonathan Williams scored on a 6-yard run to tie 
the game at 21 with 4:28 left in the fi rst half.

 Jordan-Hare Stadium is Auburn’s 
showcase football stadium, which 
seats 87,451, with 70 luxury suites 
located between the lower level 
and upper deck on the east side 
and college football’s largest 
videoboard - debuted in 2015 - 
spanning the south end. 
 Pat Dye Field at Jordan-Hare 
Stadium is the nation’s 11th-largest 
on-campus stadium with a capacity 
of 87,451. It is the seventh-largest 
in the SEC.
 The Tigers have won 79.5 percent 
of their games in Jordan-Hare 
Stadium since its 1939 dedication 
and hold an overall record of 305-
76-7 there.
 The 2014 season was the 
75th anniversary of Jordan-Hare 
Stadium.
 The stadium was dedicated 
Nov. 30, 1939, with 7,500 seats. 
Ten years later, 14,000 more seats 
were added, and the stadium was 
named Cliff Hare Stadium (after a 
member of Auburn’s fi rst football 
team and eventual dean of the 
School of Chemistry), although only 
12 home games were played there 
over that 10-year span. 

 Additional seats were added 
in 1955, 1960 and 1970. The West 
upper deck was completed in 1980; 
the East upper deck and suites 
were fi nished for the 1987 season. 
 The facility was renamed Jordan-
Hare Stadium in 1973, recognizing 
Hall of Fame coach Ralph “Shug” 
Jordan. The turf at Jordan-Hare 
Stadium was offi cially named after 
Pat Dye, Auburn’s Hall of Fame 
coach and athletics director, prior 
to the 2005 Iron Bowl. 
 The Tigers posted a 99-39-4 
record in 12 seasons under Dye 
from 1981-92, and won four SEC 
championships. Auburn’s home 
games are now played at Pat Dye 
Field at Jordan-Hare Stadium. 
 On game days, Auburn’s Pat 
Dye Field at Jordan-Hare Stadium 
becomes the sixth-largest city in 
the state of Alabama as Auburn 
has averaged at least 80,000 fans 
per game for the last 21 seasons. 
 Since Jordan-Hare Stadium 
expanded to its current capacity 
prior to the 2004 season, the Tigers 
have tallied 40 sell-out games, 
including the last 12 consecutively.

   Auburn led 24-0 midway through the third quarter and everything seemed to be 
in fi ne shape.
   The latter half of the game was more of a challenge, and losing defensive end 
Carl Lawson to an injury didn’t help.
   Lawson wasn’t the only one who missed time after being hurt.
   Auburn played on.
   The rebuild offensive line helped Auburn to 190 rushing yards.
   Johnson hit 11-of-21 passes for 137 yards and a touchdown and three intercep-
tions.
   Auburn’s defense showed the way this time in the fi rst half, setting up a Johnson 
1-yard touchdown run following a Tray Matthews interception on Louisville’s fi rst 
play; and Garrett’s 82-yard fumble return to give the Tigers a 14-0 lead with 6:54 
left in the second quarter.
