SCOUTING THE SEC TOURNAMENT
Auburn, the sixth seed, will face the No. 3 seeded Florida Gators in the opening round of the tournament

at 2:30 p.m. CT on Thursday. Should the Tigers advance to the second round, AU will face the winner of the
#2 Ole Miss-#7 Kentucky game at 5:00 p.m. CT on Friday.

Against the teams in Auburn’s bracket this season, the Tigers have gone 1-2, falling, 2-1, to Florida in
Gainesville, losing 1-0 to Ole Miss at Oxford in overtime and defeating Kentucky, 2-1, in Auburn.

Of the five teams seeded ahead of the Tigers, AU has gone 0-5 against them, losing four 1-0 games and
a 2-1 game to Florida.

SCOUTING THE GATORS
Florida has been playing very well since the Tigers went down to Gainesville two months ago. Since defeat-

ing AU 2-1, the Gators have gone 7-2 with their only losses being dealt by #20 Tennessee and Ole Miss, both
one-goal games.

Cherry Pickman leads the Gators offensively with five goals and four assists (13 pts) but she is not the only
threat with the ball as six Gators have at least 10 points on the year and a total of 17 players have earned a
point this season. 

The Gators have split the minutes in net between Brittni Goodwin (845 mins) and Jen Gardner (802 mins)
with Goodwin posting a 0.75 GAA and Gardner a 1.23 GAA mark.

TIGERS AS THE SIXTH SEED IN THE SEC TOURNAMENT
The 2005 tournament will mark just the second time that Auburn has been the sixth-seed in the SEC

Tournament, the last time coming in 2001. That was also the only other time that Auburn has ever advanced
to the finals of the tournament as AU defeated Georgia and Ole Miss before falling to Florida in the champi-
onship game. 

BACK TO THE BEACH
The trip to Orange Beach will be a return trip for the Tigers this season as AU spent a week of its presea-

son down on the coast, scrimmaging West Florida to a scoreless tie on Sunday, Aug. 14, on one of the prac-
tice fields at the complex.

THREE WINS NEEDED TO MAKE THE BIG DANCE
The Tigers need to win three straight games - and the tournament championship - to make the NCAA

Tournament for a fifth consecutive year after finishing the regular season five games under .500, the minimum
winning percentage needed to qualify for an at-large selection to the 64-team tournament.

THANK YOU, SENIORS
Barring an undefeated run through the conference tournament, this weekend represents the final games

for seniors Jessie Allan, Courtney Crandell, Ashley Eason, Sara Power, Jada Stewart and Ashley Willis.

Combined, these six seniors have helped Auburn to a 50-24-8 (.659) record in their four seasons as well as
an SEC-record of 26-10-4 (.700) and three straight SEC West Championships (2002-04). This class also
played into the second round in the NCAA Tournament all three seasons thus far.

Jac Schwarz was due to exhaust her eligibility this season as well but a leg injury during the preseason
enabled her to red-shirt this year, meaning she will be back for next season’s campaign.

Jada Stewart, who is just a junior eligibility-wise, has decided to forgo her final year as she red-shirted in
2002 due to a foot injury. She instead will graduate and head off to graduate school.

POWER OUTTAGE
Auburn’s offense has struggled to put balls in the goal this season, as evidenced by their 23 goals in 18

games leading up to the tournament. Currently, the 23 goals is the fewest in a single season for AU as the
school-low to date is 24 goals during the 1998 season when the Tigers finisehd the season 5-12-0, 2-6-0 SEC.
Though not the lowest, the 23 assists is also amongst the three-fewest assist marks in a season for a Tiger
squad.

BROOKS NAMED SEC DEFENSIVE POW
Junior defender Ronda Brooks earned the Southeastern Conference’s Defensive Player of the Week

award (Oct. 17) after having a hand in both game-winning goals as Auburn swept its home SEC weekend from
Arkansas and LSU. Against the LadyBacks she had the second assist on Jada Stewart’s double-overtime
game winner while on Sunday she scored the first goal in a 2-0 Auburn victory. Defensively she played 195
minutes on Auburn’s backline, allowing just one goal between the two games.

