NEW ARENA OPENING 2010-11
 The offi cial groundbreaking of the new 
$92.5 million Auburn basketball arena and 
practice facility was on Aug. 29, 2008, and 
the arena will open prior to the 2010-11 
season.
 The arena, with an approximate ca-
pacity of 9,600, will include over 29,000 
square feet of student-athlete space, a 
two-court practice facility, coaches offi ces, 
the Auburn University  Athletic Ticket 
Offi ce, an AU Team Store, the relocated 
Lovelace Museum, two food courts along 
with many other amenities.
   360 Architecture of Kansas City, Mo., 
has been working with Davis Architects of 
Birmingham on the design of the arena.  
The fi rm of Robins & Morton of Birming-
ham will serve as construction manager.  
The 243,792 square foot facility will be 
built on campus north and west of the 
existing Beard-Eaves-Memorial Coliseum 
on Roosevelt Drive, across the street from 
the Student Activities Center parking lot.
 The new arena will feature chair back 
seats along with bleacher seating for 
students.  The building also will provide 
improved facilities for the student-ath-
letes, including men's and women's locker 
room suites with sports medicine facilities, 
lounges and team meeting rooms.  Along 
with a strength and conditioning center, a 
two-court practice facility will enable the 
men's and women's teams to practice 
simultaneously and while the arena is in 
use for other purposes.
 The arena will have 12 luxury suites 
on the arena level that will not only open 
inside the facility, but will also open on the 
outside of the arena for multiple entertain-
ing opportunities throughout the year.  
Loge box seating will also be available 
as well as on-site food preparation.
 The seating confi guration will offer bet-
ter sight lines and will move fans closer to 
the court.  The furthest seat will be just 43 
feet in elevation from courtside, compared 
to 60 feet in elevation at Beard-Eaves, 
with two-thirds of the seats in the new 
facility being less than 27 feet in elevation 
from courtside.
 The scoreboard will feature a high-defi -

(On Auburn's depth compared to previ-
ous teams)
 “I think it’s one of the best, and we still 
don’t have it all there. I think we could start 
eight guys.

He 
missed that one and Barber tipped it in, 
but not that many guys would have taken 
the risk to make that play at that point in 
that type of game.  I think that him playing 
last in the season has been helpful to us 
here as we play late in our season.

Auburn had a school record 21 steals and forced 
29 turnovers in a 78-55 win over Louisiana-
Monroe in Beard-Eaves-Memorial Coliseum. 
Korvotney Barber led the Tigers with 18 points 
and six rebounds in 28 minutes while going 8-
of-11 from the fi eld. Tay Waller added 15 points 
on 3-of-6 three-point shooting, DeWayne Reed 
had 14 points and four assists and Lucas Har-
grove 11 points, six rebounds and four steals. 
Quantez Robertson totaled seven assists, fi ve 
rebounds, fi ve steals and three points. Auburn 
outscored the Warhawks 27-11 in points off 
turnovers and limited them to 36 percent (16-
of-44) shooting from the fi eld and 38 percent 
(8-of-21) from 3-point range. Auburn shot 48 
percent (30-of-62) from the fi eld, 29 percent 
(6-of-21) from 3-point range and 46 percent 
(12-of-26) from the foul line.  After Louisi-
ana-Monroe scored 10 straight points to cut 
Auburn’s lead to 58-48 with 8:54 remaining, 
Auburn used a 10-0 run of its own to make a 
61-50 game into a 71-50 lead on a Brendon 
Knox dunk with 3:37 to play. The Tigers and 
Warhawks were tied 19-19 10 minutes into the 
game, but the Tigers exploded on a 20-4 run to 
take a 39-23 lead with 2:44 left before settling 
for a 40-26 halftime lead. Malcolm Thomas led 
Louisiana-Monroe with 18 points, all scored in 
the fi rst half, and Jarvis Hill, a former Auburn 
signee, added 17 points and eight rebounds. 
Auburn outscored Louisiana-Monroe 28-2 off 
the bench and 38-8 in the paint.

