Jordan-Hare Stadium Locker Rooms

After a 2018 upgrade and expansion, the locker rooms in
Jordan-Hare Stadium are some of the finest game-day locker
rooms in college football.

Auburn’s home locker room encompasses the entire south
end zone, more than doubling the size of the previous dressing
area -- so large it would fit a regulation basketball court inside --
accented with state of the art lighting, speakers and sound system.

The orange and blue decor features graphics and multiple
television and digital displays to showcase the Auburn tradition
and spirit. Each individual player locker has a customized light
display and amenities befitting the 2017 SEC West champions.

Adjacent to the main locker room, the shower and restroom
facilities are double their previous size, and the latest renovations
expanded the areas dedicated to athletic training and X-ray tech-
nology, equipment and nutrition.

The Tigers enter the field from the center of the south end
zone. While the introduction highlight video is played on the
stadium sound system and in the tunnel, Auburn takes the field
through a cloud of smoke and thunderous cheers from more than
87,000 fans.

The visitor’s locker room is in the north end zone and con-
tains a dressing room, coach’s locker room, media room and
training room. The visiting team enters the field through the
northeast corner of the end zone.

Tiger Walk Club

The Tiger Walk Club at Jordan-Hare Stadium gives Auburn’s
most devoted fans a chance to get even closer to one of the nation’s
most exciting game day traditions in a renovated, expanded cli-
mate-controlled vent space customized with the latest in innova-
tion and technology.

The ground floor is the game day home of future Tigers, as
recruits and their families are welcomed at the heart of Tiger Walk
in an expansive area full of digital and video content, Auburn’s
championship and national award trophies and updated food and
beverage stations. Just a few steps away, prospective student-ath-
letes have direct access to the field level south plaza and a perfect
sideline view of the playing field.

The top two floors give more than 600 club members an
exclusive inside view of Tiger Walk itself, as the players and
coaches enter Jordan-Hare Stadium through the south plaza cov-
ered with bricks saluting team captains, All-Americans and pro-
gram milestones through Tiger Walk Club into the locker room
before each game. Customized displays and catering amenities are
embedded in each level, giving all guests a full range of options for
the best in pregame and in-game hospitality.

On the main concourse level, an expanded Olympic sport
recruiting area, more than double its previous size, gives those
potential student-athletes an amazing game day experience
Auburn style just steps away from their seats in the stadium.

During the offseason, these premium spaces support other
events tied to athletics and the campus community.

Jordan-Hare Stadium Murals

Prior to the 2011 season, 10 large murals located on the east
side exterior of Jordan-Hare Stadium were updated. There is a
mural for each of Auburn’s three Heisman Trophy winners, one
panel each for the Tigers’ four perfect seasons (1957, 1993, 2004,
2010), a mural for Auburn’s two national champion teams (1957,
2010) and one mural that includes the three namesakes of the
stadium (Jordan, Hare, Dye).

The initial murals were hung prior to the 2006 season. The
murals were updated with more recent history which include
pictures of early Auburn football teams and coaches, Heisman
Trophy winners Pat Sullivan and Bo Jackson, as well as more
recent history, including pictures from Auburn’s 1993 and 2004
undefeated seasons. Each mural is 11’x29” and Auburn’s football
history is displayed in chronological order from south to north.

Heisman Statues

On April 14, 2012, Auburn honored Heisman Trophy win-
ners Pat Sullivan (1971), Bo Jackson (1985) and Cam Newton
(2010) with statues of their likeness on the entry plaza on the east
side of Jordan-Hare Stadium. The bronze statues, which are one
and a half times life size and each weighs over 1,900 pounds, were
designed and sculpted by Ken Bjorge of Big Fork, Montana.

A bust of John Heisman was also commissioned and is locat-
ed near the statues at the east entry plaza. Heisman, for whom the
famed trophy is named, was Auburn’s head coach from 1895-99.
Auburn is the only school where Heisman coached that also has
a Heisman Trophy winner. Auburn is tied for fifth all-time with
three Heisman winners.

Nation’s Largest Videoboard

Auburn debuted the largest videoboard of any college foot-
ball stadium in the nation for the 2015 season. The enhanced dis-
play board is above the South stands at Jordan-Hare Stadium. The
LED display on the new video board is 435 percent larger than the
existing one, measuring 190 feet by 57; the old one measured 71
feet by 28%. A new sound system and additional electronic ribbon
display panels fronting the upper decks were also added as part of
this exciting upgrade to the Auburn game day experience.
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Foothall Facilities

Auburn Practice Facilities

Auburn boasts some of the top practice facilities in the
nation with with its state-of-the-art multipurpose indoor facility
and renovated practice fields.

The 92,000 square-foot, $16.5 million facility has a full 100-
yard field with astro-turf and is fully air conditioned. The build-
ing is 390 feet by 240 feet and is 72 feet at its highest point.

The outdoor fields include a 100-yard field and a 75-yard
field with new drainage and irrigation systems. Five permanent
pre-wired towers for filming practice were also installed.

The facility is located adjacent to the current football prac-
tice fields behind the Auburn Athletic Complex. It runs east and
west along Samford Avenue and connects with the Charlotte G.
Lowder Student-Athlete Development Center and the James T.
Tatum Jr. Strength and Conditioning Center.

James T. Tatum Strength & Conditioning Center

Auburn football players benefit from the direction of one of
the finest strength and conditioning staffs in the country. Head
strength coach Ryan Russell has implemented an extensive pro-
gram for Auburn’s football team which has improved the team’s
overall strength and conditioning levels.

The James T. Tatum, Jr., Strength and Conditioning Center
stands as a testament to Auburn’s commitment to providing state-
of-the-art training facilities for its student-athletes. The center
encompasses more than 14,000 square feet and is triple the size of
the previous facility.

The first floor of the two-story center houses 24 power
stations, which contain the majority of the equipment used by
student-athletes during workouts and leads to effective and time-
efficient training. Also, there are several upper and lower body
selectorized machines around the perimeter of the main floor.
The second floor contains various machines, medicine balls,
aerobic equipment and an open exercise area for additional over-
all strength and conditioning development of Auburn’s student-
athletes. Adjacent to the weight room is a 20-yard astroturf hill,
set at 45 degrees, used for speed and endurance conditioning.

The completion of the adjacent Indoor Practice Facilty
added another 1,500 square feet, bringing the size of the facility
to 15,382 square feet.

The center is named for James T. Tatum, Jr., who served 16
years as a member of the Board of Trustees. Dr. Tatum believed
strongly and devoutly in Cliff Hare’s philosophy that “Athletics
Makes Men Strong, Study Makes Men Wise and Character
Makes Men Great.” His support of Auburn’s teams and programs
throughout the years strongly illustrated that fact.

Auburn Athletic Training

Auburn’s Athletic Training Room provides expert health
care for student-athletes. Auburn student-athletes have access
to the latest in sports medicine and rehabilitation equipment.
During the most recent renovation, the hydro-therapy area, an
aquatic therapy system for rehabilitation and training of injuries,
was improved to include a HydroWorx 600 Series therapy pool,
a PolarPlunge pool and two ThermalPlunge pools. The water in
the tanks can be maintained at any temperature.

Auburn Sports Medicine has a staff of 20 certified athletic
trainers, six of whom work directly with football daily. Their
experience and expertise contribute to keeping the Tigers healthy
and protected during and after their seasons.

Strength & Rehabilitation Center
Auburn student-athletes enjoy the finest amenities with
the $3.5 million, 6,288 square-foot on-campus Strength and
Rehabilitation Center.

The second floor houses clinical offices for the Alabama Sports
Medicine and Orthopaedic Center physicians, research space
for the American Sports Medicine Institute, an x-ray suite and
Plainsman Park Physical Therapy.

Plainsman Park Physical Therapy, under the direction of David
Walsh, ATC, PT, is a service of Auburn University created to meet
the rehab needs of Auburn University students and athletes as well as
nationally acclaimed professional athletes.

The entire building is dedicated to primarily addressing the
medical and rehabilitative needs of all of Auburn University’s
student-athletes.

Wellness Kitchen

Auburn’s Wellness Kitchen offers all-you-care-to-eat dining,
featuring various action stations, a pizza oven, a carving station,
a hot line with fresh meats and vegetables, a salad bar and a
smoothie station.

Under the direction of a team of registered dietitians, the
Wellness Kitchen provides menu choices for student-athletes
to aid in the preparation for and recovery from athletics com-
petition, injury prevention and immune support, while meeting
other consumption needs.

The convenient campus facility opened in 2014 adjacent to
the Athletics Complex and across the street from the new South
Donahue Residence Hall. The facility provides service to Auburn
student-athletes, campus and the community and is open to the
the general public, students, faculty and staff.
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Uniquely Auburn

Here’s a quick look at what makes the Auburn football phenomena uniquely
“Auburn.”

A-Day Record Crowd

Auburn had an A-Day record crowd of 83,401 for its annual spring game on April
20, 2013. It was the largest spring game crowd in the nation that year. After the
game, fans celebrated into the night with one final roll of the Auburn Oaks at
Toomer’s Corner.

All-America x 11
Jimmy “Red” Phillips made 11 All-America teams in 1957 before becoming an
All-Pro with the Los Angeles Rams and Minnesota Vikings and leading the NFL
in receiving in 1961.

Aubie

Auburn’s award-winning mascot, celebrating his 41st year in 2019-20, is a favorite
for Tiger fans, both young and old. On the job since 1979, Aubie’s existence began
as a cartoon character drawn by Birmingham Post-Herald artist Phil Neel in 1959
for the October 3 football game program.

Bacardi Bowl

Auburn’s first bowl trip and the only bowl game to ever be played outside the
United States. Auburn and Villanova battled to a 7-7 tie in Havana, Cuba, on New
Year’s Day in 1937. Billy Hitchcock scored the Tigers’ only touchdown of the game
on a 40-yard run.

