››	 Kerryon Johnson was seventh in the FBS 
averaging 10.0 points per game (120 total 
points). He and Daniel Carlson (126 total points) 
were the only teammates ranked in the Top 25

››	 Quarterback Jarrett Stidham led the SEC 
and ranked ninth nationally in completion 
percentage (.665)

››	 Auburn was one of only six FBS teams with 
both a 3,100-yard passer and a 1,300-yard rusher 
this season

2017 SEASON RECAP
››		  Auburn finished the 2017 season at 10-4 overall and 7-1 in the SEC, winning the SEC West 
championship for the sixth time. The Tigers ranked 10th in the final Associated Press media poll, 
12th in the final USA Today coaches’ poll and seventh in the final College Football Playoff rankings. 
Auburn faced UCF in the 50th anniversary Chick-fil-A Peach Bowl January 1 at Mercedes-Benz 
Stadium in Atlanta. 

››		  In 2017, 23 Auburn players concluded their college careers: Wilson Bell, Pete Bderryman, Daniel 
Carlson, Tyler Carter, Carlton Davis, Casey Dunn, Austin Golson, Jeff Holland, Darius James, Kerryon 
Johnson, Caleb King, Tray Matthews, Kamryn Pettway, Ike Powell, Chase Rutter, Stephen Roberts, 
Nick Ruffin, Josh Shockley, Braden Smith, Jason Smith, Tyler Stovall, Keenan Sweeney and Tre’ 
Williams. 

››		  Auburn made its 42nd bowl appearance all-time, and its fifth straight under Gus Malzahn, the 
most consecutive seasons in a bowl for the Tigers since going bowling eight straight seasons from 
2000-07. Auburn is 23-17-2 in bowl games. 

››		  Auburn was the first team to defeat two CFP No. 1-ranked teams in the same season: 40-17 
over Georgia and 26-14 over Alabama. Auburn was the first team ever to defeat a CFP No. 1 team 
by double digits, and the Tigers have done it twice this season. Auburn was the ninth team in the 
history of the AP poll to defeat multiple Top 2-ranked teams by double digits in the same season. 

››	 The Tigers played nine games against eventual bowl teams, five against New Year’s Six bowl 
participants, four against teams in the College Football Playoff field and five against teams ranked 
in the AP top 10 at the time of the game. 

TOTAL OFFENSE
››	 Auburn is just the eighth team in SEC history to both rush and pass for more than 3,000 yards 
in a season (3,267 pass/3,056 rush). The Tigers also reached that mark in 2010 and are one of only 
two SEC schools (along with Alabama 2012 and 2016) to achieve that total twice. 

››	 This was just the second season Auburn had a player throw for 15 touchdowns and a player rush 
for 15 scores; Jarrett Stidham (18 pass) and Kerryon Johnson (18 rush) (also Cam Newton, 2010).

››	 Auburn scored on 52 of its 59 trips into the 
red zone this season with 38 TDs, including 
35-37 with 26 TD in SEC regular season play. The 
Tigers’ 88.14 red zone scoring percentage ranked 
36th nationally.

››	 Auburn’s offense produced 27 plays from 
scrimmage of at least 40 yards, tied for seventh 
nationally.

››	 Auburn’s 629 total offense yards (354 
rush/284 pass) at Arkansas were the 12th-best 
total in Auburn history, the sixth-best ever by 
Auburn in an SEC contest and the seventh-best 
outing under Malzahn. 
	 The Tigers gained 535 yards total offense 
(351 rush/184 pass) in the opener against 
Georgia Southern, 510 total yards (146 rush, 364 
pass) against Mercer, 511 total yards (244 rush, 
272 pass) against Mississippi State, 561 against 
Ole Miss (326 rush/235 pass) and 552 vs. ULM

MALZAHN FILEFAST FACTS 
›› Gus Malzahn has won or played for a conference 
title in seven of his 11 seasons as a collegiate coach.

