Description: In each figure below (A – F) the Moon is shown in a particular phase along with 
the position in the sky that the Moon would have at one time during the day (or night).  The dark 
areas on each moon figure show the unlit portions of the Moon visible from Earth at that time. 
Assume that sunset occurs at 6 pm and that sunrise occurs at 6 am.
