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QR code on pendant helps cops reunite
intellectually challenged boy with family

ANINTELLECTUALLY challenged
12-year-old boy from Worli was
found after he went missing on
Thursday after he was located
through a QR code-enabled pen-
dant he was wearing. Mumbai
policereunited himwith his par-
ents within eight hours of him
going missing after he was found
loitering in Colaba.

The police said they had to
resort to a clue from the items
thattheboy had in possessionas
he did not respond to their
queries.

According to police offi-
cials, the child was found at
around 8.20pm by a BEST bus
conductor.

"We got a call informing us
that a boy, who is not with a
guardian, is found near Dr.
Shama Prasad Mukherjee
chowk, following which a team
was sent and the child was taken
to our police station,” an officer
from Colaba police station said.

Police sub-inspector
Parmeshwar Godse, police con-
stable Rahul Nemiste and
Deepak Deshmukh made the
boy feel comfortable at the po-
lice station as they tried to etde-
tails about his parents and ad-
dress from him.

"The boy did not uttera word.

He would just look at us and
smile,"said Godse.

On seeing that he may have
been afflicted with some disabil-
ity, police officials started to
check his pocket and anything
on him that could help them
with a clue to locate his family.

“Nemiste suddenly saw a
pendant which the boy was
wearing around his neck.
Initially we did not think that the
pedant could help us locate his
parents. However when we re-
moved and opened the pen-
dant, we found a QR code
printed on a piece of paper,”
said an officer.

Police officials scanned the
code and got details ofan NGO
named "projectchetnain”.

"We then reached outto a
phone number where we were
directed to enter login details
along with a password. We
then got the boy's name, ad-
dress and other details about
his family members," added
Godse. "It also had the boy's
parents’ number."

The Colaba police then
reached out to his family, who
informed them that the 12-
year-old boy had gone out to
play ataround 3pm and did not
return.

And after the boy went
missing, the parents looked for
him for a few hours following
which they reported him miss-

ing at Worli police station.

"After we informed them,
their parents immediately came
to Colaba and he was handed
overtothem around 11pm,” the
police said.

‘When asked about the pen-
dant, Akshay Ridlan the founder
of projectchetna.insaid, "We run
aregistered NGO and we get in
touch with schools that provide
education to specially-abled

children and provide such pen-
dants. As we have seen in this
case, the pendants help locate
parents of lost children because
these specially-abled kids are
unable to provide details about
their family.”

The NGO, which started in
September 2023, has so far dis-
tributed over 5,500 pendants
to specially-abled and elderly
people.

und its neck. Pet to a family from
Matunga, the year-old mixed bre-
ed canine had slipped out of a sa-
lon where ithad been taken recently fora bath
and grooming. The QR codetag that was dang-
ling around its scruff, when scanned, reeled
out detailsof the pet and its owner, which hel-
ped reunite the dogwith its family

Thedog, named Hope, isskittish by nature,
said his owner Mangesh Swami (30). The pup
had slipped out of the alon on finding the do-
orajar. Hope had been rescued from the “tortu-
reof adog-breeder”. The pup isnot too fond of
taking a bath and tends to cower when in the
presence of strangers and in unfamiliar places,
said Swami.

After people at the salon found Hope mis-
sing, the salon staff informed Swami and the
staff, alongwith Swami, started looking for Ho-
pearound the vicinity, but the puppy was no-
wheretobefound.

“But within an hour, I got a call from the
awnerofafootwearstorein Matungaitselfthat
Hope had entered hisstore, seemed scaredand
was hiding inside the store,” Swami said. The
petrified dog was being chased by stray dogs
outside, was wandering in the crowded Ma-
tunga marketplace and was running amok

Hope was found within an hour, only because
he had the QR code tag on his scruff

amid the trafficbeforeit entered the store
When peopleattheshoestoresawa tagthat

was hanging on Hope's scruff, they scanned
the code that threw up the details of the dog
andalsoitsowner.

TheQRcodetagisanidentification that has
been devised by Sion resident Akshay Ridlan
(23), a data engineer, who calls it an ‘Aadhaar
card fordogs’. Made of thick acrylic plastic, the
taghangsaroundapet's scruff.

The code lists the owner’s name, contact
detailsand Googlelocationof theowner’sadd-
ress besides the pet’snameand its medical his-
tory, if any. “The card is waterproof, weather-
proof and won't get damaged even if the dog
chewsonit,”said Ridlan.

So far, Ridlan has made and distributed at
least 500 QRtag cards for pet animalsacrossIn-
diaforwhich hechargesaround Rs150towards
the cost of the material to make the tag and
shipping charges in the case of pets, Ridlan sa-
id, adding that he Is now looking for sponsors
to distribute these identification tags free for
stray dogsacrossthe country.

Ridlan said that theideaof makingan‘Aad-
haarcard fordogs’ occurred tohimafterastray
dog, Kaalu, whoused tobearound hisneighbo-
urhoodinSionand whom Ridlan wasextreme-
lyfondof, justdisappeared withoutatraceone
fineday from the locality.

“I'know the pain you feel on being separa-
ted from an animal you love, ” said Ridlan, ad-
ding that he still harbours hope that his lost
dog Kaalu will return to him someday altho-
ugh Kaalu had no such QR code tag hanging
from theneck.
