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The DAS Group (Gruppe Deutsche Anar-
cho-Syndikalisten) was one of the orga-
nizations that continued to fight Nazism 
outside of Germany. Little is known about 
the activities of its members in Barcelo-
na before the military coup of July 1936, 
but it is likely that, in addition to their pri-
vate jobs, they spied on and controlled 
the main Nazis in the city.
