OFFICIAL PRACTICE DAYS June 14 - 16. ALL COMPETITORS MUST BE OFF TOURNAMENT WATERS on June 17. During 
official practice, competitors may only fish with other competitors per Rule 3ii.

PRE -TOURNAMENT OFF-LIMITS Off-limits will begin on Sunday May 17 and extend through Sunday, June 14 @ safelight. 
During this time you are not allowed on tournament waters.

TOURNAMENT WATERS Mississippi River Pools 7,8,9 and all rivers, creeks, canals connecting to the Mississippi River 
Pools 7,8,9. The Northern boundary is Lock and Dam 6 at Mile Marker 714. The Southern 
Boundary is Lock and Dam 9 at Mile Marker 648. Only water open to all public fishing will 
be considered Tournament Waters. Any waters within these boundaries closed to public 
fishing will be closed to this tournaments’ contestants

FISHING LICENSE - Wi, Mn, Ia. 
- There is a reciprocal agreement between Wi, Mn, and Ia between the railroad tracks. The 

RR tracks parallel both sides of the river.  If you cross outside of the tracks, you must have 
that state’s license. It is your responsibility to have the proper license.

FISH LIMITS Pro-Angler: 5 fish  14-inch minimum length
