20/12/20 as its preference is competing on sand, which is more forgiving
surface . He said in the early stages he elected to steady and settle in a
rearward position as WAKEEL, at its most recent start was unsuited
when ridden prominently. He said that from the 800m, when travelling
several lengths behind the eventual winner FOOTSTEPS IN QATAR, he
allowed his mount to remain racing comfortably and although there was
an opportunity to improve at the 700m & the 500m, he was reluctant to
as LAGUNA VENETA, which was positioned in advance and to his inside
had contacted the running rail near the 900m and the 550m, and shifted
out. He said that as he was concerned that he may receive interference
during the relevant stages, he elected to ride patiently until he was
confident that he it was safe to improve, adding that when placed under
pressure from the 450m, WAKEEL closed off well.
