Usage: Painkiller tablets palliate, not cure. 
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Panache (noun) 

Hindi translation:कलँगी 

Meaning: manner of doing things without any difficulty (causing admiration) 

Memory Tip: Panache is read as panash> fan + ash > fan of Ash (Aishwarya 

Rai) 

 

Usage:Aishwarya dances with great panache.
