Hindi translation: हतोत्साह 

Meaning: Feeling terrible and miserable. 

Memory Tip: Abject sounds like abase which means a miserable thing.

Abrogate (verb) 

Hindi translation: अभिभिषेध करिा 

Meaning: Repeal or do away with (a law, right, or formal agreement). 

Memory Tip: Abrogate < gate means opening the gate and changing things. 

 

Use in Sentence: The government abrogated the contract.
