Memory Tip: Expiate sounds like Expect which means expecting to make 
amends. 

 

Use in Sentence: Sam expiated by telling them the truth. 
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Peroration (noun) 

Hindi translation: व्याख्यान का उपसहंार 

Meaning: The concluding part of a speech. 

Memory Tip: Peroration < ration which denotes the concluding part of the 
month.