STEWART TO STEWART ONCE AGAIN
The game-winning goal in double-overtime against Arkansas marked the second time in their careers that

twin sisters Jada and Kristin Stewart hooked-up for a goal. The sisters first connected in 2002 when they were
freshman as Jada assisted on Kristin’s goal against Evansville, a 3-1 AU victory.

WILLIS GOES BIG AGAINST BULLDOGS
Senior forward Ashley Willis scored the first two goals of her career and assisted on another two during

Auburn’s 5-0 victory over Mississippi State (Oct. 7), giving her six points in the game. The school record for
points in a game is eight, held by Tiffany Smith vs. LaGrange on Sept. 25, 1993. For Willis, the one-game total
of six points far surpasses her career total of one point, which came against Alabama last season as she
assisted on Sara Power’s game-winner.

WHITWORTH RETURNS - IN MIDFIELD
After missing four games after suffering an upper-arm injury, goalkeeper Allison Whitworth rejoined the

team for the Mississippi State game, though not in her original position. Instead she entered the game against
the Bulldogs as a midfield substitution and also played 23 minutes in the midfield in the match with Ole Miss.

PLAYING THE BEST OF THE BEST
Auburn typically plays a very tough schedule to prepare themselves for the rigors of the SEC conference

season and beyond. At the conclusion of the regular season, Auburn’s opponents have put together a com-
bined record of 172-121-34 (.578). The only other SEC squads that played tougher schedules this season was
Florida (190-115-29 - .612) and Mississippi State (202-129-30 - .601). 

NETTING 150
AU Head Coach Karen Hoppa tallied the victory she needed to reach the 150 career coaching wins mark

over South Carolina on Friday, Sept. 23. Hoppa’s first-ever win came in 1993 at Central Florida while her first
win at AU was a 4-0 blanking of Southwest Texas State on Sept. 3, 1999. Hoppa also surpassed another mile-
stone this season as the win against Rhode Island was the 75th of her career at Auburn, giving her more wins
with the Tigers than she had amassed with the Golden Knights in six years.

GAME WINNERS
Of Kristin Stewart’s four goals this season, three have been game winners as she scored the first goal in

AU’s 3-0 win over Rhode Island during the Auburn/Reebok Classic, then netted the game winner in the 1-0 vic-
tory at South Carolina and also scored the first goal in AU’s 5-0 win over Mississippi State. Her only other goal
was the first of the 2-1 victory over Kentucky.

TWO OUT FOR SEASON
Junior midfielder Amanda Garcia will join senior midfielder Jac Schwarz on the injured list for the rest of

the season as Garcia went down with a leg injury during the loss to Miami while Schwarz went down during
the preseason with a similar leg injury.

She then played the entire
game against ASU with the same hand wrapped for protection.

FIVE IN A ROW
The SEC coaches tabbed the Tigers to win their fifth consecutive SEC West crown in the annual presea-

son poll. The Tigers received 10 out of a possible 12 first-place votes in the division, with Ole Miss picking up
the remaining two votes. In the overall race, Auburn received one vote to win the conference while Florida
received six votes and Tennessee five.

HOUSTON, Texas – The Auburn soccer team opened its season with a 2-1 loss at
Rice Friday night as the Owls were awarded two penalty kicks, capitalizing on one,
which would be the game-winner.

The Tigers got on the board in the 24th minute as Courtney Crandell sent a hard
shot in from the left sideline towards the goal. Junior defender Ronda Brooks was in
position at the right side of the goal just two yards out when she headed in the shot
directly from Crandell for the 1-0 Auburn advantage. 

Auburn goalkeeper Anna Fiser, who made three saves in the half, was most
closely-challenged on an Owls indirect kick just outside the box 25 minutes into the
half.