Auburn held Div. II Tuskegee to the fewest 
points in the 41-year history of the Coliseum 
and the fewest for an Auburn opponent in 61 
years in a 75-32 victory in Beard-Eaves-Memo-
rial Coliseum. Auburn, which was coming off a 
10-day layoff, scored the fi rst 11 points of the 
game and didn’t allow Tuskegee to score until 
six minutes in.  In the fi rst half, the Tigers led by 
as much as 27-7 before settling for a 30-11 half-
time lead. Auburn scored the fi rst four points of 
the second half and led 34-11 before Tuskegee 
scored eight consecutive points to come within 
34-19 with 16:24 left in the game.  Leading 
49-28, Auburn went on a 21-2 run to take a 
70-30 lead with 1:23 remaining. Korvotney 
Barber led fi ve Tigers who scored in double 
fi gures with 14 points and seven rebounds in 
only 19 minutes. This was the second game of 
historical signifi cance for Auburn this year as 
Dayton set a NCAA record by going 0-of-24 
from 3-point range in a 60-59 overtime victory 
for the Flyers in the Chicago Invitational Nov.

Tay Waller and DeWayne Reed made back-to-back 
3-pointers in the fi nal two minutes and Reed blocked a 
game-winning 3-point attempt to give Auburn a 58-56 
victory at Virginia before a raucous crowd of 11,070 
at John Paul Jones Arena. Virginia scored 12 straight 
points to turn a 50-42 defi cit with 9:15 remaining into 
a 54-50  lead with 4:45 left. The two teams then traded 
baskets with Virginia going up 56-52 with 4:02 left 
on a Sammy Zeglinski jumper, which turned out to 
be Virginia’s fi nal points of the game. Auburn had its 
largest lead ahead by 13 points at the 18:24 mark of 
the second half. After Virginia battled back to regain 
the lead, Auburn answered with a 3-pointer by Waller 
to draw the Tigers to within 56-55 with 2:16 left. 
Waller was 1-of-9 from behind the arc before the shot. 
Korvotney Barber, who led the Tigers with team-bests 
of 14 points and a season-high 13 rebounds, stole 
the ball from Virginia’s Mike Scott on the ensuing 
possession. It was Barber’s second double-double 
of the season.  The Tigers then turned the turnover 
into what was the shot of the game by Reed, who 
drained a 3-pointer to give Auburn the lead for good 
at 58-56 with 1:24 remaining. Virginia had two more 
possessions to tie or take the lead but Zeglinski, who 
scored all nine of his points in the second half,  had 
his game-winning 3-point attempt blocked by Reed 
on the right baseline with four seconds on the clock. 
Auburn opened the game with a 9-2 run less than three 
minutes in, and Virginia only led for two seconds in 
the fi rst half at 12-11. A pair of Sylven Landesberg 
free throws tied it at 21 with 6:02 left in the half, 
but the Cavaliers wouldn’t score again as the Tigers 
closed on a 11-0 run for a 32-21 halftime advantage. 
In fact, Virginia didn’t score a fi eld goal in the fi nal 
7:48 of the fi rst half and a point in the fi nal 4:02 of the 
game.  The Tigers outrebounded the Cavaliers 44-30, 
including a whopping 14-2 advantage on the offensive 
glass. Auburn had a 12-0 advantage in second chance 
points. Virginia was led by Landesberg’s game-high 
22 points, including 10-of-14 shooting from the foul 
line. Auburn played the game without a pair of players 
in guard Frankie Sullivan and forward Brendon Knox. 
Sullivan did not make the trip as he was attending 
the funeral of his cousin who died tragically in an 
automobile accident.