BCS National Champions

The 2010 Auburn football team won the school’s first BCS National
Championship and the program’s first national title since 1957. Led by
Heisman Trophy winner Cam Newton, Lombardi Trophy winner Nick Fairley
and a veteran senior class, the Tigers went a perfect 14-0 en route to the BCS
National Championship with a win over Oregon, 22-19, on January 11, 2011,
in Glendale, Ariz. Senior placekicker Wes Byrum booted a 19-yard field goal as
time expired, capping a 73-yard drive, to win the title for the Tigers.

Beard, Jeff

Garland Washington “Jeff” Beard could generally be considered the father of mod-
ern Auburn athletics. Serving as athletic director from 1951 through 1972, Beard
hired legendary coach Ralph “Shug” Jordan, increased the capacity of what is now
Jordan-Hare Stadium from 21,500 to 61,500 seats and is responsible for bringing
Auburn’s football games with Georgia Tech, Georgia and Tennessee to campus.
His tenure also produced the basketball coliseum that was named in his honor,
the Wilbur Hutsell Track and Field complex and Sewell Hall, Auburn’s former
athletic dorm. Beard is one of only six Auburn athletic directors who didn’t serve
as head football coach.

Bo Over the Top

The climax to a 23-22 Auburn victory over Alabama in 1982 which broke a nine-
year losing skid to the Crimson Tide. Bo Jackson’s 1-yard leap over the Alabama
goal line capped a 66-yard drive and set the stage for what Auburn people consider
the Tigers’ “coming out” party in the 1980s.

December 2, 1989

Alabama came to Auburn’s Jordan-Hare Stadium for the first time in the history of
the rivalry. Prior to that, all games in the series had been played at Birmingham’s
Legion Field since the series was resumed in 1948. A 30-20 Auburn victory settled
the score of the game, but the cross-state journey for the Tide settled a score which
had brewed for nearly a century in the hearts of Auburn people. Alabama coach
Ray Perkins once said “it won’t happen.” On December 2, 1989, it did.

The Deep South’s Oldest Rivalry

Auburn and Georgia. It began on February 20, 1892, at Piedmont Park in Atlanta.
Since 1898 the Tigers and the Bulldogs have played every year, 123 meetings total,
with the exception of 1943, when Auburn didn’t field a team due to World War II.
To date, Georgia leads the series 59-56-8.

Donahve, Mike

“Iron” Mike Donahue won 99 games in two different stints as Auburn’s head coach,
tying him with Pat Dye for second on the all-time Auburn victories list. Donahue’s
1913 Southern Intercollegiate Athletic Association championship team not only
went undefeated at 8-0, but did not allow a single point to be scored on them. On the
flip side, his 1920 team averaged 42.5 points per game, despite being shut out twice.
During his tenure, 38 players were named as All-Southern Conference. Donahue also
served as the basketball, baseball and track coach as well athletic director.

Don’t Make Us Go There

For years, some of Auburn’s chief rivals - Georgia, Tennessee, Georgia Tech and
Alabama - never made it to The Plains. Auburn’s “home” games with those schools
were played in Montgomery, Mobile, Columbus and Birmingham. Athletic
Director Jeff Beard changed all that starting in 1960. The Auburn-Georgia game
was played in Columbus, Athens, Atlanta, Macon or Savannah from 1892 through
1959. In 1960, the Bulldogs finally came to Auburn and lost, 9-6. From 1906 until
1970, Auburn and Georgia Tech played in either Atlanta or Birmingham - 53
straight times in Atlanta - before the Yellow Jackets finally gave in and came to
Auburn to lose 31-7. In a series that began in 1900, Tennessee finally played at
Auburn in 1974, losing 21-0. In 1989, cross-state rival Alabama made the trip and
left with a 30-20 defeat and dreams of an undefeated season ended.

Dye, Pat

Patrick Fain Dye won 99 games and four Southeastern Conference champion-
ships in 12 years as Auburn’s head coach, but perhaps he will be remembered
most for bringing Auburn’s “home” game with Alabama to the Auburn campus
on December 2, 1989, a 30-20 Tiger victory. He also fielded such superstars as Bo
Jackson, Kurt Crain and Tracy Rocker. Under his leadership as athletic director,
Auburn football facilities were elevated to some of the finest in the nation with
additions to Jordan-Hare Stadium increasing the seating capacity to 85,214 and 70
luxury suites. In 2005, Jordan-Hare’s playing field was named in his honor.

Eleven and Ohhhhh!!il

In 1993, first-year coach Terry Bowden directed Auburn to its first undefeated,
11-win season while the Tigers suffered through the first year of NCAA imposed
sanctions which kept AU off television and out of the bowl scene. The 11 wins
in 1993 were the opening act of a 20-game winning streak which would set the
Auburn record for consecutive victories.

The Entrance
The Auburn team began a new tradition in 2000, entering the field from the
middle of the south end zone through a cloud of smoke.

Fairley, Nick

Mobile, Ala., native Nick Fairley became Auburn’s second Lombardi Trophy
winner when he won the award in 2010. He was coached by Lombardi winner
and former Tiger Tracy Rocker, becoming the first player to win the award
and be coached by a winner of the award. A consensus All-American in 2010,
Fairley finished the season with 24.0 tackles for loss and 11.5 quarterback sacks,
both school single-season marks.
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Uniquely Auburn

Final Roll

As part of A-Day 2013, Auburn University and the City of Auburn hosted the
“Final Roll” of Toomer’s Corner. The original trees were removed during the sum-
mer of 2013 and replaced temporarily by wires. New trees were transplanted in
2015 and were rolled again by fans during the 2016 season.

First from Worst in the SEC

With a seven-win improvement from 0-8 in SEC play in 2012 to 7-1 in 2013,
Auburn made the biggest turnaround in SEC history. Auburn defeated Missouri
in the SEC Championship Game 59-42 before falling 13 seconds shy of winning
the BCS National Championship. The previous top turnarounds in the SEC were
Ole Miss: 1-6 (1946 to 6-1 (1947); Georgia: 2-4 (1958) to 7-0 (1959); Ole Miss: 0-6
(1974) to 5-1 (1975); LSU: 0-6 (1983) to 4-1-1 (1984). At 12-2 overall, Auburn
(+8.0) fell just shy of the biggest improvements in NCAA records (8.5 games by
Hawaii from 1999 to 2000).

Four in the First

Auburn set a Southeastern Conference record when four Tigers were selected in the
first round of the 2005 NFL Draft. Ronnie Brown went second overall to Miami,
Carnell Williams fifth to Tampa Bay, Carlos Rogers ninth to Washington and Jason
Campbell 25th to the Redskins. Auburn became just the 11th school to have four
players selected in the first round of the same draft. Meanwhile, the backfield of
Brown, Campbell and Williams became the first to all be selected in the first round
in the same year.

Hare, Cliff

Cliff Hare was a member of Auburn’s first football team who went on to serve
as chair of the Auburn Faculty Athletic Committee. Auburn’s football stadium is
named for the longtime professor and dean of the School of Chemistry. He served
as president of the Southern Conference before the formation of the Southeastern
Conference.

Heisman, John

The legendary coach for which college football’s top honor is named coached at
Auburn from 1895-99, posting a 12-4-2 record. Auburn is the only school where
John Heisman coached to have a Heisman Trophy winner. Heisman left Auburn
for Clemson and then Georgia Tech, where he lost 10 of 15 meetings with Auburn.

Heisman Statues

Three statues of Auburn Heisman Trophy winners Pat Sullivan, Bo Jackson
and Cam Newton are located at the entry plaza on the east side of Jordan-Hare
Stadium. The bronze statues, which are one and a half times life size and each
weighs over 1,900 pounds, were designed and sculpted by Ken Bjorge of Big Fork,
Montana. A bust of John Heisman was also commissioned and is located near the
statues at the east entry plaza. The statues were dedicated in a ceremony on April
14, 2012.

Heisman Trophy
Auburn has three. Pat Sullivan won the coveted award in 1971. Bo Jackson did the
same in 1985. Cam Newton gave the program its third Heisman in 2010.

Interception Game

Those who witnessed Auburn’s 30-26 victory over LSU in 1994 saw one of the
most bizarre finishes ever to a college football game. With LSU leading 23-9
going into the fourth quarter, Auburn safety Ken Alvis picked off an LSU pass
and rambled 42 yards for a touchdown. Before the final horn sounded Fred Smith
followed suit for 32 yards and a score, then Brian Robinson returned yet another
pickoff for a 41-yard TD. In all, the Tigers intercepted five LSU passes in the fourth
quarter to keep a 14-game winning streak alive.

Jordan, Ralph

Over the years few names have been more synonymous with Auburn football
than Ralph “Shug” Jordan. The all-time winningest football coach at Auburn,
Jordan won 176 games over a 25-year career on The Plains. A four-time
Southeastern Conference coach of the year, he was also named national coach
of the year in 1957 after leading Auburn to its first football outright national
championship.

Jordan-Hare Stadium

Auburn’s showcase football stadium which seats 87,451 with 70 luxury suites
located between the lower level and upper deck on the East side of the stadium.
The stadium was dedicated Nov. 30, 1939, with 7,500 seats that are now incor-
porated into the West stands. Ten years later 14,000 more seats were added and
the stadium was named Cliff Hare Stadium, although only 12 home games were
played there over that 10-year span. Additional seats were added in 1955, 1960 and
1970. The West upper deck was completed in 1980 and the East upper deck and
suites were finished for the 1987 season. The facility was renamed Jordan-Hare
Stadium in 1973.