›› Malzahn had 35 victories in his first four seasons 
as Auburn head coach, the second-most in Auburn 
history behind only Terry Bowden.

›› His 20-7 record was the second-best start in 
Auburn history, only behind Terry Bowden, who 
started 20-1-1 in 1993-94.

›› Malzahn’s teams have won their conference 
championships in three of the last seven seasons - 
with Auburn in 2010 and 2013 and Arkansas State 
in 2012.

›› In his fifth season, Malzahn is seventh among 
Auburn football coaches all-time in total wins. 
	 The leaders (and seasons coached): 176, 
Ralph “Shug” Jordan (25); 99, Pat Dye (12) and Mike 
Donahue (18); 85, Tommy Tuberville (10); 48, Jack 
Meagher (9); 47, Terry Bowden (6); 45, Gus Malzahn 
(5); 33, Gene Chizik (4); 32, 29, Doug Barfield (5); 22, 
Chet Wynne (4).
	
›› Two of the four most productive offenses in SEC 
history were Malzahn concoctions: Auburn 2013 
(7,018) and  Auburn 2010 (6,989).
 
›› Since 2000, in the seven seasons Malzahn has 
been at Auburn, the Tigers have posted 19 50-point 
games; in the 10 seasons without Malzahn, Auburn  
recorded just seven 50-point games. The Tigers 
have recorded three 50-point games in a season 
twice since Malzahn took over as Auburn head coach 
(2013 and 2016).

›› Just the third coach in SEC history to win an SEC 
title in his first year at a school, joining Bernie Moore 
(LSU, 1935) and John Vaught (Ole Miss, 1947). 

›› Malzahn is 35-8 (.814) at home as a collegiate 
head coach (5-1 in 2012 at Arkansas State; 8-0 in 
2013, 6-1 in 2014, 3-4 in 2015, 6-2 in 2016 and 7-0 in 
2017 at Auburn). He started his Auburn tenure with 
13 consecutive home victories. 

›› In eight seasons at Auburn as an assistant or head 
coach, Malzahn’s teams have had at least one first-
team all-SEC selection each year.

›› Malzahn’s Auburn teams scored at least 20 points 
in his first 23 games as head coach; his Auburn 
teams have scored 20 points or more in 54 of 67 
games.

›› Has produced 16 1,000-yard rushers in 12 years as 
a college head coach/offensive coordinator, at least 
one each season. Malzahn has coached five 1,000-
yard receivers and four 3,000-yard passers. 

›› 2013 national coach of the year awards: Eddie 
Robinson, Bobby Bowden, Bear Bryant, Home 
Depot, Associated Press, Liberty Mutual, Sporting 
News, SB Nation, USSA Amos Alonzo Stagg. 

›› In 14 seasons as a high school head coach in 
Arkansas, Malzahn led seven teams to the state 
championship game and won three titles. In July 
2013, he was inducted into the Arkansas High 
School Sports Hall of Fame. 

›› Auburn has produced a rusher with 100 or more 
yards in 47 of 67 games under Malzahn.

	 Pat Dye Field at Jordan-Hare 
Stadium is the nation’s 11th-largest 
on-campus stadium with a capacity 
of 87,451. It is the seventh-largest 
in the SEC.
	 The Tigers have won 79.2 percent 
of their games in Jordan-Hare 
Stadium since its 1939 dedication 
and hold an overall record of 319-
81-7 there.
	 The 2014 season was the 
75th anniversary of Jordan-Hare 
Stadium and the 2016 finale 
against Alabama A&M was the 
400th game played there.

	 It was a signature day for Stidham, too, who went 32 of 37 through the 
air for 367 yards and connected with nine different receivers.
	 Auburn outgained Mercer, 510 to 246, but five turnovers by Auburn 
-- four fumbles and one interception -- allowed the Bears to hang around 
into the fourth quarter.
	 “I feel like we moved the football and did some good things,” Auburn 
coach Gus Malzahn said after the game.