In the 77nd minute, the Owls were awarded a penalty kick, but Erin Droeger
missed left, keeping the score at 1-1. Exactly five minutes later, Auburn was not so
lucky as another penalty kick was awarded to Rice and this time Caitlin Robbins got
the ball past Fiser for the score and the 2-1 advantage. 

Rice out-shot Auburn 9-5 in the game, but corner kicks were 6-1 in favor of the
Tigers for the contest.

AUSTIN, Texas – Despite out-shooting the Longhorns 20-to-17, the Auburn soccer
team could not pull out a victory as Texas defeated the Tigers 2-0 Sunday night at
Myers Stadium in Auburn’s first nationally-televised game, live on ESPNU.

Texas didn’t waste any time as a corner kick set up the first goal just 3:07 into
the game.

Stewart's second goal of the season came as a result of constant pressure in
front of the Carolina net by the Tigers midway through the second half. Sara Power
had the first shot at the Carolina goal during a minute of constant pressure, only to get
the ball blocked by the USC defense. Stewart then corralled the rebound and, after
putting a move on the defender, dribbled forward and shot from 16 yards out. The shot
again found the legs of the Carolina defense but the shot kept on towards the net and
the deflection only fooled Carolina keeper Laura Armstrong and slowly rolled past her
to her right, giving AU the 1-0 lead.

Anna Fiser made two saves in net for the Tigers, who opened up their self-pro-
claimed `new year' with the victory.

The first half was a half of missed opportunities for both teams as both had plen-
ty of chances to score. Auburn's two best chances came from in close as Leah
Blayney fired a crossing-shot from 16-yards out and to the right of Armstrong, forcing
the Gamecock netminder to make a diving move to her left to make the save.

Stewart opened the scoring with her third goal of the season after a great feed
from Crandell, who fed her the ball from behind the midfield stripe. From there it was
all Stewart, who dribbled down the field and fired a shot past Ogundele for the early
one-goal lead at the 28:05 mark of the first half.

Kentucky knotted the game at 1-1 at 64:47 after working out of a scramble near
the top of the box. Nicola Holdsworth somehow found a way out to get the ball through
the pack of Auburn players and to her teammate Sarah Gaunt, who beat AU keeper
Anna Fiser.

Fiser made seven saves for the Tigers as UK took 13 shots.
The one-goal game was the seventh for the Tigers this season. 

STARKVILLE, Miss. - Senior Ashley Willis scored two goals and assisted on another
two as the Auburn soccer team defeated Mississippi State, 5-0, on Friday night at the
MSU Soccer Field. The two goals were the first two goals of Willis' career as the Tigers
(4-7-1, 3-2-0 SEC) handed the Bulldogs (1-8-3, 0-5-0 SEC) their worst loss in over five
seasons.

The Tigers used two breakaway goals in the first half to take a 2-0 halftime lead
as both Kristin Stewart and Willis found the back of the net, setting up the Tigers for
a big night.

Stewart scored her fourth goal of the season off of a long pass from Willis, who
had taken control of the ball after an MSU defender turned it over near the midfield cir-
cle. After a few dribbles, Willis passed the ball up to Stewart, who moved into the 18-
yard box and then fired one to the right of MSU keeper Emily Meyers just 9:23 into the
game.

Stewart returned the favor to Willis a few minutes later as Stewart dribbled down
the left side of the field and crossed a long pass to Willis who fired a shot from just
inside the 18-yard box that hit the left post and ricocheted back into the net at the
26:28 mark. The goal was the first of Willis' four-year career with the Tigers.

Freshman Jenn Johnson made it a 3-0 game just over a minute into the second
half as she took a pass from Willis, who found a loose ball after a scramble in front of
the net, and Johnson buried it into the lower righthand corner for the first goal of her
career.

Willis cemented the outcome just three minutes after Johnson's goal as she took
a long feed from Jada Stewart from the midfield and outraced an MSU defender to the
ball. Willis then fired in her second goal of the game at the 47:38 mark of the game.

Leah Blayney scored her third of the season with 2:59 left in the game as she
collected a long deflection after a corner kick and put it in from 15-yards out for the
final tally of the night.