Auburn scored 17 straight points and forced 
eight consecutive turnovers to erase an 11-
point defi cit in the fi nal 8:33 to claim a 77-72 
victory over Alabama State. Auburn won its 
fourth straight game and trailed 54-43 with 8:33 
remaining before it started to inch back into the 
game. Trailing 59-51 with 5:47 remaining, the 
Tigers went on their 17-0 run in just over three 
minutes to take a 68-59 lead on a Tay Waller 
3-pointer with 2:25 left. Alabama State did not 
attempt a shot from the fi eld during the span. 
Alabama State has lost to Auburn, Ole Miss 
and Mississippi State by a combined 18 points. 
The Hornets used an 11-0 run midway through 
the fi rst half to take a 21-15 lead on a Rashad 
Provitt 3-pointer.

Robertson moved into fi fth on Auburn’s all-
time assist list with 467. Johnnie Lett scored a 
career-high eight points in 17 minutes. Leading 
18-12, Auburn went on a 10-0 run over a fi ve 
minute period to take a 28-12 lead with 9:33 
left in the half as Alabama A&M went scoreless 
for seven minutes.  The Tigers then coasted to a 
46-28 halftime lead as they made 9-of-15 (.600) 
shots from 3-point range. The Tigers limited 
the Bulldogs to only 12 second half points as 
the Bulldogs made only 3-of-23 (.130) shots 
from the fi eld and 1-of-9 (.111) from 3-point 
range.

Korvotney Barber totaled 15 points and a ca-
reer-high tying 18 rebounds while DeWayne 
Reed added 16 points, six rebounds and six 
assists to lead Auburn to a 73-51 victory over 
Arkansas before 18,246 in Bud Walton Arena 
Saturday.

Auburn’s bench outscored Mississippi State’s 
36-0 en route to a 76-58 Tiger win to tie their 
largest margin of victory in Starkville. The 
Tigers swept the Bulldogs for the fi rst time 
since 2000 and ended an eight game Humphrey 
Coliseum losing streak. The win propelled Au-
burn into sole possession of the SEC’s Western 
Division with two games to play. Balanced scor-
ing was in order for Auburn as all eight Tigers 
who played scored at least six points, led by 
Frankie Sullivan’s 14 points off the bench and 
Lucas Hargrove and Rasheem Barrett scoing 12 
apiece. Brendon Knox, who came in averaging 
2.3 points a game, tied a career-high and set an 
SEC-high with 10 points. After falling behind 
7-2, Auburn scored 13 straight points by hold-
ing Mississippi State scoreless for 8:17 to take 
a 15-7 lead on a Knox layup with 10:45 left in 
the half. The Bulldogs ended the drought with 
a foul shot with 9:27 left but then the Tigers 
pushed their lead to 22-11, 28-15 and then to 
36-20 with 1:51 to go on another Knox layup 
and back-to-back 3-pointers by Frankie Sulli-
van and Rasheem Barrett. The Tigers outscored 
the Bulldogs 10-1 in the fi nal 2:35 of the half 
to enjoy its largest fi rst half lead at 38-21. Af-
ter Quantez Robertson scored the fi rst bucket 
after intermission, Mississippi State scored 10 
consecutive points to cut the lead to 40-31, 
but a Korvotney Barber hook and a Quantez 
Robertson layup after a steal pushed the lead 
back to 13 points with 15:36 to go.

Auburn came from 13 points down with 14 
minutes to play to sweep the season series from 
Alabama in a 77-73 victory in Coleman Coli-
seum on Senior Night. The Tigers trailed 52-39 
with 14:06 left before going on a 30-9 run over 
the next nine minutes to go up 69-61 with 5:07 
remaining. The Tide's Andrew Steele tied with 
at 73 with a 3-pointer with 1:10 left. Korvotney 
Barber, who had his 10th double-double of the 
season with 13 points and 17 rebounds (10 
offensive), put in a Frankie Sullivan missed 
reverse layup to give Auburn the lead for good 
at 75-73 with 59 seconds left. A Sullivan layup 
with 11 seconds to play sealed the game for the 
Tigers, who clinched the SEC Western Division 
No. 2 seed and claimed their fi rst SEC winning 
record since 2000.