“Kick Six”

Chris Davis returned a missed Alabama field goal 109 yards (100 officially)
as time expired to give No. 4 Auburn a 34-28 win over top-ranked Alabama
on Nov. 30, 2013, and send it to the SEC Championship Game for the fifth
time in school history, which the Tigers won to advance to the BCS National
Championship Game at the Rose Bowl. With one second remaining, Alabama,
which ended the game 0-of-4 on field goal attempts, lined up for a 57-yard field
goal attempt. The final second was added after Alabama’s T.J. Yeldon ran 24
yards and stepped out of bounds with the game clock originally reading 0:00.
Adam Griffith, who was attempting his first field goal of the night after Cade
Foster missed two field goal attempts and had a third blocked, sent his kick to
the very back of the end zone where Davis caught it. Davis followed his block-
ers to the Auburn sideline and raced the entire length of the field to send the
sellout crowd of 87,451 inside Jordan-Hare-Stadium into pandemonium for the
second straight game. Fans immediately rushed onto the field from the stands
and even from outside the stadium while tailgating, covering it entirely.

Kick It Again

In September 2004, on its way to a perfect 13-0 season, Auburn played host to
LSU just days after Hurricane Ivan swept through Alabama. Trailing 9-3, the
game came to a climax when Jason Campbell connected with Courtney Taylor
with 1:14 to play, tying the score 9-9. The ensuing extra point was missed, but
an LSU penalty allowed for another attempt. John Vaughn promptly nailed the
second chance, giving the Tigers the 10-9 advantage and ensuring Auburn’s
place in the record books.

Lupton, Frank

Frank Lupton, a halfback and captain of the 1892 football squad, scored the first
touchdown and kicked the first conversion in Auburn Football history in a 10-0
Auburn victory over Georgia on Feb. 20, 1892.

National Champions

Auburn has been the National Champions in 1957 and 2010. The 2010 Tigers
won the BCS National Championship by going a perfect 14-0 behind Heisman
Trophy winner Cam Newton and Lombardi Trophy winner Nick Fairley and
a veteran senior class. The Tigers defeated Oregon 22-19 in the National
Championship Game as placekicker Wes Byrum kicked a 19-yard field goal
as time expired, capping a 73-yard drive. In 1957, Auburn went 10-0 under
legendary coach Ralph “Shug” Jordan as the Tigers’ dominating defense only
allowed 28 points combined the entire season. Auburn, ranked No. 1 by the
Associated Press, blanked Alabama 40-0 in the season finale.
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Uniquely Auburn

Newton, Cam

Perhaps one of the greatest single-season performances by a college football
player was displayed by Cam Newton in 2010. The consensus national player
of the year that season, Newton helped lead the Tigers to the BCS National
Championship. For his efforts, Newton won the Heisman Trophy, Davey
O’Brien Award, Maxwell Award and the Manning Award. The first SEC player
to throw for 2,000 yards and rush for 1,000 in a single season, Newton was
responsible for 51 touchdowns that season and set numerous school records.
He threw for 2,854 yards and 30 touchdowns, while rushing for 1,473 yards
and 20 TDs.

Nicknames

There is only one ... Tigers. There is no such thing as an Auburn War Eagle, an
Auburn Plainsman or Plainsmen or an Auburn Lady Tiger. It is simply Tigers.
“War Eagle” is a battle cry and The Plainsman is the name of Auburn’s student
newspaper.

Nix-to-Sanders

With starting quarterback Stan White lying in pain on the turf of Jordan-Hare
Stadium and Auburn’s undefeated season hanging in the balance against Alabama
in 1993, sophomore quarterback Patrick Nix was summoned to the huddle to face
a 4th-and-15 at the Alabama 35-yard line with Auburn trailing 14-5 and 6:09 left
in the third quarter. Offensive coordinator Tommy Bowden relayed the call to the
sidelines and “278Z Takeoff” would become a part of Auburn football lore. Nix,
without a chance to loosen up, hung the ball up and receiver Frank Sanders pulled
it down for a touchdown. Auburn went on to win 22-14.

Nova

The name of golden eagle War Eagle VII, Nova was introduced during halftime of
Auburn’s game against Georgia in 2006 and flew through the 2016 season. Nova
replaced Tiger, which served as War Eagle VI for 20 years, from 1986-2006. Spirit,
a bald eagle, has flown at selected Auburn home games since 2004, and Aurea, a
golden eagle, made her first stadium flight in 2018.

Outland Trophy
Auburn players have won two. Zeke Smith won the first in 1958, Tracy Rocker
the second in 1988. Rocker made it a clean sweep in 1988 by also winning the
Lombardi Award.

Pat Dye Field

The turf at Jordan-Hare Stadium was officially named after Pat Dye, Auburn’s
Hall of Fame coach and athletics director, prior to the 2005 Iron Bowl. The Tigers
posted a 99-39-4 record in 12 seasons under Dye from 1981-92, and won four
SEC championships. Auburn’s home games are now played at Pat Dye Field at
Jordan-Hare Stadium.

Perfect in 2004

It began with a 31-0 win over Louisiana-Monroe and culminated with a 16-13 vic-
tory over Virginia Tech in the Nokia Sugar Bowl. The 2004 season will be forever
known as Auburn’s Perfect Season, a year in which the Tigers defeated four top 10
teams en route to a No. 2 national finish, their highest since ending the season No.
1in 1957. Auburn rode a high-powered offense and one of the nation’s top defenses
to its sixth-ever Southeastern Conference Championship and third straight bowl
victory.

Perfect Seasons

Auburn has had seven undefeated seasons in its history. The Tigers went 14-0
and won the BCS National Championship and were SEC Champions in 2010,
went 13-0 and were SEC Champions in 2004, went 11-0 in 1993, went 10-0 and
were the Associated Press National Champions and were SEC Champions in
1957, went 8-0 in 1913, 5-0 in 1904 and 4-0 in 1900.

Petrie, Dr. George

Dr. George Petrie, a faculty member in the Agricultural and Mechanical College
in 1892, organized and was the coach of Auburn’s first football team. One of
Auburn’s academic buildings, Petrie Hall, was named in his honor.

“Phantom of Union Springs”

Jimmy Hitchcock, a Union Springs, Ala., native, was Auburn’s first football All-
American. The “Phantom of Union Springs” was also a baseball All-American
who later returned to coach and hold a position on the Auburn University Board
of Trustees. He earned his nickname, The Phantom, from his speed and ability to
elude defenders on the football field. Auburn’s baseball facility, Hitchcock Field at
Plainsman Park, is named in honor of Jimmy and Billy Hitchcock, brothers who
made a lasting impact on Auburn.

Piedmont Park

The site of the first Auburn football game on February 20, 1892, in Atlanta.
Auburn defeated Georgia, 10-0, in that game, kicking off the oldest rivalry in the
South. The Auburn and Georgia athletic departments held a joint ceremony at
Piedmont Park on February 20, 1992, to commemorate the 100-year anniversary
of football at both universities.

“Prayer in Jordan-Hare”

Wide receiver Ricardo Louis hauled in a desperation touchdown throw from
quarterback Nick Marshall with 25 seconds left and Auburn down a point. The
73-yard catch, which was deflected up into the air by a Georgia defender, gave
No. 7 Auburn a 43-38 win over No. 25 Georgia in 2013. Facing a 4th and 18 at its
own 27, and its SEC Championship dreams alive, Marshall heaved a ball down the
middle of the field that a pair of Georgia defenders converged on. Louis was past
the defenders, who both tried to make a play on the underthrown ball but instead
bounced it up into the air long enough for Louis to get under it and scamper into
the end zone. Georgia was not done, however, starting at its own 25-yard line.
Aaron Murray, who finished with 415 yards passing, had one last chance from the
Auburn 20-yard line but Auburn defensive end Dee Ford forced Murray out of the
pocket and got a hand on him as he was releasing the ball, causing an incompletion
and pandemonium from the sold-out crowd of 87,451 in Jordan-Hare Stadium.

“Pynt Bama Punt”

Maybe the most famous and easily the most talked about Auburn-Alabama
football game. Trailing 16-0 heading into the fourth quarter in the 1972 con-
test, Auburn’s Gardner Jett made a field goal. Then lightning struck - twice. Bill
Newton blocked an Alabama punt and David Langner returned it 25 yards for
an Auburn touchdown. Three minutes later Newton blocked another punt and
Langner ran 20 yards for the score. The Tigers defeated the Tide 17-16.

Retired Jerseys

There are only three at Auburn: Pat Sullivan’s 7, Terry Beasley’s 88 and Bo
Jackson’s 34. Sullivan and Beasley’s jerseys were retired following Sullivan’s 1971
Heisman Trophy season and Jackson’s jersey was retired as part of Auburn’s foot-
ball centennial celebration in 1992.

Rimington Trophy

Auburn’s Reese Dismukes won the 2014 Rimington Trophy given each year to the
nation’s top center. Dismukes was the first Rimington winner in Auburn history.
A four-year starter, he made 50 starts at center in his career.
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Singing in the Rain

The start of games in two consecutive weeks at Jordan-Hare Stadium were delayed
by severe weather early in the 2009 season. On Sept. 19, during a delay prior to
the Auburn-West Virginia game, a torrential downpour couldn’t keep Auburn’s
student section from continuing to sing and cheer while staying at their seats
throughout the delay. Once the storm passed and the game began, the pumped up
crowd helped Auburn to a 41-30 victory. Seven days later, another severe storm
delayed the start of the Auburn-Ball State game, which Auburn went on to win
54-30.

Sullivan-to-Beasley

Auburn’s most prolific passing combination. From 1969 to 1971 Pat Sullivan and
Terry Beasley connected for more than 2,500 passing yards and nearly 30 touch-
downs. Thirty-seven years after the end of their careers, both Sullivan and Beasley
still hold Auburn’s career passing and receiving touchdown records, respectively.