	 Stidham had another solid day through the air as he went 13 of 17 for 
218 yards and threw a 57-yard strike to Nate Craig-Myers for his lone 
touchdown of the game. Late in the third quarter, he gave way to true 
freshman Malik Willis, who got his first snaps at quarterback and fin-
ished the game for Auburn.
	 The defense might not have played up to its standard, allowing 340 
total yards, but it was still another impressive effort by a unit that came 
in No. 2 nationally in total defense. The performance was highlighted by 
six tackles for loss, two sacks and four turnovers.
	 The first turnover came on Missouri’s second drive when Carlton Davis 
pulled in his first interception of the season. Then early in the second 
quarter, Jeff Holland hit Drew Lock as he was attempting to throw 
the ball. Teammate Marlon Davidson picked up the loose football and 
returned it 33 yards to set up another Auburn touchdown. In the second 
half, Montavious Atkinson forced a fumble that was recovered by Daniel 
Thomas.

	 Kerryon Johnson picked up right where he left off the previous two 
weeks, rushing for a career-high 204 yards and three touchdowns on 28 
carries. The junior running back has now rushed for 11 touchdowns over 
his last three games, and as of the conclusion of Saturday’s game, he 
currently leads the nation with 12 rushing touchdowns on the season.
	 “It felt great,” Johnson said. “I felt so close to normal, and I just 
couldn’t hide it. In the open field, I was making people miss. I was able to 
get up to a faster speed than last week. And it just felt really good to be 
close to normal. I know I’m getting better. I just have to keep it going.”
	 Led by Johnson, the Auburn offense piled up a total of 561 yards 
against Ole Miss. Quarterback Jarrett Stidham went 14 of 21 and threw for 
235 yards and two touchdowns.
	 The longest play of the day came on Auburn’s second drive when 
Stidham threw a short screen pass to Ryan Davis, who took it 75 yards 
to the house. Davis got key blocks from Austin Golson, Casey Dunn, Nate 
Craig-Myers, and Will Hastings, as he sprinted up the Auburn sideline 
before crossing the field and eventually crossing the goal line.
	 It was Auburn’s longest offensive play of the season.
	 On defense, the Tigers slowed down a potent Ole Miss attack. Soph-
omore defensive tackle Derrick Brown led the way with six tackles, two 
tackles for loss, and he combined with teammate Jeff Holland on a sack.
	 It was also a memorable day for Auburn kicker Daniel Carlson, who 

went 3 of 3 on field goals 
(49, 25, 35) and was a 
perfect 5 of 5 on extra 
points. The senior’s last 
field goal gave him 413 
career points, making him 
the all-time leading scorer 
in SEC history.
	 “Daniel’s one of our 
team leaders,” Malzahn 
said. “He’s earned that. 
He’s got respect from 
both sides of the football, 
from the coaches. He’s 
not looked at just as a 
kicker on our team.
	 Auburn (5-1, 3-0) has 
now scored at least 40 
points in three straight 
SEC games for the first 
time in school history.

Though Auburn’s offense gave the ball away down inside the red 
zone, the defense responded its next time out as Ruffin intercepted a 
pass and returned it 45 yards for a touchdown to put the Tigers up 35-7.
	 “When I got the ball, the only thing I was thinking was score,” Ruffin 
said. “Instinct kind of kicked in. I had an incredible block - I think it was 
Daniel Thomas - and my defensive linemen were blocking for me down-
field, so I wanted to utilize all their efforts and score for them.”
	 Auburn’s offense had its share of highlights Saturday as well. The 
Tigers marched down the field on the opening drive, and Kerryon John-
son capped a nine-play, 80-yard drive with an 8-yard touchdown run. 
Johnson, the SEC’s rushing leader coming into the game, finished with 
137 yards on 22 carries. Martin added 83 yards and a touchdown on the 

ground.
	 Later in the first half, 
Stidham threw a 50-yard 
touchdown pass to Darius 
Slayton to give Auburn 
a 14-7 lead going into 
halftime.