Team of Destiny

The 2013 Auburn Tigers defied all odds with a worst-to-first season posting
the greatest turnaround in SEC history (+7 conference wins) and second-best
in NCAA history with a +8.0 improvement in National Coach of the Year
Gus Malzahn’s first season. Auburn finished 12-2 while winning the SEC
Championship and reaching the BCS National Championship Game at the Rose
Bowl a year after going 3-9. The Tigers claimed four fourth quarter come-from-
behind victories including the Prayer in Jordan-Hare miracle over No. 25 Georgia
and the Kick Bama Kick win over No. 1 Alabama. The Tigers fell 13 seconds short
of their second BCS National Championship in four seasons in a heartbreaker
when Florida State’s Jameis Winston, the Heisman Trophy winner, completed a
2-yard touchdown pass for a 34-31 Seminoles victory.

Thorpe Award

Carlos Rogers won the award in 2004 after finishing with two interceptions, 10
pass breakups and 47 tackles. The award is given annually to the nation’s top col-
legiate defensive back.

Tiger Walk

An Auburn tradition which began in the early 1960s when Auburn players would
walk from Sewell Hall to the football stadium and fans would line Donahue Drive
to wish them well. Over the years Tiger Walk has grown into a major part of game
day at Auburn, so much so that it is listed on the players’ game weekend itinerary.
The largest Tiger Walk is believed to have taken place prior to the 1989 Alabama
game when more than 20,000 well wishers lined the street. Every Tiger Walk prior
to home games draws thousands of fans, and recently, the Tiger Walk has become
a standard as Auburn football players enter stadiums on the road. Tiger Walk is
two hours before kickoff for every game.

Toomer’s Corner

The center of town where the Auburn University campus meets the City of
Auburn. Toomer’s Corner, where College Street intersects Magnolia Avenue, has
long been the gathering place for Auburn athletic celebrations. After any football
win, and significant victories in other sports, Auburn students and citizens alike
join forces to “roll” the trees (and anything else that doesn’t move) at Toomer’s
Corner with toilet tissue. Celebrations after significant football victories can go
on for hours and leave the heart of town looking like a blizzard passed through.

Toomer’s Drug Store

An Auburn landmark at the corner of College and Magnolia reputed to serve the
best lemonade in the country. It is Auburn legend that John Heisman used to
frequent Toomer’s Drugs for a taste of the now-famous lemonade.

Top 10 Rankings

Auburn has been nationally ranked in the Top 10 final poll 20 times, including
five times this century: 2004, 2006, 2010, 2013 and 2017. Other years the Tigers
finished ranked in the Top 10 were 1955, 1957, 1958, 1963, 1970, 1971, 1972, 1974,
1983, 1986, 1987, 1988, 1989, 1993 and 1994.

Walk-ons

Auburn has a long and storied past of football walk-ons who have gone on to
very successful football careers. One success story belongs to former three-time
All-Pro and Defensive MVP (1995) defensive end Kevin Greene. After being cut
once, Greene walked on at Auburn a second time and made the team. He went
on to play 15 seasons in the NFL and was a 2016 inductee to the Pro Football Hall
of Fame.

“War Eagle”

Auburn’s battle cry, not Auburn’s nickname. There are several legends concerning
the origin of the War Eagle battle cry, dating back to 1864 and the Civil War at the
Battle of the Wilderness in Virginia.
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The Fable of War Eagle

According to legend, football and the cry of “War Eagle” came to
Auburn the same day.

It was February 20, 1892, the day Auburn and Georgia met in the first
game of the longest continuous football rivalry in the Deep South.

The story actually began before that. That first Auburn-Georgia game
was only the culmination. It began in 1864 at the Battle of the Wilderness
in Virginia.

An Auburn student had gone off to fight with Robert E. Lee and the
Confederate troops. He was with them on the worst day of the long and
fierce battle.

He was wounded, and when the armies retreated to their respective
lines, he was left on the battlefield for dead. When he regained conscious-
ness, there were only two living things as far as he could see, himself and
a baby eagle.

Brought together by their common bond of misery, the soldier took
the wounded bird with him and nursed him back to health. When he
returned to Auburn after the war, the eagle came with him.

The student-turned-soldier came back to Auburn and ultimately
became a member of the faculty. He was there that day in Atlanta’s
Piedmont Park when Auburn and Georgia met in what would now be
called “The Game of the Century.” As usual, the eagle—called War Eagle
because of the circumstances under which he was found—was there with
him.

When Auburn scored the first touchdown the old eagle broke free
from its master and began to soar above the field. Auburn people looked
skyward, saw the familiar figure, and shouted “War Eagle.”

At the end of the game which Auburn won 10-0, the old eagle col-
lapsed and died, presumably having given his all in pursuit of victory for
Auburn. War Eagle’s body may have died that day, but his spirit lives
forever in the hearts of Auburn people who love to stand and shout “War-
r-r-r-r Eagle” long into the night following an Auburn victory.

The facts of this legend cannot be authenticated, but it makes a good
story and is the one most used to describe how the “War Eagle” battle cry
became associated with Auburn teams.

Auburn teams are known as “The Auburn Tigers,” but the cry of
Auburn faithful is ever the same: “War-r-r-r-r Eagle!”

Nova, War Eagle VII, was formally introduced as Auburn’s official
symbol in November 2006. Hatched at the Montgomery Zoo in 1999,
Nova, a male Golden Eagle, came to Auburn in 2000 and flew for the
first time as Auburn took on Kentucky in 2004. He continued stadium
flights until 2016.

Spirit, who also flies at selected games, is the only Bald Eagle to have
flown in Jordan-Hare Stadium. His first flight was in 2004. He is easily
recognizable soaring prior to kickoff because, unlike Golden Eagles, Spirit
has a bright white head and tail feathers, typical of adult Bald Eagles.
Discovered in Florida as an injured fledgling, Spirit came to Auburn in
1998 to join the Raptor Center’s birds of prey.

Aurea, a golden eagle, made her first stadium flight against Liberty in
2018. She was found near Selma, Ala., in 2016 with a fractured wing.

War Eagle V, which had represented Auburn for five seasons, died just
days prior to the 1986 season opener. Following a nationwide search for
the perfect eagle, War Eagle VI was located at Land Between the Lakes,
Ky. The female golden eagle, Tiger, underwent numerous tests and con-
ditioning programs at the Auburn Vet School before making its debut at
the Georgia game November 15, 1986, in Auburn.

Editor’s Note: Jim Phillips, former Plainsman editor, wrote this version of
the fable of War Eagle in the late 1950s.

Auburn Nickname Explanation

Auburn’s nickname is the TIGERS.

Auburn’s battle cry is “WAR EAGLE!”

Through the years, these two Auburn terms have often been used
interchangeably and incorrectly. There are hats and T-shirts with
Auburn War Eagles on them. Even the news media has been known to
refer to an Auburn team as the War Eagles or to an Auburn player as a
War Eagle.

In fact, when the Tigers play a game on the road, there is often an
article written in the local paper wondering why Auburn has three
nicknames - the Auburn Tigers, the Auburn War Eagles and the
Auburn Plainsmen.

To set the record straight, Auburn has only one nickname - the
Auburn Tigers.

“War Eagle” is a battle cry, used by Auburn fans in the same manner
Alabama fans yell “Roll Tide!” and Arkansas fans yell “Sooie Pig!” You
never hear Alabama referred to as the Alabama Roll Tides or Arkansas
as the Arkansas Sooie Pigs, and to call Auburn teams the Auburn War
Eagles would be just as incorrect. The battle cry “War Eagle” should
never have an “s” on the end of it.

The nickname “Tigers” comes from a line in Oliver Goldsmith’s
poem, “The Deserted Village,” published in May 1770, “where crouch-
ing tigers wait their hapless prey...”

The term “Plainsmen” comes from a line in that same Goldsmith
poem, “Sweet Auburn, loveliest (sic) village of the plain...” Since
Auburn athletes were, in the early days, men from the Plains, it
was only natural for newspaper headline writers to shorten that to
“Plainsmen.”

It may be confusing to an outsider, but to Auburn people, it is very
simple. That's why War Eagle VII, Auburn’s golden eagle symbol, is
named Nova!

War Eagle (Fight Song)

War ... Eagle, fly down the field, Ever to conquer, never to yield
War ... Eagle fearless and true. Fight on, you orange and blue.
Go! Go! Go!

On to vic'try, strike up the band,

Give ’em hell, give ’em hell.

Stand up and yell, Hey! War ... Eagle, win for Auburn,

Power of Dixie Land!
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Auburn’s Mascot “Aubie”

Aubie, Auburn’s costumed Tiger mascot, is in his 40th year as a spirit
leader and goodwill ambassador for Auburn University.

A popular character among Auburn fans and one of the more ani-
mated mascots in the country, Aubie has been on the job since 1979.

Aubie’s existence began as a cartoon character that first appeared on
the Auburn/Hardin-Simmons football program cover October 3, 1959.
Birmingham Post-Herald artist Phil Neel created the cartoon Tiger who
continued to adorn Auburn program covers for 18 years.

Aubie’s look changed through the years. In 1962, he began to stand
upright and the next year, 1963, wore clothes for the first time—a blue
tie and straw hat.

Aubie’s appearances on game programs proved to be somewhat of
a good luck charm for Coach Ralph “Shug” Jordan’s teams. The Tigers
were victorious in the first nine games he graced the cover and, in his
first six years, Auburn posted a 23-2-1 home record. Auburn’s home
record during the 18 years Aubie served as cover tiger was 63-16-2.

Aubie’s last appearance on the game program cover was Oct. 23,
1976, when Auburn downed Florida State, 31-19, but Aubie returned to
Auburn’s cover against Alabama on Nov. 30, 1991, Auburn’s last home
game at Legion Field.

In 1979, Aubie came to life at the Southeastern Conference basket-
ball tournament. James Lloyd, Auburn spirit director for the Student
Government Association, with help from the Alumni Association,
contacted Brooks-Van Horn Costumes in New York, N.Y. The com-
pany was provided with copies of the 1961 Auburn-Alabama and 1962
Auburn-Georgia Tech game programs to use for reference in creating
a costume of the cartoon character. The firm, which also provided
costumes for Walt Disney, designed and produced a Tiger costume for
$1,350. Individual contributions from various Auburn clubs, alumni and
friends helped pay for the first costume.

Aubie proudly marched into the Birmingham-]Jefferson Civic Center
on Feb. 28, 1979, and helped lead first-year Auburn coach Sonny Smith’s
team to an upset of Vanderbilt. The following day, Aubie returned to
the arena and the Tigers surprised Georgia in the longest game in SEC
tournament history, four overtimes. Before the weekend was complete,
Aubie helped lead the ninth-place team in the regular season to the
semifinals of the tournament.

Aubie has been selected as the nation’s No. 1 college mascot nine
times, the first in 1990-91 by the Universal Cheerleader Association with
Chris Wood, Mike Jernigan and Rob Thomson as the Friends of Aubie.
And the 1994-95 Friends of Aubie, Trey Humphreys, Mike Murphy
and Billy Stephens, received No. 1 college mascot again. In 1995-96, the
Friends of Aubie, Billy Stephens (head Aubie) of Metarie, La., along with
Mike Griffin and Josh Agerton, both of Auburn, claimed the title again.
In 1998-99, the Friends of Aubie, J.G. Carver (head Aubie) of Huntsville,
Eric Krausse of Chesterfield, Va., and Brannon McKim of Montgomery
captured Auburn’s fourth national championship. Aubie’s fifth national
championship was awarded in 2002-03, with Taylor Griswold (head
Aubie) from Montgomery, Jeremy Legg from Franklin, Tenn., and Trey
Mock from Marietta, Ga., as the Friends of Aubie. Aubie won it again in
2005-06 by Friends of Aubie Evan Thomas, (head Aubie) from Dothan,
David Smith from Ozark and Chris Delvizis from Brentwood, Tenn.
The most recent national championship by Aubie was brought home
in 2015-16.

Along with Aubie’s nine national championships, he was the first col-
legiate mascot inducted into the Mascot Hall of Fame.

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Auburn’s Symbol

Nova/Spirit /Aurea

For more than 100 years, eagles have been associated with Auburn
University’s football program. From a static presence on the sidelines to
rousing flights over the field, WAR EAGLE has become an Auburn icon.

The role of Auburn University’s eagles is to promote wildlife con-
servation as a part of the education initiatives of the U.S. Fish & Wildlife
Service and the College of Veterinary Medicine’s Southeastern Raptor
Center. The USF&WS permits the Raptor Center to house eagles and use
them on hundreds of educational presentations each year - including
Auburn’s home football games.

Currently, flighted eagles and numerous other non-releasable
raptors are used for these educational programs. Eagles stir emotions
in many people as they have come to symbolize strength, power and
courage as well as other important values such as freedom, American
heritage and the preservation of our environment. Golden Eagles Tiger
(War Eagle VI), Nova (War Eagle VII), Aurea and Spirit (a Bald Eagle)
are the eagles that have inspired football fans with their graceful flights
over Jordan-Hare Stadium.

Tiger was hatched in captivity in 1980 and came to live at Auburn
University in 1986. A frequent sideline fixture, she made her first free
flight at the Wyoming game August 31, 2000, and flew prior to many
games as well as at educational programs and the 2002 Winter Olympics.
She continued to appear at some educational presentations despite a
diagnosis of skin cancer in 2006 and underwent successful cataract sur-
gery in December, 2012. Tiger passed away June 18, 2014, at age 34.

At the Georgia game in November 2006, Tiger made her last sta-
dium flight and “retired.” A halftime ceremony at that game recognized
her contributions to the Auburn community and to the USF&WS
conservation mission. Golden Eagle Nova was then inaugurated as War
Eagle VII.

Tiger was recognized at Auburn’s season opener on August 31,
2013, marking the 13-year anniversary of her first free flight. Her
appearance began Auburn’s remarkable turnaround season that will
long be remembered as The Team of Destiny. The Tigers went from
worst to first by winning the 2013 SEC Championship before falling 13
seconds shy of winning the BCS National Championship.

Although not titled War Eagle VII until November 2006, Nova’s
first pre-game flight was at the Kentucky game in 2004. Nova was
hatched in 1999 at the Montgomery Zoo and came to Auburn in 2000.
Nova looks similar to Tiger but has a smaller stature because he is a male,
and appears in scores of educational programs every year. Nova ceased
his pregame flights during the 2017 football season after being diagnosed
with cardiomyopathy.

Spirit is the only Bald Eagle that has ever flown in Jordan-Hare
Stadium; his first game flight was in 2001. You can recognize Spirit soar-
ing before kickoff because unlike the Golden Eagles, Spirit has a bright
white head and tail feathers. In 1995, Spirit was discovered as an injured
fledgling in Florida.

He came to Auburn in 1998 and joined the educational collection
at the Raptor Center. His damaged beak makes him non-releasable. Bald
Eagles are found throughout Alabama and wild ones can sometimes be
seen soaring in Auburn skies.

Aurea, a female Golden Eagle, made her first stadium flight at the
2018 Liberty game. She was found near Selma, Ala., in 2016 with a frac-
tured wing.

In the 1970s, a group from Auburn’s College of Veterinary Medicine
began an intensive effort to treat and rehabilitate injured raptors. This
initiative led to the creation of what is now known as the Southeastern
Raptor Center. The SRC is the oldest and only medical and surgical wild-
life rehabilitation facility in the Southeast dedicated solely to raptors.
SRC is supported by the College of Veterinary Medicine and is a non-

profit organization that depends upon public and private contributions
to accomplish its mission.

Hundreds of educational programs for schools and other groups
help generate these funds. The Southeastern Raptor Center’s mission
is to rehabilitate and release injured and orphaned raptors, educate the
public about their role and importance, and research raptor-related
issues.

At SRC, raptors are admitted with a variety of injuries and ailments.
Many birds are rehabilitated and released. When release is not possible,
the bird may become a permanent center resident or transfer to another
educational facility. You can support SRC by purchasing SRC merchan-
dise at the AU Bookstore or through SRC’s website.

Here, you can also contribute to SRC birds through the Adopt-A-
Raptor program. This year, SRC will have public raptor shows which will
include an eagle flight. These presentations are at the SRC Amphitheatre
at 4:00 p.m. each Friday before home games. The $5 admission is payable
at the gate.

Administration

Dr. Jay Gogue

Interim President

Dr. Jay Gogue returned to his alma mater on July 16, 2007, as
Auburn University’s 18th president and retired as president emeritus on
July 1, 2017. He was appointed by the university’s Board of Trustees to
serve as interim president effective July 8, 2019. The Waycross, Ga., native
earned bachelor’s and master’s degrees from Auburn and a doctorate in
horticulture from Michigan State University.

During his tenure as president, the academic strength of Auburns
student population increased, a new research center was established in
Huntsville, Ala.,acommon book program that generates a shared academic
experience was instituted, and outreach partnerships with underserved
schools in surrounding communities were established. His leadership
during a period of sharp reductions in state support for the university
budget protected Auburn’s academic quality and prevented elimination of
academic programs. Since his retirement, Dr. Gogue has remained engaged
in the realm of academia, advising colleagues at numerous universities and
teaching a course on higher education leadership to Auburn students.

Dr. Gogue was selected in 2013 for the Michigan State University
Distinguished Alumni Award. In 2012, he was inducted into the Alabama
Academy of Honor, a group of 100 Alabamians “chosen for accomplishment
or service greatly benefitting or reflecting great credit on the State”

Before returning to Auburn, Dr. Gogue served as president of New
Mexico State University beginning in 2000 and, in 2003, he was named
president of the University of Houston and chancellor of the University
of Houston System. He started his higher education administration career
in 1986 at Clemson University as vice president for research and vice
president/vice provost for agriculture and natural resources. Utah State
University selected him as provost in 1995.

Dr. Gogue is a member of the Phi Kappa Phi and Golden Key honor
societies, Sigma Chi Fraternity, Sigma Xi scientific research society and
the National Society of Scabbard and Blade, the honorary military society
for all branches of service. He met his wife, Susie, in the 8th grade, and
they married during their undergraduate years at Auburn. Like Dr. Gogue,
Mrs. Gogue also earned two Auburn degrees. They are the parents of three
children and have one grandchild.

Allen Greene
Director of Athletics

Allen Greene, known as a dynamic and energetic leader, is in his second
year at Auburn after being named the program’s 15th director of athletics
on January 18, 2018. Greene served in the same capacity at the University
at Buffalo from November 2015 until his arrival at Auburn.

One of the youngest athletics directors in the NCAA power five ranks,
Greene, 42, is highly regarded by his peers. He is actively engaged in
the National Association of Collegiate Directors of Athletics, Minority
Opportunities Athletics Association, and LEADI, an association dedicated
to preparing today’s students to be tomorrow’s leaders.

Auburn has achieved great success competitively under Greene’s
leadership as 22 programs have finished ranked in the top 25 nationally,
including eight programs in the top 10. The Auburn equestrian program
has won a pair of national championships since his arrival and the men’s
and women’s golf programs each advanced to the national semifinals once.

The 2018-19 academic year was historic as the men’s basketball program
made its first-ever trip to the Final Four, while the baseball program
returned to the College World Series for the first time in 22 years.

Academically during Greene’s time at Auburn, 177 athletes have earned
their degrees and 331 have been named to the SEC Academic Honor Roll.

Greene’s tenure as director of athletics at the University at Buffalo is
noted for success on the field and in the classroom, as well as donor and
corporate development efforts that led to an array of facility enhancements.

Prior to being named AD at Buffalo, Greene served as the senior
associate athletic director for administration and deputy director of
athletics at UB. Greene previously worked in fundraising at Ole Miss and
two years as an athletics fundraiser for Notre Dame and five years in its
compliance office.

A graduate of Notre Dame with a degree in finance, Greene was a three-
year starter for the Fighting Irish baseball team and played three years
in the New York Yankees minor league system. Greene later received his
master’s degree from Indiana University’s South Bend campus.

Greene and his wife, Christy, have three children, daughters Rian and
Seneca, and son Samuel.
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Head Coach Gus Malzahn

In six years as head coach
at Auburn, Gus Malzahn has
led the Tigers to six consecutive
bowl games, a  Southeastern
Conference Championship, two
SEC West Division titles and an
appearance in the 2014 BCS National
Championship Game. Malzahn has
directed Auburn to four New Year’s
Day bowl games.

Malzahn, 62-30 in seven seasons
as a head coach, has directed teams
to seven conference championship
game appearances in his 13 seasons
as a collegiate coach, including
a pair of SEC Championships at Auburn (2010, 2013) and a Sun Belt
Championship at Arkansas State in 2012.

The 2013 Bear Bryant, Bobby Bowden, Eddie Robinson, Home
Depot, Sporting News, SB Nation, Liberty Mutual and Associated Press
National Coach of the Year, Malzahn earned SEC Coach of the Year
honors after guiding Auburn to the biggest turnaround in SEC history.

He led the Tigers to a 12-2 record and one of the most
memorable seasons in school history in 2013, with historic wins over
Georgia and Alabama and a record-setting SEC Championship win over
Missouri. He became just the third coach in SEC history to win an SEC
title in his first year at a school, joining LSU’s Bernie Moore in 1935 and
Ole Miss’ John Vaught in 1947.

The second-longest active tenured head coach at one school
in the SEC, Malzahn is one of only nine active FBS head coaches that
have played in a national championship game. During his time at
Auburn, the Tigers are one of three SEC schools to play in multiple SEC
Championships games and play for a national championship.

Last season, the Tigers posted a 8-5 regular season record
while facing six opponents that were ranked in the final College Football
Playoff Top 25 (four of those played away from home), including four
teams of the top 11 teams. The Tigers capped the season with an
impressive 63-14 win over Purdue in the Music City Bowl. With Malzahn
at the helm calling the plays, the Tigers’ 63 points were a new SEC bowl
game record for points, and the 56 first-half points were the most ever by
a college football team in one half of a bowl game.

Senior wideout Ryan Davis became the school’s most prolific
pass catcher in school history and combined with quarterback Jarrett
Stidham to become the top pass-catching duo in Auburn history.
Defensively, the Tigers were led by senior linebacker Deshaun Davis
and junior Derrick Brown who received first and second team All-SEC
honors, respectively. The Tiger defense held opponents to just seven
rushing scorers, tied for the fewest in the nation.

In 2017, Malzahn’s team reached as high as No. 2 in the College
Football Playoff Poll and played in the SEC Championship Game for
the second time in five seasons, knocking off No. 1 Georgia and No. 1
Alabama in a November to remember on The Plains. It was the first time
in poll history that a program has defeated two top-ranked teams during
the same regular season.

The 2017 Tigers were one of four FBS teams to average more
than 225 yards rushing and 225 yards passing and averaged 37.1 points
per game in league play. Auburn averaged 40.9 points and 491.1 yards in
SEC action, both program bests, while winning five of seven conference
games by 21 points or more.

In 2016, Malzahn’s team won six consecutive games, the third
longest win streak by Auburn in 12 years, while finishing second in the
nation’s most difficult division, the SEC West. Under his direction, the
2016 Tigers ranked in the top 50 nationally in total offense and total
defense, an Auburn first since 2005.

Auburn’s balance in 2016 was displayed by a team that ranked
first in the SEC and sixth nationally in rushing, coupled with a defense
that was seventh in the country in scoring defense and 28th in total
defense. The special team units, traditionally been a strong point under
Malzahn, were led by the strong leg of All-America and Groza Award
finalist kicker Daniel Carlson.

In 2015, the youthful Tigers, which lost 14 players to the NFL
from the previous season, faced 11 bowl teams en route to a Birmingham
Bowl victory over Memphis. Malzahn’s 2014 team was ranked in the
nation’s top 10 for a majority of the season before finishing 8-5 after
navigating the nation’s most difficult schedule featuring seven ranked
foes.

He has produced 15 1,000-yard rushers in 12 seasons as a
college coach, including Heisman Trophy finalist Tre Mason (1,816) and
Nick Marshall (1,068) in 2013 and Cameron-Artis Payne (1,608) in 2014.
Kamryn Pettway ran for 1,123 yards in 2016 despite missing significant
time with injuries and Kerryon Johnson led the SEC with 1,320 yards in
2017.
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Head Coach Gus Malzahn

On three occasions, Malzahn has had two 1,000-yard rushers
in the same season: 2013 (Auburn), 2010 (Auburn) and 2006 (Arkansas).
Malzahn has also coached five 1,000-yard receivers and three 3,000-
yard passers. His 2007 Tulsa team had three 1,000-yard receivers.

Since Malzahn’s arrival, Auburn has the top rushing offense
in the SEC, averaging 240.3 yards per game. In 2013, Auburn led the
nation in rushing at 328.3 yards per game, the first SEC team ever to do
so. Three of the top six team rushing totals in SEC history (2010, 2013,
2016) have come under Malzahn’s leadership.

Auburn was just the second team in SEC history to gain more
than 7,000 yards of total offense in a season in 2013, finishing the year
with 7,018 yards; the other was Texas A&M in 2012.

The Tigers set a school record with 48 rushing touchdowns
in 2013 and set a school record against SEC opponents with 677 yards
of total offense vs. No. 5 Missouri in the SEC Championship Game.
The Tigers set SEC Championship Game team records with 26 rushing
first downs, 74 rushing attempts, 545 rushing yards and seven rushing
touchdowns.

Tre Mason, a Heisman Trophy finalist and 2013 SEC Player
of the Year, ranked third in the nation with 23 touchdowns, was fifth
nationally with 1,816 yards rushing, sixth with 10.7 points per game,
sixth with 169.57 all-purpose yards per game and eighth with 129.7
rushing yards per game. Mason set the Auburn single-season record
with 1,816 rushing yards and 2,374 all-purpose yards, and was second
with 317 rushing attempts. His 46 rushing attempts and 304 rushing
yards vs. No. 5 Missouri set SEC Championship Game records and fell
three yards shy of the Auburn record.

In his six seasons, a total of 26 Tigers have been selected in the
National Football League draft, nearly doubling the 16 Auburn players
drafted in the previous six seasons from 2008-13. This includes first
round picks Greg Robinson (No. 2 overall) and Dee Ford (No. 23) of the
2014 draft. This past spring, Auburn’s six picks were the program’s most
since the NFL Draft was reduced to seven rounds in 1994 and its most
since 1991.

Malzahn has coached 12 All-Americans as head coach
at Auburn: RB Tre Mason (2013), RS Chris Davis (2013), OT Greg
Robinson (2013), C Reese Dismukes (2013-14), PK Daniel Carlson (2015-
16-17), DL Carl Lawson (2016), DL Montravius Adams (2016), OL Alex
Kozan (2016), OL Braden Smith (2016-17), DB Carlton Davis (2017),
DL Jeft Holland (2017), and RB Kerryon Johnson (2017). Dismukes was
named the 2014 Rimington Award winner as the nation’s top center and
Carlson was a three-time Lou Groza Award finalist.

The Tigers have faced the nation’s most difficult schedule
collectively during Malzahn’s six years on The Plains facing 28 ranked
opponents, including 15 in the top 10. Auburn was the nation’s only
program in 2016 to face both the No. 1 and No. 2 ranked programs and
in 2017 it faced three of the four CFP Semifinalists a total of four times,
earning two wins.

Malzahn and his coaching staff have been highly successful on
the recruiting trail, recording five consecutive Top 10 nationally ranked
recruiting classes, a first in the program’s history.

Academically, Malzahn’s Tigers have excelled as 100-plus
players have graduated since his arrival. In the fall 2016 semester a
program-best 56 players posted a 3.0 grade point average.

Malzahn, who won the Broyles Award as the nation’s top
assistant coach in 2010 while helping the Tigers to the national title,
returned to Auburn after serving as the head coach at Arkansas State in
2012, where he led the program to the Sun Belt Conference title.

As offensive coordinator, Malzahn made an immediate
impact during his tenure at Auburn, highlighted by a record-setting
offense in 2010 when the Tigers finished 14-0 and claimed the school’s
first national title since 1957.

Malzahn’s arrival in 2009 and style of offense marked a drastic
turnaround from the 2008 season when Auburn struggled offensively.
In a two-year period, the Tigers improved from a tie for 110th to seventh
in the nation in scoring offense (from 17.3 to 41.2) and from 104th to
seventh in total offense.

The 2010 Auburn offense set nine school records, while
leading the SEC and finished in the top 10 nationally in six statistical
categories. He coached Heisman Trophy winner Cam Newton, who had
one of the best single-season performances at the position in college
football history. Newton threw for 2,908 yards and 30 touchdowns,
while rushing for 1,586 yards and 20 TDs. Newton, the No. 1 overall
draft pick in the 2011 NFL Draft, also won the Davey O’Brien, Manning
and Maxwell Award.

During two seasons (2007-08) at Tulsa, Malzahn’s offenses
were among the nation’s finest, ranking first nationally in total offense.
Tulsa’s offense in 2007 established nine team and 12 individual school
records; the 2008 Tulsa offense averaged 569.9 yards per game and was
second nationally averaging 47.2 points per games. Malzahn spent one
season at Arkansas as offensive coordinator, coaching Heisman Trophy
runner-up Darren McFadden and helping the SEC West champion
Razorbacks finish fourth nationally in rushing offense.

Malzahn’s coaching career began in his home state of
Arkansas at the high school level. In 14 seasons as a high school head
coach, Malzahn led seven teams to the state championship game and
won three titles. In July 2013, he was inducted into the Arkansas High
School Sports Hall of Fame.

Born in Irving, Texas, Malzahn graduated from high school in
Fort Smith, Ark., and played football at Arkansas and Henderson State,
earning his bachelor’s degree from Henderson in 1990.

Malzahn is married to the former Kristi Otwell and they are
the parents of two daughters, Kylie (Collin) Peek and Kenzie (Charl)
Stander. In March 2018, the Malzahns became grandparents with the
birth of grandson Anderson James Peek.

Kodi Burns

CO-OFFENSIVE COORDINATOR /WIDE RECEIVERS

Former Auburn offensive standout Kodi Burns returned to his alma
mater for the 2016 season as co-offensive coordinator and wide receivers
coach. In his fourth season, Burns will assume the duties of passing game
coordinator for the Tigers in 2019.

Auburn set all-time records for bowl game scoring and total offense in
2018 in a 63-14 win over Purdue; Ryan Davis finished his career as Auburn’s
all-time receptions leader (178) and freshman Seth Williams led the SEC and
ranked 10th nationally in yards per reception (20.54). Darius Slayton was
drafted by the New York Giants, and Davis signed with the New England
Patriots.

In 2017, Auburn became just the eighth team in SEC history to rush and
pass for 3,000 yards in a season, and set an Auburn record scoring 327 points
in SEC play, winning the SEC West and playing in the Chick-fil-A Peach
Bowl. Junior Ryan Davis set an Auburn record with 84 receptions, ranking
second in the SEC and 20th nationally in catches per game.

In 2016, 13 different Auburn receivers caught a pass of at least 20 yards,
and the Tigers ranked fourth in school history in total offensive yards
(5,730).

Burns has already been part of two Auburn BCS National Championship
appearances. As a senior wide-out in 2010, he helped the Tigers to a perfect
season and the BCS National Championship, scoring the opening touch-
down on a 35-yard pass reception in the Tigers’ BCS win over Oregon.
Burns served as a graduate assistant for offense in 2013, helping Auburn win
another SEC Championship and an appearance in the 2014 BCS National
Championship game.

Burns, who played at Auburn from 2007-10, came back to his alma mater
from Arizona State, where he had been named the running backs coach after
the 2015 season. In 2015, Burns served as wide receivers coach at Middle
Tennessee State, where he mentored Richie James and Ed Battlies. James
led Conference USA with 108 receptions and his 1,346 receiving yards were
third in the conference. Battlies’ 82 receptions and 1,048 receiving yards
ranked fourth and fifth respectively in Conference USA.

Burns was the running backs coach at Samford University in 2014. Under
Burns’ guidance, Bulldog ballcarrier Denzel Williams tallied more than 1,000
all-purpose yards, including 918 rushing yards and 16 touchdowns, earning
all-Southern Conference honors.

In 2013, Burns worked with Auburn’s offense as a graduate assistant, as
the Tigers led the nation in rushing (328.3 yds/game), and ranked 11th in
total offense (501.3 yds/game) and 12th in scoring offense (39.5 pts/game).
Running back Tre Mason was a Heisman Trophy finalist and the SEC
Offensive Player of the Year; he set Auburn single-season records with 2,374
all-purpose yards and 1,816 rushing yards.

Burns began his coaching career in 2012 as a graduate assistant at
Arkansas State under Gus Malzahn. The Red Wolves won the Sun Belt
Conference with a 10-3 record and Burns helped an offense that included a
3,000-yard passer, a 1,000-yard receiver and a 1,000-yard rusher.

From 2007-10, Burns earned four varsity letters at Auburn, excelling in
a variety of roles. He was a quarterback his first two seasons at Auburn; in
2007, he became the first Auburn true freshman quarterback to start a game
since Gabe Gross in 1998. He moved to wide receiver for the second half of
his career, collecting nearly 2,300 total yards and 22 career touchdowns.

A native of Fort Smith, Ark., Burns earned his bachelor’s degree from
Auburn in exercise science in 2011.

fensive touchdowns (72) and passing touchdowns (39). The 2017 Memphis
offense became the first program in history to have a 4,000-yard passer, a
1,000-yard rusher and a 1,000-yard receiver in the same season.

Dillingham mentored quarterback Riley Ferguson who blossomed
into one of the nation’s top signal-callers. Ferguson finished 2017 as the
country’s third-best quarterback for passing yards (4,257) and touchdowns
(38). Ferguson also matured into an outstanding decision maker under
Dillingham’s tutelage, posting a better than 4:1 touchdown-to-interception
ratio, which was tied for second best nationally among signal callers with 30
or more touchdowns.

During his first season at Memphis in 2016, Dillingham was on staff
working with quarterbacks. Memphis’ offense that season racked up 6,028
total yards and 505 points and scored 57 touchdowns, all third-most in
school history.

Under Dillingham’s guidance in 2016, Ferguson, threw for 3,698 yards
and 32 touchdown passes to set a then-program season mark, only to break
his own mark a season later.

A veteran coach with both collegiate and professional experience,
Wesley McGriff returned to Auburn in February, 2019, for his second stint
on Coach Gus Malzahn’s staff. He also was the Tigers’ secondary coach for
the 2016 season.

McGriff served as defensive coordinator at Ole Miss during the
2016-17 seasons, adding the title of associate head coach the second year.
In 2016, McGriff orchestrated a defense that included NFL draft picks in
Breeland Speaks (second round) and Marquis Haynes (fourth round); the
duo combined for 14.5 sacks, and both earned second team all-SEC honors.
Linebacker DeMarquis Gates had his biggest season, registering 114 tackles,
the most by a Rebel in a single season since 2006. In 2017, sophomore
linebacker Mohamed Sanogo was fourth in the SEC with 112 tackles and
joined Gates in 2017 as the only two Ole Miss defenders with 100+ tackles in
the previous 12 seasons.

McGriff came to Auburn in 2016 after three seasons with the NFL’s New
Orleans Saints, working with the defensive backs. In his first two seasons
with the Saints, McGriff oversaw the development of safeties Rafael Bush,
Kenny Vaccaro and Pierre Warren and cornerback Terrence Frederick,
while ‘also dependinF on veterans such as safety Jairus Byrd and cornerback
Keenan Lewis, who led the Saints with 13 passes defensed, while adding two
interceptions. Vaccaro led the New Orleans secondary with 113 tackles and
added one sack and two interceptions.

In his first season in New Orleans, the Saints ranked fourth in the NFL
in total defense (305.7 ypg.), second in opponent passing yards per game
(194.1 ypg.) and fourth in scoring defense (19.0 pp%{ posting an 11-5 record
and advancing to the divisional round of the playoffs

McGriff spent 2012 as co-defensive coordinator/cornerbacks at Ole
Miss, which finished second in the SEC and in the top 15 in the NCAA
in tackles for a loss (7.7) and sacks per game (2.8). Linebacker Denzel
Nkemdiche was named to the FWAA All-America and SEC all-freshman
teams, defensive tackle Isaac Gross earned conference all-freshman honors
and was named to the CollegeFootballNews.com Freshman All-America
team and safety Trae Elston was named to the ESPN SEC all-freshman team.

McGriff spent the 2011 season as defensive backs coach/recruiting
coordinator at Vanderbilt, where he helped the Commodores to onl
their fifth all-time appearance in a bowl. His secondary produced 1
interceptions, three returned for touchdowns. McGriff helped current Green
Bay Packer Casey Hayward become the first Vanderbilt All-American in four
years, posting seven interceptions, the third-highest season total ever by a
Commodore.

McGriff spent four seasons as the secondary coach at Miami (Fla.). In
2010, the Hurricanes ranked second in the nation in pass defense, allowing
just 164.3 yards per game. The Miami defense finished ranked 16th nationally
and 21st in scoring defense. In 2009, the Hurricanes ranked 29th in total
defense, as he tutored All-America defensive back Brandon Harris, seven-

ear NFL veteran safety Kenny Phillips (2007 All-American and first round
FL draft pick) and Green Bay defensive back Sam Shields.

McGriff served as the defensive backs coach/recruiting coordinator
at Baylor from 2003-06 and enjoyed his first SEC stint at Kentucky from
2001-02. He spent 2000 as the secondary coach at Eastern Kentucky where
he mentored DB Yeremiah Bell, who earned first-team all-Ohio Vallel}lf
Conference honors and was drafted by the Miami Dolphins in the sixt
round in 2003.

From 1995-99, McGiriff served in multiple roles including assistant head
coach, defensive coordinator and secondary coach at Kentucky State and was
named the AFCA’s NCAA Division II National Assistant Coach of the Year.
The Thorobreds had the No. 1 defense in the nation in 1995.

He began his coaching career at his alma mater, Savannah State,
from 1990-94. Starting as a graduate assistant, McGriff tutored running
backs before coaching the secondary in 1991 and later serving as defensive
coordinator and interim head coach.

MCcGriff, a Tifton, Ga., native, started at linebacker for Savannah State
from 1987-89 and was named the conference’s 1989 Male Academic Athlete
of the Year. He received his bachelor’s degree while graduating cum laude in
1990 and earned a master’s in public administration from Georgia Southern
in 1993.

Carnell Williams

RUNNING BACKS

Former Auburn All-American Carnell ‘Cadillac’ Williams returned to
his alma mater in January 2019 as the Tigers running backs coach.

Williams helped lead Auburn to an undefeated season in 2004 while
earning All-America honors that year. The 2005 NFL Rookie of the Year,
Williams had a seven-year NFL career before entering the coaching ranks.

A native of Gadsden, Alabama, and product of Etowah High School,
Williams finished his Auburn career (2001-04) with 3,831 yards on 741
attempts with 45 touchdowns. He broke the Auburn career record of most
rushing attempts, passing Joe Cribbs, and most touchdowns scored, pass-
ing Bo Jackson, while finishing second in total rushing yards and all-pur-
pose yards.

As a senior in 2004, Williams helped lead the Tigers to one of the best
seasons in program history, winning an SEC Championship en route to a
perfect 13-0 season and a Sugar Bowl victory. He led Auburn in rushing
with 1,165 yards and 12 touchdowns while tallying 1,718 all-purpose yards.
He earned All-America honors, was the SEC Special Teams Player of the
Year, and named to the All-SEC team.

In his four seasons at Auburn, Williams earned nine SEC Player of the
Week honors, the most in league history. During his time on the Plains, the
Tigers were 37-14 and won three SEC Western Division titles (2001, ‘02,
04).

He remains as Auburn’s No. 2 all-time rushing and is the Tigers” career
leader in rushing attempts and rushing touchdowns.

The fifth overall pick of the 2005 NFL draft by the Tampa Bay
Buccaneers, Williams was named the NFL Rookie of the Year after leading
all rookies in rushing yards with 1,178, while posting six 100-yard rushing
games in 14 starts. Williams spent six seasons with Tampa Bay before
spending his final season in 2011 with the St. Louis Rams.

After being slowed by injuries for several years, Williams was narrowly
edged for the AP 2009 Comeback Player of the Year Award by Tom Brady,
finishing second after rushing for 821 yards on 210 carries with a 3.9 aver-
age and four touchdowns during the 2009 season.

Williams finished his NFL career with 4,038 yards with 21 touchdowns
and 148 receptions for 1,002 yards and four scores.

Williams’ coaching career started at Henderson State in 2015 where he
served as the running backs coach. After a stint at the University of West
Georgia in 2016, Williams was the running backs coach for IMG Academy
in Bradenton, Florida for two season (2017-18). Williams served as the
running backs coach for the Birmingham Iron of the Alliance of American
Football (AAF) prior to his appointment at his alma mater.

Williams graduated from Auburn in December 2014. He and his wife
Evan Williams have two boys: Cole (5) and Cuinn (3).

Former Auburn linebacker Travis Williams serves as co-defensive
coordinator, a role he received prior to the 2019 season, and linebacker
coach for the Tigers.

Williams was promoted to linebacker coach at his alma mater
prior to the 2016 season, after holding various roles on the Tigers’
football support staff.

The 2018 Auburn defense ranked 14th nationally in scoring defense
(19.2) and allowed only nine rushing touchdowns. The Tigers ranked
in the top 20 nationally in sacks (38) and TFL (96) and were ninth
nationally with three interception returns for touchdowns. Top tack-
ler Deshaun Davis, a first team all-SEC honoree, was drafted by the
Cincinnati Bengals and Darrell Williams signed with the New Orleans
Saints.

In 2017, SEC West champion Auburn ranked 14th in total defense
and 12th in scoring defense, allowing just 4.67 yards per play, eighth
best nationally. Senior linebacker Tre” Williams earned second team
all-SEC honors.

In 2016, the Tigers ranked seventh nationally in scoring defense,
11th in red zone defense and 28th in total defense, an improvement of
43 spots over the previous season, and held eight consecutive oppo-
nents without a rushing TD, the longest season streak at Auburn since
1957.

Steeped in the Tiger tradition on defense, Williams signed with
Auburn in 2001, redshirted his first season and then lettered the next
four, earning all-SEC honors in 2004-05. He led Auburn in tackles (80)
during the 2004 undefeated season; he was second in tackles in 2005
(68) and third in 2003 (67). He won the Pat Dye Leadership Award on
defense in 2004 and 2005.

Williams played for the NFL’s Atlanta Falcons during the 2006 and
2007 seasons, before beginning his coaching career at his alma mater,
Spring Valley (S.C.) High School as a volunteer assistant.

Williams returned to Auburn in 2009 as a defensive graduate
assistant, and was part of Auburn’s 2010 national championship sea-
son. After coaching stops at Northern Iowa and Creekside (Ga.) High
School, Williams came back to Auburn in 2014 as a defensive analyst.

He served as an on-field coach on defense in preparations for
Auburn’s 2015 Outback and 2015 Birmingham Bowl appearances.

Williams earned his bachelor’s degree in criminology and criminal
justice from Auburn in 2005, and received a master’s degree in adult
education from Auburn in 2011.

Marcus Woodson joined the Auburn football staff in January,
2018, as an assistant coach working with the Tiger defensive backs. He
added the title of recruiting coordinator before the 2019 season.

The 2018 Auburn defense ranked 14th nationally in scoring defense
(19.2) and allowed only nine rushing touchdowns. The Tigers ranked
in the top 20 nationally in sacks (38) and TFL (96) and were ninth
nationally with three interception returns for touchdowns.

Woodson came to Auburn from Memphis, where he was defensive
backs coach from 2015-16. During his two years there, the Tigers won
18 games and made two bowl appearances, forcing 60 turnovers, the
second best total in the nation, including 32 interceptions. In 2017,
freshman defensive back T.J. Carter was named to the ESPN.com
and USA Today Freshman All-America teams and was the American
Athletic Conference Rookie of the Year after setting a Memphis fresh-
man record with five interceptions.

Before Memphis, Woodson spent two seasons at Fresno State,
helping the Bulldogs to the 2014 Hawaii Bowl. All-Mountain West
defensive back Derron Smith was a sixth-round NFL draft pick of the
Cincinnati Bengals.

From 2009-13, Woodson was defensive backs coach and recruiting
coordinator at Charleston Southern, tutoring all-Big South players
Demaris Freeman, Charles James, Chris Kuzdale and Elijah Lee. He
added the defensive passing game coordinator title before the 2012 sea-
son. In 2013, Charleston Southern finished the campaign with a 10-3
record and a No. 22 national ranking; the Bucs finished the season with
the nation’s No. 3 pass defense.

Woodson was at Millsaps College from 2005-08, helping produce
three consecutive Southern Collegiate Athletic Conference (SCAC)
championships.

He was a two-year letterman at Ole Miss, recording 38 career tack-
les and an interception as a starter at safety before his career was cut
short by a knee injury before his senior season. He earned a bachelor’s
degree in political science with an emphasis in criminal justice from
Ole Miss in 2003, and was selected for the Senior Leadership Unity
Council.

A native of Moss Point, Miss., where he was part of two state
championship teams at Moss Point High and played in the Bernard
Blackwell Classic, Woodson and his wife Chastity, who holds a bach-
elor’s from Loyola (La.) and a master’s from Howard University, have
two sons, Carter and Bryce.

LSU kicked a field goal as time expired to beat No. 7 Auburn 22-21. LSU,
aided by two pass-interference penalties, drove 52 yards on 14 plays to set
up Cole Tracy’s 42-yard game winner.

Leading 14-10 in the third quarter, Jarrett Stidham’s 4-yard touchdown
pass to Darius Slayton on third-and-goal gave Auburn a two-score lead.
Slayton’s touchdown marked 21 unanswered points for Auburn, turning a
10-point deficit into an 11-point lead. Auburn’s drive began at its own 45,
after LSU’s fake punt jump pass fell incomplete. LSU kicked a field goal
late in the third quarter to cut the lead to 21-13, then scored on a 71-yard
pass from Joe Burrow to Derrick Dillon to make it 21-19 with 8:18 to play.

The freshman added a second touchdown run later in
the game and finished with 49 yards on 13 carries.

The first touchdown run from Whitlow was set up by a 48-yard punt
return from Ryan Davis, which was the first of many significant plays
from the Auburn special teams Saturday.  Later in the first half, Jordyn
Peters deflected a punt — he nearly blocked one earlier in the game - that
was returned by linebacker K.J. Britt down inside the Arkansas 10-yard
line. That led to an Auburn field goal. Then sophomore Noah Igbinoghene
broke the game wide open with a 96-yard kick return for a touchdown
early in the third quarter that put the Tigers ahead, 24-3, at the time.

It was Auburn’s first kickoft return for a touchdown since Corey Grant
ran one back against Tennessee in 2013, and the longest kickoff return
since Tre Mason ran one back 100 yards against Washington State that
same season.

Playing in its first true road environment all season, No. 8 Auburn nev-
er could find its rhythm Saturday night as the Tigers came up short at
Mississippi State, 23-9.

Auburn struck first midway through the first quarter when Anders
Carlson drilled a 47-yard field goal. The freshman made three of his four
field-goal attempts on the night, and his 24-yard field goal early in the
fourth quarter got the Tigers within a touchdown at 16-9.

However, with two minutes remaining, Mississippi State quarterback
Nick Fitzgerald all but put the game away with a 21-yard touchdown to
make it a two-score game.

The Auburn defense was led by safety Jeremiah Dinson, who had a ca-
reer night with 15 tackles and also pulled down an interception for the
second straight game. He’s the first player since Joshua Holsey in 2016
to record interceptions in back-to-back games, and his 15 tackles are the
most by an Auburn player since Daren Bates (16) against Ole Miss in
2012.

Marlon Davidson, Darrell Williams and Deshaun Davis all finished
with 10 tackles apiece. It was a career high for Davidson, who also blocked
a critical field goal midway through the fourth quarter that gave the Tigers
a chance to come back and tie the game.

For Davis, it was his seventh career game with double-figure tackles,
and he now has 203 career tackles — making him the 15th Auburn player
